2.0	POULTRY PRODUCTION SECTION
2.1	EQUIPMENT USED IN THE FARM AND THEIR USES
1. Storex tank: Used for storing water
2. Pumping machine: For pumping water
3. Knap sack sprayer: For killing weeds growing around the cage house
4. Battery cage: A stationed cage for keeping birds
5. Generator: For generating electricity
6. Egg crate: For keeping eggs
7. Spade: Used for sweeping and cleaning 
8. Safety boots: Used when washing and cleaning the liter (waste pit)
9. Plastic cage: Used in transferring birds from cage to cage
10. Mose mask: For covering the nose
11. Debeaker: Used in debeaking birds
12. Broom: Used for sweeping and cleaning

2.2	HEALTH CARE AND SANITATION 
For proper health condition visitor are not allowed to enter the layers cage. While for the workers, they use the mixture of morgard and water at the door step, at the layers cage so as to prevent germs and some other micro organism to enter the cage. Also the water bank attached to the battery cage are always cleaned, and the water in the water bank are been flushed away every morning.
2.3	DIFFERENT VACCINES GIVEN TO THE BIRDS TO PREVENT THEM FROM DISEASES
There different vaccines that are been given to birds to prevent them from disease. Some of the vaccines given to the birds are.
1. Vitamin: It is an anti stress
2. Lasota: Used when the size of eggs in birds fall or reduces
3. Bal pox: Used to prevent pox in birds

2.5	TYPES OF POULTRY SYSTEM USED IN THE FARM
In the farm the kind of poultry management system that is been used is the intensive system.
Intensive system: In this system, birds are not allowed to move out they are been enclosed they are not allowed to have access to pasture and sunlight feeds water and all other necessary materials are been provided for the birds
Deep liter system: In deep liter system the floor of the hoxise is made by concrete with sawdust spread on it where birds roam about and the wall are made up of nets of about 10cm long.
Battery cage: This is a cage made with galvanized iron it has a place where eggs are rolled immediately after any biM lay eggs and it has a water bank attached to it, with a long white round plastic where nipples for drinking water are been attached.

3.0 TECHNICAL TRAINING EXERIENCE
Week 1
· Introduction to layers disease (CRD) Chronicle Respiratory Disease
· Cause of CRD open of bird to too much cold or dust (heat stress or cold stress)
· The symptoms for CRD is coughing, sneezing, running nose and mouth 
· We can prevent CRD by giving our bird dosegen 2020
· We can also prevent CRD by given them anitbiotics 3 to 4 days for prevention and 5 to 6 days for treatment.

Week 2
· Introduction to layers disease (fowl impulse)
· Cause by air spreading from infected bird to another.
· Also caused  by cold stress
· The symptoms for fowl pulse bald hair poses on the head, or swollen mouth.
· We can prevent fowl pulse by antiviral 5 to 6 days, fowl pulse vaccine or injection

Week 3
· Introduction to broiler
· I was told when the first day of the broiler was bought, the first food is glucose into water
· Broiler bed must be dry and warm to avoid cocci
· The second day, we applied glucose and antibiotics
· We started giving broiler for the first period starter and antibiotics

Week 4
· First for starter after three days you give tonic for three days if there’s no any disease that comes up
· The six day we give them lazota, is a small drug for preventing of disease
· Caution! Be careful of use of the lazota cause if the lazota failed it can cause harmful disease.
· Withdraw any water from the broiler before applied lazota for about ten minutes
· After 15minutes you withdraw water and give them ordinary water.

