But as the financial involvement became unbearable to the fund, it withdraw from the scheme in 1979 to both the national universities Commission (NUC) and the nation board for technical education ( NBTE) later the federal government in November1984 revert the management and implementation of the siwes program to ITF and it was effectively taken over by the industrial training fund and in July 1985 with the funding being socially born by the federal government.

1) Provide an Avenue for students in institution of higher learning to acquired industrial skills and experience in the course of study.
