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CHAPTER ONE
1.2 INTRODUCTION TO SIWES
The Industrial Training (SIWES) program is an integral part of the educational curriculum for students in Nigerian tertiary institutions. It is designed to expose students to real-world industry practices and applications in their field of study. This report provides a comprehensive account of my SIWES program undertaken at Jofadek Empowerment Initiative.
Students Industrial Work Experience Scheme (SIWES) is a Skills Training Program designed to prepare and expose Students of Universities, Polytechnics, Colleges of Technology, Colleges of Agriculture and Colleges of Education for the Industrial Work situation they are likely to meet after graduation. The Scheme affords Students the opportunity of familiarizing and exposing themselves handling equipment and machinery that are usually not available in their institutions.
1.3	HISTORY OF SIWES
The Students’ Industrial Work Experience Scheme (SIWES) was initiated in 1973 by the Federal Government of Nigeria under the Industrial Training Fund (ITF) to bridge the gap between theory and practice among products of our tertiary Institutions. It was designed to provide practical training that will expose and prepare students of Universities, Polytechnics, and Colleges of Education for work situation they are likely to meet after graduation.
Before the establishment of the scheme, there was a growing concern among the industrialists that graduates of institutions of higher learning lacked adequate practical background studies preparatory for employment in industries. Thus the employers were of the opinion that the theoretical education going on in higher institutions was not responsive to the needs of the employers of labour.
As a result of the increasing number of students’ enrolment in higher institutions of learning, the administration of this function of funding the scheme became enormous, hence ITF withdrew from the scheme in 1978 and was taken over by the Federal Government and handed to National Universities commission (NUC), National Board for Technical Education (NBTE) and National Commission for Colleges of Education (NCCE). In 1984, the Federal Government reverted back to ITF which took over the scheme officially in 1985 with funding provided by the Federal Government.
1.3	Objective of the SIWES Program
The main objectives of the SIWES program are to:
· Provide students with practical experience and industry exposure in their chosen field.
· Bridge the gap between academic knowledge and the practical application of the learned concepts.
· Equip students with technical and soft skills required for the workplace.
· Improve students' problem-solving and critical-thinking abilities
