In a recent interview, Hassan Hakeem, an electrical engineer residing at 9 Akinbode Street, shared his perspective on Victor Osimhen’s recent move to Galatasaray. Osimhen’s transfer has been a hot topic in the sports world, and Hakeem, who has been closely following the footballer’s career, provided detailed insights into the significance of this move.
Osimhen, a standout player for Napoli, played a vital role in the team’s success during the 2021-2022 season,Hakeem emphasized that Osimhen’s impact at Napoli was profound, stating, “Victor Osimhen was the best player during that period. His presence at Napoli was transformative, culminating in their league win which had eluded them for so long.”
However, Hakeem also touched upon the challenges faced during the transfer period. He noted that there were complications between Osimhen and Napoli’s management, which led to a controversial exit. “There was some disagreement between Osimhen and Napoli’s owner, the details of which remain unclear. Despite this, the move to Galatasaray seems beneficial for both Osimhen and the club.”

There were rumors about a possible move to Chelsea, but these fell through due to disagreements over personal terms and salary. Additionally, Osimhen was approached by Al-Ahli from Saudi Arabia, but he declined their offer. Hakeem commented, “It seems that financial considerations were a significant factor, and Osimhen chose not to compromise on his wages. His decision reflects his priorities, which include securing a favorable financial arrangement.
 Olaniyan Lateef, a forklift operator residing at number seven, Akinbode Street. Lateef shared his views on Victor Osimhen's recent transfer to Galatasaray, a prominent Turkish football club.
Lateef expressed reservations about Osimhen's decision to move to Galatasaray, highlighting concerns about its potential impact on his career. He stated, "I'm not happy about it because of his career. Moving to Galatasaray is not the right decision." According to Lateef, the Turkish league does not match the competitive level of leagues like Italy’s Serie A or England’s Premier League. He noted that many expected Osimhen to join a club with a higher profile, such as Chelsea or potentially a lucrative offer from Saudi Arabia.
Despite acknowledging that the transfer is Osimhen’s personal choice, Lateef believes it might not align with the best interests of his career. He mentioned, "Going to Galatasaray could lead to a decline in his football career. The Turkish league might not offer the same opportunities or visibility as the top European leagues.
In summary, while Lateef harbors concerns about the potential career implications of Osimhen’s transfer, he emphasizes the importance of dedication and effort in making the most of the opportunity at Galatasaray.
