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CHAPTER ONE
1.1  	INTRODUCTION TO SIWES
Students Industrial Work Experience Scheme (SIWES) is a Skills Training Program designed to prepare and expose Students of Universities, Polytechnics, Colleges of Technology, Colleges of Agriculture and Colleges of Education for the Industrial Work situation they are likely to meet after graduation. The Scheme affords Students the opportunity of familiarizing and exposing themselves handling equipment and machinery that are usually not available in their institutions.
1.2	 HISTORY OF SIWES
The Students’ Industrial Work Experience Scheme (SIWES) was initiated in 1973 by the Federal Government of Nigeria under the Industrial Training Fund (ITF) to bridge the gap between theory and practice among products of our tertiary Institutions. It was designed to provide practical training that will expose and prepare students of Universities, Polytechnics, and Colleges of Education for work situation they are likely to meet after graduation.
Before the establishment of the scheme, there was a growing concern among the industrialists that graduates of institutions of higher learning lacked adequate practical background studies preparatory for employment in industries. Thus the employers were of the opinion that the theoretical education going on in higher institutions was not responsive to the needs of the employers of labour.
As a result of the increasing number of students’ enrolment in higher institutions of learning, the administration of this function of funding the scheme became enormous, hence ITF withdrew from the scheme in 1978 and was taken over by the Federal Government and handed to National Universities commission (NUC), National Board for Technical Education (NBTE) and National Commission for Colleges of Education (NCCE). In 1984, the Federal Government reverted back to ITF which took over the scheme officially in 1985 with funding provided by the Federal Government.
1.3 	OBJECTIVES OF THE PROGRAMME
The specific objectives of SIWES are to:
· Provide placements in industries for students of higher institutions of learning approved by relevant regulatory authorities (NUC, NBTE, NCCE) to acquire work experience and skills relevant to their course of study
· Prepare students for real work situation they will meet after graduation.
· Expose students to work methods and techniques in the handling of equipment and machinery that may not be available in schools.
· Make transition from school to the labour market smooth and enhance students’ conduct for later job placement
· Provide students with the opportunity to apply their knowledge in real life work situation thereby bridging the gap between theory and practice
· Strengthen employer involvement in the entire educational process and prepare students for employment in industry
· Promote the desired technological knowhow required for the advancement of the nation.
1.4	OBJECTIVES OF ESTABLISHMENT
The specific objectives of establishment are to:
1. Law Enforcement: Upholding and enforcing laws to ensure public safety and order.
2. Crime Prevention: Implementing strategies to prevent crime through community engagement and proactive policing.
3. Investigation: Conducting thorough investigations of crimes to gather evidence and apprehend offenders.
4. Public Assistance: Providing assistance to citizens in emergencies or when they require help, including responding to calls for service.
5. Community Relations: Building and maintaining positive relationships with the community to foster trust and cooperation.
6. Education and Outreach: Offering educational programs on safety, crime prevention, and legal rights to the public.
7. Traffic Control: Monitoring and managing traffic to ensure road safety and reduce accidents.
8. Crisis Management: Responding to crises, such as natural disasters or public disturbances, to maintain order and safety.
9. Support Services: Providing support services such as counseling for victims of crime and resources for community programs.
10. Data Collection and Reporting: Gathering and analyzing data related to crime trends to inform policy and improve policing strategies.

RADIOS
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Radios: Used for communication between officers and dispatch to coordinate responses and share information.
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Patrol Vehicles: Equipped for transportation, they provide mobility for officers to respond quickly to incidents and patrol neighborhoods.
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Body Cameras: Used to record interactions between police and the public, enhancing accountability and transparency.
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Firearms: Carried by officers for self-defense and to protect the public, following strict regulations and training.
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Handcuffs: Used for restraining suspects to ensure officer and public safety during arrests.
BREATHALYZERS
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Breathalyzers: Employed to measure blood alcohol content (BAC) in suspected impaired drivers.
EVIDENCE COLLECTION KITS
