3.0	 TELEPHONE HYBRID
Telephone hybrids are electronic devices that allow communication between the talent panel in a radio or TV show and external callers on a telephone line.
The hybrid balances and combines the audio signals from the studio and the telephone line, to guarantee a clear and seamless communication.
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TELEPHONE HYBRID


3.1	HOW DOES A TELEPHONE HYBRID WORK?
The voice of the caller from the incoming audio is converted into an electrical audio signal, which is then transmitted to the telephone exhange system.
At the same time, the talent panel's voices are captured by their microphones and sent to the audio mixer and routing system as outgoing audio.
Both the incoming and outgoing audios are then processed simoultaneously by the telephone hybrid, which combines them into a single mixed audio signal, that reaches the caller back	via	the	telephone	line.

In simple terms, a Hybrid is an interface that connects two-wire phone lines into input and output XLRs. These XLR connectors are plugged into an audio console or I/O node. Many Hybrids also contain echo cancellation and an automatic equaliser, to eliminate any sort of feedback, clean and balance the audio levels.

If you are planning to have outside calls coming into your show, you should definitely invest in a good quality hybrid.
3.2	RECORDING AND EDITING ENTERTAINMENT NEWS
1. THE ETHICS OF EDITING: BE ACCURATE, BE HONEST, BE FAIR
This is an important place to start as it will help you make the right decisions when you start editing.
When we edit, we present an audio representation that’s slightly different than what actually happened. This is not a bad thing. Our job as broadcasters is to present a fair and accurate account of events and issues. That job includes choosing what to include and exclude based on the focus of the story and the information needs of our audience. We rarely have enough time to present everything, and so we delete segments of the recording that are off-topic, confusing, distracting, or boring for the audience.
There is a huge difference between the two versions. By deleting the first phrase “Only a few” you change the meaning of the original statement. By deleting “as my husband also told you” you don’t change the meaning. Rather, you simplify the statement by removing an unnecessary fact.
Editing is a powerful tool for broadcasters. It is important to consider how what you remove can change the meaning of a statement.
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3.3	2. LEARN YOUR EDITING SOFTWARE
There are many editing programs available. Some are sophisticated, allowing you to add special effects. Some are basic, and some have graphics that make them easier to navigate. Whichever one you use, it is worthwhile practicing on it before you start to make radio programs with it. As broadcasters, we have to deal with deadlines. Not knowing your program well will slow you down. And being familiar with the program will help you make cleaner edits faster.
3.4	3. PLAN AHEAD
It’s important to plan what type of material you need for your program, and how much time you have to present it. Just because you are able to edit your audio files doesn’t mean that you shouldn’t you spend carefully planning and organizing your interview. With deadlines and a limited amount of time available during the program, you should make sure from the beginning that your recording is as focused as possible. It is much easier to clean up a 15-minute interview to 10 minutes than it is to edit a 35-minute interview to 10 minutes. When you have too much audio material, it is more difficult to choose what to edit, and there is a much higher risk of misrepresenting the meaning of the original recording.




















CHAPTER FOUR 
4.0	LEVEL METERS
A level meter allows the panel operator or on-air talent to monitor the audio volume, so they can ensure it is neither too quiet or too loud at any point. In most cases, there will be multiple level meters set up for the varying points in the signal chain.
There are also some radio stations that utilize phase meters in addition to level meters. A phase meter works to identify mono content, so you can detect issues with source material and avoid problems with the stereo image.

4.1	STUDIO MONITOR SPEAKERS
Monitor speakers enable you to hear what’s going on without needing to wear headphones. Most studios use high-quality monitor speakers so that any issues with sound quality are easy to pinpoint.

4.2	CUE/PREVIEW SPEAKER
The preview speaker is an optional addition that lets the radio host hear the audio that isn’t going to air (like the feed from the audio editor). Using a separate speaker serves as an extra layer of security to make sure that preview audio isn’t ending up on-air.
Headphones
When a microphone is turned on, a studio’s monitor speakers are automatically muted. So, you’ll need headphones to hear the content that will be going to air.

RACK ROOM EQUIPMENT
A radio station’s “rack room” is where you’ll find the bulk of the equipment. Also known as an equipment room, data center, or master control room, this space contains the large electrical devices, computers, and other key pieces. In other words, it’s where you’ll keep anything and everything that makes noises that could disrupt your broadcast.

COMPUTER
It’s probably fairly obvious that a computer is a staple piece of equipment for radio broadcasting. There are many options when it comes to the best computers for radio broadcasting, and much of it comes down to personal preference.
Many modern computers can perform a wide variety of broadcast functions, including:
· Automation/playout
· Monitoring
· Audio logging
· Routing control
· File sharing
· Dead air detection
· Emergency audio playback
· Music scheduling
· Profanity delay
· Audio processing

In many cases, the right computer can help you streamline your broadcasting equipment needs.
Studio delay (“profanity delay” or “7-second delay”)
If you want to do live broadcasts, you also should consider a studio delay, which commonly provides seven seconds for radio show producers to eliminate unwanted content, such as swearing. That helps to ensure the FCC and local listeners won’t want to shut you down for unsavory content that you never intended to be aired.

4.3	AN AUDIO MIXER (MIX ENGINE)
A mixer for sound editing and mixing is required for use with a digital audio console. Make sure that your selected mix engine is compatible with your audio console since the controls protocols are usually unique to each manufacturer.

RACKMOUNTS
Don’t underestimate the usefulness of rackmounts to keep your equipment stored safely.

PROTECTION UNITS
Protection units that prevent damage from electrical surges, lightning strikes, and other electrical problems that can destroy your studio equipment.
