2.0	POULTRY PRODUCTION SECTION
2.1	EQUIPMENT USED IN THE FARM AND THEIR USES
1. Storex tank: Used for storing water
2. Pumping machine: For pumping water
3. Knap sack sprayer: For killing weeds growing around the cage house
4. Battery cage: A stationed cage for keeping birds
5. Generator: For generating electricity
6. Egg crate: For keeping eggs
7. Spade: Used for sweeping and cleaning 
8. Safety boots: Used when washing and cleaning the liter (waste pit)
9. Plastic cage: Used in transferring birds from cage to cage
10. Mose mask: For covering the nose
11. Debeaker: Used in debeaking birds
12. Broom: Used for sweeping and cleaning



2.2	HEALTH CARE AND SANITATION 
For proper health condition visitor are not allowed to enter the layers cage. While for the workers, they use the mixture of morgard and water at the door step, at the layers cage so as to prevent germs and some other micro organism to enter the cage. Also the water bank attached to the battery cage are always cleaned, and the water in the water bank are been flushed away every morning.
2.3	DIFFERENT VACCINES GIVEN TO THE BIRDS TO PREVENT THEM FROM DISEASES
There different vaccines that are been given to birds to prevent them from disease. Some of the vaccines given to the birds are.
1. Vitamin: It is an anti stress
2. Lasota: Used when the size of eggs in birds fall or reduces
3. Bal pox: Used to prevent pox in birds

2.5	TYPES OF POULTRY SYSTEM USED IN THE FARM
In the farm the kind of poultry management system that is been used is the intensive system.
Intensive system: In this system, birds are not allowed to move out they are been enclosed they are not allowed to have access to pasture and sunlight feeds water and all other necessary materials are been provided for the birds
Deep liter system: In deep liter system the floor of the hoxise is made by concrete with sawdust spread on it where birds roam about and the wall are made up of nets of about 10cm long.
Battery cage: This is a cage made with galvanized iron it has a place where eggs are rolled immediately after any biM lay eggs and it has a water bank attached to it, with a long white round plastic where nipples for drinking water are been attached.




CHAPTER THREE
3.0 TECHNICAL TRAINING EXERIENCE
Week 1
We had to harvest all the maize on the farm land as they were mostly affected by pest, infestation, causing their stunted. We harvested everything and  had to cleared the field, we sorted the good harvested maize from the bad ones with rest infestation (bird eating them).
We watered the tomatoes plant in the farm land with the use of watering can as it has been days there was rainfall on the farm land area as to prevent stunted growth of tomatoes plant.
Today our farm manager asked us about our experiences on the tomato farming siwes experiences on the farm has provided a meaning full or valuable insight into the production and handling practice of tomato. I have learned practical knowledge and skills in tomato cultivation.
Our director talked about the objective of tomato we go to a layer’s place, we pack all the egg and arrange them in a perfect place we sweep and clean all the layer place so it will perfectly neat. We gave them food and water.
We did some crop inspection and diseases management and the farm land and monitored it for some while and did a little maintenance on the bed.

Week 2
We watered the pepper farm and did some maintenance on it. There has been decrease in annual rain fall causing the death of pepper plant (stunted growth).
Cleaning of the pen and picking of egg.
We were instructed on how many numbers of seed planted which must grow on each and everybody portion after cleaning of my weeded portion of plant carefully used to water. Can adding water to the soil.
I got my seed already which are ready planting, I planted  my seeds two per root and collum with adequate, spacing .
I arrival early at the farm there was still shortage of rainfall, I had to first wet my own portion of land with seeds planted on them, after that I also had to wet the pepper on the farm land and also had to wet pepper.

Week 3
Weed maintenance by hand picking of egg with the cleaning of the pens
Maintenance was done in the in the vegetable garden by using hand picking method also feed the layers
· Weed  maintenance by handpicking on the jute plant (corehours olutorous ) and were sold out 
· Watering of vegetable in the farm using irrigation method 
· We had lectures on how to cultivate bananas
· Visitation to banana plantation 
We did maintenance on the farm yard and spray chemical on it by the automatic sprayer


Week 4
I was feeding the layers and piercing out the eggs and cleaning the poultry.
Weed maintenance and picking of egg and cleaning of pens 
Maintenance was done in the vegetable garden by using hand and also feed the livestock.
Wetting of vegetables, millet by using of irrigation methods
Practical on budding on a rough lemon seeding

Week 5
Cleaning and sanitation of the brooding pen and feeding of layers in the layer’s pens with layer mash and water containing multivitamin.
General sanitation of the poultry surrounding feeding of the layers in the pens.
Tillage of beds
Planting of yams on a conducted checked portion of land using propagation methods
Weeding of unwanted plants we had

Week 6
Today I prepead the seed bed for potato planting by 
· Cleaning the are of debris and weeds, tilling the soil to a depth of 12 inches to loosen and aesatect.
Washing of the brooding feeding tools, hand picking of egg and packing of eggs from the pen to the store.
Sanitizing the poultry pens by sweeping, packing and disposing of the layers drugs, disinfectant is also used to clean up the poultry pens in  order to avoid germs.
Harvesting of maize and potato
Feeding of layers in the pens.

Week 7
Packing and harvesting of maize, picking of eggs 
Cleaning of land to plant another corn on it
We applied fertilizer to the corn crop to promotes healthy growth and development 
I observed the corn plant showed gings of germination but there no change 
Feeding the layers (hen), picking of eggs

Week 8
Harvest of maize of farm and watering the small maize
· Observed and record soil moisture and led of irrigation 
· Assisted in tomato harvesting and grading 
· Participating in harvest and picking tomato
Watered of tomato plant in the farm land with use of watering can, so to prevent stunted  growth of tomato plant
We did crop inspection and disease management in farm land  
Observation of tomato plant as they need proper monitoring, feeding of hen (layers) and picking their eggs.

Week 9
We give layers food and sweep all layers pen after that we pick egg and arrange the egg in a proper place
INDEPENDENCE DAY
We go to farm to wet potato leaf we removed all the unwanted plant in the farm
Cleaning of the poultry and picking of eggs 
Taking care of day old chick and broiler, picking of layers egg

Week 10
We went to farm to remove all the unwanted weed from jute leave bed (chorchorous olitorus) which is ewedu
I arrival early at the farm there was still shortage of rainfall, I had to firstly wet my portion with water with seeds planted on them
We go to poultry to sweep all the layers place after that we pump them water to drink, we give them food to eat in 1:30 we go back there and pick their eggs for selling
We were told to take a sheep to tap place to wash them, so they can be clean and able to see also, after that we were taking to day old chicks also to give them food and water and clean all their environment
We went to farm around 9:00 to remove all the jute leaves which is (chorchorous olitorus) for selling
