CHAPTER FOUR
DATA ANALYSIS AND DISCUSSION OF FINDING
4.0	INTRODUCTION
This chapter presents results of analyzed data, interpretation of results and discussion findings. A total of 100 copies of questionnaire were administered to the respondents in the area of study (Kwara State Polytechnic, Ilorin). The first section focuses on the presentation of the demographic data of the respondents while the second section focuses on achieving/ answering the research objectives/questions.
4.1	PRESENTATION OF THE SOCIO-DEMOGRAPHIC DATA
Descriptive analysis of the respondents in terms of gender, age, institute, level of study, and religion group were presented in the tables and charts below.

Table 4.3 shows that more than one-third of the respondents were from the Information and Communication Technology, above one-quarter were from the Institute of Applied Science, almost 16.0% of the respondents were in Institute of Environmental Studies. 4.2	ANALYSIS OF RESEARCH QUESTIONS
Research Question 1: What is the usage of social media by the students of Kwara State Polytechnic?
In answering this research question, descriptive analysis was adopted by using the simple frequency and percentage table. The study used four items, and the results are present in Table 4.6-4.9.

In Table 4.9, the study shows that 38.0% of the respondents use social media while studying or doing homework almost every time. 36.0% of the respondents sometimes used social media while studying or doing homework. 19.0% of the respondents rarely used it while studying or doing homework, and 7.0% never used social media while studying or doing homework.
Research Question 2: What are the major purposes of social media usage by the students of Kwara State Polytechnic?
In this section, the study focused on investigating the major purpose of social media usage by the students of Kwara State Polytechnic. Table 4.10 indicates the degree to which the respondents agreed with the items on the major purpose of social media usage by the students. The study used the 5-point Likert scale, where SD = “Strongly disagree”, D = “Disagree”, N= “Neutral”, A = “Agree”, and SA = “Strongly Agree”.

From Table 4.10, investigate the common purposes of using social media by the students in Kwara State. The study revealed that more than two-third (72.0%) of the respondents strongly agreed that they used the social media to connect with friends and family, 19.0% disagreed, while only 9 (9.0%) of the respondents said neutral. We also realized that majority of the respondents agreed and strongly agreed that they use the social media for entertainment and leisure, 9.0% were neutral, 4.0% disagreed, and just 1.0% strongly disagreed.
Furthermore, the study shows that a significant number of the respondent agreed that they used social media for networking and professional opportunities, similarly, we noticed that majority of the respondents agreed they used the social media for education and academic research, and for Information or news updates with friends and family.
Research Question 3: Is there a link between social media use by the students of Kwara State Polytechnic and their reading habit?
In order to examine if there exist links between social media usage and the reading habit of the students. This study considered four (4) items on the possible linkages between the reading habit and usage of social media among the students.

Table 4.11 depict the hours spent reading books or other materials outside of class per day. The result shows that almost 32.0% of the respondents spent between 1-2 hours reading books or other materials outside of class per day. In addition, 24.0% spent less than 1 hours, 18.0% spent between 3-4 hours, 15.0% spent between 2-3 hours, and 11.0% spent more than 4 hours reading books or other materials outside of class par day.

Lastly in this section, we noticed that 38.0% of the respondents think social media usage has significantly had a negative impact on your overall reading comprehension and retention, 33.0% somewhat think it has had a negative impact on your overall reading comprehension and retention,  19.0% did not really think that social media usage has had a negative impact on your overall reading comprehension and retention, and 10.0% were not sure. 
4.3	DISCUSSION OF FINDINGS
This section discusses findings using relevant literature to support the results.
4.3.1	SOCIO-DEMOGRAPHIC INFORMATION OF RESPONDENTS
The study shows that majority of the students are male, and the approximately half of the students were of the ages between 18-25 years, while very few of the students were below 18 years of age. In addition, we realized that majority of the students are from the department of Natural sciences, more than one-third of the respondents were in HND II, and in the case of the religion believe, the study shows that a significant number of the respondents was a Muslim followed by the Christians.
4.3.2	THE USAGE OF SOCIAL MEDIA BY THE STUDENTS OF KWARA STATE POLYTECHNIC
The study found that the most used social media among the students in Kwara State Polytechnic was Facebook, followed by those who uses Instagram, and those who used the Snapchat, TikTok social media. However, we found that most of the students spent between 2-3 hours on the social media per day, and the students sometimes uses social media during class periods, meanwhile, we also found that a significant number of the students use social media while studying or doing homework almost every time.
4.3.3	THE MAJOR PURPOSES OF SOCIAL MEDIA USAGE BY THE STUDENTS OF KWARA STATE POLYTECHNIC
Based on the results we found that a large number of the students use social media to stay connected with friends and families, for entertainment/ leisure, for networking and professional opportunities. In addition, the study indicates that a significant number of the students use social media for education and academic research, and similarly, most of them use the social media for information and news updates with friends and family.
4.3.4	LINK BETWEEN SOCIAL MEDIA USE BY THE STUDENTS OF KWARA STATE POLYTECHNIC AND THEIR READING HABIT.
The study revealed that majority of the students spent between 1-2 hours reading books or other materials outside of class, very few spent more than 5 hours on social media per day. In addition, we discovered that huge number of the students felt that the social media usage did not really affect their reading habit, however, more than half of the students did not noticed change in their reading habits since they started using social media.
Finally, the study found that most of the students have tried to limit the amount of time spent on social media and it was successful.
4.3.5	THE EXTENT AT WHICH SOCIAL MEDIA USAGE AFFECTS THE STUDENTS OF KWARA STATE POLYTECHNIC READING HABITS.
We found that a significant number of the students found themselves sometimes distracted from reading by social media notifications, and led to a decrease in the amount spent on reading. Similarly, the study revealed that most of the students sometimes found themselves staying up late on social media and as a result, not being able to complete your reading tasks. However, huge number of the students thinks the social media has had a negative impact on their overall reading comprehension and retention.
