 Sample Size and Sampling Techniques 
A total of 25 participants will be sampled through purposive approach.  14 out of this will be selected from the Okekura Custodial Centre and Kwara State Headquarters of Correctional Services.  These will include 1 recidivist (returning inmate) that will be selected from each of the 9 cells available in Okekura Custodial Centre and 5 serving Custodial Officers.  5 former Custodial officers who have been transferred to the Headquarters of the Correctional Services in Kwara State will equally be selected for this study.  A total of 6 ex-inmates of the Correctional Centre have been identified through snowball sampling process and involved in this study.  Instant interviews will be sought and conducted where possible with this last category. Where it is not possible to get immediate responses from them in this instance, appointment will be booked with them for interview in their respective places of residence.
