CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
1.1 BACKGROUND OF STUDY
Most Economic policies are directed forward, the development of higher level of economic growth and development. Economic development today is accepted as major goal of National Policy in Develop Economy. Economic development however lacks a definite definition but it could be described as a situation of economic growth and also conditions on which people and economy have adequate necessities of life and some reasonable income distribution. If the poverty level of unemployment and inequality have reduced considerable, then some major level of economic development world has been attained.
	According to Ogunkpa (1985) industrial production capacity is an important index of measuring economic development. He argued that most convenient way of measuring economic development is engagement of manufacturing special. He observed and assumed up the argument in favor of industrial as the most appropriate route to rapid measuring economic development in less developed countries.
 	Apparently, industrialization has been seen as the master key to measuring economic development by the developed countries. This has resulted to different by exception and approach to it like economic development industrialization has no precise definition.
	Usman (1988) described industrialization as the process of developing the capacity of country to mast and locate within its borders the whole production process, production of intermediate products of other desire products another machine and tools acquired for manufacturing of the desired product and other machined skill to operate, maintain and the tool and skill to managed and to organized the process.
	It therefore follows the industrialization with the above Frame work should be evolutionary with principle indigenous agent. There has been a strong relationship between sailing and investment through different decrees to accumulate capital. For investment, it becomes necessary to consume less in the immediate period in order to have some saving made.
	Theoretically poverty circle have been built on low income, low saving propensity and low investment criteria.
However, experience has proved that low saving propensity could be traced to absence of financial institutions such as Deposit Money Bank, Merchant Money Bank and so. These may not after all be only on how income percent. This is because mobilized saving may be idled and remain outside the organized financial system. It is low without saying that for saving to have positive impact on investment, it has to be properly mobilized and financialized.
	Deposit Money Banks contribute for the capital accumulation which serves as catalyst in industrial growth made it to fully appreciate. The need for increased production and behavioral patterns necessary to generate and mobilized capital fund.
	According to Schumpeter (2001), the capacity of Deposit Money Bank to create credit makes it essentially a phenomenon of development. The role of bank is any economy it cannot be over emphasized. Our growing economy inclusive, a clear understanding of the role and contribution of Deposit Money Banks in Nigeria Economy is obviously a prime pre – requisite for the formulation of banking policy.
	The financial system in any society of which the banking system is one most dominant frame work within which capital formulation take place through intermediation of institution. The participant in the banking system mobilizes resources from surplus units and channel some of the deficit economy units any country for industrialization. The system also urged to stimulate investment channel such to the priority areas economic policies for growth and development. 
Actually Deposit Money Banks perform a number of interrelated functions many of which are necessary part of our private free enterprise system. Deposit Money Banks brings important ingredients of the money surely and demand deposits through the creation in form of loans and investment. 
Meier (1976:250 – 267) argued that if investment is to increase, there must be a growing surplus above current consumption that can be tapped and directed into productive investment channels, undoubted that there is a clear and strong relationship between capital employed and industrialization of economic development for clear picture employed as followed.
An increase in the volume of sailing so that resources can be released for investment purpose.
The act of investment itself by which resources are used for increasing of sailing stock. The channeling of sailing through financial and credit mechanism, so that investment fund can be collected from a wide range of different source and claimed by investor.
1.2 STATEMENT OF THE PROBLEMS
The developing nations especially Nigeria and other West African Nations are faced with many problems as poor economic base level of, productivity, poor industrial base, of unemployment among other. In order to overcome the problems above the government economic institution such as Deposit Money Banks, private sector and the general public needs to work and contribute their quotas forward overcoming these problems.
	As for Deposit Money Banks, they have contributed in various ways towards Economic Development of Nigeria. Unfortunately some people are still not aware of the various ways in which Deposit Money Banks have contributed to Economic Development of Nigeria. It is against background the researcher has choose the topic the Deposit Money Banks in Nigeria Economy in an offer the public the various played by Deposit Money Banks in Economic Development. For this, the researcher has been a point of concern to consider the following question as far as the trade sector is concerned. Is it that Deposit Money Banks in general and First Bank of Nigeria Plc cannot give adequate financial assistance to trade merchant? Could it be that the merchant have no collateral securities to bank up financial assistance? 
What has led to the low exchange market? These questions serve as the basic problems that made the researcher to embark on this work.
