The need for competitive advantage is the main challenge in this context that faces the Addis Ababa SMEs for them to survive, to attract new customers, and to develop new markets. The theoretical framework of this study was formulated to analyses the effect of the marketing Practice on the competitive advantage of the SME sector in Bole, Addis Ababa city, Ethiopia based on independent variables (the marketing Practice—the 4Ps) and dependent variables (competitive advantage).

Marketing Practice plays an important role in our everyday life. It mainly determines the image and way of life and it has an impact on our thinking as well as on the attitude towards ourselves and the world around us. Marketing Practice shows us ready forms of behavior in a certain situation. It determines what is good and what is bad. We buy what people say or "advise”. I chose this topic because it is very relevant today and it is interesting by its complexity and psychological essence. Everyone, even without realizing it, is influenced by Marketing Practice . We do not notice how it affects us. We have become slaves of scientific and technical progress, and Marketing Practice uses that skillfully.

Moreover, it is a "product of the first necessity" for any enterprise, aimed at a commercial success, and it is becoming more and more expensive. As nowadays, there was a promotion of almost everything - olive oil and amphorae to keep the oil, oxen, horses and other livestock, tools and weapons. There was Marketing Practice of services as well: in the announcements of that distant era there were calls to visit a pub that sells unique snacks and wine, or an invitation to visit public baths. (Feofanov, 2004).
However, the Marketing Practice would probably have not expanded so much, if once human had not discovered the era of mass communication. The first impetus for this was typography. Another important development was the invention and subsequent spread around the world of the art of photography in the mid- 19th century. A photograph has served as an irrefutable proof of benefits of the advertised product. (Presbrey, 2009).
However, the most important developments in the global Marketing Practice business were made in the 20th century. It is no exaggeration to say that the 20th century was the “century of Marketing Practice ”- at that time there were profound changes and innovations in the field of technology and Marketing Practice . It was the 20th century when Marketing Practice became this so popular – primarily due to the unprecedented growth rate of world industrial production, as well as due to the appearance of more and more sophisticated means of creating and distributing advertisements: multicolor printing, analog and then digital radio, television, satellite communications, and finally, computers and the . Marketing Practice is day to day becoming more professionally organized and more quality performed (Presbrey, 2009).
Marketing is a dynamic and challenging activity that requires an understanding of both its principles and strategies (Kotler, 1996). Marketing practitioners in all sectors of the Nigerian economy must possess the requisite skills and the practical experiences of implementing marketing ideas, processes and techniques in the market place so as to gain sustainable competitive advantage. For a marketer to achieve marketing objectives more effectively and efficiently, the right blend of the promotional strategy has to be made at all the time. 
It is in realization of this that Operations of small-scale industries in Kwara State managers in the organizations have been devising several promotional strategy in a bid to better their offerings. The operations of small-scale industries in Kwara State industry provides products for people who are away from home regardless of whether it is for long or short periods of time. These products can vary according to the specific needs of both the person away from home and the organization operating those products (Baker et al, 2000).

CHAPTER TWO
LITERATURE REVIEW
2.0	INTRODUCTION
	In this chapter effect is made to receive the past and present effort and findings on the variable being studies in this research workforces is being centered on what promotion is all about and various strategies that can be employed to sustain and improve the Operations of small-scale industries in Kwara State product performance. The view of and various authors and researchers on promotional strategy and influences on the performance of Nigeria Operations of small-scale industries in Kwara State will be considered, idea and conclusion arrived by authors and researchers on impact of promotion al strategy on the Nigeria Operations of small-scale industries in Kwara State s will be reviewed.
