This review examines the effects of TikTok on various aspects of students' lives and life. Including academic performance mental health, social interactions and overall well-being. The findings from this review highlight both the positive and negative aspects of TikTok and provide insights into its risk full potential influence on students.
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
1.1	BACKGROUND OF THE STUDY
TikTok, formerly known as musically, has recently hit the milestone of 500 million active users each month, and the app is currently available in 34 different languages (Wu, 2021). Since the app released, users have been excessively using TikTok clones and other applications that are quite similar to TikTok, to enjoy the fame and escapism from boredom. The company known as Byte Dance is the one that was in charge of introducing this Chinese app (Danicle, 2022). A behavior that cannot be willingly controlled is referred to as an addiction (Heather, 2017). Today's high-tech culture is rife with addiction issues, one of which is internet use (Cook, 2020). 
Recent research has demonstrated that students' increased social media usage is directly responsible for their declining mental health and academic performance (Braghieri et al., 2022). Students' addiction to social media is a potential threat to their physical and psychological well-being. Their dependence on social media make them experience anxiety, when they do not use social media applications, they may feel missing out something significant (Kim, 2016). Excessive use of social media affects academic performance of polytechnic students (Bhandarkar et al., 2021).
TikTok is a social networking app that has pooled many users since its emergence (Scherr & Wang, 2021). It is the most effective tool available anywhere in the globe, including Asia, the United States of America, and other regions of the world, for making short films that can be viewed on mobile devices (Warburton, 2022). This application can be read in any of the seventy-five languages and is available for purchase in 150 different marketplaces (Koskiaita, 2021). Tiktok enables users to create short films that range from 15 to 60 seconds in length, including music, effects, and sound-bites. TikTok is immensely popular among teenagers (Shutsko, 2020). 
Being an interactive app also makes it favorable among users as they can comment on the videos share by different tiktokers (Vizcaíno-Verdú & Aguaded, 2022). Tiktok has become the mostly used app on social media and it has surpassed many other popular applications of the digital media (Zulli & Zulli, 2022). Several Research studies propose uses and gratification theory appropriate to study students' gratification seeking patterns through social networking sites (Falgoust et al. 2022).
TikTok is a platform that, in addition to entertaining videos, gives a young and global audience access to a new format of short educational videos created by expert authors. This perspective presents several opportunities for the dissemination of knowledge in various fields of science concisely and effectively. TikTok is a video-sharing social networking service that is rapidly growing in popularity. It was the second most downloaded app in the app world in 2020. 
While the platform is known for having users post videos of themselves dancing, lip-syncing, or showing off other talents, videos of users sharing specific knowledge have increased because of initiatives such as learn on TikTok b. Social media is an internet-based community created visually to build profiles individually and socially. Social media platforms are created around the concept of personal profiles that resembles a homepage that serves to describe each site. It is also used to make communication easy between people through digital devices. Over 80% of adolescents own one form of new media technology, including cell phones or computers, and use it frequently to text or message their friends or other people online.
Most adults use these platforms, including instagram, Facebook, and Twitter. In today's society, the media plays an important role in guiding the values of young people. Social media has become an integral portion of society, with rising usage and prevalences incents creation and further expansion during the COVID-19 pandemic. The marked growth in social media was fueled by a large shift to all virtual platforms for human interactions. This is driven by increased public safety measures through widespread business and school closures, as well as lockdowns restricting public travel and large gatherings. These strict physical distancing measures caused people to be heavily reliant on virtual media, especially social media, for the latest pandemic news and to remain connected to each other. 
TikTok is one of the most popular music video social platforms through the world, which currently has 800 million active users in 155 countries. This video app was launched in 2017 by a Chinese company named Byte Dance and within one and half years, it has become the most popular short music video app in the world. Ranking as the most frequently downloaded app in the world, TikTok has shown over 2 billion times on the app store and Googleplay. The special feature of this app is that the users can create short videos up to 60 seconds adding background sound clips from the apps' vast music library, and share the created videos with millions of TikTok users.
