CHAPTER THREE

METHODOLOGY

3.0 Introduction

This chapter outlines the research methodology employed to investigate the impact of streaming platforms on the decline of traditional television and the shifting media consumption habits among Nigerian audiences. It provides a systematic approach to the study, detailing the research design, sources of data, population, sampling techniques, methods of data collection, and data analysis procedures. By utilizing a quantitative research approach, this study aims to gather empirical data that will contribute to understanding how streaming services are reshaping viewing habits and preferences among students at Kwara State Polytechnic, Ilorin. The findings from this research will offer valuable insights into the evolving media landscape in Nigeria, thereby facilitating informed discussions on the implications of streaming platforms for traditional media.

3.1 Research Design

The research design for this study is predominantly quantitative, focusing on the collection and analysis of numerical data to understand the relationship between streaming platforms and traditional television viewing habits. A survey research design is utilized to gather data from a targeted sample of students at Kwara State Polytechnic, Ilorin. This approach enables the researcher to collect standardized information from respondents through structured questionnaires, facilitating the statistical analysis of audience perceptions and behaviors related to streaming services.

3.2 Source of Data

3.3 Population of the Study

The population for this study comprises students of Kwara State Polytechnic, Ilorin, located in Kwara State, Nigeria. This institution was selected because it represents a diverse demographic, including students from various backgrounds, age groups, and fields of study. 3.5 Method of Data Collection

3.6 Method of Data Analysis

The data collected from the structured questionnaire will be analyzed using statistical methods to derive meaningful insights into the media consumption habits of students at Kwara State Polytechnic, Ilorin. The analysis will involve calculating frequencies and percentages to summarize demographic information and general media usage patterns. Additionally, mean scores will be computed for responses on the Likert scale to evaluate participants' attitudes and perceptions toward streaming platforms compared to traditional television. 11. I prefer watching movies and shows on streaming platforms over traditional television. A majority of respondents expressed a preference for streaming platforms, with 34% strongly agreeing (SA) and 36% agreeing (A), for a combined 70% positive response. Only 15% were undecided (UD), while 15% disagreed (D or SD). The mean score of 3.81, close to 4 on the scale, indicates a generally high preference for streaming platforms over traditional television among the students. The standard deviation (SD) of 1.21 suggests a moderate spread in responses, indicating some diversity in preferences but with a general lean toward streaming services. Streaming platforms offer a better variety of content than traditional TV.
12. With 31% strongly agreeing and 34% agreeing, a total of 65% of respondents believe that streaming platforms provide a superior variety of content compared to traditional TV. The remaining responses were mixed, with 14% undecided and 21% in disagreement. The mean score of 3.67, which is just under 4, reflects an overall favorable view of streaming platforms' content variety. The SD of 1.26 indicates a relatively broad range of opinions, though the majority aligns with the belief that streaming platforms have a better content selection.

13. I find it more convenient to watch content on streaming platforms than on traditional television. Convenience appears to be a significant factor for these students, with 37% strongly agreeing and 29% agreeing, totaling 66% who favor streaming platforms for their convenience. Only 17% were undecided, and 17% disagreed. The mean score of 3.82 indicates a high level of perceived convenience with streaming, while the SD of 1.18 suggests moderate variation in responses, with most students finding streaming platforms easier to access than traditional TV.

14. I believe that the quality of content on streaming platforms is superior to that on traditional television. A combined 69% (29% SA and 40% A) of respondents agreed that the content quality on streaming platforms is better than on traditional television. While 17% were undecided, only 14% disagreed. The mean score of 3.81 highlights a strong belief in the quality of streaming content, with an SD of 1.06 indicating a relatively consistent opinion among students, showing a lean towards higher regard for the quality offered by streaming services.

15. I prefer the flexibility of on-demand viewing provided by streaming platforms. Flexibility is highly valued, with 35% strongly agreeing and a remarkable 60% agreeing, resulting in a total of 95% favoring on-demand streaming. No respondents expressed disagreement. The high mean of 4.3 signifies a very positive attitude towards the flexibility offered by streaming services, and the low SD of 0.56 reflects a strong consensus among students, indicating that nearly all respondents value on-demand features as a primary advantage of streaming platforms.
These interpretations reveal a clear preference among students for streaming platforms over traditional television, primarily due to factors like variety, convenience, quality, and flexibility in on-demand viewing.

