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ABSTRACT

This research aims at providing an insight on the impact of social media influencers on consumers of online products with a case study of Kwara Poly students. For this purpose, researchers derived five social media influencers characteristics, i.e., social networking, social news, media sharing, blog and micro blogging. The current study synthesizes 176 effect sizes derived from 52,728 individual studies, and 100 individuals act as an aggregate sample. Results revealed that these characteristics have a moderate to high correlation with customer engagement and purchase intention. The entertainment value of social media influencers has the strongest association with online product among all the attributes studied in this analysis. It also concluded that the credibility of influencers impacts purchase in this analysis. It also concluded that the credibility of influencers impacts purchase intention more than any other attribute. The finding indicates that social media serves as a credible source for consumers' decision-making; therefore, social media marketing is significantly affect online consumers' decision. It was recommended from the result of findings that managers should be aware of the importance of social media sites in influencing online shopping by identifying and targeting different types of customers and taking initiatives to recognize and highlight customer interest.

CHAPTER ONE

INTRODUCTION

1.1 Background of the Study
The use of social media is already widespread in all situations, but until targeted study efforts, like this one, are undertaken to highlight them, many consequences of the specific usage of social media in the lives of particular sets of users may not be sufficiently obvious. According to Cabral (2021) more flexibility to use social media whenever and whenever one wishes is projected as a result of ongoing advancements in information and communication technologies and expanding opportunities for ubiquitous internet connectivity.

Concerning freedom, Nielsen (2022) notes that social media which includes sites like Instagram, LinkedIn, Facebook, Iiktok, Twitter, and other, keeps changing how people obtain, create, share, and utilise information. Given the potential for increased flexibility (i.e., connectivity and access) in terms of online networking at anytime and anyplace, it is reasonable to assume that social media use will continue to be a common occurrence in people's daily lives. 

One such demographic with a high percentage of social media users is students. For instance, a study on social media use at the University of New Hampshire in the United States of America, which involved a sample of students from every institution, revealed that 96% (1,082) of the students polled were frequent users of Facebook (Martin et al 2019). The consequences of students' extensive usage of social media in their lives are no more noteworthy than the students' general use of it. Researchers today must investigate these implications (i.e., in social contexts other than the United States of America) in order to comprehend how social media use affects learning, either positively or negatively. It has been established that using social media can improve teamwork, communication, and have the capacity to support and promote learning (Junco, 2021). According to Hussain (2022), social media seems to have a bigger influence on college students than on students at lower educational levels.

Apparently, facebook is a free messenger application that works on various platforms like desktop, iPhone, Android phones, and any form of online connectivity and this app is widely used among students to send multimedia messages like photos, videos, audio along with short messages (Henry et al., 2019). Facebook is possibly the most popular among the social networks for personal and educational purposes (Mayisela, 2018). LiveScience asked a sample of students to abstain from all social media use for a day in order to gauge the degree of attachment that students had to the platform. According to the study, college students were so dependent on social media that they would display withdrawal symptoms similar to those experienced by substance addicts when their drug of choice was taken away from them (LiveScience.com, 2020).

Comparable studies conducted by the International Centre for Media and Public Agenda (ICMPA) at the University of Maryland in the United States of America revealed that the majority of college students were not only unable to function without their social media connections to the outside world, but also reluctance (ICMPA, 2020). Beyond that, Junco (2021), highlighting the detrimental effects of social media, suggested that users who engage in compulsive online communication—which, as stated, included excessive use of social media may experience subtle consequences. Therefore, a survey will be conducted in order to evaluate the influence of facebook on the lifestyle of the students of Kwara State Polytechnic, Ilorin.

1.2 Statement of the Problem

In recent times, many people use Facebook these days to stay in touch with friends and family who live all over the world (Brydolf, 2019). Additionally, university students have become interested in Facebook platforms due to its rapid growth; they become so absorbed in the sites that they nearly forget about their academic work. Because social networking sites have a detrimental effect on their lifestyles, university students are more than any other group of people deemed victims of these sites (Pasek & Hargittai, 2019).Students who are looking for studying resources online often find themselves lured to use the many social media sites. Typically, students wind up wasting nearly all of their time on social media and neglect the course materials they set out to find.

