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ABSTRACT
This study explores the role of radio as a medium in the campaign against the vandalism of government property in Kwara State. As a widely accessible and influential communication platform, radio remains vital in shaping public opinion and promoting civic responsibility. The research adopts a quantitative survey method, drawing responses from selected residents across the state to assess the reach, effectiveness, and content of radio programs addressing issues of vandalism. Findings indicate that radio plays a significant role in raising awareness, educating the public on the consequences of vandalism, and promoting patriotic behavior. However, challenges such as inconsistent programming, limited audience feedback, and lack of targeted content were identified. The study concludes that for radio campaigns to be more impactful, there must be consistent government support, community involvement, and integration of local languages in programming. It recommends intensified use of radio for public enlightenment and collaboration with security agencies to foster a culture of respect for public infrastructure.

INTRODUCTION
1.1 BACKGROUND OF THE STUDY

Vandalism is an offence that occurs when a person destroys or defaces someone else’s property without permission. Effects of vandalism may include broken windows, griffin, damages of vehicles and even damages or destruction of a person’s websites. The results of vandalism may be found of billboards, street signs and building structures, as well as near bus stops, tunnels’, cemeteries, and many other public spaces. While vandalism may be considered “out” by some, it is nonetheless a crime against property that is punishable by jail time monetary fines or both.
According to Ohio law, vandalism is serious physical harm to an occupied structure or its contents, the property may own either by a person, business or a government, and the damage must be reasonably exerted based on the actions of the person doing the vandalizing. For example, one can reasonable expert damage from hitting a window with a stead hammer one would not expert damage, however from slamming a door with a glass window in it.
Vandalism can only be charged as fluency if the damage property is. Necessary for the operation of a business or government agency or the cost of repair the damage is at least 110,000 if the damage does not meet either of these requirements. CHAPTER TWO
LITERATURE REVIEW

2.1 CONCEPTUAL FRAMEWORK

Historically, vandalism has been justified by painter Gustavo Courbet as destruction of monuments symbolizing “war and conquest”.
Therefore, it is often done as an expression of contempt, creativity or both. Courbet’s attempt, during the 1871 Paris commune, to dismantle the Vendome Colum. A symbol of the past napoleon III Authorities Empire was one of the most celebrated events of vandalism. Nuts he himself would meditate after the commune of on the fight against culture, taking as example the intention burning of the toiletry’s palace on May 23, 1871. The most common forms of vandalization in Nigeria is called pipeline vandalism.

