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ABSTRACT

The study aims at investigating the impact of radio programme in promoting good governance in Kwara state, a study of Sobi FM, Rebirth Half Hour. The descriptive survey design was adopted for the study. The Multistage sampling technique was adopted for this study. Thus, the entire population of One Million, three hundred and forty Thousand, six Hundred (1,340,600) radio Listeners of Sobi FM, Rebirth Half Hour programme in Kwara State were studied. The questionnaire with the same topic headline was used as instrument for data collection. The research questions were tested using the SPSS Frequency Distribution tool. The results obtained revealed that the programme is controlled by the state government on an information basis. The information asked by the programme host are always a prepared request by the government officials invited to the programmes and most timely doesn’t require the thoughts of the publics but despite the fact that the programmes’ information is being controlled, it has been able to ensure that there is a certain level of good government in the state by putting the government officials into account so that the value of the state and right of the citizens can be ensured.
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CHAPTERONE

1.1	BACKGROUNDOFSTUDY

Radio is one of the mass media used to transmit information from one geographical entity to another. It is said to be the most effective medium amongst other media such as television, newspaper, magazines, internet etc. (Chiamaka, 2018).Radio is regarded as the most effective medium because it transcends the barrier of literacy and it covers a wide geographical region. Thus, radio broadcasts, when skillfully used, have proven to be the most effective medium of communication with the population. (Oyesomi & Okorie, 2015).
(Chiamaka,2018)Also opine that Radio promotes economic development, stimulates political participation and arouses national consciousness and unity; It is important for a radio station to be independent, free and responsible to the public so that awareness is created in order for the citizens to know the problems and issues confronting the state and of their possible solutions and consequences.
Therefore, Radio programme is a vehicle for promoting an ideology through which it attracts and holds an audience. It is an efficient instrument for getting a message to alargenumberofpeopleatthesametime, because it transcends the boundary of space


and time, and also leaps across illiteracy barriers (Onabajo, 1999; cited in Oguchi, Obafemi and Melody, 2015).
In modern day governance globally, the issue of Good Governance has assumed the front burner as an indispensable requirement for social, economic and political developments (World Bank, 1989, UNESCO, 2005; Nanda, 2006; Hout, 2007; Gisserlquit, 2012), yet better governance continues to be a source of worry and a big challenge to most countries including Nigeria. Interestingly, Nigerian government in abid to ensure good governance in the country had in, the 1999 Nigerian constitution in Section 16 (1) a, b, c, and d, and Section 16 (2) entrenched some of the principles ofGood Governance as possible criteria for governance in the country.
Despite these constitutional provisions, as well as the enormous financial resources, and huge potential soft hestate, including the social and economic policies that have been implemented by successive administrations, good governance continues to be elusive to Kwara state and that were what brought about the “O to Ge” mantra. The Nigerian constitution in section 22 made provision for such an exercise where it stated inter alia; “The press, radio, television and other agencies of the mass media shall at all times be free to uphold the fundamental objectives contained in this chapter and uphold the responsibility and accountability of the government to the people”. This links the Radio programme “Rebirth Half hour” to the establishment of good governance.

The nexus between radio programme and good governance has been viewed as being influential in unstable developmental tide in the African continent (Okoro, 2013). Media scholars have made concerted effort aimed at examining the role of the radio in the development process which is coordinated by government and its structures. These efforts have led to widely accepted view that good governance is crucial to sustainable development but linkage of good governance to sustainability of such development through radio programme is yet to be fully appreciated (Langmia, 2010; Okoro, 2010).
The radio programme impact in promoting good governance should be clear. In which all aspects of the good governance are facilitated by a strong and independent media scape within a society. The radio programme is like a beacon that should be welcomed when there is nothing to hide and much to improve. Indeed, this is the concrete link between the functioning of the radio programme and good governance; radio programmes allow for ongoing checks and assessments by the population of the activities of government and assist in bringing public concerns and voices into the open by providing a platform for discussion.
The citizenry can thereby use the radio programme to express their assent or dissent or explore aspects of issues not considered through programme.
Good governance is an essential framework which serves as a means of achieving wider goals such as social and political development, alleviation of poverty and

protection of the environment. It is about security of life and property, peace and prosperity. Without good governance, social, economic and political progress is difficult to attain and impossible to guarantee. In fact, it is the bedrock of any modern democracy. Promoting good governance is not an easy task as it is much more involving than organizing elections and appointing people into public offices.
As a watchdog of the society, the radio owes it as a duty to monitor governance closely and hold public office holders accountable to the people who elected them as requiredbytheconstitution.Giventheappropriatesituation,the radio programme are key factors in the overall strategy to promote good governance, rule of law, ensure probity and accountability, wipe out illiteracy and eradicate poverty. It is against this backdrop that this research examines the role of the media in promoting good governance and some of the challenges facing the media in meeting up with this task. This study will explore the nexus between media and governance and how this translates into Good Governance.
1.2	STATEMENTOFPROBLEM

The impact of radio programme in promoting good governance cannot be emphasized. The radio programme acts as check and balances to any government in terms of its reportage of the activities of governance to the people. Despite the activities of the radio programme to ensure good governance in the state, it’s still difficult to put the governmentintoaccount.Sometimes,the government makes certain efforts to conceal

their activities from the radio and may even go as far as removing the enabling environments for the media to flourish.
It has also been recorded that the radio coverage is limited to some certain local government and this has prevented it from its reportage among the residuals of the state.
Radio programmes in Kwara state, particularly, has been going through a lot of challenges especially in terms of checkmating the activities of the government. It is assumed that Sobi FM has always been on the verge of reporting and calling to the attention of the state government on some activities that are left undone through one of her Programmes titled “Rebirth Half Hour” but despite all these, the medium is yet to hold into account the government in performing their duties. Given some of the challenges of the radio, one cannot deny their impact it has recorded in promoting good governance in the state.
This study is meant to examines the impact of Radio Sobi FM radio programme in promoting good governance in Kwara state
1.3	OBJECTIVESOFTHE STUDY

The aim of this study is to examine the radio programmes and good governance in Kwara state. The following objectives will strengthen the study:
i. To establish the nexus between Rebirth Half Hour and government of  Kwara state.

ii. To investigate the effectiveness of the Rebirth Half Hour on good governance in Kwara state
iii. To assess the public perceptions on “Rebirth Half  Hour”.

