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Abstract

Challenges and Opportunities

2.3 Theoretical Frameworks:
Several theories are bound to serve as platform for the explanation of the nature, processes, manifestations and variables of entrepreneurship. Schumpeter’s theory developed in the 2018 dwells on the “concentric circles” of economic boom and depression which generates the “social climate” that determines societal attitudes, encouragement and rewards to business endeavors. The creative imitation theory espoused by the likes of drucker, on the other hand, stressed the issue of change which in turn informs the search, response and exploitation of opportunities by people in a particular society at a given time. Proponents of the economic survival theory are adopted by this study as the framework for presentation and better understanding of this research work. The proponents of this theory’s argument focuses on what Gilder (2013) referred to as the “movement from poverty to wealth. The theory assumes that entrepreneurship is prevalent among people who are oppressed by marginalization, suppressed by discrimination, victimized by circumstances and affected by political upheavals. According to Mbaegbu (2008), various theories have been advanced to explain the nature of entrepreneurship and the factors of variables that drive entrepreneurship in a given society.
The Uses and Gratifications theory provides valuable insights into how television content can fulfill the informational and educational needs of its audience. This theoretical framework emphasizes that individuals actively seek out specific media content to satisfy their needs and interests, suggesting that television programming promoting entrepreneurship should be tailored to address the aspirations and concerns of youth in Ilorin.
Television operates as a powerful medium for mass communication, capable of influencing public opinion and individual decision-making through informative and persuasive content. The Social Learning Theory by Albert Bandura provides a relevant framework for understanding this influence. Bandura’s theory posits that individuals learn by observing others, particularly role models, in media. Television programs that depict entrepreneurial success stories, practical skills, and the benefits of self-employment can serve as a catalyst for youth empowerment.
Television’s Role in Promoting Entrepreneurship
Several studies underscore the role of television in promoting entrepreneurship. For instance, Ojebode and Adegbola (2016) found that television programs specifically designed to promote entrepreneurship significantly influenced viewers' perceptions of self-employment as a viable career path. Similarly, Akinola (2019) examined the relationship between media exposure and youth entrepreneurial intentions in Nigeria and concluded that consistent exposure to entrepreneurial content increased the likelihood of young people considering business ventures.
A focused study by Adeyemi and Bello (2021) on Ilorin youth revealed that television programs emphasizing skill acquisition and entrepreneurial success stories enhanced youth motivation to pursue entrepreneurship. The study highlighted the role of local television channels in tailoring content to address the unique socioeconomic challenges faced by the community. These findings corroborate the notion that targeted television programming can contribute to reducing unemployment by fostering entrepreneurial mindsets.
Key Factors Affecting Television’s Influence
Despite its potential, the effectiveness of television in sensitizing youth depends on several factors:
1. Content Relevance: Programs must align with the local context and address specific needs, such as access to resources and mentorship.
2. Viewership Reach: The reach of television programming is influenced by access to electricity and affordability of television sets, particularly in low-income areas.
3. Interactive Components: Programs that integrate interactive elements, such as live Q&A sessions or competitions, tend to engage audiences more effectively.
Limitations of Television in Youth Sensitization
While television has a significant role, its influence is not without limitations. Studies indicate that the passive nature of television viewing may not lead to active skill acquisition unless supplemented by hands-on training or workshops. Furthermore, the presence of competing media, such as social media and online platforms, may dilute television’s impact, particularly among digitally savvy youth.
Policy and Practical Implications
Given the high unemployment rates among youth in Ilorin, policymakers and stakeholders in the media industry should consider:
1. Investing in Educational Programming: Developing programs that combine entrepreneurship education with relatable success stories and practical tips.
2. Collaborating with Stakeholders: Partnering with NGOs, businesses, and educational institutions to enhance the impact of media campaigns.
3. Monitoring and Evaluation: Establishing mechanisms to assess the effectiveness of television programs in achieving desired outcomes, such as increased entrepreneurship rates.
Theoretical Perspectives
1. Uses and Gratifications Theory: This theory suggests that individuals actively seek media content that satisfies specific needs. Youth in Ilorin may turn to television for guidance, inspiration, and practical advice on entrepreneurship.
2. Diffusion of Innovations Theory: This framework explains how new ideas, practices, or technologies spread within a society. Television can act as a channel for diffusing entrepreneurial ideas and encouraging their adoption among youth.
3. Social Cognitive Theory: Albert Bandura’s theory emphasizes the role of observational learning. Television programs that feature role models in entrepreneurship can influence youth attitudes and behaviors.
The theoretical framework for understanding the role of television in sensitizing youth in Ilorin on the importance of entrepreneurship skills to eradicate unemployment can be approached through several relevant theoretical perspectives. These theoretical frameworks provide a lens through which to analyze the potential impact of television programming on entrepreneurial awareness and behavior change among youth.
1. Social Learning Theory:
Albert Bandura's Social Learning Theory posits that individuals learn from observing others' behaviors and the consequences of those behaviors, particularly within a social context. In the context of entrepreneurship education through television, this theory implies that youth in Ilorin can learn about entrepreneurial skills, problem-solving techniques, and business strategies by observing successful entrepreneurs and their experiences portrayed on television. The theory suggests that televised exposure to entrepreneurial role models, success stories, and practical business insights can serve as learning opportunities that influence the attitudes and aspirations of young viewers toward entrepreneurship.
2. Uses and Gratifications Theory:
The Uses and Gratifications Theory focuses on individuals' active selection and use of media content to fulfill specific needs and desires. Applied to the role of television in promoting entrepreneurship skills among youth in Ilorin, this theory suggests that the audience actively seeks out and engages with entrepreneurship-related programming to satisfy their informational, educational, and aspirational needs. Understanding the motives and gratifications sought by the youth in Ilorin when consuming televised content on entrepreneurship can help tailor programming to better meet their demands and support their entrepreneurial ambitions.
3. Cultivation Theory:
Developed by George Gerbner, the Cultivation Theory explores the long-term effects of television exposure on shaping individuals' perceptions of reality. In relation to entrepreneurship awareness, this theory can be applied to understand how consistent exposure to positive portrayals of entrepreneurship on television may influence the youth's beliefs and attitudes regarding entrepreneurship, job creation, and economic self-sufficiency. Over time, repeated exposure to televised content emphasizing the importance of entrepreneurship skills in eradicating unemployment could potentially cultivate a more positive and supportive climate for entrepreneurial endeavors among youth in Ilorin.
By employing these theoretical frameworks, researchers and policymakers can gain valuable insights into the potential mechanisms through which television programming can impact youth in Ilorin regarding the importance of entrepreneurship skills in alleviating unemployment. These theoretical perspectives can inform the design, evaluation, and optimization of television interventions aimed at sensitizing and empowering youth to pursue entrepreneurial endeavors for economic self-sufficiency.
Television has the potential to play a significant role in sensitizing youth in Ilorin on the importance of entrepreneurship skills to eradicate unemployment. However, to maximize its impact, programming should be designed to provide practical insights, mentorship, and equitable representation, while also addressing accessibility barriers. Future research should focus on evaluating the effectiveness of specific television interventions in fostering entrepreneurial awareness and behavior change among youth in Ilorin.