Week 5
· Gumboro was given to broiler after the 10th day after third week applied lazota again
· Fourth week applied lazota and gumboro again
· Coccisidia can be caused by wet bed of the chick sign of coccisidioc can be water fios
· Medicine for coccidiocos ampromisine anticoccidiocos, zadfed anti coccidioces
· Applied the medicine for five to six day inside their water

Week 6
· Introduction to broiler disease
· Cholera caused by dirt water, mix-formulated of food, non-accurate mixing of food
· Solution to cholera of chick can only be cured by antibiotics and they should be applied five to six days
· C.R.D is the most dangerous disease that every farmer has been finding solution to tackle the sign of CRD coughing, running of nose, they want oat.
· In other to tackle CRD it is adisable to go for the strongest antibiotics line doxygen zozo

Week 7
· Introduction to layers (Pellet)
· The first day of a day old layers, glucose was given to them in other to reduce stress
· Anitibiotics or multivitamins was given for five days after the second day of bought
· After the 6th days we give them multivitamins again
· After the first week lazota vaccine was given to them

Week 8
· We give our layers multivitamins on the eighth day
· Anti-co		 drug was given to them for prevention 3 to 4 days for treatment 5 to 6 days
· We are giving them ordinary water
· On the second week we give them gumboro vaccine
· We give them multivitamin on the 15thdays


Week 9
· Layer can be identified from other by their colour, layers always come with black or brown colour.
· On the 16th to 20th day we give them antibiotics
· After the 3rd week we give the gumboro vaccine
· On the 22nd day, ordinary water was given to them for 5 days
· On the 28th day, we give them lazota vaccine
· Introduction to layers disease (Newcastle disease)
· Newcastle disease can be caused be cold, mix formulated of feed
· Newcastle symptoms can be known by bird poop example, green poop and not able to eat is a sign of Newcastle.
· Newcastle disease can be prevent by Newcastle vaccine or injection
· Newcastle disease can also be prevented by giving accurate formulated of feed to birds

Week 10
· On the week 5 tyloxine base drugs as antiviral was given to them 3 to 4 days for prevention 5 to 6 days treatment
· On the week 6 first deworm was given to them for one day
· Week 7 ordinary water was given to them
· After the 8th week fowl pulse vaccine was given to them (for one day)
· On the week 9, first coryza was given to them

Week 11
· We give them antibiotic through-out the 10th week
· On the 11th week we give them ordinary water
· We give the lazota vaccine (we applied lazota into their water)
· On the 13th week second coryza was given to them (recommend a doctor)
· On the 14weeks second deworming was given to them for (one day)

Week 12
· We give them antibiotics for prevention 3 to 4 days for treatment 5 to 6 days
· On the week 16 three in one was given to them (INDIBEDS) for one day (should be applied before layering)
· Antibiotics was given to them 3 to 4 days for prevention 5 to 6 days for treatment
· Second deworming medicine was given on the week 18
· Ordinary water was given to them

Week 13
· On the week 21 vitamin was given to them for the first week
· Antibiotics was given to them
· Ordinary water for 2 days
· We give them layer max after all of them started laying
· Gumboro vaccine was given to them 4 to 5 days for prevention

Week 14
· Introduction to feeding habit of layers
· We give them optimal starter for four weeks
· After the four week we give them grown max till they start laying
· After all of them started laying we change their feeds to layer max till they stop laying
· Food was given to them morning and night

Week 15
· Beginning of the month lazota when they start laying
· Middle of the month lazota was given to them
· After the ending of the month antibiotics feed was given to them for laying good
· Layers stop laying after 12 to 18 months sell them for food consumption is advisable
· Give them the feed morning and afternoon feed of 0.15

Week 16
· Introduction to layers disease
· Cholera can be caused by not changing of water after 24 hours, or feeding layers with expired feed
· The symptoms for cholera is dosen, they wont be active, not able to eat
· We can prevent cholera by giving our layers antibiotics
· 3 to 4 days for prevention, 5 to 6 days for treatment

Week 17
· Introduction to layers disease (coccisidioses)
· Cause by layers wet bed if their bed is wet with water they can contact infection
· They show (symptoms) poor appetite, diarhea, watery poop
· It can also cause by air blow dust of the affected bed
· The prevent for (coccisdioses) proper management of feed