1.3 RESEARCH QUESTIONS
The following research questions would be answered in the course of study.
(1) What are the roles Deposit Money Banks plays in Nigeria Economy?
(2)  How effective are those roles?
(3) What services does First Bank Plc. have to their customers? 
(4) What are the problems of Deposit Money Banks face when providing banking services to the customers? 
1.4 PURPOSE OF THE STUDY
The main purposes of the study are as follows.
(a) To evaluate the effort of banking and problem arising from their operation.
(b) To know the major sources of financing  economic activities 
(c) To know how to employ limited resources in profitable business and at the same time derived economic satisfaction
(d) To access the role and contribution of banking system to economic development.
1.5 SIGNIFICANCE OF STUDY
This study is of great importance to the management, industrialist, government, business owners, investors and financial institution. It is also very important in the evaluation of performance of Deposit Money Banks to the development of Nigerian Economic.
The study significant to the above bodies and institution in the following manners.
(i) It will create awareness to the management on the importance of the services rendered by the bank and to improve such services.
(ii) The study will also provide the basic information on how industrialist can obtain financial assistance (loans and advances) for industrialist development.
(iii) Government will be able to access the information of Deposit Money Banks as regard economic development.
(iv) It will enlighten business and business owners the possible way for approaching
(v)  Deposit Money Banks for financial assistance. Investors will also know the type of transactions they will undertakes with Deposit Money Banks through this study.
1.6 SCOPE AND LIMITATION OF THE STUDY
The researcher focused on the role of Deposit Money Banks to the development of Nigeria Economy. The researcher only entered the discussion on Deposit Money Banks therefore the major factors that limits this study are as follows.
1. FINANCIALLY CONSTRIANT: Lack of enough money has hindered the researcher from completing this work the way it was initially planned.
2. LACK OF ENOUGH TIME TO VISIT OTHER BANKS: the time limit or the work is not enough for the researcher to visit other banks in other to obtain more information.


CHAPTER TWO
2.1 INTRODUCTION.
Banking is a business like other business, it has customers from the services that is, depositor and borrower and in return receivers payment from them in form of others.
Banking can be referred to as catalyst agent that transfer saving into capital. They mobilized from the fund surplus sector and also transfer each resources to the deficit sector of the economy, that is to say they are Financial Intermediaries. 
Therefore, a bank can be defined as a segment of money market that deals in money and credit holding itself, receiving from the public deposits in demand by cheque or were money and the valuable assets are being kept for safe keeping, it was originally gathered that banking system started in England by London gold smith. First bank function was a to accept deposits of gold from merchant who have no safe place to keep their r gold, so the gold smith issues a receipt to the depositors as a means of recognition . this brought the creation of banking system, such as commercial bank, mortgage bank an development banks, etc. in every organization both develop ones require expenditure of capital and other assets, every decision made by management  of an enterprises, manufacturing of operations market activities etc. need funds for their expansion and development. Thre more successfully, those establishment are, the more developed the economy will be. Few ever most of the newly established firmly depends solely on banks in Nigeria and the   increasing development of various sector of the economy.
2.2 ORIGIN AND BACKGROUND STUDY OF BANKING AND FINANCE IN NIGERIA.
Nigeria was British Colony: as such banking system drew much information from thence and tailored after drinking banking system.
According to Anyawa Okoro (2006) the establishment of Central Bank Of Nigeria Nationalist. Apart from the struggle for political independence, the nationalist equally wanted a solid economy base for the new nation. The outer of Nigeria nationalist   for central banks was triggered off by the unprecedented banking failure of the early 1950’s. 
The colonial government requested the control of banking on the financial sector because of their view that Nigeria was ill – equipped the Central Bank. Therefore three commissions were set up to investigate the Nigeria banking area. The first commission was J.L Fisher, second was that of term of expert from the World Bank which visited Nigeria in 1953, and finally that of the bank of England Mr. I.B Loynes. Specifically, it was the recommendation of Mr. J.B. Loynes that led to the establishment of the Central Bank ordinances on 17th march (1959) the bank commence business on 1st of July (1959). Oladele (1935) said that the First Bank group appears in Nigeria banking industry, since commercial banks started to operate in Nigeria in (1394), the British Bank of West Africa (now Access Bank of Nigeria) was established. Bardays Bank was no banking ordinance. Many indigenous banks were established and most of them failed because of bad management and under capitalization. Today there so many Deposit Money Banks in Nigeria. Merchant banks whose origin could be traced back t the 1960’s an until the deregulation of the economy. Only few merchant banks were in existence in Nigeria and the economy at large. There are also other banks which operate in Nigeria. Like the development banks, microfinance banks, mortgage banks etc. 