2.1	CONCEPTUAL FRAMEWORK
Marketing Strategies and Performance of SSEs 
The relationship between strategy and performance has been substantiated at firm and functional levels (Walker 2004, Porter 1985), although there is often overlap between the two. They identified several generic strategic approaches and were developed and utilized as a theoretical basis for identifying strategic groups in industries. Porter’s (1985) generic strategy typology also looks competitive and marketing dimensions and has been widely tested. According to Porter, a business can maximize performance either by striving to be the low cost producer in an industry or by differentiating its line of products or services from those of other businesses; either of these two approaches can be accompanied by a focus of organizational efforts on a given segment of the market. Presumably, differentiated businesses should emphasize marketing as a means of distinguishing their products and services from those of their rivals. Likewise, Porter’s focus orientation is consistent with the marketing themes of product positioning and target marketing. Walker (2004)outlined elements in the chain of marketing productivity model as follows: (1) marketing strategy and tactic such as loyalty program, cross selling and up-selling; (2) customer impact, such as customer awareness, customer association, customer attitudes, customer attachment and customer experience; (3) marketing assets such as brand equity and customer equity; (4) Market impact such as elasticity literally more small, the level of retention, larger loyalty and longevity of customers; (5) financial impact such as Return on Investment (ROI), Internal Rate of Return (IRR), etc. Craven (2009) stated that the performance marketing is the contribution of the implementation of marketing strategies and the creation of value on corporate profits measured by sales, operating profit, and market share. According to Haghighinasab, Sattari, Ebrahimi and Roghanian (2013) in Ebitu (2016), performance can be measured based on growth, market share and profitability. The higher the indices indicates the greater the performance of the business and vice versa. Performance of SMEs has to do with both behaviour (activity) and results. This explanation covers achievements of anticipated levels as well as objective review and setting. When the behaviour of management is right, then the anticipated levels of output would be achieved and vice versa for failure. This is connected with the concept of customer orientation. It is a concept which transforms the marketing into potent competitive weapon, shifting organizational values, beliefs, assumptions, and premises towards a two- way relationship between customers and the firm. When behaviours of management towards marketing strategies are geared on a right direction, then this positively affect the performance of SMEs. Some strategies which could affect performance of businesses are the product quality, pricing, marketing promotional communication and efficient delivery of goods and relationship marketing. 
Product Strategy and Small Scale Enterprises Performance 
Kotler and Armstrong (2013) define a product as anything that can be offered to a market for attention, acquisition, use, or consumption that might satisfy a want or need. Product influences have a significant impact on business performance (Gbolagade, et al, 2013). However, in all circumstances a product's quality should be consistent with other elements of the marketing Practice. For example a premium based pricing strategy will require a quality product possibly branded to support the price change. Consumers buy products frequently, with careful planning, and by comparing brands based on price, quality and style. kotler, (2003) sees a product as about quality, design, features, brand name and sizes which influences purchase. Mustapha, (2013) also assert that product is the physical appearance of the product, packaging, and labelling information, which can influence behaviour whether consumers notice a product in-store, examine it, and/or purchases it. Prior researchers have clearly suggested that product influences have a significant impact on business performance (Owomoyela et al. 2013). 

Pricing Strategy on Marketing Performance of Small Business 
Kotler (2003) defines price as a cost of producing, delivering and promoting the product to be exchanged by the organization. Zeithaml (1988) is of the view that monetary cost is one of the factors that influence consumer’s perception of a products value. Price can be stated as the actual or total rated value of a product which is up for exchange; In a study by Owomoyela et al, (2013) they establish significant relationship between price and business performance. The price you set for your product or service plays a significant role in its marketability. Pricing for products or services that are more commonly available and acceptable to the market is more elastic, meaning that unit sales will go up or down more responsively in reaction to price changes Understanding how sensitive your market is to changes in price helps the marketer determine how much the price elasticity will raise the sales. Factors that influence price elasticity are supply and demand: the availability of the product or service and of good substitutes, their respective prices, and the extent to which the product or service is desired. If ample supply exists through competitors and substitutes, that puts downward pressure on your price. On the other hand, if demand is high for a product or service, exceeding what can be supplied through competitors and substitutes, price elasticity is high, meaning that you will have room to increase prices. Price component can be controlled by the entrepreneur. Although there could be a number of value propositions; small businesses could find the greatest likelihood for business success by competing with high price, offering customers better value. For example, offering customers “more value” could be provided with increased levels of customer service, superior product knowledge, or developing key locations (including going to the customer). As an alternative, an effective market-entry strategy for a new business venture might be pricing at the high end, especially when the customer perceives the product or service to provide greater customer value. In some instances, a business owner might presume that their customers will always purchase on the basis of lower price. Contrary to that belief however, experience often shows that customers will often pay significantly higher prices for better service, better quality, preferred brand or image, and customer convenience. 