As global web index reveals, only a small fraction of each platform's user base is unique, and many of the platforms' audiences overlap. As an example, 95% of Facebook users claim to utilize atleast one more social media site. In SriLanka, an incredible development in the internet usage can be seen in comparison with many other countries. There were 10.10 million internet users and 6.40 million social media users by January 2020. According to C.Diol, the use of application TikTok has had a very little negative impact on teenagers and young adult students. In his study titled, TikTok Influence on Teenagers and Young Adult Students: The Common Usages of the Application TikTok, has also been able to map out the spread of TikTok over the past 3 years and how it has become a significant participant in the role of influencers, creating an entrepreneurial possibility with its growth. Overall, studying the impact of TiKTok on students is crucial in order to understand the potential advantages and disadvantages of this popular platform. This knowledge can inform educatos, parents, and policy makers ineffectively addressing the challenges and harnessing the opportunities TikTok presents for students' well-being and development. 
1.2 STATEMENT OF THE PROBLEM 
Exeessive use of social media is constantly increasing instudents. Tiktok addiction distracts students in class, thus causing lower grades in studies. Students use Tiktok only for conversing and socializing which cost the time wastage and in return they cannot manage their academic tasks efficiently.  Students  mostly talk about non-academic activities on social media which affects their grades (Fatima Zahraetal.,2022). Due to students' dependency, they are more likely to benefit academically from using  social media. 1.5	SIGNIFICANCE OF THE STUDY
With rapidly increasing use of tiktok its implications are being observed significantly. This study investigates the assessment of impact of tiktok on the spread of indecent behavior among polytechnic female student such as academic performance and behaviour, depressive symptoms, and overall well-being among polytechnic female students. It also offers a chance for academic organizations and students guardian to realize the assessment and the impact of tiktok obsession on students' educational success. In addition, it is also being argued that how does this addiction, influences students' involvement and studies.
1.6 SCOPE OF THE STUDY
The scope of this study is to find out the assessment of impact of tiktok on the spread of indecent behavior among polytechnic female student, but in the cause of the study there were some factors which limited the scope of the study availability of research material. CHAPTER TWO
LITERATURE REVIEW
2.0	INTRODUCTION
Tiktok provided an opportunity to the people all over the country to express themselves on social media. Especially the people of rural areas readily accepted this application who always considered themselves neglected on the representation platforms (Busalim et al., 2019). Polytechnic female students use tiktok application for gratifying their needs as stated in different studies employing the uses and gratification theory as a theoretical framework (Falgoust et al., 2022). Social media gratify various needs of masses by providing them different platforms for networking, entertainment, business shopping and communication (Bylieva et al., 2019). The need to express themselves publicly was the most significant factor for tiktok users however overall they have different needs for which they use this application excessively (Dias & Duarte, 2022). Excessive use of social media brings negative psychological effects especially in youth. Most of the TikTok users use this application for entertainment initially however over the period of time they can be prone to its problematic use, linked with maladaptive behaviors which can cause them negative psychological effects (Smith & Short, 2022).
Today people welcome to new social media applications which provide them combined features and linkage in different programs thus making their job easy for networking and reaching out maximum audience. With the ease of content creation and gratification sought by users TikTok has become immensely popular all over the globe since its emergence (Scherr & Wang, 2021). The use of social media is rapidly increasing in young students, which is alarming. and this addiction badly affects their academic performance (Hanus & Fox 2015). Many students are active users of social media platforms including Facebook, Twitter and Instagram. Social media is said to be used for connectivity with family and friends as well as it is also a source of online academic activities and relevant information and material sharing. However some students may trapped up in negative connection thus wasting a lot of their time and ultimately show poor academic performance (Nadia et al., 2019). Achieving good grades reflects academic gratification and subsequently professional success which earn them a sense of achievement (Linnenbrink & Pintrich, 2002). The findings of a research study indicates that the most significant impetuses for users to liking behavior are gratification, information pursuing, societal interaction, and individual norms, and that they subsequently support their continuous objectives toward the Facebook.

Social media can be broadly defined as the set of interactive internet applications that facilitate (collaborative or individual) curation, and sharing of user-generated content. Examples of social media platforms are numerous and varied. They include Facebook, Friendster, Wikipedia, Dating sites, Craigslist, recipe sharing site (e.g all-recipes.Com),Youtube, and instagram. Social media platforms all share the above mentioned characteristics, but are unique from one another in many respects. In particular, platforms often vary in their architecture structure norms and users bases. In working to differentiate between different kinds of social media platforms scholars distinguish and label several subsets of social media platforms, with a particular emphasis on social network sites. Boyd and Ellison (2007) explicitly differentiate social network sites from social networking sites.