INTERPRETATION
4. I watch content on streaming platforms more than I watch traditional television. A total of 60% of respondents either strongly agreed (35%) or agreed (25%) that they use streaming platforms more frequently than traditional television. Meanwhile, 25% were undecided, and 15% disagreed. The mean score of 3.08 suggests a moderate preference for streaming over traditional TV, but the relatively low score and an SD of 1.08 indicate that opinions vary, with a portion of students still engaging with traditional television alongside streaming.

5. I often binge-watch series on streaming platforms. A majority of respondents (60%) admitted to binge-watching, with 40% strongly agreeing and 20% agreeing. However, 28% remained undecided, while 12% (D or SD) disagreed with this statement. The mean score of 3.84 shows a strong tendency towards binge-watching, while the SD of 1.16 indicates moderate variability, suggesting that while binge-watching is common, some students may not regularly engage in this behavior.

6. I frequently use my smartphone or tablet to access streaming platforms. A significant 70% (50% SA and 20% A) indicated they commonly use mobile devices for streaming. Only 10% were undecided, while 20% (D or SD) disagreed. The mean score of 3.88 reflects a high reliance on mobile devices for accessing streaming platforms, with an SD of 1.41 suggesting diverse usage habits across different devices, though smartphones and tablets are popular among students.

7. I prefer watching live shows on streaming platforms instead of traditional TV. An overwhelming 80% of respondents (40% SA and 40% A) showed a preference for live shows on streaming platforms, while 19% were undecided, and only 1% disagreed. The mean score of 4.19 reflects a strong inclination towards live streaming content, and the SD of 0.77 indicates that this preference is widely shared among students, with relatively low variability.

8. I spend a significant amount of my free time on streaming platforms. A total of 85% (45% SA and 40% A) reported spending much of their free time on streaming, with only 7% undecided and 8% disagreeing (D or SD). The mean score of 4.21 shows a very high engagement with streaming platforms during free time, and the SD of 0.92 points to a strong consensus among students about dedicating their leisure hours to streaming.
These interpretations highlight a prevalent shift among students towards high engagement with streaming platforms, evidenced by frequent binge-watching, mobile device usage, and a preference for both live and on-demand content over traditional television.

Research Objective 3: To evaluate the impact of streaming platforms on the consumption of news and informational content.

INTERPRETATION

3. I rely on streaming platforms for news and current events more than traditional television. A significant majority of respondents (85%) rely on streaming platforms for news, with 40% strongly agreeing and 45% agreeing. Only 15% disagreed (D or SD), and no one was undecided. The mean score of 4.02 indicates a strong reliance on streaming platforms over traditional TV for news content, while the SD of 1.18 reflects moderate variation, showing that while the preference is clear, there are some differing views.
4. Streaming platforms provide more accurate and reliable news than traditional television. Responses were more divided here: 50% agreed (24% SA and 26% A) that streaming platforms offer more reliable news, but 20% were undecided, and 40% (D or SD) disagreed. The mean score of 3.14 suggests a somewhat neutral stance on streaming platforms' reliability for news, while the SD of 1.48 indicates high variability, showing significant differences in student opinions regarding accuracy and reliability.
5. I prefer watching documentaries and educational content on streaming platforms. A combined 50% agreed (26% SA and 24% A), while 20% were undecided and 30% (D or SD) disagreed. The mean score of 3.36 indicates a generally positive inclination towards using streaming platforms for educational content, but the relatively lower score and SD of 1.32 show a more diverse range of preferences, suggesting that while some students favor streaming for documentaries, others may prefer traditional sources or are less inclined toward educational content.
6. I feel that streaming platforms are better at covering global news stories compared to traditional media. A strong 80% (40% SA and 40% A) agreed that streaming platforms excel at covering global news, with only 19% undecided and 1% disagreeing. The mean of 4.19 shows high confidence in streaming platforms’ global news coverage, and the low SD of 0.77 indicates a strong consensus, suggesting that students view streaming as more effective for international news than traditional television.
7. I actively seek out news content on streaming platforms rather than traditional news channels. A majority (70%) actively seek news on streaming platforms, with 50% strongly agreeing and 20% agreeing. Only 10% were undecided, and 20% disagreed (D or SD). The mean score of 3.90 indicates a strong tendency toward using streaming platforms for news, while the SD of 1.37 shows some variability, reflecting that while many students actively use streaming for news, a minority still prefer traditional channels.