Facebooking has typically become one of the bad habits that interfere with students' study time, interfering with tasks like going to the library or reading notes and study guides. According to Briggs (2019), extensive use of social media platforms like Facebook, particularly for viewing friends' photos, has been found to potentially contribute to students developing feelings of insecurity. As students are increasingly exposed to "selfies" and other photographs on social media, their tendency to compare oneself unfavourably also increases. However, Alloway et al. (2022) in a survey of college students assessed the relationship between Facebook use and academic achievement. It used the weekly amount of time spent studying and the grade point average (GPA) as variables. According to the survey, students who abstained from using Facebook had higher grade point averages than those who did. The study's focus on the Facebook users' poor time management as the reason for their subpar academic achievement is an intriguing aspect of it. A larger but comparable investigation was conducted by Junco (2021) and Kirschner and Karpinski (2020). According to the study, using Facebook for extended periods of time is necessary before its effects on grade point average become apparent. The study also showed that before drawing conclusions about Facebook's impact on academic achievement, other factors (such as the kinds of activities engaged in, individual motivation and accountability, and academic values) could be taken into account.

While Junco (2021) did not go into great detail about the problem of Facebook addiction, two studies that examined Facebook addiction (that is, use of Facebook outside of the United States of America) revealed that some students in Malaysia, an Asian country where Internet penetration could be considered to have started much later than in the United States of America, have become compulsive Facebook users (Zaremohzzabich et al., 2018).According to a previous study, students who responded to the poll felt that in order to avoid the problems of being driven to check Facebook, using it frequently, and using it as an excuse to avoid doing their homework offline, they needed to use Facebook less. The researchers came to the conclusion that 220 (47%), out of the 450 university students they assessed, might be classified as Facebook addicts. These all demonstrate the tendency of the negative consequences that excessive Facebook use might have on Facebook users' lifestyle. Hence, it is in the light of these that the study seeks to evaluate the influence of facebook on the lifestyle of the students of Ambrose Alli University.

1.3
Objectives of the Study

The main purpose of this study is to evaluate the influence of Facebook on the lifestyle of the students of Kwara State Polytechnic, Ilorin. Specifically, the study will;

1. Assess the level of Facebook usage among students of Kwara State Polytechnic, Ilorin.

2. Assess the extent Facebook influences students' social behavior.

3. Investigate the role of Facebook in shaping students' lifestyle choices.

4. Evaluate the impact of Facebook on students' study habits.

1.4 Research Questions


The following questions have been prepared for the study:

i. What is the level of Facebook usage among students of Kwara State Polytechnic, Ilorin?
ii. To what extent does Facebook influence students' social behavior?
iii. What role does Facebook play in shaping students' lifestyle choices?
iv. What is the impact of Facebook on students' study habits?

1.5  Research Hypotheses

H0: Facebook has no significant influence on the lifestyle of the students of Kwara State Polytechnic, Ilorin.

H1: Facebook has a significant influence on the lifestyle of the students of Kwara State Polytechnic, Ilorin.

1.6  Significance of the Study

Parents will receive helpful knowledge from this study regarding the impact of Facebook use on their children's day-to-day activities. However, parents will be able to set reasonable limits and promote positive online behaviour while helping their children use social media. Furthermore, students will learn more about the effects that their online activities have on their mental health, academic performance, and social interactions. Additionally, subsequent researchers will use it as a literature review. This means that other students who may decide to conduct studies in this area will have the opportunity to use this study as available literature that can be subjected to critical review. Invariably, the result of the study contributes immensely to the body of academic knowledge with regard the influence of facebook on the lifestyle of the students of Kwara State Polytechnic, Ilorin.