Vandalism by one person can lead to limitation. Teenage boys and men in their 20s are most likely to vandalize, but older and females are also known to sometimes with young children occasionally vandalizing but in a much smaller form, such as making crayon drawings on walls.
Criminological research into vandalism has found that it serves much purpose for those who engage in it and stems from a variety of motives. Sociologist stagey Cohen describes seven different types of vandalism.
1. Acquisitive vandalism (looting and petty theft)
2. Peer pressure- teenage spend more time away from home with peers whether they act constructively or destructively can depends on the contacts they make. Disobeying authority can appear cool.
3. Tactical vandalism (to audience some end other than acquiring money or property such as breaking a window to be arrested and get a bed for the night in a police cell)
4. Ideological vandalism (carried out to further on explicit ideological cause or deliver a massage.
5. Vindictive vandalism (love revenge)
6. Play vandalism (damage resulting from children’s games)
7. Malicious vandalism (damages because by a violet outpouring of diffuse frustration and rage that often occurs in public setting). Cohen original typology was improved upon by mike suction whose research led him 10 add a seventh. Subtype of vandalism- peer status motivated vandalism.
2.1.3 STRUCTURE OF NIGERIANS OIL PIPELINE SYSTEM
The discover of crude oil commercial quantity in Oloibiri in 1956 marked. The birth of the petroleum industry in Nigeria. Since then, the Nigeria economy has been more or less dependent on petroleum. To facilitate the distribution of crude oil product from the oil rich Nigeria delta to other parts of the country a network of oil pipelines was constructed to inter-link some states at strategic location (Onuorah 2007).
Nigeria has a total pipeline grid of 5001 kilometres. This consists of 4315 kilometres of multiproduct pipelines and 666 kilometres of crude oil pipelines. These pipelines transverse the country storage depots, the lour refineries at port-Harcourt (I and li), Kaduna and Warri, the off-shore terminals at bony and excursus and the jetties at alas cove, Calabar, Okirika and Warri (Onucha, 2007, p.6). This system of oil pipeline. Are used to transport crude oil to the refineries in port Harcourt (1 and li) Warri and Kaduna covering a total distance of 719 kilometres. The multi- product’s are used to transport product from the refineries import receiving jetties to the 22 petroleum storage depots of various places in the country. The storage infrastructure consisting of 22 loading depots linked by pipeline oil various diameters has aggregate installed capacities of 1,2,6,6,8,9,0(PMS), 676400 (DPK), 1007, 900 (ago) and 74 000 (ATK) m3 tones (special committee on the review if petroleum products supply distribution network is made up of organic.
2.1.4 CAUSES ON OIL PIPELINE VANDALISM IN NIGERIA
It has been indicated in the preceding sections that oil pipeline vandalism is principally motivated by the criminal intent of the vandals who break into drill products. For pecuniary gains tend 10 predispose people to indulge in oil pipeline vandalism prominent among these people to indulge in oil pipeline vandalism prominent among these factors are scarcity of petroleum products, widespread poverty and ignorance. 2. Culture of criminal impunity and corruption in Nigeria
3. Poor policing/ protection of oil pipelines.
4. Political sabotage as in the case of the Niger delta militancy
5. Widespread poverty of the rural and urban- slum drivellers.
6. Scarcity of petroleum products
7, Flourishing of the oil black market in Nigeria and the likes.
2.1.5 EFFECTS OF OIL PIPELINE VANDALISM IN NIGERIA
Pipeline vandalism has result in untoward consequences which threaten economic public safety and national sustainability in Nigerian hereunder is a discussion on the major effects of this phenomenon.
(A) Economic Losses
The economic losses associated with oil pipe vandalism are arrived at by qualifying the monetary with (value) of lost products and the cost of pipelines repairs. This has amounted to billons of Nigeria over the years. For instance, the managing director of pipelines and products. Marketing company (PPMC), prince Haruna Momoh recently revealed that between 2009 and December 2012, the NNPC alone lost about #165 billons to products theft and repairs is vandalized pipelines” (Ugawanyi, 2013 Para, 6). More recent figures suggest that Nigeria has lost as much /1.1011 trillion to oil theft (see for instance an entry at www.Legal-com/news as%3fmonth %) a report issued by NEITI in July 2013 (already citied elsewhere in the paper) indicate that Nigeria lost a whooping sum of 10.9 billons US dollars to oil theft and vandalism in the period of 2009 to 2011 alone. These translate to huge Economic loss with far reaching implications for Nigerians economic growth and development and by extension national security.
b) Environment Degradation

Pipeline vandalism has led high incidence of oil spillage in Nigeria over the years. The 2011 drafi annual statistical bulletin of the NNPC shows that oil spills are significantly on the rise in Nigeria. The figure below (Appendix 1) illustrates this fact. Association with the incidence of oil spills is the attendant environment degradation with jeopardizes the land, vegetation and habitation of that affected area. This has been exemplified in desolation of farmlands, loss of aquatic and wild lives, as well as water and air pollution. These conditions have implications for public and safety of the people.
c) Fire Disasters / Pipeline Explosions
This has been the worst manifestation of the impact of oil vandalism on human security in Nigeria according to Ugwuanyi: over 2,500 lives have been lost to explosion from vandalized pipelines in last 15 years. Sometimes, the exact figures of casualties were not got in the event of fire outbreak of free outbreak while incidents were not reported (2013, Para).
To better appreciate the spate of pipeline explosion disasters in Nigeria in the recent years, a graphic highlight of such occurrences is instructive see 4, 5 and 6 below details.
Apart from human causalities oil disasters have resulted in loss of live hood sources population displacement and destruction of family assets and environmental degradation (Onuoha 2009: Okoli 2012). This implies that oil pipeline vandalism is a veritable impediment to human security in Nigeria. Hence oil pipeline explosions have been associated with dire ecological and humanitarian condition (UNEP, 1805, Ninberger 1999), were by populations. Are displaced as a result of actual or impending disaster.
Oil pipeline vandalism has also resulted in wanton killing oversewn officials and public security agents. In effect; oil vandals have acquired immense sophistication in arms bearing and violence. This enables them to contend with and ward off threats during their criminal operations. In this context, they have others killed both. Policemen and civilians in an attempt to sure hitch free operations. A case in point is the killing of five members of staff of PPMC at Arepo in January 2013 when they came 10 fix a vandalized pipeline (Ugwuaniyi 2013 Para 9)
2.1.6 CHALLENGES FACED BY RADIO IN CAMPAIGN AGAINST VANDALISM