1.4. RESEARCH QUESTIONS

There search will be guided by the following research questions:

i. To what extent is the nexus between Rebirth Half Hour and government of Kwara state?
ii. How often does “Rebirth Half Hour ”have any effect in promoting good governance in Kwara state?
iii. What are the public perceptions on“ Rebirth Half Hour”?

1.5. SIGNIFICANCEOFTHE STUDY

This study will help to increase the knowledge about Sobi FM Rebirth Half-hour effectives on good governance it social, economic and political development in the state. It will give insights to audience on the role of Rebirth Half-hour in promoting good governance in Kwara state.
Members of the government officials and the staffs of Sobi FM will also find the findings of this study useful and informative in terms of the perception of  Kwara state residuals on the impact in which the radio programme play in good governance of the state.


Also, students and researchers who may want to carry out future research on similar topicswillfindthisstudyasusefulsourcematerialsfortheirwork.Lastly, this research his useful for its contribution to knowledge as it will increase the literatures in media practices.
1.6. SCOPE OF THE STUDY

This study focuses on the impact of radio programme in promoting good governance in Kwara state using Sobi FM “Rebirth Half Hour” a radio discussion programme aired every Saturday between 10:30am and 11:00am every morning on Sobi 101.9 FM. The programme is aimed at enlightening the public on topical social-political issues in different sectors of the economy that concerns citizens and residents of the state. It will also focus on assessing what following the objectives of the research by using a relevant theory to back it up.
Kwara state has 16 local governments and because it will be difficult to study all these local government areas, however, this research has been narrowed to studying only five local governments in the study area which are Offa, Ifelodun, Asa, Ilorin South and Ilorin West. The reason for these selected local governments is because the Radio programme only covers these areas.

It also examines the public perspectives on the effect “Rebirth Half Hour” has on the government of the state. The researcher will be using the case for examining the data collection. The study will not go beyond the objectives stated above.
1.7. OPERATIONAL DEFINITIONS OF TERM

1. Radio: Radio is an audio device of passing messages to a large audience. Radio involves the process by which messages are sent through electrical waves. In other words, the sound could be sent and received through these waves. The word Radio is defined as the process of sending and receiving messages through the air, using electromagnetic waves.
2. Radio Programme: is a segment of content intended for broadcast on radio. It maybe a one-time production or part of a periodically recurring series. A single program in a series is called an episode.
3. Good Governance: The process of decision-making and are implemented. It is participatory, consensus oriented, accountable, transparent, responsive, effective and efficient, equitable and inclusive and follows the rule of law.
4. Impact: 'The actions of one object coming forcibly into contact with another' and 'a marked effect or influence'.
5. Promoting: Advance, promote, forward, further mean to help (someone or something) to move ahead. Advance stresses effective assisting in has ten gap process or bringing

CHAPTERTWO

LITERATUREREVIEWANDTHEORETICAL FRAMEWORK

2.1	INTRODUCTION


This chapter will use to look into the related literature of the study and will be consisting of the conceptual review, empirical review and theoretical framework.

CONCEPTUALREVIEW

HISTORY OFRADIOIN NIGERIA


The Federal Radio Corporation of Nigeria was founded in 1933 by the British colonial government. Named the Radio Diffusion Service (RDS), it allowed the public to hear the British Broadcasting Corporation's foreign radio service broadcasts in certain public locations over loudspeakers. In April 1950, the RDS became the Nigerian BroadcastingServiceandintroducedradiostationsinLagos,Kaduna,Enugu,Ibadan,and Kano. This service was reorganized into the Nigerian Broadcasting Corporation (NBC)on April 1, 1957, by act of parliament. Its mission was to "provide, as a public service, independent and impartial broadcasting services". By 1962 the NBC had expanded its broadcast stations into Sokoto, Maiduguri, Ilorin, Zaria, Jos, and Katsina in the north;PortHarcourt,Calabar,andOnitshaintheEast;andAbeokuta,Warri,andIjebu-Odein

the West. Each of these stations was considered a subsidiary station of a regional station. The subsidiary stations broadcast local interest programs during part of the day, and then relayed programming from their regional station during the rest of the broadcast day. National programs were broadcast from two shortwave transmitters and one medium wave transmitter located in Sogunle, near Lagos.

In late 1960, the Federal Parliament amended the NBC Ordinance to allow the sale of commercial advertisements. The first ads ran on October 31, 1961, and were broadcast from Lagos. By 1962 regional and provincial broadcasters began selling ads to local businesses. The goal of allowing radio advertisements was to help provide additional funding to NBC stations beyond that received from the government. The Federal Parliament approved the creation of the Voice of Nigeria (VON) external shortwave service in 1961. Broadcasts began on January 1, 1961, from Lagos State. Its initial operations were limited to two hours a day to West Africa, but by 1963 VON had expanded both its coverage and transmission times with the addition of five additional transmitters.

In April 1961, with financial assistance from the Ford Foundation and technical assistance from the British Broadcasting Corporation, NBC began the National School Broadcasting Service in April 1961. The NBC Schools unit broadcast lessons in various school subjects for primary and secondary schools, as well as special programs for

teacher training colleges. The Schools unit was based in Ibadan. The NBC and the Broadcasting Corporation of Northern Nigeria (BCNN) were merged in 1978 to become the Federal Radio Corporation of Nigeria (FRCN). Medium wave transmitters previously owned by the NBC were transferred to the individual state governments where the transmitters were located. At the same time, the states transferred shortwave transmitters to the FRCN. In 1996, VON installed three high power transmitters at its Ikorodu transmitter site, allowing worldwide transmissions for the first time.