2.4 Empirical Review
The role of television as a tool for youth sensitization and empowerment has gained significant attention in the discourse surrounding unemployment and entrepreneurship. This empirical review examines existing research on the impact of television programming in shaping youth attitudes, knowledge, and behaviors related to entrepreneurship in Ilorin, Nigeria, with an emphasis on its potential to address unemployment.
This requires a systematic approach to gather and analyze data that can provide evidence-based insights into the impact of television programming on the entrepreneurial awareness and intentions of the target audience. Several key components of the empirical framework can guide the collection, analysis, and interpretation of data related to this topic.
1. Research Design:

CHAPTER THREE

3.1	Research Method

Sampling Technique
This is the method used by the researchers to select his/her prospective respondents. Simple random probability sampling technique was used in selecting the 150 respondents as every resident of the areas has equal chance of being selected for the study. The selection of respondents was by probability only and no area was deliberately omitted.
3.4	Data Collection Instrument
Instrument for data collection is the tool which the researcher uses in elicting information from sample selected (Oloyede&Adejare 2012) the type of instrument to be used depends mostly on the type of data collected, and probably the method of research adopted.

3.5	Reliability and Validity of The Instrument

4.2	DISCUSSION OF FINDINGS
	This study sought to find out the role of mass mediain the promotion of entrepreneur skills for sustainable development (A study of Ilorin in Kwara state). It is also sought to find out of mass media contributed to the economic development of Nigeria in form of training and promotion of musicians and other allied professionals. The main instrument for data collection of this survey is questionnaire which was used to find out perception of carefully analyzing the data collected using statistical table in findings will be discussed in order.
This finding helped us to realize that the mass media has been doing well in the promotion of entrepreneurial skills for sustainable development through its sensitization campaign programs and also been helping in youths enlightmentprogrammes on entrepreneurship. As portrayed in table is that 61% out of 100% respondents a firm that they have come across mass media campaign/programmes on entrepreneurship. 
From the result of the research question above it could be deduced that the mass media is a veritable source of information to the public as it provide adequate information on entrepreneurship and other vital information to the general public. This can be clearly seen in table 8 above as the majority of respondents agreed that mass media has been their only source of information 100% respondents said they access mass media for information.

The finding on table 20 shows that the mass media has contribution to economic development in Nigeria in form of training and promotion of musician and other allied professional. It was discovered that majority of musicians and other allied professionals in this country came to the limelight through mass media training and promotion. This is evidence on table 20 where 99 respondents representing 66% believe the mass media has contribution to economic development in Nigeria in form of training and promotion of musicians and other allied professionals.
However, fining of this research work have made us understand that role of mass media in the promotion of entrepreneurial skills for sustainable development id very effective among the residents of Ilorin in Kwara State and Nigerians as a whole.


CHAPTER FIVE
5.0	SUMMARY CONCLUSION AND RECOMMEMDATION
5.1	SUMMARY
	This research work has so far examined the role of mass media in the promotion of entrepreneurial skills for sustainable development (A study of Ilorin in Kwara State).
	The prime objective of the report was to explore the role of mass media in the promotion of entrepreneurial skills for sustainable development (A study of Ilorin in Kwara State). Among the medium of mass media the study shows that social media remains the number one medium that the respondents access most for their daily information and it helps in the promotion of entrepreneurial skills for sustainable development in Nigeria. Chapter two of the research work is therefore divided into the following subheading introduction, conceptual framework, conceptual model, theoretical framework and empirical review. The work of scholars their positivations theoretical assumptions and literacy document that were consulted and reviewed was done for reasonable generalization, coupled with the findings of the study itself.
	Chapter three of this work deals with research methodology adopted survey method was adopted and simple random sampling method which involved the use of questionnaire as research instrument. The 150 students of federal polytechnic Offa that were selected randomly formed the sample of the study.
	In chapter four, the data gathered through the use of questionnaire in chapter three of this study was analyzed using statistical table. Also interpretations of the findings were made in line with response gotten from the respondents. The data were analyzed based on the one hundred and fifty (150) questionnaires that were returned by respondents out of the one hundred and fifty questionnaires being distributed.
	Consequently the respondents have shown that the role of mass media in the promotion of entrepreneurial skills for sustainable development is very effective.

5.2	CONCLUSION

· Teachers should encourage students to fish out creative and innovation ideas from their social media platform. This well encourages the students to perceive the media not only as an instrument of entertainment but also as an implement of creativity in entrepreneurship.