2.3      	FUNCTION AND SERVICES RENDERED BY DEPOSITS MONEY BANKS IN NIGERIA.
Deposit Money Banks in Nigeria provides the following functions. Andem and  Mortgage (undated) stated deposit is one of the major function of the “Deposit Money Banks:” 
Deposit Money Banks kept in the form of a current account which is commonly used by traders, the self-employed and the other employed people. Saving and Deposit account and other means through which money can be kept by Deposit Money Banks. Dr Nwakocha (1995) stated that granting of loans to customers is allowed by the banks to draw cheque for an agree sum in excess of the among standing to the credit of his account. Interest is calculated only on the amount over draw.
(a) ACCEPTING DEPOSITS: Deposit Money Banks accepts deposits of various kinds of their customers and make this available when required. These functions of Deposit Money Banks makes huge amount of money available for investment purpose.
(b)  GRANTING LOAN TO CUSTOMERS: Deposit Money Banks also grant loan their worthy customers to enable them undertake their various projects although most of Deposit Money Banks loans are short term in nature, it has growth assisted by their customers in executing their projects.
(c) ACCEPTING AND DISCOUNTING BILLS: Deposit Money Banks accepts and discount bills for their customers. This makes money or funds available for their customers. Another method is by loan. This is advance giving by banks to their customers in order to finance industries and agricultural sector. Customer who deserves credit for their expansion and who can produce he necessary securities can borrow money conveniently  from the banks, interest is also paid on the total amount borrowed. Accepting and discounting bills is also important function of the Deposit Money Banks as stated by Gaba (1930). Deposit Money Banks helps customers to discount bills which facilitate foreign and domestic trade.
(d) INVESTMENT: Alayanda (1979) stated that invest is a major function of Deposit Money Banks which helps customers to buy shares in now and companies. Application in Nigeria companies is given out through banks and expected bank through them, Deposit Money Banks also collect dividend on behalf of their customers.
(e) ACTING AS REFREE: According to Sada (2000) Deposit Money Banks acts as referee for their customers. Importer may be asked to name a referee; Deposit Money Banks do this on behalf of their well-known customers.
(f) TAX RETURNS: Deposit Money Banks helps their customers to prepare income tax returns. This is a return demanded by tax authorities on the income of trade workers.
(g) MONEY IN CIRCULATION: Deposit Money Banks helps the banks to circulate the currency in the country and help to withdraw some when necessary.
(h) ENCOURAGEMENT OF SMALL ENTERPRISE: The activities of Deposit Money Banks especially areas of granting loans and advances have greatly encourage small scale enterprise in Nigeria.
(i) ENCOURAGEMENT OF AGRICULTURE: Agriculture is the main stay of the Nigeria, Agriculture products now the form the essential ingredient for all industrial development, Deposit Money Banks grant’s credit to agriculture to provide imports to industries and food to the increasing population of the economics.
(j) EDUCATION: They assist in educating Nigerian entrepreneurs regaining the importance of  book keeping preparation of company’s final and balanced sheet.
2.4 SOME PROBLEMS FACING DEPOSITMONEY BANK IN NIGERIA ECONOMY.
(A) Inability to meet the distribution of loan and advance: One major factor hindering the growth of bank is the in ability to meet guidelines for sectional distribution of loans and sectors have continued to receive more than the desirables.
(B) Central Bank of Nigeria Regulations And Guide Rules: A factor which bank faces is that caused by legislation and guide rules prescribed by Central Bank of Nigeria (CBN), which they fall on their association they can be without it or not. The legislation is not stable, continuous change tends to change inability in the bank.
(C) Managerial Problems: The most important factor that determines the soundness of the bank, it had incompetent and self – seating board and management, such bank just exist from day to day activities without any strategies objectives. 
(D) Problems of Staff Training Establishment and Control: Here, the department (i.e. personal), maintains personal records, job success and ensure the security of employee in office, develop the organization structure, change of staff inspection, grading formulates rules and regulation etc. the training staffs of the various departments.