Promotion Strategy and Performance of Small Scale Business 
Promotion appears as an issue of how to create an optimal Practice of marketing communication tools in order to get a product's message and brand from the producer to the consumer. Small businesses that understand promotions as part of an integrated marketing campaign recognize the importance of this. Integrated marketing links public relations, advertising, direct marketing, and other marketing activities in a coordinated fashion. In the same vein, Zeithaml et al. (1995) in Gbolagade, et al. (2013) describe promotion as part of specific effort to encourage customers to tell others about their sundries. They also report that promotion appears as an issue of how to create an optimal Practice of marketing communication tools in order to get a product's message and brand from the producer to the consumer. Kotler, (2003) discovers that Promotions have become a critical factor in the product marketing Practice which consists of the specific blend of advertising, personal selling, sales promotion, public relations and direct marketing tools that the company uses to pursue its advertising and marketing objective. Meredith, Nelson and Neck (1991) stated that as small business grows, it must expand its markets, special sales promotions can provide the exposure that the product or service needs to increase sales in new markets. Also advertising can attract potential customers to the business. It is to be noted that most of the promotional activities by small operations of small-scale industries in Kwara State involves the use of staff of the organization to make sales and make them regular customers. Ogundele (2000) reported that entrepreneurs of his study used selective appeal in advertising for example bakers have different handbills and labels attached to their bread for the purposes of promotion and differentiation. Gbolagade, et al. (2013) found that the relationship between promotion consideration and business performance is significant, but there relationship is negative. They further revealed that the relationship between promotion consideration and business performance is significant, but the relationship is negative. This may be due to the consumer perception that heavily promoted products could be problematic products- of poor quality, with passed expiry dates, and from clearance stocks. Consumers may also perceive that heavier promotions also mean that the products are sold at higher prices, which will turn-off consumers who are in the low-cost segment of the consumer market.
Distribution Strategy and Small Scale Business Performance 
McCharty, Perreault and Cannon (2011) define place as any way that the customer can obtain a product or receive a service. They also defined distribution as another name for place. According to them, it is the third element of the marketing Practice, and it encompasses all decisions and tools which relate to making products and services available to customers. Kotler and Armstrong (2013) also define place or distribution as a set of interdependent organizations involved in the process of making a product available for use or consumption by consumers. Place strategy calls for effective distribution of products among the marketing channels such as the wholesalers or operations of small-scale industries in Kwara State ers. Owomoyela et al. (2013) agreed that place has significant effect on business performance Many businesses effectively leverage the place component of the marketing Practice through effective use of location variables.
2.2	THEORETICAL REVIEW
The study is anchored based on the theories of Pagaso, Dela and Manuel (2000); and Kotler (2006) who opined that every industry must try to develop marketing strategies utilizing promotional strategy that will establish sustainable competitive advantages leading to long term growth and profitability. 
			Traditionally, the operations of small-scale industries in Kwara State companies and the small business dedicated to the operations of small-scale industries in Kwara State have been a part of the marketing environment. However, factors such as crisis, hyper-segmentation and digitization in all types of promotion, are causing the emergence of multiple cases of successful business models developed by them. In all, the marketing treated as strategy and brand value creation play a role. 
This is why social unite economic situation demands that the enterprise and the revitalization of the operations of small-scale industries in Kwara State are the engine to return to revive the economy. To do this, the operations of small-scale industries in Kwara State industry should moreliana consider marketing as the focus of its business integrator. 
			The World Tourism Organization confirms the good situation in which tourism is worldwide. Expanding the number of countries consider tourism as a potential source of profit and therefore the stimulus to develop this activity has increased both the number and the attraction of new destinations. If one also includes the national market entry of international players (Kim, C.; HWang, P. (992), competition intensifies it more difficult to establish a strategy to achieve a sustainable positioning companies within this complex business environment (Garcia, J.M. 1996). 
			This has joined demand more demanding and informed and with very different profiles between segments (Varela, F.J.; Thompson, E.; Y Rosch, E. 2004). Having driven the tourism industry to carry out differentiation strategies through the use of marketing, because it is one of the main factors influencing the competitiveness of the tourism sector (Blankenburg, D.; Johanson, J. 1997). The operations of small-scale industries in Kwara State industry is important for its contribution to job creation and the indirect effects it has on the environment. The presence of a operations of small-scale industries in Kwara State in a certain area can promote the development of complementary tourist activities, improve the welfare of residents in the tourist areas of influence, and revitalize a number of economic activities, without the figure of the operations of small-scale industries in Kwara State could disappear. 
			The operations of small-scale industries in Kwara State s in Morelia, Michoacan, are essentially family businesses that are developing their administrative skills, they face competition from chain operations of small-scale industries in Kwara State s, which have a low participation of foreign tourists, providing a hosting service that has failed standard retain guests, and lack of training and management systems of information useful for decision-making, so it is relevant to increase occupancy standards applying new strategies to ensure the continuous flow of foreign customers.