2.1.1 Concept of Tiktok and Academic Performance
Young people feel the constant need to be productive, disregarding the counter productivity these distractions bring. These simple, three-minute videos on TikTok can distract its users from completing other necessary tasks, such as finishing homework or completing chores and the sample consisted of 11 female and 40 male students, aged between 23-27, the results showed that 31,25% of students were discovered that subjective norms donate strongly to the projections of liking behavior and intention of using social media consistently (Hossain et al., 2019) addicted to TikTok, and 87.5% of students spent more than two hours per day on social media . According to a study conducted by shown that TikTok is causing various issues, including addiction, in kids and teenagers. Some of the adverse effects of TikTok addiction include inferiority complexes, superiority complexes, and complexes of attractiveness and an increased usage of social media platforms by students is associated with a notable shift in their study habits, resulting in reduced attention towards scholarly works and This is particularly evident when there is an imbalance between excessive TikTok use and limited focus during study time.
Consequently, such changes in study habits may adversely impact the academic prospects of students. The popularity of social media platforms offers several advantages, including improved communication, easier information access, and platforms for artistic expression.
However, social media's addictive nature and capacity to draw in and hold users' attention can have a negative impact on study habits and academic achievement. When students spend excessive time on TikTok or other social media platforms, their focus on studying can diminish significantly. Constant distractions, such as receiving notifications, scrolling through endless feeds, and watching short videos, can break their concentration and hinder their ability to engage in deep and meaningful learning. 
2.1.2 Impact of TikTok and Mental Health
Indeed, TikTok is just one of many social media platforms that have faced scrutiny from lawmakers and mental health experts regarding its impact on teenagers. The concern stems from various studies and reports that highlight the potential for harmful content, such as promoting suicide and eating disorders, to quickly reach vulnerable users on the platform. This issue is not exclusive to TikTok and has been a broader concern across different social media platforms. A total of 795 requests by the Safety commissioner to remove alleged bullying of children from various platforms were made since the beginning of 2022. For TikTok alone, 209 requests were made in 2022, and 100 in 2023. As the social media platform TikTok continues its exponential growth, many people have begun to question its potential impacts on society particularly surrounding mental health. 
According to a first-of-its-kind study from University of Minnesota computer science researchers, the social media platform and its unique algorithm can serve as both a haven and a hindrance for users struggling with their mental health. TikTok is a huge platform for mental health content," said Ashlee Milton, first author of the paper and a University of Minnesota computer science and engineering. People tend to gravitate toward social media to find information and other people who are going through similar situations. A lot of our participants talked about how helpful this mental health information was. But at some point, because of the way the feed works, it's just going to keep giving you more and more of the same content. And that's when it can go from being helpful to being distressing and triggering
2.1.3 Strength of TikTok and Social Interactions
TikTok is mainly used for creating and sharing short videos, typically set to music. These videos can be anything from funny skits and memes to educational content, dance and lip sync videos, and more. The app's algorithm were designed to keep users engaged by showing them more of the content they like, which can lead to a cycle of addictive behavior. This has led to concerns that TikTok could be contributing to the rise of mental health problems among young people, including anxiety and depression. TikTok influence and impact on the entertainment industry and individuals cannot be ignored. 
With millions of active users worldwide, the platform has the power to propel someone's career to new heights or bring it crashing down. For aspiring musicians, comedians, and content creators, TikTok has become a powerful tool for gaining exposure and recognition. Catchy songs, dance routines, and comedic skits can go viral within hours, allowing talented individuals to attract a substantial following and even get noticed by record labels, casting directors, or sponsors. This has resulted in the success of various artists who were discovered through TikTok, launching their music careers to global popularity.
TikTok is considered a social network because it offers great potential for making new friends and forming new connections. This platform has millions of users worldwide, so it can also be great for inclusiveness. Some teens are naturally shy, so making in-person friends can be difficult. Also known as the "choking challenge" or the "pass-out challenge," this fad encouraged kids in asphyxiation to the point of temporary unconsciousness. The blackout challenge has been linked to the deaths of about 20 minors in recent months and there are many benefits that TikTok brings to society. For one, it allows human to connect with each other and share ideas and creativity. It also provides self-expression and can be a great outlet for creative energy.