These interpretations suggest a notable shift among students towards streaming platforms for news and informational content, with a preference for global news coverage and on-demand documentary content, although opinions on the accuracy and reliability of news on streaming platforms remain mixed.

INTERPRETATION

i. My conversations with friends and family often revolve around content from streaming platforms. A total of 70% (50% SA and 20% A) indicated that discussions with family and friends frequently involve streaming content. Meanwhile, 10% were undecided, and 20% disagreed (D or SD). The mean score of 3.90 shows a strong influence of streaming content on social conversations, though the SD of 1.37 suggests some differences in the extent to which students engage in these discussions with their close circle.

ii. Streaming platforms have introduced me to diverse cultures and perspectives. An overwhelming 80% (40% SA and 40% A) agreed that streaming platforms expose them to various cultures and viewpoints, while 19% were undecided and only 1% disagreed. The high mean of 4.19 underscores the significant cultural impact of streaming platforms, with a low SD of 0.77 reflecting strong consensus among students regarding the role of streaming in broadening cultural awareness.

iii. I often share content from streaming platforms with my social network. Half of the respondents (26% SA and 24% A) frequently share streaming content, though 20% were undecided and another 30% (D or SD) disagreed. The mean of 3.36 indicates a moderate tendency to share streaming content within social networks, and an SD of 1.32 shows varied habits, suggesting that sharing practices may differ based on individual preferences or levels of social engagement.

iv. I believe that streaming platforms are shaping modern cultural trends. A combined 70% (40% SA and 30% A) felt that streaming platforms play a role in defining cultural trends, while 15% were undecided and 15% disagreed. With a mean of 3.95, this statement shows that many students recognize the cultural influence of streaming services, and an SD of 1.07 indicates a general agreement, though some students may be more neutral or skeptical about the extent of this influence.

v. My choice of content is influenced by recommendations from friends and social media about streaming platforms. A total of 80% (45% SA and 35% A) agreed that their content choices are shaped by friends' suggestions and social media, with only 10% undecided and 10% disagreeing (D or SD). The mean score of 4.1 reflects a strong influence of social recommendations on content selection, while the SD of 1.09 suggests that while this trend is widespread, a few students may rely less on these influences.

These interpretations highlight the role of streaming platforms in fostering social interactions, exposing students to diverse cultural content, and shaping cultural trends and content choices within their social networks.

4.3
Discussion of findings

The findings from this research objective reveal a significant impact of streaming platforms on students' social interactions and cultural experiences. A majority of respondents indicated that discussions with friends and family often include content from streaming platforms, underscoring the social nature of these platforms. With a mean score of 3.90 and 70% agreement, it’s evident that streaming content has become a common topic of conversation among students. This suggests that streaming platforms serve not only as entertainment sources but also as social connectors, fostering shared interests and discussions within their communities.

Another key finding is that streaming platforms have greatly influenced students' exposure to diverse cultures and perspectives. With an 80% agreement and a high mean score of 4.19, respondents affirmed that these platforms introduce them to a variety of cultural content and viewpoints, which may not be as accessible through traditional media. This aligns with the growing recognition of streaming services as facilitators of cultural globalization, offering users content from different parts of the world, thus broadening their cultural awareness and appreciation.

The data also shows that while students frequently share content from streaming platforms within their social networks, the extent of sharing varies. With a moderate mean of 3.36, only half of the respondents actively share streaming content with friends, indicating that although social sharing is common, it may not be a priority for everyone. This could be due to individual differences in sharing preferences, content relevance, or the role of streaming platforms in their social identity.

Lastly, the study reveals that streaming platforms significantly influence cultural trends and content choices among students. A mean score of 3.95 indicates that many students perceive streaming platforms as trendsetters in modern culture, while 80% admitted that recommendations from friends and social media affect their content selection. This high level of influence shows that social validation and cultural trends often drive streaming choices, with platforms like Netflix and YouTube shaping students’ media consumption habits and contributing to the broader cultural landscape.