 Scope of the study

The scope of this study is boarded on the influence of facebook on the lifestyle of the students of Kwara State Polytechnic, Ilorin. Empirically, this study will assess the level of Facebook usage among students, assess the extent Facebook influences students' social behavior, investigate the role of Facebook in shaping students' lifestyle choices and evaluate the impact of Facebook on students' study habits.
Geographically, the study will be delimited to undergraduate students of Kwara State Polytechnic, Ilorin.
1.8 Limitation of the study

In the course of carrying out this study, the researcher experienced some constraints, which included time constraints, financial constraints, language barriers, and the attitude of the respondents. In addition, there was the element of researcher bias. Here, the researcher possessed some biases that may have been reflected in the way the data was collected, the type of people interviewed or sampled, and how the data gathered was interpreted thereafter. The potential for all this to influence the findings and conclusions could not be downplayed.

More so, the findings of this study are limited to the sample population in the study area, hence they may not be suitable for use in comparison to other schools, local governments, states, and other countries in the world.

1.9 Definition of Terms

Facebook: a social media platform operated by Meta Platforms, Inc., that allows users to create profiles, connect with friends, share photos and videos, post updates, join groups, and engage with content through likes, comments, and shares.

Lifestyle: the way in which an individual or group lives, encompassing daily habits, activities, interests, values, and behaviors.

CHAPTER TWO

LITERATURE REVIEW
2.1 
CONCEPTUAL FRAMEWORK

Given the past theoretical models accessible and investigations of conflicting discoveries, this writing proposed a conceptual framework from the literature approach by scholars that well articulated with the result to social media usage, multitasking of social media, students’ academic self-efficacy, and students’ academic performance. In assuring this, Social Cognitive Theory suggested that social media can play an important role in the formation of self-efficacy and perceived social norms and, secondly, self-efficacy and perceived social norms can affect the performance of students in the university. Whereas in view of the Threaded Cognition Theory, change of tasks in social media by university students ranging from simultaneous multitasking and determine the frequency with which students change from studying to another task, why they change and how this affects their ability to perform.

Nowadays students are exposed to state of the art modern technology in personal and academic capacity. Unlike electronic gadgets i.e., laptops, tablets and cell phones are used to access online social networks (Cassidy, Griffin, Manolovitz, Shen, & Turney, 2011). Millions of people particularly students use social network sites like Facebook, Twitter and Myspace to stay connected with one another. Facebook is the most popular website these days. It was revealed in a survey conducted on 3000 students in USA that 90 % students use Facebook and 37% of them use Twitter for connecting and sharing information with one another (Dahlstrom, De Boor, Grunwald, & Vockley, 2011). Pempek, Yermolayeva, & Calvert, (2009) claims that students use Facebook at least 30 minutes every day to connect with one another. Facebook has influenced nearly every sphere of life of students. In this context, another study was conducted to explore various aspects of Facebook. Junco (2011) compares Facebook usage and students’ involvement. The study revealed that students who spent more time on Facebook were more involved in co-curricular activities and had its positive impact.


In addition, Junco (2012) also measured frequency of using Facebook, time consumed by students in preparing for class and its impact on overall grades and GPAs. It was established with the help of linear regression that students’ overall grades and GPA were highly affected due to time consumption on Facebook. In addition, Kirschner and Karpinski (2010) also found the negative relationship between academic performance of students and Facebook users. They found negative relationship and claimed that Facebook users possess lower GPA as compared to non-users of Facebook. Moreover, a few researchers also investigated the impact of social sites on different genders. Like, Haq & Chand (2012) also maintain that academic performance of male students as compared to female students has adversely been affected by using Facebook. On the contrary, Anas (2013) claims that Facebook increases the multitasking abilities of students, but it also affects the academic performance as the more time is consumed, the more students are affected. Marche (2012) argues that social media provides the place where individuals can control social life in their own manner. Thus, students have become more dependent on Facebook, therefore, it becomes websites to control. In addition to whichever benefits of connecting and shaping the social life are, there is constantly the risk of safety. Turkle (2011) argues “Alone together: why we expect more from technology and less from each other”. Younger generation uses social media network to be connected with students but at all times looks for safety whether the information is safe or not. Online safety and security of new generation becomes risky in case they share sensitive information. Additionally, the frequent use of internet and social network websites made students dependent on internet usage. The excessive use of social network sites causes health and behavior problems which is also known as internet addiction.