2.1.6.1 ERRECTS OF INSECURITY IN NIGERIA
Insecurity as a result of criminal activities, individually or cooperative creates insecurity and breach of the people that are likely to or indeed affect legitimate social and economic activities in the country (Akintokunbo, 2011).
Aligning with the above is (Albinus vs cit) when he summed that rates of terrorist. Bombing. Kidnapping armed robbery attacks on banks as well as well other violet crimes in recent months, have led to a prevalent massive loss of the future of the nations agriculture productivity level, private sector investment volume, petroleum sector growth rate, manpower and overall economic development.
According to the human rights watch (Albinus Opoit) about 2800 lives were lost to terror – related violence between 2009 and 2012 within the first nine month in 2012. 815 people were killed in 275 suspected attacks by the Boko Haram group and this represent more than the total numbers of death recorded between 2010 and 2011 combined. The organization states that 211 police officers were killed. Which may be target or swat A while 60 police stations in at least 10 northern and central states were attacked by the terrorist group apart from the police head quarters that was bombed in Abuja.
Even as Nigeria struggles with the teeming youth unemployment, companies in their numbers are closing down operations in the north and relocating to other African countries for fear of loss of lives and properties. And the few remaining companies operate on skeletal bases workers, both local and expatriates fled the region. This development has multiplied the number of unemployment youth reaming the street and has become an easy tool for violence. This scenario has not only depended than existing employment rate but also point a gloomy picture of years, unspecified millions of naira is being paid as ransoms for the release of victim of kidnapping, not forgetting the central bank of Nigerian (CBN) 100 million cash donation, the #200 million donations From the combined effort of the oppositions governors and also the $50,00 from the Christian, association of Nigeria America chapter to reduce the sputtering of the victims of regional/militia (www.mulinancial intelligence.com) ordinarily. Theses are money which is supposed to be channelled to human capital development of families of the casualties and the renovation of properties destroyed.

Nature of message the campaign message comprises several important elements, discussed below.
Content

The message needs to be relevant to the target audience by being salient and timely.
If victims are the target audience, the message should avoid blane, because most will not pay attention to a campaign reminding them of their shortcomings Campaigns should not include terms such as “battle”, “war effort, “spreading cancer”, or “scourge” when referring to crime.
Source
When it is appropriate to identify the agency responsible for the politicity campaign, avoid giving of an air of superiority when delivering the message, as this may turn off the audience, leading them to reject it. There may be times, however. When not identifying the agency producing the publicity campaign may prove beneficial.
Sensitivity
Trying to scare is not recommended when declining on campaigns content
Publicity should be about education, not threatening people or producing emotionally disturbing images. A Scottish campaign against domestic violence includes a poster of two rough looking fists that promoted the stereotype that domestic violence was limited to British, criminal, working class men.

Campaigns should avoid messages that may upset the intended audience in one rape prevention campaign designed to educate women, they were questioned about their attire and told that ‘loud praying’ might scare off potential attackers.
While many crimes prevention message promote individual responsible for adopting self-protection measure, campaigns should reframe from overfly blaming victim roads ensure visibility.
Specificity
Publicity messages need to be relevant and offer specific to the target audience Anti-drinking campaigns that sale “know when to stop tend not to be effective because different audience may interpret the massage differently Quantifying the point at which to stop during (e.g. Limiting intake 10 two drinks per hour) is less vogue, and audience are then behaviour.