2.1.1	BASIC FUNCTIONS OF RADIO

In every press free society, mass media has some unique and crucial role to play. These roles are surveillance of the society, gate keeping, informing, educating and entertaining the public. Press also serves has watchdog.
Surveillance Function

This is otherwise known as news function of the radio. It involves scouting the environment to bring the evidence essential for information [news] about major happenings in the society the word ‘Surveillance’ according to ...connote a careful monitoring of something done in secrete. The idea behind surveillance is to protect things or someone under watch from falling below public expectation or going astray. This surveillanceconceptissynonymousto‘Watchdog’roleofthepress.AsaWatchdog,

radio(radio stations)monitor societal ills and exposes them. These ills include corruption in any sector of the society, politics, education, church, organizations etc.
Informing

It is the responsibility of  the press to report timely events has its happening to the public. Timeliness and factuality is one of the major criteria that make a radio station unique and standardized.
Educating

Radio has been used severally to educate the public on societal cause, values, norms and health related issues. Public are educated on positive and negative effects of their actions.
Entertainment Function

One of the most popular functions of radio is entertainment. As a matter of fact, a higher percentage of audience prefers entertainment to information. Those in this category include students, youths, teenagers, sports lovers. Except for very serious-minded individuals who tune to radio for information, quite a number of people consume media products during their leisure time, and as such radio becomes a tool of enjoyment and entertainment.

Cultural Transmission

This function entails the passing on or the transfer of a nation’s (or society) social heritage from one generation to another. Sambe (2005) describes the cultural transmission function as the preservation of past heritage or culture from one ethnic group to another, one nation to another and from generation to generation for the purpose of promoting and even integrating culture. Okunna (1994citedinSambe2005) holds that the mass media (radio) disseminate cultural and artistic products for the purpose of preserving the past heritage of the people; they also help in the development of culture by awakening and stimulating the creative and aesthetic abilities in individuals, thus leading to the production of arte facts.
Mass media (radio) transmits culture by the way the programmes transmitted reflect the behavioural norms and standard practice in the society. If for instance, the contents of media messages emphasize morals and religious harmony as an acceptable way of survival in the society, then those who consume such contents are most likely to pattern their lives accordingly. Another way of transmitting local culture is the programme policy of most broadcast media organizations such that 70% will be for local content and 30% for foreign content. For instance, Radio Lagos (Tiwantinwa) promotes and transmits Yoruba culture mostly.

Status Conferral

This function holds that the mass media (radio) confers higher status on individuals in the society through the frequency of reportage done on the individual. Whenever the press (radio) beams their reportage on an individual, he automatically acquires a status of public figure and the name of such individual becomes a household name. For instance, individuals like Lamidi Adedibu, Chris Uba, Chris Ngige, Ayodele Fayose, Gani Fawehimi, Wole Soyinka, etc became household names in Nigeria because of the high level of frequency of reportage given to them by the mass media (radio).
Enforcement of Norms and CulturalValues

Radio function as a source of enforcing the basic norms and values of the society through their reportage of cultural issues and events. It is through radio people get to know how cultural festivals are being celebrated, how people dance and sing in the Succinctly, radio helps a great deal to interpret, define, and analyze issues that border on people's cultures (both past and present). Radio through entertaining and educating programmes set agenda for the public as regards which cultural values they should accept or reject. They can also make citizens appreciate their indigenous values, norms, and cultural practices and embrace them. The norms of a society are almost always higher than the personal practices of the individuals within the society. For example, we publicly condemn what we privately condone.

Watchdog

One of the responsibilities of the press in a libertarian society is to serve as a watch dog. It watches government and its officials carrying out their responsibilities as assigned by law and reports any misdeed, mismanagement of public fund or misused of public office. Press does not only criticize but also praise those that perform outstandingly among public office holders.
ABOUT SOBI FM

Sobi 101.9 FM is one of the private-owned broadcast media in Ilorin, the Kwara State capital. The station broadcasts on Frequency Modulation, (FM) Meter Band. It is an indigenous radio station. It transmits to the populace on one-zero-one dot nine (101.9) frequency modulation. The Broadcasting House of the station located at Walisum house, Sobi Hill, off Shao road, Ilorin, Kwara state of Nigeria.It was established on the 10th of July 2017 with its ownership and management, purely Nigerian affairs
Coverage Capacity

Sobi FM broadcast to over three million listeners, on a 24-hour, daily basis. This is because of their broadcasting mast which is 390 meters above sea level which helps in dissipating their signals, far and wide, to about five neighboring states.

In-depth


Sobi 101.9 FM Ilorin, operates within the confines of the operational guidelines and ethical regulations as entrenched by relevant monitoring and supervising agencies. The station hinges its services on protecting and projecting indigenous values. It serves as a link between the government and the governed through effective tracking of the performances of government towards addressing the aspirations of the masses.

Similarly, the station performs other relevant social responsibility services, like promoting good governance and equitable distribution of dividends of democracy. Above all, Sobi 101.9 FM encourages inter-cultural, inter-religious and exchange of useful ideas to accelerate socio- economic lives of the people of Ilorin and its environments. Political affiliation of the proprietor of Sobi FM has several times question its objectivity in political reporting and analyzing, most especially during 2019 general election. However, the station claimed that it always mindful of ownership and control, without compromising its social responsibility to its numerous audiences.