2.5 SOLUTIONS TO PROBLEMS FACING DEPOSIT MONEY BANK IN NIGERIA ECONOMY
(a) Encouragement of mergers and acquisition recapitalization and rationalization.
(b) Proper revolution and assessing to directors and management to ensure high level of effectiveness and efficiency.
(c) Majority of the deposits money banks that exists in Nigeria operates mainly in the urban areas thereby, letting the rural dwellers have access to banks most of the deposits money banks are located where the population is higher and live the rural area, this will not allow the rural dwellers to have access to loan that will help in setting up a business or it allow them to finance their form, like founds.
(d) Non – repayment of loans: In Nigeria many borrowers do not repay loans as when due or even at all this act of non re – payment effect commercial or Deposit  Money Bank, negatively e.g non – repayment of loan ruined national bank in 1980s before it was revamped by N.D.C
(e)  Poverty that prevent Nigeria people from patronizing banks also hinders them from presenting collateral securities in order to enable them obtain loan.
(f) Strict government control: in attempt to regulate the monetary policy of the country. The country any embark on strict governmental control like special deposits called by the Central Banks. This is being done in Nigeria and it has negative effect on the banking system.
(g) Limitations in the use of cheque: There is limitation in the use of cheque which may be due to illiteracy on the parts of customer or on an attempt to defraud the bank of the bank officials.
(h) Unnecessary Government intervention effects the management: The state of the economy of the nation which may be booting or in a state of recession determines the rate of which government will intervene in the affairs of the banks.
(i) Fraudulent at the bank officials and customers is another problem facing deposits money bank in Nigeria, so many banks have gone into liquidation if the fraud are not discovered e.g. savannah bank of Nigeria etc.
(j) The low level of income in Nigeria makes it difficult for the people have any – left over that will be banked.
(k) Streaming of activities of supervisory agencies and strict enforcement of existing laws guiding the banking system.
2.5.1 ROLE OF FIRST BANK IN NIGERIA ECONOMY.
First bank in all sense is a deposit money bank and profit making financial institution, so First bank being a deposits money making bank perform the general function of Deposits Money Bank. The bank is owned by private sectors and they have issues of so many binds of instruments to their holders and they also operate the institution for their general public. The roles played by First bank plc. are listed and explained below.
(a) Acceptance of deposits: The bank accepts deposits on current, saving and deposit
(b) Guarantee of credit: Access bank also guarantee short term, medium term and credit to their customers. This is done with provide standing order facilities to name beneficiary on their customers instructions.
(c) They also open and maintain foreign currency, domiciliary accounts for their customers and providing standing order facilities to name beneficiary on their customers’ instructions.
(d) They provide machines for quick cash e.g. Automated teller machine (ATM) for their customers’ agency services.
(e) Deposits money bank makes payments on behalf of their clients like insurance premium, standing order, stock and share transactions etc.
(f) Deposits money bank keeps customers important documents, certificate, jewels ornaments etc. is faced custody  and receipts are issued by the banks to the customers
(g) They render services like foreign exchange procurement and save on behalf of their customers through the platform of the interbank foreign exchange market (IFEM) and the daily auction sales.
(h)  Deposits money bank render services on behalf various companies quoted on the stock exchange and they also provide and investment and business advisory services.
(i) The advent of universal banking has led to Deposits money bank investment. In insurance, business, stock broking and merchant banking business under one roof.

CHAPTER THREE
RESEARCH METHODOLOGY
3.0	INTRODUCTION
	One of the essential parts of every researcher work is research methodology. The section is committed towards the method used in gathering information required to reach a reasonable conclusion. It deals with the population and samples of data, method of data collection and method of data analysis.
 3.1 RESEARCH DESIGN
	The research method is design as a plan of action for collecting data and analyzing it with an objective of combining the relevance of research with the economy procedure (BAMEY 1985). In case of multiple choice questions the responses were categorized based on the nature, and percentage is calculated for each of the category. To find the percentage of response in each category, the number of response were used. The percentage is created by dividing the number of response by the number respondents.

4.3 RESEARCH FINDINGS
		The following are the findings of the researcher from these banks and individual summarized below: in the process of investigating the role played by banks. It was linked to safe keeping of valuable items like certificates, gold, examination bank in return; fees are charged for services rendered. Banks also lend money to their customers for investment purpose which generate income and employment opportunity to the economy. CHAPTER FIVE

5.2 CONCLUSION