			Promotion is an essential element of a successfully tailored promotional strategy programme, calling for the use of appropriate strategies and tactics by any business. In employing it to deliver information related to the product/service to consumers, to persuade and attract customers to purchase the firm’s products/products, higher sales can be achieved as well as opportunities for future sales can be created (Blattberg and Neslin, 1990). The Chartered Institute of Marketing highlights that the significance of utilizing Marketing Practice is reflected in how advertising and sales promotions account for at least 25% of UK marketing budgets (as cited in Buil et al., 2013). However, scholars have argued for further research on the effectiveness of using different Marketing Practice in specific industries as more than 50% of promotional strategies have been considered unsuccessful (Ailawadi, Beauchamp, Donthu, Gauri, & Shankar, 2009). 
			Traditionally, promotions can be grouped into two classifications: monetary promotions and non-monetary promotions. Some studies such as Buil, de Chernatony, & Martínez (2013) argue that monetary promotions, such as price discounts and coupons, may have a negative influence on brand image and perceived quality as consumers may use price as an extrinsic cue to infer product quality. Interestingly, there is a tweak in the use of a monetary reward ‘premiums’. According to DelVecchio, Henard, & Freling (2006), post promotion brand preference was found to be higher when the sales promotion used is a coupon or premium; this is the case, for instance, when a premium offer is used whereby another product is obtainable at a discount with the purchase of the original product. 
			Alternatively, Chandon, Wansink and Laurent explain that non-monetary promotions such as free gifts, samples, and contests may offer hedonic benefits for customers, including entertainment or new experiences (as cited in Buil et al., 2013). Keller found that both types of Marketing Practice have been found to have a positive impact on the business, scholars have argued that sales promotions could result in decreased brand loyalty, increased brand switching, decreased quality perceptions and increased price sensitivity (as cited in DelVecchio et al., 2006). It implies that the use of sales promotion should be strategically-deliberated – i.e. different Marketing Practice should be used in relation to business objectives and situations, as the way customers may respond to Marketing Practice can vary. Therefore, a better understanding of customer likely responses to various sales promotions tools calls for more systematic study to avoid costly business mistakes. 
			In order to understand the ways in which Marketing Practice influence customer intentions in making operations of small-scale industries in Kwara State bookings, this study takes forward from previous studies carried out by Gilbert and Jackaria (2002), and Shi, Cheung, and Prendergast (2005), which investigated how customers from Hong Kong respond to sales promotional tools. Formerly, Shi et al. (2005) examined consumer behavioural responses to company promotional efforts such as brand switching, purchase acceleration, stockpiling, product trial, and unexpected spending. To apply these in the operations of small-scale industries in Kwara State business context, this study investigates consumer likelihood of switching to another operations of small-scale industries in Kwara State brand, purchase acceleration (operations of small-scale industries in Kwara State visit acceleration), and the consumer’s increased expenditure (booking more nights in a visit). Moreover, this study examines consumer perceived value of the Marketing Practice in order to see its correlation to behavioural responses. 
			The Marketing Practice studied in the current research are generated from the extant literature and current operations of small-scale industries in Kwara State offers used in operations of small-scale industries in Kwara State s in China, including both monetary and non-monetary promotional techniques. These comprise: price discounts, coupons, premiums, bonus packs and games. Games, although non-monetary, bring benefits such as the perceived value of the prize, perceived fun and interest for those who participate in game-based promotions (Ward & Hill, 1991). These benefits are also recognised by operations of small-scale industries in Kwara State marketers; for instance, the InterContinental Operations of small-scale industries in Kwara State s Group (IHG) was giving away 1,000 free nights at IHG operations of small-scale industries in Kwara State s around the world, where customers wishing for a chance to win a free night were required to simply place ‘a pin’ in their dream destination on the map provided on the operations of small-scale industries in Kwara State website, along with submitting their basic personal details (IHG, 2014). 
AIDA Model Theory
	The acronym AIDA stands for Attention, Interest, Desire and Action. These are the four stages that a consumer goes through when watching or viewing an advertisement. According to Lewis, first and foremost, the role of an advertisement is to attract the customers. Once an ad grabs attention, it has to invoke interest towards the product in the minds of the consumers. After creating an interest, the ad has to bring desire in consumers mind to use the product and finally the consumer has to take a favorable action towards the product by ultimately purchasing the product.