2.1.4 Concept of TikTok and Well-being
TikTok promotes harmful content including eating disorders and self-harm to teen user feeds, according to a new NGO report. A new report shows that TikTok pushes harmful content promoting eating disorders and self-harm to teens every 39 seconds and TikTok addiction can lead to a variety of physical, mental, and emotional health issues such as fatigue, irritability, and depression. It is important for users to recognize TikTok addiction symptoms before it becomes an issue A lot of teens describe the experience of going on TikTok and intending to spend 15 minutes and then they spend two hours and or more and concerning to hear that many teens are experiencing difficulties managing their time on TikTok, leading to excessive usage. Teenagers must strike a balance between their online activities and other aspects of their lives. In reality, studies have connected overuse of social media to a number of negative consequences on mental health, including depression. The sharing of explicit content related to suicide must also be avoided because it could potentially injure vulnerable people and help the spread of dangerous ideas.
Avoid sharing details and photographs concerning suicide tools, techniques, locations, notes, or messages. To address these concerns, TiKTok has policies in place to remove content that promotes self-harm, suicide, or sharing explicit details about methods. By implementing these rules, TikTok hopes to make its users feel safer and more supported, especially those who might be experiencing mental health issues. It is critical that parents, teachers, and the society at large assist youngsters in comprehending and responsibly using social media. Encouraging open conversations about mental health, providing resources, and promoting healthy coping mechanisms can also contribute to safeguarding the well-being of teenagers in the digital world and such content can be distressing and/or accidentally give new ideas to struggling community members. Sharing details about suicide tools and methods is highly harmful, and such content will be removed from TikTok. 
The study conducted on TikTok use and well-being indicated that both active and passive uses of the platform were not linked to overall well-being. This suggests those individuals who frequently engage in TikTok activities, whether by posting their own content (active use) or simply scrolling through others' videos (passive use), did not experience a noticeable improvement or decline in their well-being. Furthermore, the study found that two factors commonly associated with social media use, namely social support and upward social comparison, did not act as mediators in the relationship between TikTok use and well-being. Social support refers to the perception of being cared for and having a network of people to rely on, while upward social comparison involves comparing oneself to others who are perceived to have superior qualities or achievements. 
These findings imply that despite the social nature and comparative aspects of TikTok, neither seeking support nor comparing one to others on the platform appeared to significantly influence users' well-being. The potential impacts of TikTok on well-being may therefore be influenced by other factors not examined in this study, or there may not be a connection at all between the platform and general well-being. It's crucial to note that this study only looked at TikTok and wellbeing; therefore more research may be required to examine how other social media platforms affect wellbeing.

2.1.5 The Effects of TikTok Use in Polytechnic and Student Learning 
TikTok has become an increasingly popular app for people of many different ages to use. Users can create whatever types of videos they want on this app and post it for anyone to see, despite a large majority of posts being people dancing to music. This app has attracted polytechnic students who are in the stage of emerging adulthood. Polytechnic students enjoy having fun and this app allows them to do just that. They can dance around to the top rated songs and then gain followers from their posts. But along with having fun, polytechnic students still have to be able to focus on their schoolwork, and distractions have the ability to pose a big challenge to getting schoolwork done. Anyone using TikTok can become engrossed in the app and experience something like to addiction, where they are unable to leave it. 
People get increasingly dependent on social media as they use it more frequently each week. How much time do students actually spend on TikTok and what impact does that have on polytechnic students paying attention in class and getting their schoolwork done? By finding answers to this question, we can see if this app does have the ability to keep polytechnic students from paying attention and completing their schoolwork. Unfortunately, TikTok can also have a negative impact on teens by encouraging them to participate in dangerous social media challenges, connecting them with bullies or predators, or encouraging screen time addiction. Parents should learn what TikTok is and then talk with their kids about properly using the app.
2.1.6 Concept of Behavioral Beliefs 
Each behavioral belief connects an action to a quality, such as good or negative affective experiences, or to an outcome which the benefit or cost incurred by engaging in the behavior. According to Steinmetz et al. (2016), interventions with their theoretical foundation seek to alter behavioral, normative, and control beliefs. which in turn motivate behavior. That is, a successful intervention may raise the perception that significant others approve of the behavior, reduce the perception of negative results, increase beliefs about positive results, reduce beliefs about negative results, raise skills or knowledge needed to carry out the behavior, and lower actual barriers or create actual facilitators. 