CHAPTER FIVE

SUMMARY OF FINDINGS, CONCLUSION, RECOMMENDATIONS

5.1 Summary of Findings
This study explored how streaming platforms are influencing students' media consumption habits, with an emphasis on preferences, viewing behaviors, information access, and social interactions. Findings from Chapter 4 revealed that a significant majority of students prefer streaming platforms over traditional television, primarily due to the convenience, variety, and on-demand accessibility offered by services like Netflix and YouTube (refer to Table 4.1). This shift highlights a changing trend among students who increasingly value flexibility in content viewing, reinforcing the appeal of streaming platforms over linear television.

The study also showed notable insights into students' viewing behaviors, with a considerable number engaging in binge-watching and regularly using mobile devices to access streaming content (see Table 4.2). This suggests that streaming platforms are reshaping not only what students watch but also how and where they consume content, with mobile accessibility playing a critical role. Furthermore, students expressed a preference for streaming platforms over traditional news sources, particularly for news and educational content, emphasizing a perception of greater accuracy and reliability on these platforms (Table 4.3).

In terms of social and cultural impacts, streaming platforms are seen as influential in shaping cultural trends and introducing students to diverse perspectives (Table 4.4). Discussions around streaming content frequently occur within social circles, indicating the platforms’ role in enhancing social engagement. Additionally, students noted that recommendations from peers and social media significantly shape their content choices, underscoring the influence of social validation in their consumption patterns. Together, these findings suggest that streaming platforms are redefining media experiences for students, positioning them as dominant sources of entertainment, information, and cultural content.

5.2 Conclusion
In conclusion, this study provides a comprehensive examination of the role streaming platforms play in the evolving media consumption habits of students. The findings underscore a marked preference for streaming platforms over traditional television due to the convenience, variety, and on-demand nature of content. This shift is significant, as it reflects the growing relevance of digital media and its ability to cater to individual viewing preferences, reinforcing streaming services' dominance in the modern media landscape.

The research also highlights that students’ viewing habits are increasingly aligned with mobile technology, with many accessing streaming platforms on smartphones and tablets. This mobile-driven consumption has redefined accessibility, making streaming platforms integral to students' daily routines. Furthermore, students are not only using these platforms for entertainment but also as primary sources of news and educational content, indicating a shift toward digital sources for informational needs. This suggests that streaming platforms are becoming more trusted for a broader range of content, including informational and cultural media.

Finally, the study reveals that streaming platforms have a notable impact on students’ social interactions and cultural engagement. The platforms foster discussions around content, and recommendations from social networks influence students' media choices, highlighting the platforms' role in shaping social and cultural dynamics. Overall, the findings demonstrate that streaming platforms have become deeply integrated into students' media consumption habits, marking a significant shift from traditional television to a more personalized and socially connected media experience.

5.3 Limitations of Findings
While this study provides valuable insights into students' preferences and habits regarding streaming platforms, certain limitations affected the research. First, limited funding constrained the scope of data collection, restricting the research to a sample size of 100 students, which may not fully represent the broader student population. A larger sample size could have provided a more diverse perspective, allowing for a more generalizable conclusion on media consumption trends.

Additionally, time constraints impacted the depth of data analysis. With more time, a longitudinal study could have been conducted to observe changes in streaming habits over an extended period, providing a more dynamic view of media consumption evolution. Future studies could address these limitations by securing additional funding and adopting longer study timelines to capture a more comprehensive understanding of the impact of streaming platforms.

 5.4 Recommendations

1. Promote Digital Literacy for Information Verification: Educational institutions should encourage students to develop critical skills to evaluate the accuracy of information sourced from streaming platforms, particularly for news and educational content.

2. Incorporate Mobile-Optimized Content in Traditional Media: Television networks could benefit from integrating more mobile-friendly content and offering streaming options to compete with the convenience provided by streaming platforms.

3. Encourage Balanced Media Consumption: Students should be guided on balancing streaming consumption with traditional media to ensure diverse media experiences, helping them appreciate a range of content sources.

4. Expand Research on Streaming’s Long-Term Effects: Future research should focus on the long-term effects of streaming platforms on information consumption and social behavior, to better understand evolving digital trends among students.

5. Address Streaming Platform Subscription Costs for Students: Streaming platforms could consider offering student-focused subscription plans to make their services more accessible, fostering greater inclusivity among student populations.
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