The internet addiction or psychological dependency ultimately results in excessive use of social sites (Kandell, 1998; Grifths, 2000). However, Young (1998) claims that it is not the internet which makes users addictive, but the interactive nature of social sites makes them addictive. In early 2000s, the web based sites were made personal as social network sites to share personal information with one another. The websites were developed where individuals could make their profile as a public or semipublic within a restricted territory to stay connected with them and see one another status. The primary purpose of social network websites is to be social, and the rules sites vary greatly. In this day and age, millions of students use social network sites regularly to stay in touch with others. Today, one of the most popular social sites is Facebook. People use Facebook at least 30 minutes in a day (Pempek et al., 2009). It is informative, interactive, and most convenient social site of this era. Initially, it was created by Mark Zukerberg and his fellows to connect students of Harvard University and the college students (Zeevi, 2013). The World Wide Web has been transformed and its primary function has been transformed from information provider to social networking. The users do not only receive information, but they are highly involved in producing information (Bruns, 2008).


Facebook is almost universally-used among higher education learners, and they consider Facebook as their main social media choice, thus spend a great part of their time on its use on their normal day (Ellefsen, 2016). Moreover, Nawafleh, Harfoush, Fakhouri, Obiedat & Rababah, (2012) wanted to find the negative effects of Facebook on user social life in Amman. The findings of this study asserted that 49% Facebook users used it more than three hours a day, 72% used several hours a day, and they couldn’t reduce the using hours. Additionally, students spend a considerable amount of time actively on Facebook. In addition, the study of Ellison et al., (2007) showed that college students use Facebook on an average of 10 to 30 minutes daily. Similarly, Pempek, Yermolayeva & Calvert, (2009) study revealed that college students spend an average of 27.93 minutes per day during weekdays and an average of 28.44 minutes per day during weekends on Facebook. Also, social networks (Facebook in particular) was a part of their daily life. Moreover, Alhazmi & Rahman, (2013) reported that 78.9% of students spend more than one hour a day on Facebook.

2.1.1 
Impacts of Facebook on Students’ Social Life


A qualitative case study by Akbiyik (2013) in Turkey, to determine the effects of social networks on college undergraduate students’ social life. The findings of this study revealed that the use of Facebook helps users to communicate with their friend and it assists with the consumers to know and learn about their friends. Similarly, pictures or videos shared in the Facebook environment by students aid them to start conversation, thus it makes communication easier. This way of communication is realized by liking or disliking the posts or by making comments on the shared objects. The findings also asserted that Facebook also has negative impacts on students because most of them complain about maintaining reconnection with old friends does not make them contend in cases where lifestyles have differentiated. They stated more that they couldn’t feel the same old intimacy once lifestyles have changed. As well as, it was annoying for students when their relatives try to control their Facebook behaviors. The findings showed that they get friendship requests from people whom they do not like to meet in their real life. Also, students stated that some of their classmates do not talk them in a real life but add them as Facebook friends. Three learners stated that they could not trust relationships or conversations in the Facebook environment because this environment is virtual. The findings more disclosed that pupils think even though they know the person in real life, they cannot be certain if he is telling the truth when they communicate with him in the virtual environment. Furthermore, expressing political views on the Facebook environment has a negative effect on learners’ social life and relatives were not desired as Facebook friends by some of the participants. Similarly, research by Nawafleh et al., (2012) wanted to find the negative effects of Facebook on user social life in Amman. Their findings asserted that Facebook is a well-known website that connects people, socialize, make a connection with famous people, make new friends, and build up new relationships.