If the aim is to reduce shop lifting in local stores, a television campaign may be a waste of resources, where as focusing or store entrances with signs and posters would be more appropriate.
Posting billboards city wide with burglary prevention tips may be a waste of resources, if this crime analysis should guide the campaign coverage.
The more tailored the coverage, the more effective the campaign. Limiting the coverage also allows police agencies to allocate resources more effective the campaign limiting the coverage also allows police agencies to allocate resources more efficiently.
2.1.8 THE MEDIA AND NIGER DELTA CONFLICT
The linkage between resources and conflict is exemplified in the Niger delta region of Nigeria. The region is richly endowed with crude oil deposit both on shore and offshore. Before the discovery of oil in 1958 the ministry of the local economy was fishing and farming but all that have been dislocated by oil exploration and exploitation activities. This is partly what has created conflicts over oil in the Niger delta. The fault lines for perennial
Thus, the role of oil in the Niger delta conflict is paradoxical: while the multinational oil companies and the Nigerian state enjoy the revenue accruing from oil exploitation, the communities in the Niger delta endure the consequences of oil exploration and exploitation such as oil spillage, gas flaring and several form of ecological disasters. Narrating on the negative impact of oil on oil producing communities, oshta and osaze (2010) observed that: oil spoilages destroyed aquatic life and rendered fisherman times unemployed. Communities, non-state actors and most recently militia groups have protested against the above conditions using both constitutional and unconstitutional means in attempt to draw the attention of successive governments since independence in 1960 to their plight. In the response, government resorted to the use of repressive policy and the tactics of playing one community against the other thereby instigating and intensifying inter and intra communal conflicts in the Niger delta. The USA of force in the Niger delta climaxed in 1999, 10 2003, which unofficial source claimed 10000 people were killed including women and children.

This happened four years after the execution of environmental and minority rights activist ken Suro-Wiwa and 9 others. For their alleged role in the killing of four ogoni chief by militaries who accused them of collaborating with government and shell to subvert their efforts toward addressing the fundamental issues like neglect, marginalization and injustice.
Thus, the trajectory of conflict in the Niger delta can best be explained simply as the inability of the government to provide basis social infrastructures and amenities for the people coupled with the economic dislocation occasioned by oil exploration basis social infrastructures and amenities for the people coupled with the economic dislocation occasioned by oil exploration and exploitation activities
It is the politicization of these issues that culminated into resources control and militancy in the Niger delta. This point is articulated in the Ogoni bills of right. The Kaima declaration and other protest documents. Therefore, it is not greed that propels the people of the Niger delta to agitate for their rights like coller(2000) would want us to believe for collier it is greed more than anything else that ignites resources-based conflicts.
As Azar (1990) argue that the failure of the state to address the need-based grievances ol communities was the main causes of conflict in the Niger delta.
Similar conclusions have been reached by other scholars such as (Suberu, 1996, Ibeanu, 2000, Bassey, 2002, Douglas and Okonta, 2003, Ikelagbe, 2004, Akpan, 2005) however several intervention programmes initiated by government agencies such as oil mineral producing areas development commission (OMPADEC) and Niger delta development commission (NDDC) to mention just the most recent one to address the problems of the Niger delta have performed below expectation.
Not even the establishment of the ministry of Niger delta, the granting of amnesty and post-amnesty programmes has brought lasting peace to the beleaguered region. Presently, media coverage of the region centre more on government post-amnesty programmes and not on the growing pockets of emerging militants that is not happy with the way those saddle with the implementation of the post-amnesty programmes are going about it.
Their main grouse is that 68% of those benefitting from the programme are not true militants. According to them the real militants have been denied what should be their inalienable rights. What this means is that there is trouble brooding in the region it is not receiving any media attention rather the billions on the post-amnesty programme is what the media is keeping abreast with.
2.1.9 MASS MEDIA AND EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT
The media as a fourth estate of the realm is susceptible to campaign positively and otherwise. The role of radio in the campaign against vandalism of government

Property is now a global concern in the country due to other religious, cultural or politics the emergences of Boko Haram, a socio-political fundamentalist group. Which is also goes under the name” Al-Sunah Waljamma” with socio political ideology that reject western education and culture is still cause more vandalism in Nigeria (Felix Udo, S.O. erring and a. Olofo Adeoye).
In certain circumstance the news media provide on important disaster-management public, service, especially in broadcasting alerts, warning and advisories
They can also play a role in supplying need information t decision makers. Among media potential public service are:

· Disseminates information on preparedness measure for future similar disasters Stimulate volunteerism and donations, including blood donations Discloses needs for improvement in government response.
The news media can also play a counter-productive category of dissectors. And crises that, Without too much reference to tangible references feature craze. Panic, and collective stress” (Rosenthal 1998, 158) is the prominent rote of the media in contributed to the politization of disaster and crises. The media speed up the political process of disasters and crisis management. They put pressure on the decision make. It increasingly difficult to the authorities to suspend their public appearance until the crisis is over. On the contrary, the media will compete to be the first to confront the political authorities with incisive questions about possible courses, deficient emergency operation, and litigation procedures. If the political authorities are hesitant to inform the public, the media will find others to give the answers such as emergency workers whistle blowers, and experts. This will not strengthen their political position. Disasters and crises will easily turn into high politics a context at farming and blaming (Rosenthal 1998, 158)

Owing to the “freedom of the press”, news media are not obligated to reor or withhold information simply because the government request that it do so Correspondents selections cover the full scope and breath of a major disaster.
The network organization personnel function as “pack animal” often setting up their camera and satellites dishes away from the BOC (emergency operating centre) and other emergency response organization.

Preferring more pictures queue setting along the coast on their satellite dishes were set in place, they tended to bring interviewee to their location. This
Practice gave greater control of the news-making process to the networks. Network personnel were governed by a norm which defined their roles that of managing the new to provide a good pictorial story. For their viewers. The news they created tend to conform to their perception to the behaviour they expected ruing a disaster. Greater control over news management result in greater in accuracy (Fisher 1996)
2.1.10 CHALLENGES THE MEDIA FACE IN EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT
A fundamental challenges facing emergency management education is curriculum structure. With the prevalence of emergency related minors, certificates, associate digress and bachelor degrees, curriculum structure is become increasingly important. The structure of a curriculum is going to be determining by the goals of the programme. For example, programs must determine whether to focus on the theoretical aspect of disaster issues, or to address the more practitioner related
Aspects of emergency management. Purther more rather than teach a comprehensive emergency management curriculum, some programs may focus on specific issues, such as engineering meteorology or sociology. While emergency management minors’ may be applicable to either four years or two years colleges. The limited scope of certification programs and associate degrees may make them more appropriate within two-year educational institutions.
Emergency management bachelor degree curriculums are best suited four-year institution. Four-year colleges are more likely to have necessary resources to support comprehensive emergency management degree curriculums. The EADP curriculum is also structured to accommodate a variety of students.
These include traditional and non-traditional student s, full time and part time students, as well as pre-service students and in service professionals. This is accomplished, by offering evening classes that meet once a week.
Thus, enabling working adults to study for a degree hale maintain their professional occupations. Public administration curses provide insight into the Processes of leadership and management within governmental agencies which also has linkage s to the private and non-profit sectors. Political sciences course offers a wide variety of economic and governmental theories that provide the contextual setting of the constraints and opportunities related to the emergency management polices and functions. Students have completed internships recently.
With the FEME, local emergency management offices, the Red Cross, hospitals, consulting companies, congressional representatives (involved in disaster committees), the aviation industry, and the military. In many cases, student s has helped to develop emergency operation plans participate in disaster exercises and perform a plethora of daily functions. Such internships provide the opportunity to apply their academic knowledge. Internship likewise supplements education with real word experience, through internships students are also able to earn academic credit. Become associated with professional organizations and become involved with emergency management practitioners one of the most valuable experience.
That emergency management curriculums can often students therefore, is the opportunity to serve as an intern. 
2.2 THEORETICAL FRAMEWORK
Related theoretical to the role of radio in the campaign against vandalism of government property in Kwara State are:
· Agenda Setting Theory
· Social Responsibility Theory
2.2.1 Agenda Setting Theory
Knowledge does not exist in a vacuum. In every discipline, there must be a theory that provides the explanation for observed phenomena in that field. Based on this axiom, the “Agenda Setting Theory” will be used for this study.
This theory is described as the ability (of the news media) to influence the salience of topics on the public agenda. That is, if a news item is covered frequently and prominently, the audience will regard the issue as more important. It was formally developed by Max McCombs and Donald Shaw in a study on the 1968 American presidential election.
In the 1968 “Chapel Hill Study,” McCombs and Shaw demonstrated a strong correlation coefficient between what 100 residents of Chapel Hill, North Carolina thought was the important election issue and what the local and national news media reported as the most important issue.
With what this theory has stated, the media should always speak on vandalism as it affects the general public so as to see it as more important because it is frequently and prominently reported to the general public.