About the Programme“ REBIRTH HALF HOUR”


“Rebirth Half Hour” is an air programme on Sobi 101.9 FM every Saturday morning and it has been initiated for over a year. It is a 30 minutes’ discussion program meanchored by Mr. Kanayo as the presenter and Mr.Akogun as the producer,

between 10:30am and 11:00am daily. Rebirth half hour is an educative and informative programme that reports topical social-political issues in different sector of the economy that concerns citizens and residents of the state. The presenter allows the listeners to call- in through phone call and asks questions or contributes to the topical issues of the day that was presented. It sensitizes the general public the situation of roads in their environment whether it’s free for passage or blocked. Many drivers and motorist has benefitted immensely from the programme because it has helps them make decision that helps their journey faster and easier. Many listeners have been able to bypass traffic and reach their destination faster due to information gotten on the programme. The programme also encourages safe driving among riders and drivers. It also sensitizes the public about community health insurance scheme and how they can benefit from it, Informs the government about major bad roads in the state so that they can fix it thereby serving the electorates better who voted them in power. “Rebirth half hour” is a programme that stands in the gap between the government of the day and the general public by reporting about social deficiencies such as provision of roads, electricity, pipe borne water etc.  Also, it reports about various developmental programmes going on in the state and functions as a medium of cultural integration by promoting cultural values through their programmes. These and many more help the residents to make a good choice during election into various political offices in the state

2.2	THECONCEPTOFGOODGOVERNANCE

Good Governance the African Development Bank (AfDB) policy paper, defines governance as a process referring to the way in which power is exercised in the management affairs of a nation. In the 1992 World Bank report entitled Governance and Development, the term good governance is defined as the manner in which power is exercised in the management of a country ‘s economic and social resources for development. In the 1995 The Asian Development Bank (As DB), policy paper called Governance: Sound Development Management, the As DB defined good governance as the manner in which power is exercised in the management of a country ‘s economic and social resources for development(Swapan, 2009). Good governance can simply mean the effectiveness with which a government performs its work and promotes the public good. The public good is largely defined as enforcement of law and order, revenue collection, allocation of resources to meet specific demands, provision of infrastructure and promotion of human rights. Although democracy enhances good governance, the latter is not necessarily equivalent to democracy (Oketch, 2010).
Good Governance is such a system which is practiced in economics, politics, and through the use of social resources. And it is such a work process in state management that civil society can express the opinion regarding the issues of concerning interest, legal rights, and differences of opinion and can participate in every issue of state. That means thereexistslessopportunityofeffectiveparticipationofpeopleintheexistinggoverning

system but in a good governance system, there exists manifold opportunities for the participation of people (Amada, 2014).
It gives precedence to greater involvement of the private sector and civil society in running the State, and therefore invites a rethinking both of how to govern and of the relationship between the State and society. The participation of as many citizens as possible in reaching, carrying out and monitoring decisions is an essential pillar of governance. This form of active citizenship has the advantage of making good the legitimacy gap affecting the traditional political elites and leads to participatory democracy. For citizens to be able to participate fully and effectively in decisions concerning their welfare, they must be informed and organized. This presupposes universal free access to basic education, freedom of association and expression, and the existence of an organized civil society (Dunu, 2013). This presupposes that access to information is free for those affected by the decisions and their implementation. Establishing and practicing good governance is conducive to a better human security climate in which people are less vulnerable to hunger, sickness, illiteracy, disasters, anarchy and violent conflict (Jens, 2010).
Looking at various literatures on the Good Governance concept, we could identify three strands of argument: 1. Proponents of the Good Governance agenda that sees it as a worthy goal and a means through which to impact economic growth and development. Their argument is aptly captured in this long quotation: In poorly governed countries, it is

argued, corrupt bureaucrats and politicians baldly hinder development efforts by stealing aid contributions or misdirecting them into unproductive activities.
It is unrealistically long and not attuned to issues of sequencing and historical developments (Grindle, 2004; Booths, 2011) c) Good Governance ignores institutional variations across well governed states (Pitchett, 2004, Andrews, 2008). The third stream of research raises questions about the causal effect of the quality of governance onvarious outcomes especially economic growth (Kurtz & Schrank, 2007a, 2007b; Khan, 2009). It is instructive to point out that current body of literature (Gerring 2001; Goertz,2005; Keefer,2009; Shirley,2010; Gisselquirt,201) have argued that good governance is a poorly defined concept and that future research should rather focus on the disaggregated components of good governance. This in part informs the structure of the discourse of this work. A critical consideration of the conceived differences surrounding the concept goes to point out the increased significance attached to the concept in recent times and also underscores the utility of the good governance components in development index across the nations and in the aggregate wellbeing of democratic governance of a country.

ELEMENTOFGOOD GOVERNANCE

Participation

Participation as an element of Good Governance implies the wide involvement of ordinary citizens in decision making and governance. According to UNESCO (2005) document, participation is a crucial element for Good Governance in two ways: Participation by citizens in decision making process allows greater transparency and can help ensure that political decisions are adapted to the needs of the people and affected by them. Second, participation is important for democratic legitimacy, which depends on the investment people have as citizens in their own governing. Citizen participation in the act of governance is engendered by the media and other intermediate institutions.
Rule of law

The rule of law is the foundation of Good Governance. Good governance requires fair legal frameworks that are enforced impartially. The rule of law can be understood both as a set of practices which allow the law to perform a mediating role between various stake holders in society and as a normative standard invoked by members of society that demonstrate their assent to this principle (UNESCO, 2005). Indeed, the obvious demonstration of absence of Good Governance is the presence of arbitrariness and disregard for the rule of law. The rule of law is best seen as an ideal where impartial enforcement of laws is enthroned in every sector of the society.

Transparency

Transparency is often regarded as the openness of institutions, that is, the degree to wish outsiders can monitor and evaluate the actions of insiders. The purpose of transparency is to allow citizens, to hold institutions, governments and markets accountable for their policies and performances. Transparency is also defined as official businessconductedinsuchawaythatsubstantiveandproceduralinformationisavailable to and broadly understandable by, people and groups in society, subject to reasonable limits protecting security and privacy (Bellver & Kaufmann, 2005). Among the various elements of Good Governance, transparency is widely recognized as a core principle. Underlying this assertion, we found that transparency is closely related to accountability and allows citizens to hold institutions and government accountable for their policies and performance and in this way reduce corruption in the polity. The root to transparency is provision of adequate information, since transparency implies sharing of information in an open manner.
Responsiveness

Good governance requires that institutions and processes try to serve all stakeholders within a reasonable timeframe, by responding to the grievances, needs and aspirations of the citizens.