The process of AIDA
· Attention: Attention is usually grabbed by the use of image, color, layout, typography, size, celebrity, model e.t.c

The AIDA model helps the copy writer to present the elements of a print ad, Headline, Subhead, Body copy, slogan and contact information in a format that makes the viewers read in a flow and understand about the product easily.
2.3	EMPIRICAL REVIEW
			The concept of marketing orientations often comes up during the process of determining whom priority should be given to when a company makes decisions. Market environment changes over time. Nowadays, most companies consider the customers as the most important factor to which all marketing should be orientated. There are basically many models of marketing orientations. CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATION
5.0	INTRODUCTION
This chapter will summaries the various chapter covered. Already and will also discuss the limitation of the study. It will deal with the marketing implication of the major finding lastly make recommendation based on he finding.
5.1	SUMMARY OF THE FINDINGS
Since the main objective of this study was to examine the impact of promotional strategy in the operations of small-scale industries in Kwara State s industry, Operations of small-scale industries in Kwara State s in terms of product offering, pricing and promotion, the study found that the promotional strategies of Royalton Hotels and Tourism, Ilorins are not significantly related to the aforementioned business–related factors in terms of type of ownership, capital, and the number of employees and years of existence. Furthermore, the finding reveals that the level of customers' satisfaction is not significantly related to the level of the application of promotional strategies in terms of product offering, pricing and promotion. Among the more prominent findings of the study is the fact that Royalton Hotels and Tourism, Ilorins are largely sole proprietorship in nature. 
Almost all managers are university or Polytechnic graduates, and the majority of them are female. A great majority offered more than thirty rooms that are mostly double size in nature, and the most common forms of service used are room service attendant and receptionist. The operations of small-scale industries in Kwara State s consider foremost the sanitation and cleanliness of their surroundings. In terms of pricing, they considered maintaining consumer's loyalty by providing discounts, having additional assistance, greeting customers, being friendly, and providing customers with clean and ventilated rooms. While the most common promotional practices of the Royalton Hotels and Tourism, Ilorins is the print media which the use for public relations activities to help build image and credibility for the operations of small-scale industries in Kwara State s, other forms such as local radio, brochures distribution and bill-boards are the most common ways of advertising.
Several factors were considered in the process of discussing the promotional strategy in the Nigeria Operations of small-scale industries in Kwara State industry. This topic is quite bread but the researcher has tried to critically touch on the aspect of promotion, which is the basic of any business organization in its efforts to make its products known to the public. A good relationship with customers would be said to be the Operations of small-scale industries in Kwara State ’s most precious assets. This is because by promotion the Operations of small-scale industries in Kwara State could maintain constructive intentions with the users.
5.2	CONCLUSION

5.3 	RECOMMENDATIONS
Based on the findings and conclusion of the study, the following recommendations are made to help improve operations of small-scale industries in Kwara State business:
1. Operations of small-scale industries in Kwara State Managers should always give primary consideration to the promotional strategy when starting a new operations of small-scale industries in Kwara State business as it is important to always determine the needs and wants of customers by satisfying them effectively.
2. Managers should base their price adaptation strategies on the cost of the operations of small-scale industries in Kwara State business to recover the operational expenses; to ensure that the price is fair and reasonably affordable for the customers.
3. Promotional campaigns such as Advertising, Personal Selling, Sales promotion and Publicity should be conducted from time-to-time to help create awareness and boost company image and credibility.
4. Provision of more and improved recreational facilities, such as sporting events, disco theatre, swimming pool etc. should be provided for the relaxation of operations of small-scale industries in Kwara State guests at all the time.
5. Operations of small-scale industries in Kwara State managers should ensure improvement of customer satisfaction levels by providing variety of products or products of good quality combined with courteous and prompt products at reasonable prices.
6. Capacities of operations of small-scale industries in Kwara State managers should be enhanced through adequate training programmes such as seminars and workshops to help acquire those innovative mechanisms of operations of small-scale industries in Kwara State operation the will result in gaining competitive advantage. 
7. Federal Government should attract more investors to venture into operations of small-scale industries in Kwara State business by giving incentives like tax holidays in order to encourage the development of operations of small-scale industries in Kwara State business in Nigeria which helps in the creation of job opportunities and economic development.
In conclusion, the promotional strategy comprises of advertising personal selling, sales promotion and publicly. Before any or a combination of their element is chosen. It has to be accessed and formed to be effective, in the target market in doing this the firm is expected to embark in marketing research. It provides valuable information of the planning for the promotion strategy; also market research should be embark upon.