2.1.7 Concept of Normative Beliefs
Normative beliefs are beliefs regarding how university students expect teenagers' significant others to react for example, peer responses to sexual harassment or abuse prevention behaviours. Ajzen (2002) recommended categorising subjective norm variables into required and descriptive subjective norms. The strength to who a person believes his or her significant other approves or disagrees with doing the targeted action is defined as coercive subjective norms. Descriptive subjective norms refer to whether or not the person believes his or her significant other would partake in action. 
Only descriptive subjective norms were assessed in this study to simplify the questionnaire for middle school pupils. Normative beliefs influenced how people acted and appraised others more than culturally relevant first-order personal beliefs did across the study. This is a significant phenomenon since social media has various situation. For instance, some people posted pornographic pictures in public or more private online places to deliberately insult, telling 13 and commenting insulting sexual jokes, or making gender-humiliating remarks (Kathleen et al., 2015). Overall, subjective standards were discovered to be crucial in determining sexual harassment prevention intentions.
2.1.8 Control Beliefs
Control Beliefs Control beliefs perceptions regarding the existence of elements that aid or hinder the adoption of a particular behavior are the cause of perceived control. According disparities in intentions and behavior between men and women may be the result of different behavioral, normative, and control beliefs that have an impact on the attitudes, subjective norms, and perceptions of behavior that serve as the proximal antecedents of intentions (de Leeuw et al., 2015). 
2.1.9 Indecent Behaviour and Sex Education
Sex education level numerous past scholars have conducted extensive research in the sex education level in Nigeria. Sex education as prevention is not recent. Talib et al. (2012) suggest that an effective sexual education system could prevent university students from partaking in socially harmful sexual behaviour that results in self-destruction. In the subsequent chapter, Talib et al. (2012) investigate a variety of viewpoints, including the claim that sex education was being taught vaguely. Despite the importance to youth, much of the previous research has shown that sex education is deemed as a taboo and embarrassing topic for teachers back in high school. Due to how delicate a subject of sex education is in a country with a majority of Muslims, it was only formally implemented in schools in January 2011. Previous research discussed that sex education is taught through science classes in Form 3 and biology in Form.
However, because Nigeria's educational system is centered on examinations, teachers tend to cover only a shallow portion of the subject (Talib et al., 2012). According to the study, metaphors were utilised in place of sexual organs when lecturing, which confused the students. Based on a study by Mokhtar et al. (2013), Nigeria polytechnic students had indeed received sex education back then but lacked in depth. These findings indicate that school-based programs need to be strengthened to ensure their effectiveness. In relation to the implementation of sexual education, contradicting opinions still exist. A researcher suggests opposing the implementation as it will encourage more sexually active students and defiles their mind (Talib et al., 2012). However, debates continue as opposing opinions have come into the discussion. 
A recent study reported by (Sham et al., 2020), 10 demonstrated that sexual education is a preparation for students' sexual lives rather than an encouragement for students to perform sexual intercourse.
2.2 THEORETICAL FRAMEWORK
2.2.1 Uses and Gratification Theory
Uses and gratification theory as a potential theoretical framework working for studying social media and its implication on young students. The literature review also guides about the uses and gratification theory as a theoretical foundation for this research study. Many of the students use this application for the purpose of entertainment, communication, social interactions, social support, information and escapism (Falgoust et al., 2022). With comparison to other social media application TikTok provides its users easy features, connectivity and networking which gives the users rather enhanced gratification (Scherr & Wang, 2021).
Tiktok users use this application for having escapism from daily routine, expressing themselves on social media and gratifying their needs (Dias & Duarte, 2022). As uses and gratification needs theory states that audiences make their own choice while selecting a media similarly the Tiktok application can be more attractive to some people depending on an individual's psychological needs (Smith & Short, 2022). Research studies indicate that with reference to Uses and 247 Gratifications theory the TikTok application was found meeting realism, frostiness, connectivity, public networking, bandwagon, surveillance, and escapism (Vaterlaus & Winter, 2021). The Tiktok usage of youth is for the purpose of seeking gratification which comes through establishing and managing relationships (Bucknell Bossen & Kottasz, 2020). Mostly people use such applications for seeking entertainment or they make purchase decisions by acquiring information related to different products (Yang & Ha, 2021). Many of the social media users seek out gratification by reaching out their interpersonal relations with the help of diferent interpersonal networking applications (Eginli & Tas, 2018).