Furthermore, the findings of the study indicated that Facebook has negative impacts on users’ social life. Moreover, research conducted by Tang-Mui & Teng, (2017) findings demonstrate that Facebook is the main source of information from personal to global news without verifying its trustworthiness. Facebook is used as a tool to communicate with friends and family. Facebook has perceived as a good tool of communication that can bring closeness among the family members. The use of Facebook brings positive impact towards family members, with the continuously increasing number of local Facebook users, and it will help to build a better and harmonic society.


Through the use of Facebook, the relationships between family members and communication will be improved and enhanced the level of a united community. Likewise, a case study carried out by Chowdhury et al., (2015) on the impact of Facebook on youth generations in Kolkata, India. The positive effects asserted that Facebook allow all teenagers as well as Facebook users to communicate with their friends. Moreover, learners can build relations with known and unknown friends. Also, users can maintain their past and new bonding of friendship and other relations. Facebook connect students with different cultures, religions. In addition, findings revealed that Facebook increases empathy for their existing and old friends, which gives more systematic communications. Similarly, the negative impacts showed that most of the users only use Facebook to check their profile or any new update posted on their wall. Additionally, the results showed that chatting with friends reduces the importance of writing letters and face to face human contacts. The study further stated that several photos, videos or political shares divert their attention.


Mustafa & Hamzah, (2011) study asserted that Facebook is used for communication with other friends and as a way to reconnect them to their old friends. Furthermore, Facebook improves family communication as it provides a platform for Malaysians to discuss issues that they never talk face-to-face. It also had effects on their relationships within the family and between generations. Moreover, Salvation & Adzharuddin, (2014) findings revealed that social media had become the most active application which assists students not only to socialize with friends as well as to interact with lecturers.

2.1.2  
Contribution to knowledge

This framework has also made some contributions to the academic performance in the context of social media influences.

· The main contribution that conceptual framework adds to current theories in social media studies is the studying and analyzing the connection between the social media usage and multi-tasking activities of university students in Malaysia. Furthermore, the integration of the interceding variable - the self-efficacy of the academic student offers a further contribution to the research. 

· Next, the combination of two theories (Social Cognitive Theory and Threaded Cognition Theory) that formed the theoretical proposal will contribute to the academic performance in the context of social media literature. 

Thus, this study provides a conceptual framework for further studies, especially for future research in online learning environment.

2.2
Theoretical framework

Theoretical perspectives are defined as theoretical frameworks concerning a few aspects of a social or educational phenomenon that can be used as a conceptual model for explaining the research area. Figure 1shows in diagrammatic form of the two underpinning theories that may use in a proposed future study. Furthermore, the following sub-sections will explain the two theories that could be applied in the future research.

2.2.1
Cognitive Theory

The social cognitive theory provides a system in which the psycho-social components, through which emblematic communication affects the idea, the influence, and human activity, are analyzed and determined. The frameworks of communication work in two respects: the instant way and the social way. They encourage change immediately by teaching, empowering, persuading and managing members (Bandura (2016). In the socially interfered route, the media have an impact on connecting employees with social systems and network settings which provide distinctive driving forces and continue the required change in a person. Because wide communications have a compelling position in the public interest, it is of important significance to understand the psychosocial elements by which representative communication influences idea, impact and human activity. A theoretical structural agent for inspecting determinants and structures of such effects is the social cognitive theory. Human behavior, in which conduct is created and regulated by environmental effects or inner dispositions, was frequently categorized according to the unidirectional causality. Social cognitive theory clarifies psychosocial activity regarding the supplementary triadic causality (Bandura 2019). In this view, Fonagy (2018) based on the value of oneself and society, individual variables like mental, social and natural occasions, norms of private behavior and environmental events are determining variables mutually influencing one another.