Then the researchers, having looked at Kwara State and the people of the community, saw the way some vandalism activities affect them, with the level of education, income, and exposure, and decided to use the Agenda Setting Theory to show how this issue of vandalism can be eradicated or reduced with the use of mass media through radio, which is one of the effective and widely reaching mediums. The eradication programme is an agenda and development programme.
Since the research involves the effect of communication in the role of radio in the campaign against vandalism of government property in Kwara State, the researcher considered it not enough to use only the Agenda Setting Theory to portray the effectiveness of the study.
Therefore, the second theory used in this project is the Social Responsibility Theory.
2.2.2 Social Responsibility Theory
The theory, which began in 1947, supported press freedom but also stated that the press should be responsible for maintaining peace in the state. The press has the right to criticize the government, but such criticisms must be done in a way to ensure the stability of the nation.
The media must ensure they maintain orderliness in society and avoid the dissemination of information which may lead to civil disobedience in the country.
The main focus of this theory is that it tasks the media with maintaining peace within its occupation, i.e., the country. The Social Responsibility Theory gave the media the responsibility of being maintainers of orderliness in society and avoiding the dissemination of information which may lead to civil disobedience in the country, which may be riots that may cause loss of lives and properties.
With some information, vandalism can take place, so the media are told in this theory to disseminate information that will not lead to public disobedience. Therefore, the media should campaign against vandalism of government property in Kwara State so as to maintain peace in the country. Because some vandalism may cause riots which lead to the loss of lives in the country, the mass media has a responsibility to maintain peace between the government and its people in the society.
2.3 EMPIRICAL REVIEW
Nduka and Andrew (2015): Their study analyzed Nigerian newspaper coverage of militancy in the Niger Delta region of Nigeria. Content analysis was used to generate data for the study. Four purposively selected Nigerian national dailies—This Day, The Guardian, Vanguard, and The Sun—published between January 1, 2006 and October 4, 2009 were content analyzed. The population was 5,532 issues, from where a sample of 553 was systematically selected. The units of analysis for the study include straight news, feature articles, editorial opinion, interviews, and letters to the editor that made reference to militancy in the Niger Delta. Coding was by two independent coders based on frequency, prominence, portrayal of militancy, format of presentation, and language of reports.
The result showed that Nigerian newspapers covered militancy in the Niger Delta in a fair, balanced, and responsible manner, even though there were a few instances when confrontational language slipped into reports. It also found that the dailies accorded low prominence to reports on militancy in the Niger Delta and did not endorse militancy as the preferred option for resolving the conflicts in the region. Rather, they advocated a peaceful resolution of the conflicts, as is evidenced in the high score (77.88%) of the use of conciliatory tone in their reports.
On the downside, the preponderance of straight news indicated that not much of conflict analysis and interpretative reporting was done in the coverage to help readers grasp thoroughly the dominant issues involved in militancy. The conclusion is that by presenting a balanced coverage, the dailies have helped in setting the right agenda and mediating in the conflict.
This may have contributed in some degree to the management of the problem of militancy in this region. Accordingly, it is recommended, among others, that reporters and editors should include more feature articles, editorials, and interviews with conflict experts, victims, and local residents in their coverage. This will help create proper understanding of the issues at stake in order to facilitate early conflict resolution.
Okoli and Orinya (2013): Their paper examines the nexus between oil pipeline vandalism and national security in Nigeria. Comprehending national security in terms of sustainable development and livelihood, the paper seeks to establish the implications of oil pipeline vandalism for Nigeria's national security. By way of descriptive analysis, predicated on adverse impacts as exemplified in loss of life, economic losses, environmental degradation, and pipeline explosions, the paper submits that oil pipeline vandalism portends serious danger for the national sustainability of Nigeria.
Simon and Angela (2013): Thought media as the fourth estate of the realm is susceptible to manipulation positively and otherwise, regardless of place and time. This is partly why media conflict study is gaining currency globally. The role of the media in conflict prevention, resolution, and escalation is now of global concern to both peace and conflict scholars and public policymakers. The kind of information the media disseminate is critical to sustaining peace and harmony in society and vice versa.
It is on this note that we examined the role of the Nigerian media in the Niger Delta, Boko Haram, and Jos crises. To what extent has the mainstream media shunned the principle of “who pays the piper dictates the tune,” a tendency that promotes and escalates conflict in society and concentrates on the issues fueling the conflict in order to get the government to respond to the grievances of the people before it degenerates into conflict?
Using desk research and interviews, the paper argues that the media can play a vital role in promoting peace and preventing conflict by embracing the principle of peaceful coexistence as against the policy of disseminating only the kind of information those who pay their wages want them to. The latter often tends to instigate and escalate conflicts, as empirical evidence has demonstrated in the Middle East, Sudan, Nigeria, and other flashpoints across the globe.