Consensus oriented

There are several actors as well as many view points in a given society. Good Governance requires mediation of the different interests in society to reach a broad consensus in society on what is in the best interest of the whole community and how this can be achieved. It also requires a broad and long-term perspective on what is needed for sustainable human development and how to achieve the goals of such development. This can only result from an understanding of the historical, cultural and social contexts of a given society or community.
Effectiveness and efficiency

Good Governance means that processes and institutions produce results that meet the needs of society while making the best use of resources at their disposal. The concept of efficiency in the context of Good Governance also covers the sustainable use of natural resources and the protection of the environment. Effectiveness and efficiency means that state institutions are functioning optimally according to the rule of law, thustremendously enhancing the overall effectiveness of government.
Accountability

Accountability is a key requirement of Good Governance. Not only governmental institutions but also the private sector and civil society organizations must be accountable to the public and to their institutional stakeholders. Who is accountable to who varies,

depending on whether decisions or actions taken are internal or external to an organization or institution. In general government is accountable to the society. Accountability points to the responsibility of judging the practices of public administrators to determine their effectiveness in the execution of their public functions. It is a process of taking responsibility for decisions and actions by government and public service organizations, private sector companies, civil society institutions and organizations and by the individuals working in these institutions, firms and organizations. Accountability also includes how these individuals and institutions are managing public funds, and whether there is fairness and performance in all aspects in accordance with agreed rules, contracts, standards and fair and accurate reporting on performance results vis-à-vis mandated roles and/or plans (Jobarteh, 2012). One of the strengths of accountability is that it reduces the possibility of corruption in the polity to  an almost zero level by reducing abuse of power by the State Accountability includes various kinds of internal and external mechanism of scrutiny.
Equity

Equity is another feature of good governance. It is the principle requiring that no member of the community feels left out and that all groups, particularly the most vulnerable, are given the possibility of improving their lot.

GOOD GOVERNANCEINTHE MEDIAANDBYTHE MEDIA

The question of whether or not the media can promote Good Governance depends on the media themselves. UNESCO (2005) publication on Media and Good Governance clearly reveals what the media should be, and should have, in order to perform their duty effectively. According to the UNESCO document the preconditions for the media to effectively contribute to Good Governance depend on these three elements: media freedom, independence and pluralism. Interestingly, the Center for Development Communication (2006) document echoed similar argument this way: To contribute to good governance, media should be editorially independent, free from any pressure and external interferences, and reflect the plurality of opinions and perceptions in order to truly help citizens to be informed, understand the issues at stake, make up their minds, and finally, judge events by themselves. The media must fundamentally be free from any kind of influence, particularly political, ownership, commercial or governmental control.
To effectively contribute to Good Governance, the media themselves must be credible example of Good Governance concept. First the media should uphold professional ethical rules set up through self -regulation, and constantly enhance professionalism, be accountable to the public in the way it informs, educates and entertains. In sum the media should recognize that they are accountable for their actions to the public, their profession and themselves (James, 2014). According to SCG (2006), the media must fight the 3Cs: corruption, collusion and cronyism. They must promote

human rights, uphold the rule of law and keep the citizens constantly informed. What is obviously advocated here is that the media should shun unprofessional acts capable of jeopardizing the media in anyway, and embrace professionalism at all cost. However, the issue of professionalism continues to remain a critical area of challenge in relation to the contentions surrounding the journalism practice as a profession (Adaja, 2012).
GOODGOVERNANCEFORTHEMEDIA

For the media to function effectively they must enhance the creation and maintenance of a favourable legal environment or regulatory framework, which guarantees media freedom, independence and pluralism. However, we need to also point out that it is important for the country to as well provide an enabling environment for the media to investigate. That is an environment that is free from intimidation; detrimental media laws such as criminal, defamation laws etc (Dunu, 2013). The media practitioners have responsibility to the audience, to their profession and to the country. There are two ways in fulfilling these obligations - professionalism and ethical conduct, in gathering and analysing information. In addition, there is also the need for infrastructure and organizational capacity and an adequate investigative capacity, without which the media would find it hard to satisfactorily accomplish the promotion of good governance (James, 2014).

IMPACT OF RADIO IN GOOD GOVERNANCE

Global media have become powerful tools to control people and have been grown as a profit sector where people‘s voices are marginalized and neglected. The nature of communication is changing the way people relate. Controlled media dominate the world where common people have least of the access to take part in decision-making process expressing their views and opinion and are also left out of the development process. The influence of government over media also impedes the way of work that ultimately b
locks the freedom of people ‘s choices for expressing their ideas and views. But in an equitable society,people‘sparticipationinthedevelopmentprocessisconsidered as amajorfactor especiallywhereradioisinvolved(UNESCOhandbookoncommunityradio2010).radio can serve as a prior agenda and social cognitive that help building up participatory practice in the society, which leads to people ‘s governance. It should facilitate people ‘s access and promote their participation in local level decision-making process of a campaign in a free dug society, which ultimately results in participatory governance inthe society. It should serve as the promoter of participatory, accountable and transparent system in a society and it should also create enormous opportunities for growth and poverty reduction (UNESCO, Communication for Development, 2008).
EMPIRICALFRAMEWORK

KhazaeliandStockemer (2013)evaluatetheimpactof Internetuseon governancequality throughanalysisofInternetpenetrationratesinmorethan170countriesandfindthat

Internet penetration has a positive influence on governance practices regardless of regime types. The authors suggest authoritarian countries are likely to censor dissenting information online, but such practices will become increasingly difficult to maintain over time due to the development of anti-filter tools (Khazaeli & Stockemer, 2013). Hassidand Brass (2014) investigate the role of media in government responsiveness to scandal as one aspect of governance in Kenya and China. Contrary to expectation, authoritarian China is more responsive to public pressure addressing scandals than democratic Kenya, which indicates democracy and free media are important for government responsiveness to scandal, but free usually is necessary but not sufficient (Hassid & Brass, 2014). More studies are needed to explore governance from the field of communication studies.
In a research conducted by Ndirangu (2014) on “the contribution of community radio in promoting good governance through public participation in murang’a county: a case study of kangemaranet FM” states that achieving good governance requires the understanding and participation of every member of the society. However, it has been observed that for governance to be just and democratic, leaders more than any others ector of the society need to use their power responsibly and for the greater good. Systems and procedures need to be in place that impose restraints on power and encourage government officials to act in the public ‘s best interests. The media, their roles, channels and contents, are considered powerful enough to make this achievement a reality (UNESCO, Good Governance, 2005).