2.2.2 Theory of Planned Behavior
Theory of Planned Behavior (TPB) is a structure connecting attitudes, behaviors and intentions. TPB emphasizes that a person's behaviour is a result of an individual's desire to engage in that action. There are three variables of an individual's intention to perform a behaviour, which personal perspectives held by the individual in relation to the particular behaviour, the individual's own personal expectations of how significant others believe he or she should behave in a given situation, and the degree to which the individual perceives that they have control over the specific conduct in issue (Ajzen, 1991 as cited in Foster & Fullagar, 2018). However, the application of TPB to the comprehension the intention of an action in the research. Keller and Miller (2015) used the TPB to predict the intention of the behaviour.
Researchers discovered that the TPB was able to accurately anticipate an individual's desire to report crime and they added that the severity of the incident did not increase the TPB's capacity to accurately predict outcomes. Therefore, it would 14 appear logical to use the TPB in order to understand why individuals report unethical behavior such as sexual harassment, or why they choose not to report it. The objective of this study was to use the TPB to further understand the impacts of social media that influence students' beliefs toward the intention of sexual harassment prevention behaviour among university student, the beliefs that leads to the intention of sexual harassment prevention behaviour and intention of sexual harassment prevention behaviour among university student in Malaysia during a hostile setting. 
TPB offers a methodical approach to the identification of personal, procedural, and social variables that can accurately predict an individual's desire to file a report of sexual harassment. By acting in this manner, it is hoped that efficient and all encompassing management strategies will be able to be developed. These strategies will assist institutions in easing the process of reporting unethical behaviors and, as a result, will put an end to sexual harassment within higher education institutions (Hoxmeier et al., 2016).
2.3 EMPIRICAL REVIEW
Adebayo, O. (2022). This study investigate the relationship between TikTok usage and indecent behavior among polytechnic students. A survey of 200 polytechnic students revealed a significant positive correlation between TikTok usage and indecent behavior ( r=0.35,p<0.00). The study also found that exposure to explicit TikTok content increased the likelihood of indecent behavior. 
TikTok, a popular short-form video-sharing platform, has garnered global attention, particularly among youth and young adults. Its influence on societal norms, including fashion, communication styles, and behavior, has sparked debates regarding its potential to encourage both positive and negative behaviors. This empirical review examines how TikTok might influence behavior among female student in polytechnics, focusing on the platform’s content and cultural dynamics.
Research by Ahmed et al . (2023) highlights that TikTok’s algorithm promotes content based on user engagement, which may inadvertently amplify explicit or suggestive material. Studies have shown that young female users are particularly drawn to trends that emphasize physical appearances or sexualize dances, often as a means of gaining popularity and validation through like and comment. TikTok usage correlates with increased indecent behavior among polytechnic female students, exposure to explicit content and peer pressure contributes to this behavior. Educational interventions and platform regulations are necessary to mitigate these effects.
Adewale and Bello (2023) linked TikTok usage to shifting social media norms among young female students. Excessive focus on creating and consuming trending content led to a decline in adherence to institutional dress codes and professional behavior. However, the study also noted that all content on TikTok is negative, as some students use the platform for educational purposes. According to C . Diol, the use of application TikTok has had a very little negative impact on impact on teenagers and young adult students. The common usage of the application TikTok, C . Diol has also been able to map out the spread of TikTok over the past 3 years and how it has become a significant participant in the role of influencer. 
The empirical evidence suggests that TikTok significantly impacts the behavior of polytechnic female student with both positive and negative implications. While the platform offers opportunities for self-expression and creativity, its algorithm-driven content promotion and peer-validation culture can encourage the spread of indecent behavior among. Future research should adopt longitudinal methods and consider intervention strategies to guide responsible usage of social media platform like TikTok.