With regard to the above, social behavioral theory tends to differentiate the respective causality between individual components (e.g. cognitive, affective or biological), private and natural behavioral norms (Bandura (1999) in the determinants of human considerations, feelings, and behavior. Through communication and effect processes among the three determining variables, people tend to keep, alter or reinforce their thoughts, impacts and activities, which are the intrinsic concept of people, also known as "plasticity" (Bandura 2018, 2020); Hutto (2017). In that manner, people display a distinctive boundary created by four human skills: symbolization, self-direction, self-reflection, and vicarious capacity when separated from other living beings. In view of symbolizing, it refers to the ability of a person to symbolize, through the cognitive processes identified with the external condition, images related to their experiences.

2.2.2
Thread Cognition

Theory The sub-process cognition by Salvucci and Taatgen (2018) is a theory of multiple resources that means to clarify the psychological procedures and the results of multitasking practices. It depends on ACT-R (Adaptive Control of Thought-Rational), a computational model of mind design that attempts to recognize and talk about crucial structures and procedures (Martin & Sujatha (2016). Underlined cognition holds that there are sets of distinctive assets for various intellectual procedures, which include a set of focal points for procedural memory (i.e., how assignments are made) and marginal backgrounds for observation, motor capabilities and memory revealing While multiple tasks are performed, each task is composed around the particular objectives of the individual as a subjective self-sufficient "thread" (or numerous threads for complex tasks).

At the moment in which an objective is established, it triggers a progression of principles from the set of focal procedure assets, which guide the psychological sub-processes and the use of assets from different groups to achieve the objective (Nijboer, Taatgen, Brands, Borst, & van Rijn (2023). Think of a direct circumstance: a man is walking through a hallway and chatting with a partner. There are two particular goals (walking and talking) with establishing psychological principles for each one. The principles are activated in the memory of procedures; and the fundamental forms of perception, motor or decisive memory that participate in the execution of each task are fused in intellectual threads (for example, observing the earth, moving the legs, creating expressions).

The most important thing is that a single thread can effectively attract a set of assets at a time. This is not at all like the restricted general limit or the different estimation of assets represented previously, in which the restrictive element is the measure of the assets accessible in a group (Nijboer, Borst, van Rijn, & Taatgen (2016). Conversely, if a group of assets is drawn with a one thread procedure, at that point a procedure is deferred from another thread. In the case of walking and talking, there may not be an extraordinary level of asset coverage between the different sub processes. This considers that the two objectives will be executed simultaneously. In more complicated assignments, there could be more notable coverage among assets, delivering bottlenecks or impedance between companies.

2.3
Empirical Review


A number of studies have focused on Facebook usage among students. John, Donahue, & Kentle, (2008) studied personality traits as they relate to Facebook self-disclosure via the “Big Five” personality traits scale. These are neuroticism, agreeableness, openness, conscientiousness, and extroversion. The study found that those participants displaying higher levels of extroversion were more likely to join Facebook groups. Those that were highly open indicated a need to be more open on Facebook. Participants low in neuroticism shared more photos, while those that were highly neurotic frequented the Wall function.


In another study, Ross, Orr, Sisic, Arseneault, Simmering and Orr, (2009) aimed to find out the factors that spur Facebook usage in Australian. The study revealed that Facebook users in general are more likely to be extroverted and narcissistic than those who do not use Facebook. The study showed that those scoring high on exhibitionism preferred to share photos and partake in status updates, while those who were more neurotic preferred the Wall function.


In the work of Hamburg (2018), the levels of neuroticism and extroversion with internet use was investigated. It was shown that those high in neuroticism were emotionally unstable, anxious, and insecure. These individuals identified with their true self through the Internet. Those high in extroversion identified their true selves with face-to-face interaction. Thus, the internet can be used as a tool to escape social anxiety and discomfort. When individuals are high in agreeableness, they will compromise in order to maintain a harmonious relationship. These individuals may exhibit more friends through friend requests because they often comply, whereas those high in extroversion likely will have less friends due to their need to state their opinions, rather than accepting others’.