CHAPTER THREE
RESEARCH METHODOLOGY
3.0. Introduction 
This chapter explains the research design and how it is used in carrying out the research. It also discusses the research design, population of the study, sampling procedures, research instrument, validity and reliability of the instrument, and the method employed for data analysis.
3.1 Research Design
To examine the role of radio in the campaign against the vandalism of government property in Kwara State, the study is carried out in Kwara State, Nigeria. For this purpose, a survey research design will be used because samples from different local governments will be selected across the state.
Survey research design is a method in which researchers are interested in studying certain characteristics, attitudes, motivations, or behaviors of a population—whether large or small—without attempting to manipulate any variables (Olawuyi, 2010).
3.2 Population of the Study
Population refers to the total number of people living in a particular geographical location. In this study, a case study of Kwara State is used. A total of 100 respondents will be chosen randomly from among students, businessmen and women, and government workers within Kwara State.
3.3 Sample Size and Sampling Techniques
A simple random sampling technique will be used to select seven radio stations in Kwara State. In particular, a table of random numbers will be used to select the radio stations involved in the study. Purposive sampling will be used to select the radios based on their relevance to government property campaigns.
The sample population of the selected radio stations in Kwara State will serve as the sample for the study.
The researcher will also use purposive sampling to select 100 respondents from the radio stations. Copies of the questionnaire will be administered to those who make themselves available, ensuring a 100% rate of return.
3.4 Instrumentation
The research instrument employed in this study will be the questionnaire, as the research adopts a survey method.
The questionnaire will be administered personally to individuals across Kwara State.
A total of 100 copies of the questionnaire will be distributed to the respondents. All copies will be collected immediately after completion for the purpose of data analysis. The questionnaire will consist of 20 questions, and it will be distributed among the selected group in Ilorin.
3.5 Method of Data Analysis
In analyzing the data collected through the questionnaire, simple percentage tables and cross-tabulation will be used.
This is one of the most commonly adopted means of data analysis used by many researchers. The findings will be presented and followed by a conclusion.
3.6 Validity of the Instrument
To ensure validity, the research questions will be reviewed to determine whether they are sufficient and capable of providing the needed answers, and whether the language is appropriate and simple enough to avoid confusion and ensure clarity for the respondents.
The instrument will be pre-tested on some subjects who are not part of the main survey. The instruments have also been previously used in similar research and have been proven to be reliable tools for data collection over the years.
3.7 Method of Data Collection
The copies of the questionnaire will be distributed to the selected sample population. Interviews will be conducted strictly with respondents who have access to broadcast media. Respondents will be encouraged to answer the questions independently, without assistance or influence, and care will be taken to avoid repetition in their responses.
The researcher will only offer explanations when and where necessary.