Ndirangu (2014) also said that the Kenyan media have been in the vanguard in promotion and sustenance of the democracy we now have in the country. The struggle for independence was also pioneered and fought for by the media. But a great number of existing media channels in the country need to take up the responsibility of adequately engendering better governance in our democratic polity. As the institution mandated to hold those in governance account table ,the media can effectively achieve this if they apply the basic principles of patriotism, accountability, transparency and objectivity in the discharge of their duties as well as to uphold the sanctity of truth and fairness at all times. In effect, for the media to contribute to good governance, the media must embrace the principles of good governance themselves as a critical precondition for effectiveness in discharging their functions to the society. The watchdogs must watch themselves (Dunu, 2013). Community radio has proved to be one of the best media of communication and agenda setting at the grass-root level (UNESCO, Good Governance, 2005).
Also, Ezekiel and Peter (2014) assessed the use of radio and other means of information dissemination among the residents of Ado-Ekiti. It is a survey research employing descriptive research design of the survey type, the instrument used to collect data was questionnaire. The sampled population was one hundred and twenty residents of Ado- Ekiti (120) were selected to participate in the study using simple random sampling techniquewhilethecollecteddatawasanalysedusingtables,barchart,simplepercentage andfrequencycount,meanandstandarddeviation.Thefindingsrevealedthatradioisthe

most important instrument in information dissemination because it reaches larger percentage of the people irrespective of their location; it promotes the level of awareness of the people on socio-political and economic issues and it also enable people to be adequately informed about programmes and activities of the government. The cost of accessing information through radio, television and use of mobile phone were not expensive as shown by the study while that of internet, satellite and cable television were expensive. Radio was mostly used to access information followed by mobile phone, television, newspaper, social network, satellite and cable television followed by the internet. The three major problems facing the residents of Ado-Ekiti in accessing information were poor television signals, high cost of purchase, installation and subscription of satellite television and many cannot afford the cost of internet connectivity. It was concluded that more need to be done to improve accords of the residence of Ado- Ekiti to information most especially the internet and cable television. The study proved the usefulness of radio to the listeners using radio messages to make decision and plan their affairs. Challenges that could reckless other medium of mass communication importance compare to radio importance are internet problem, bad signal for the reception of satellite television, cost of running print media, etc. Another important usefulness of radio is its ability to break language barriers. Many radio listeners are illiterates, even literate among them prefer radio programme broadcast in local dialect compare to that of foreign language (Maina, 2013).

2.2	THEORETICALFRAMEWORK

Uses and Gratification Theory

Uses and Gratification Theory is one of foremost theories of mass communication. It is a theory that states that the more individual, group and society at large depends on media of communication, the more it influences their life and the more they will depend on it. The theory assumes that individuals have power over their media usage; that is, individuals are not passive consumers of media. This is contradiction to magic bullet theory which states that people are passive consumer of media messages. The theory discusses the effects of the media on the listeners. Uses and gratification was first introduced in the 1940s as scholars began to study why people choose to consume various forms of media. Uses and Gratifications theory as developed by Bulmer and Katz suggests that media users play an active role in choosing and using the media contents.
Criticisms of Uses and Gratification Theory

The theory has been severally criticized both on its theory and methodology. McQuail (1994) commented that the approach has not provided much successful prediction or causal explanation of media choice and use. Since it is true that much media use is circumstantial and weakly motivated, the approach seems to work best in examining specific types of media where motivation might be presented (McQuail, 1994).

The theory does not show media as important. The theory does not believe in the power ofmediaandhowmediacaninfluencehumanneedsandgratificationunconsciously
(Shraddha2018).

The model is audience centered and shows audience as an active participant. Critics think that the theory does not meet the standards to be called a theory and can only be taken as an approach to analyse as research relies on recollection of memory. The theory ignores the use of media in social structures and audience might not always be active.
Agenda Setting Theory

Maxwell McCombs and Donald L. Shaw proposed this theory in 1972/1973. The major assumption of the theory is that the media set agenda for the public to follow. The theory holds that most of the pictures west or in our heads, most of the things we think or worry about, most of the issues we discuss, are based on what we have read, listened to or watched in different mass media. The media make us to think about certain issues, they make us to think or feel that certain issues are more important than others in our society (Asemah,2011).Wimmer and Dominick(2006) observe that the theory on agenda setting by the media proposes that the public agenda or what kinds of things people discuss, think and worry about is powerfully shaped and directed by what the media choose to publicize. This means that if the news media choose to give the most time and space to corruption, it will become the most important item on the audiences’ minds. The

implication of the theory is that the media can focus on the issue of corruption in Nigeria, and the people will pay attention to it, since most of the things that members of the society worry about are the issues raised by the media.

CHAPTERTHREE

RESEARCH METHODOLOGY

3.1	INTRODUCTION


This chapter is an overview of the methodology that will be used in the study. Methodology is important in research since it is the evidence of how the research was conducted. While discussing the methodology, research design, area of study, population of study, sampling techniques and methods of data gathering and analysing will be discussed in this chapter.

3.2	RESEARCHDESIGN


This study will adopt the descriptive survey methodology. The survey is a research technique which investigates, examines, assesses or evaluates the issues that constitute a research problem. Research design on the other hand, according to Osuala (2007), is “the process of arriving at dependable solutions to problems through the planned and systematic collection, analysis and interpretation of data.

However, as the name implies, a descriptive survey aims to describe a trend, condition or attitude. This means that what a descriptive survey sets out to study is mainly something contemporary that is, it seeks to explain something that exists at the moment. The

Underlying factor in a descriptive survey is that it is based on contemporary issues or occurrence (Nsikan and Uwem, 2014).