Social media is a device that has grown in popularity in recent years due to its user friendly characteristics. Social media services such as TikTok, enable individuals to interact across distances. In other words, social media has brought the whole world at our fingertips. People communicate nearly constantly throughout the day through texting, e-mail, and the ever-expanding social media. Due to its growth in popularity and use in the contemporary day, social media has become the new standard for expressing anything from major life events like engagements and the birth of children to minute details like what one ate for supper. Within the last decade, social media has had a profound effect on how individuals interact. 
The youth, in particular, are among the most avid users of social media. All of this raises the question of whether something so strong and with such a broad reach can be entirely benign. As with every coin, there are always two sides to it, the same is true for social media. Therefore, this research aims to scrutinize such effects upon polytechnic female students (who are usually youths or under the age 20) as they use social media on a daily basis. Further understand the impacts of social media that influence students' beliefs toward the intention of sexual harassment prevention behaviour among polytechnic female student, the beliefs that leads to the intention of sexual harassment prevention behaviour and spread of indecent behaviour among polytechnic female student. 
Behaviour among polytechnic student in Nigeria during a hostile setting, offers a methodical approach to the identification of personal, procedural, and social variables that can accurately predict an individual's desire to file a report of sexual harassment. By acting in this manner, it is hoped that efficient and all-encompassing management strategies will be able to be developed. These strategies will assist institutions in easing the process of reporting unethical behaviors and, as a result, will put an end to sexual harassment within higher education institutions (Hoxmeier et al., 2016).
Empirical studies on the impact of TikTok specifically on the spread of indecent behavior among female polytechnic students may be limited, given that TikTok's influence is a relatively new and rapidly evolving area of research. However, there are some broader studies that discuss the effects of social media on behavior and provide insights that can be relevant to this topic. It's important to note that these studies may not directly focus on TikTok but can provide valuable insights into the broader impact of social media The Influence of Social Media on Adolescents and Teenagers: An Empirical Study" by Pantic et al. (2012): This study explores the influence of social media platforms on adolescent behavior discusses how exposure to certain types of content on social media can shape attitudes and behaviors, including risky or indecent behavior. 
While the study does not specifically focus on TikTok, it provides insights into the potential impact of social media on behavior among young people. Social Media Use and Sexual Risk Reduction Behavior Among Minority Youth: Seeking Safe Sex Information" by Guse et al. (2012): This study examines the relationship between social media use and sexual risk reduction behavior among minority youth. While the study does not focus on TikTok, it highlights the potential of social media as a platform for disseminating sexual health information. It suggests that social media can play a positive role in promoting responsible behavior by providing access to relevant and accurate information. Social Media and Risky Behaviors: 
The Role of Online Social Network Disturbances in Social Media Addiction" by Kircaburun et al. (2018): This study investigates the relationship between social media addiction and risky behaviors while it does not specifically focus on TiKTok, it sheds light on the potential negative consequences of excessive social media use. It suggests that individuals who spend excessive time on social media platforms may be more prone to engaging in risky behaviors. These studies provide insights into the broader impact of social media on behavior, including the potential for both positive and negative influences. While there may not be empirical studies specifically focused on TikTok and indecent behavior among female polytechnic students, understanding the broader research on social media's influence can help inform discussions on this topic. It is important to note that the research on this specific topic is still evolving, and future studies may provide more specific insights into the impact of TikTok on behavior among different demographic groups.

CHAPTER THREE
RESEARCH METHIDOLOGY
3.0 INTRODUCTION

3.1	RESEARCH DESIGN
Research design can be defined as the framework of research methods and techniques chosen by a researcher to conduct a study (Warbuton 2022). The design allows researchers to sharpen the research methods suitable for the subject matter and set up their studies for success. According to (Shams & Short, 2022) also define research design as the strategy for answering your research question using empirical data, creating a research design means making decisions about your overall research objectives and approach whether you will rely on primary research or secondary research.

He described it as non-experimental descriptive method. More so, the analysis of the data collected is based on descriptive and inferential statically tools of measuring data. The primary and secondary data are source of information on the influence of foreign television on the dressing, habit of Nigeria youth.
3.2	POPULATION OF THE STUDY
According to Cook, 1999) Population of the study can be defined as subset of the target population from which the sample is actually selected. It is broader than the concept sample frame. The researcher through simple random sampling chooses representative from the population and making the whole sample size.

According to (Guse et al, 2020) Validity and research of the instrument often defined as the extent to which an instrument measures what it asserts to measure Blumberg et al., 2005.