Wise, Skues and Williams (2019) investigated Facebook usage among first year psychology students and reported that although the majority of the student (94%) had Facebook accounts and spent an average of one hour per day on Facebook, usage was found to be predominantly social. In their view, Facebook is more likely to operate as a distracting influence.


In a similar study, Tosun (2012) obtained evidence that individuals who felt that they could disclose their “true selves” online were more likely to utilize Facebook to establish new relationships, as well as to maintain romantic relationships. Tosun (2012) also used survey design. However, the study employed interview procedure and content analysis. Tosun (2012) therefore asserted that it is important to take into account predictor variables such as personality traits, sociological variables, and demographics which could lead to having an impact on self-disclosure on Facebook.


Alabi (2013) examined the dynamics of Facebook addiction level among selected Nigerian university undergraduates in the South West. The study employed questionnaire design in a survey 340 students selected using purposive sampling technique. The findings revealed that meeting peoples and chatting are the most frequently activities of undergraduates on face book and that “face book chat” “wall post” and picture uploading” were features used most.


Ogedebe, Emmanuel, and Musa (2012) carried out a study to investigate the effect of students’ Facebook usage on academic performance. A 20 question questionnaire was designed and sent out to approximately 150 students of different Universities in Nigeria. To capture the main types of University, a Federal University, a State University and a Private University cut across the nation were chosen. Of the questionnaire sent out, 81% of them were within the age of 18 to 21. The Independent variables measured how actively students used Facebook, including how much time they spend on Facebook, how often they update their status, post on friends’ walls, comment on others’ pages, the level of their privacy settings, and how many friends and photo albums they have. In order to accurately measure students’ academic achievement, we had student’s self-report their in-class participation, attendance, as well as grade point average. Six pre-determined hypotheses were tested. First, the more time a student spends on Facebook, the lower grade point average the student has. Secondly, the higher a student’s privacy settings are on Facebook, the higher that student’s grade point average is. Thirdly, the more a student updates his or her Facebook status, the less likely they are to have good class attendance. Fourthly, the more time a student spends on Facebook, the less likely they are to participate in class. Fifthly, the more friends a student has on Facebook, the more time he spends on Facebook. Lastly, that the more posts a student puts on Facebook, the less likely they are to participate in class. Data collected were analyzed and tested by using correlation tests through SPSS, a data analysis program. All the hypotheses were proven wrong.

Gap in the Literature


Since the launch of Facebook, researchers have been grappling with understanding its impacts on communication and relationship dynamics among its users. Although early studies of Facebook focused mainly on its inclusion in a first language educational environment, some research has investigated how Facebook can be utilized in learning. Numerous studies on Facebook’s inclusion in education environments have reported positive influences on student motivation, engagement, and attitudes. Among the studies conducted, Facebook has been shown to have an impact on motivation among students in higher institution. Other researchers have focused on the relationship between Facebook usage and personality traits.


Studies such as Winter et al (2014), Twenge, Konrath, Foster, Campbell and Bushmalo (2008) and Ronay and Hippel (2010) related some of users’ self-reported personality traits (i.e., extraversion, narcissism, self-efficacy, need to be long, need for popularity) to their use of Facebook status updates. However, there are limited studies on the determinants of Facebook usage among undergraduate students in the South East Nigeria. Similarly, there are limited studies on implication of gender and age differences for Facebook usage. Again, although the impact of Facebook on academic performance of students has been extensively studied, the questions of whether the level of academic performance determines how frequently and intensively students use Facebook has remained unanswered. These gaps in the literature constitute the motivation for this study.
CHAPTER THREE

Research Methodology

3.0 
Research design

The research design use for this study will be survey research design. The survey method of data collection is implemented using a structure questionnaire which implies that the research design is quantitative.
3.1
Area of the Study

This study will be limited to Kwara State Polytechnic students, Ilorin, a Nigerian tertiary institution situated in a rural community. As the most populous secondary school in the rural area, it hosts students from various parts of the community, creating a disperse population of students. CONCLUSION