In this section, the data collected from the survey on the role of radio in the campaign against the vandalism of government property in Kwara State is analyzed. The data was contained in 100 fully completed questionnaires retrieved from the respondents. Responses to the research questions are discussed below:
Research Question 1: To what extent do the broadcast media play a vital role in educating the populace on the danger of vandalism of government property?
The data on the table were used to analyze the research question. 30% of the respondents chose very high, 50% of the respondents chose high, 10% chose low, 10% chose very low, and 0% of the respondents chose average.
Research Question 2: Which of the following media do you think is most appropriate for information campaign against vandalism of government property in Kwara State?
The data on the table were used to answer the research question. 50% of the respondents chose radio, 30% of the respondents chose newspaper, 10% chose television, and 10% of the respondents chose others.
Research Question 3: How will you rate the degree of interactivity of the broadcast programmes on the campaign against vandalism of government property in Kwara State?
The data on the table were used to answer the research question. 40% of the respondents chose very high, 30% chose high, 20% chose undecided, and 10% of the respondents chose very low.
4.3 DISCUSSION OF FINDINGS
After all questionnaires distributed were collected, we confirmed that the respondents answered all the research questions accordingly, and this made known some specific facts about the role of radio in the campaign against vandalism of government property in Kwara State.
The essence of this research being conducted is to get the opinion of individuals on the role of radio in the campaign against the vandalism of government property in Kwara State. The findings show that media have greatly contributed to the development of Kwara State.
The study also shows that radio programs have increased students' ability to know about some government properties in Kwara State.
The findings of this study go a long way by helping students to know the degree to which the role of radio has helped some students to know more about some Kwara State properties. The majority of the respondents shared their opinion that most students acknowledged the role of radio in the campaign against vandalism of government property in Kwara State, particularly through their day-to-day usage of the radio.
It is gathered that the main goal of the role of radio in the campaign against the vandalism of government property in Kwara is very important, which shows that the respondents totally agreed with the statement.
The findings show that radio is a powerful tool used in promoting the campaign against vandalism of government property and helps to raise awareness about the importance of radio in that regard.














CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS
5.1 SUMMARY
This research work is primarily aimed at discovering the role of radio in the campaign against the vandalism of government property in Kwara State.
The findings have revealed awareness and concern over people destroying government property. This has enabled people in Kwara State to share their opinions. This made the research design descriptive and expository in nature. The primary roles of the media are to provide and disseminate useful and current information about what is going on in the society as a way of serving the public with relevant information they need to know.
Various motives and opinions came in both positive and negative directions. The findings show that the media do not always justify the issues surrounding vandalism, and that they sometimes magnify the fear and threats experienced by people through the way vandalism activities are reported. However, the study attempted to ascertain the level of effectiveness of mass media campaigns in Kwara State. Media in Kwara State have been seen as both a preventive and reactive tool to vandalism—depending on how messages, ideas, and warnings are disseminated to the general public through accessible and reliable mass media platforms.
The research has similarly revealed the need for government bodies, cooperative organizations, and individuals to ensure proper participation and investment in media campaigns. Also, proper follow-up mechanisms should be put in place to ensure the campaigns reach even the remotest communities, as those areas are often the most affected by vandalism. It is made known that vandalism is sometimes a normalized practice in certain communities where it is not seen as a crime but rather as a means of making money.
5.2 CONCLUSION
The manner in which the media report vandalism is a vital concern to many theorists who are interested in how the media frame and present various acts of terrorism or violence. The negative labeling and definitions associated with such acts might influence how the audience perceives and processes these events.
Furthermore, the current media environment is constantly struggling with how to counteract or balance this framing in the minds of the public. In some cases, acts of destroying government properties are done to gain public attention, inspire fear, or force cooperation. In response, authorities attempt to control such media narratives while trying to secure public understanding and loyalty—often without overly restricting media freedom.
However, media coverage of vandalism can sometimes provoke undue publicity for the offenders and create immeasurable fear—both real and imagined—in the minds of the public. In the long run, this may embolden vandals to go further and raise the scale of their destructive acts. Livingstone (1982, p. 63) argues that heavy emphasis on violent acts may stimulate others to commit similar crimes. Detailed coverage of such acts can lead to a series of repeated offenses. Thus, media—especially news outlets—may unintentionally become tools that aid the motives of vandals or violent individuals by amplifying public fear.
5.3 RECOMMENDATIONS
Based on the findings from this research, several recommendations were made as follows:
1. Strengthen Emergency Response Systems: Emergency security personnel should be active in all parts of the state. Any member of the public should be able to report suspicious or strange activities related to vandalism to security agencies such as the police.
2. Promote Community Engagement: Direct approaches like community drama and workshops should be used to spread the message of the campaign against vandalism. These should be organized across multiple sub-regions in the state to ensure broader impact.
3. Public Sensitization: There should be serious sensitization programs for the people of Kwara State on the need to be security conscious and proactive in protecting government property.
4. Provision of Street Lighting: Government should make provisions for streetlights in both major and minor streets. Adequate lighting will go a long way in reducing the menace of vandalism in urban and rural areas.