The use of survey research design is relevant in this research work because the methodology is suitable for the questioning of the researcher’s sample size and will be able to provide the relevant information that will help the researcher to draw conclusions from the proposed sample population.

3.3	CHARACTERISTICS OF THE STUDY POPULATION


Adeagbo (2011) says population is a set of all possible cases of interest on a research report. In most cases it is the group to which the researcher plans to generalize his research. Population of the study refers to the total number of the people involved in the study.

The study focuses on Impact of Radio programme in Promoting good governance in Kwara state and due to the coverage capacity of this radio station, the researchers will only be covering five local governments out of the 16 local governments in the state. The population for the study are listeners of Sobi FM in Kwara state. Data obtained from Nigeria Population Commission (NPC) and Kwara Bureau of statistics population (2016) the population of Kwara State is 3,192,893; this study only focuses Asa 168,300; Ilorin

West 493,000; Ilorin South 282,500; Ifelodun 276,700 and Offa, 120,100 (NPC 2016 estimated).
3.4	SAMPLESIZE

According to Nsikan and Uwem 2014, when the population of the study is too large for a complete census to be taken, it becomes indispensable to take a sample out of it for an effective research. However, a good and useful suggestion for determining the sample size for a study is the Taro Yamane Statistical Formula for Finding Sample Size of a finite Population.

3.5	SAMPLINGTECHNIQUES

A multi-staged sampling procedure was employed in this study. The first stage, involved the purposive selection of different Local Governments Areas in the state, a combination of random and convenience sampling technique was conducted to select the LGAs. This study covers five LGAs, they are: Asa, Ilorin West, Ilorin East, Offa and Ifelodun Local Government Areas of the state. The next stage involved the random selection of Districts/Wards: For Asa (Eiyekanrin, Abayawo, Temidire) were selected, for Ilorin West (Alore, Ogidi and Adewole), for Ilorin South (Akanbi and Balogun-Fulani), for Offa (Ojumu Central, Shawo East and Essa) and for Ifelodun (Igbaja, Share and Idofion) was randomly selected for the study. The final stage involved the selection of sampling units from the selected Districts using convenience sampling method for ease of access to respondents from different streets in each District. This method was used to make final selection as respondents are difficult to track down from different streets. employing random sampling which will limit the administration of the questionnaire to certain level of respondents, would be an ineffective exercise.

3.6	DATACOLLECTIONINSTRUMENT

The main data collection instrument for this research work is questionnaire. Questionnaire was structured and designed in a way that afforded the respondents to answer the research questions appropriately and with all sense of belonging. The questionnaire comprised two parts or sections. “Section A” was embedded with respondent’s bio data in order to elicit responses on demographic details while “Section B” was concerned with questions relating to the research questions.
3.7	VALIDITYANDRELIABILITYOFRESEARCH INSTRUMENT

Since the data collection instrument (questionnaire) is a standard instrument of gathering data. The researcher consulted the project supervisor to test the validity and reliability of the research tool before use by making adjustment where necessary, it gave accurate and unbiased data for effective and efficient analysis. Therefore, any findings arrived at is then be generalized.
3.8	DATACOLLECTIONPROCESS

The method of data collection for this research work was face to face or interpersonal administration of questionnaire by the researcher. Researcher sought the consent of the selected respondents and distributed the questionnaire for immediate or later collection depending on respondents’ disposition.

3.9	DATAANALYSIS

Data analysis of the research work is regarded as one of the most crucial state where the responses were show cased. The technique for analysing the data collection for this research work was a simple statistic with the use of frequency and percentage and chart because it allows the simplicity and conformity with social science research.

CHAPTER  FOUR
4.1	DATAANALYSIS AND INTERPRETATION

INTRODUCTION

This chapter reviews the results and analysis of the quantitative data, the compilation of the questionnaire and the results and analysis of the findings of the study. The findings are also discussed in the light of previous research findings and available literature, where applicable, in order to identify similarities and differences between this study and previous studies and literature. A comprehensive description of the research methodology was given in Chapter 2.
In other to elicit this study, 400 copies of questionnaires were distributed amongst the radio listeners of Sobi FM but only 390 were returned back to the researchers. It according to (Joe 2010) when 90% of research questionnaire are being returned then it can be said that the finds are valid.
4.2	DEMOGRAHICRESPONSES OFTHE FINDINGS

This section of the questionnaire covered the respondents’ age, education, occupation, and marital status. Though not central to the study, the personal data helped contextualize the findings and the formulation of appropriate recommendations to enable further findings in the study in future.

This section finding is to look at respondents’ responses to the effect of the Radio in promoting good governance in the state; and with this, analysis of item 24-26 in the research question were done in the tables below.

Analysis: The responses of the respondents in this table shows that majority 57.2% representing (N=223) agree that they see the programme as a tool for propaganda while 23.1% of the representing (N=90) disagree. Majority 55.1% representing (N=215) agree that the programme helps people of Kwara state to understand governance in the state while 26.9% representing (N=105) disagree. Also, 56.9% majority representing (N= 222) agree that the programme brought about uproar in the state while 28.1% representing (N=112) disagree. While the Neutrality of these responses are on the rage of (19.7%, 17.9% and 12.6%). Issues of missing data exist in this categoryrepresenting 1.8% (N=7), this has an effect on identifying the gap between respondents’ responses to the programme brought about uproar to the state.

4.3	DISCUSSION OF FINDINGS

The first research question sought to know the relationship between Rebirth Half Hour and Kwara state government, which was measured using a section in the questionnaire. As shown in Tables 4.2.1– 4.2.7 findings indicate that majority 81.5% of Sobi FM radio listeners believes there is a relationship between the radio programme and the government of the state and 70% of them also believes it is because the state government controls the information in the radio programme. This is because it was found that 46.9% of the respondents listen to it sometimes while 15.4% listens always and 67.7% of them are familiar with the programme because 39.5% have been listening to it for almost a year now. These bits of findings clearly indicate the programme is being controlled bythe government and moreover, the demographic qualifications of the respondents strictly signify authenticity of the findings.
The second research question was to find out the effect of the radio programme in promoting good governance in the state. While doing this, the main question was divided into two categories which to look at the social development and also the political development of good governance in the state and Findings shows that with the statistical responses of the respondents, the radio programme has helped to boost the operations of good governance in the state. This is because, on the social development of the state, 76.2%saidtheprogramhelpstoenhancepeople’sparticipationinacceleratingthework

of the government in the state, 49.2% agreed that the program helps to create awareness in the community regarding things to be done in drawing up government’s budget and lengthy planning, 56.2% agreed the programme helps to scrutinize the budget of the state government in other to ensure transparency and accountability, 52.8% agreed the program offers information regarding things to be done by the members of the civil society organizations in enhancing participation of common people, 51.3% agreed that the program give room for questions and answers between the state government and people of the state.
Whereas, on the political developments of the state, 56.9% agreed the radio programme talks about building strong civil society in the state, 49.5% said the programme talks about the situation of human rights and how government of the state can help protect this rightsinthestate,53.1%agreeittalksregardingdifferentproblems,potentialandremedy of minor community and the less privileged in the state, 64.1% majority agreed it also encourage business personnel so as they are able to spend a little portion of their profit in social service and to receive opinion from the people what they want to be done in their community. The result of these findings are on the basis of because since the radio programmehasarelationshipwiththestategovernment,so,therewillbeachanceforthe programme to be able to promote good governance in the state so far the information concerning the state is coming from the government.

The third research question sought to find out the perception of the public towards Sobi FM Rebirth Half Hour programme. Analysis of the data in Table 4.4 revealed that majority 57.2% agreed they see the programme as a tool for propaganda, 55.1% said the programme helps people of Kwara state to understand governance in the state, 56.9% majority agreed that it brought about uproar in the state. Looking at the findings, this is believedtobebecausenotalltherespondentslistenstotheradioprogrammeandsomeof those who listened to it don’t listen often and could also be as a result of political resentments of some respondents in the state, since the programme discussion is only about the achievements and duties of a particular won political party which could lead to the lack of some public participations in the radio programme.

CHAPTERFIVE

SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATION

5.0		INTRODUCTION
 
This chapter contains a summary of the findings of this study in response to the three research questions that guided it, the conclusions derived thereof and recommendations are based on an analysis of the findings of the research in chapter four. This chapter also discusses the contribution the study makes to the general field, its implications and recommendations for future research.

5.2		SUMMARYOFKEY FINDINGS

This study sought to establish the effect of radio programme in promoting good governance in Kwara state with a study to ‘Sobi FM, Rebirth Half Hour Programme. In line with this, three major objectives of the research were analysed: what is the relationship between Rebirth Half Hour and the government of Kwara state? what effect does the radio programme has in promoting good governance in the state? And what is the public perception about Sobi FM on Rebirth Half Hour programme?

The study utilized survey and content Analysis method, 390 data was collected from residentsofKwarastatewhile28contentswerealsoanalysedfromSobiFMstudied

programme. The data analysed revealed that there is a relationship between the radio programme and the government of the state since the government controls the level of information given to the radio station. The volume of listenership and familiarity of the respondents to the programme was able to surmount to knowing the extent at of which Sobi FM, Rebirth half hour programme is being controlled, because since the radio station doesn’t invite the radio listeners to the station during the programme for interview, this make them believe it is controlled by the government. Also, the radio programme has been able to ensure that there is good governance in the state by putting the government into account in ensuring the civil and political rights of the citizen and the state. However, some of the respondents sees the radio programme to promote propaganda contents which leads to uproar in the state but it was able to find out that it is because they are not familiar with the programme as a result of their political resentments to it, since the programme discussion is mostly on the duties and achievements of a particular political won party.

5.3	CONCLUSION


Sobi FM rebirth half hour can be concluded to be a programme that is controlled by the state government on an information basis. The information asked by the programme host are always a prepared request by the government officials invited to the programmes and mosttimelydoesn’trequirethethoughtsofthepublicsbutdespitethefactthatthe

programmes’ information is being controlled, it has been able to ensure that there is a certain level of good government in the state by putting the government officials into account so that the value of the state and right of the citizens can be ensured.

During the study, the researchers also found out that some of the residents of the state believes that the programme is not truly performing its duty because of it level of controlled, because the programme is seen to have been promoting only good activities of the state government but this can be concluded to be because of their political resentment on the programme which made them believe the programme can cause chaos in the state.

5.4	RECOMMENDATION


Based on findings and discussions with relevant conclusion, the following recommendations are made to

1. 	The radio programme should carry the listeners and/or concerned parties along in the broadcasting activities so that they can easily make informed contribution to the programme.
2. 	The activities of the government should be questioned on the level of proposed projects done and how much benefit is in it for the residents to gainfrom the project.

3. 	Instead of only inviting the government parastatals alone into for discussions which make it look political, the radio anchor should invite the leaders of the community which the project being carried on for mostly antagonizing the words of the latter.

5.4.1	Suggestions for Further studies


Further research can examine various are as based on the findings of this study.Oneofthe areas is to look at Sobi FM rebirth Half Hour programme as a means of promotingpolitics in Kwara state. Studies should also be conducted on credibility of the programme in ensuring good governance in the state.

The researchers further recommend that; studies should be conducted on the role of radio programmes in promoting politics in Nigeria, the effect of publics opinion in maintaining the good standards of radio programmes in Kwara state and impact of radio programmein influencing political votes in the country.
5.5	LIMITATIONOFTHE STUDIES

Sobi FM is a radio station that covers over three states including Kwara but this research has only been limited to studying only the Kwara state residents and also only Four local governmentareaswerestudiedoutofthesixteenlocalgovernmentsinKwarastate.it

will be important that other studies should be made regarding this to study other states where the radio coverage reaches to make the research more valid.
In addition, since this study can only best suit with a face to face distribution of the questionnaire, the Corona virus pandemic (COVID 19) also limited the facets of the study since many of the respondents turned nonchalant attitude towards the distribution of the questionnaire since they were afraid of getting the virus.
