1.1
BACKGROUND TO THE STUDY

There is universal acceptance of local government as a vital instrument for rural and urban developments, irrespective of the ideological differences of societies and levels of development.

Accordingly, Alhaji Abubakar Rim put it aptly: Local government is the most important government of our land. It is the nearest and most immediate government for the man. The man in my village does not know who the president is, he does not even care who the governor of Kano is... He cares only about those who are councilors and chairman of his local government. (Constituent Assembly; 1978:994).
One of the major reasons for establishing Local Government is to bring government to the local communities so that the local people can participate fully in the process of governance, in order to provide essential local services and thus speed up the pace of social, economic and political development (Ogunna, 1996). Following this fundamental purpose of local government, the Guidelines on the 1976 Local Government reforms makes community participation imperative on Local Government. The principal objectives of the Reform as provided by the Guidelines were to:

(a) Make appropriate services and development activities responsive to local wishes and initiative by devolving and delegating them to local representative bodies;
(b) Facilitate the exercise of democratic self-government close to the local levels of our society, and to encourage initiative and leadership potential;
(c) Mobilize human and material resources through the involvement of members of the public in their local development;
1.2
STATEMENT OF THE PROBLEM


The key problem facing most local governments is lack of adequate finance to implement various development programmes. It would be recalled that since early 1990s, there have been tremendous increase in the total amount of funds available to local governments in Nigeria. The reasons for the lack of adequate finance can be attributed to the fact that local government allocations are been hijacked by State governors, used for electioneering campaigns and shared among political godfathers and members of State Assemblies. This fact was indicated by the Central Bank of Nigeria in its economic report for the Third quarter 2011 when it announced that the total receipt by the 774 Local Government Councils from the Federation and VAT pool.


Account for the period of July, August and September was 493 Billions. The media report of Monday, December 26, 2018 indicated how allocations to Local Government areas were hijacked by State Governors and at times out rightly diverted to non-existing projects. Also, State governors have used the Joint Account to shipon Local Government allocations from the federation Account. Akhabue (2018) pointed out that the last criminal fad was the State Governors redistributed allocations to Local Government from the Federation account and gave less than N20Million to each Council to pay salaries and take care of their overhead costs.


All these corruption activities had added in no small measure to the problem of inadequate finance which has made effective services delivery at the rural areas to be impossible. This project therefore tends to address this problem of inadequate finance which has posed serious challenges to the development at the rural area. Thus, the bougous allocation to Local Government do not get to the proper service delivery.

The theory of local government according to W.J MC KENZIE, a British scholar “there is no theory of local government, there is no normative general theory from which we can revise testable hypothesis about what is it but contrary to this C.S” whileker expressed that “no obstacle to analysis arise are universally acceptable function and purpose of modern democratic local government.”

The differences between the two positions above is that while the former has emphasized that no theory of local government was yet in existence the latter suggested that what is yet to being existence is universally accepted the theory of local government is derived from previous systematic operations or studies on the basis of which general assumption are made.

The traditional types: this types can be found in the remote village of the third world by this, professor anderfor means local government in the pre-literature and underdevelopment or tribal societies such system of local government   is usually associated with Chiofar traditional ruler e.g. emperior, Oba, Obin and co this is why in this type of local government  we terms such as chief-in types of local government we term such as chief-in council, Oba –in- council e.t.c chief –in- council means case of disagreement between the fief and the council what the chief says is the final and supersedes the views of the council.

Anglo Saxon type: this type of local government which even though does not have absolute autonomy, with a limited local government through locally elected council another name for these types of local government is councilor type of local government. This is a system of local government base on elected to the elector or representatives who are responsible to the electorate in a locality for the orderly administration of the practices some countries prefer the councilor type of local government like Nigeria.

The French type (professional type): in the French types of local government, the system is usually an extensive of the arm of the central government. The local government are normally headed by elected major but they have their decision approved r voted by a civil servant representing the central government and the civil servant is normally known as the “perfects” perfects are highly experienced and able-obdied governors similar to the colonial governors resident in Nigeria in the colonial period.

Thus is defined as a process in which the party exercise firm direction and control on the socialistic planning for the economic development of the communities under the system, the interest of the communities is equated with the interest of the party and therefore to the state.

CURRENT TRENDS IN THINKING 

Local government is the lowest tier of government any where I the world it has a very important of multipurpose in terms of carrying out socio-economic services in the local areas, stimulating and encouraging local initiatives in communities work promoting the democratic process serving as training ground for national political leaders such as medium of communication between the people and the tier of government.

Nwankwo (1990) believed that local government or local authority is a government set up by a central authority or state government as means of ensuring effective administration at the grass root in other words local government is the types of government that help either the central or state government to carry out effective administration of a country at the grass rot levels.

Akamere (2001) committed that local government is simply and precisely the government at the local level as system of devolution of powers to the local authority to provide services of local nature. It is an autonomous or independent body created by law and charged with the responsibilities of administrating and dealing with matters of local government importance within a defined areas by then law that create them.

The guidelines for local government reforms (1976) defined local government as government at local level exercised through representative council established by law to exercise specific power within a defined area.

Ola (1984) defined local government as a political sub-division of a national or state which is constituted any low and has substantial control of local affairs including the powers to impose tax or to exact labour for prescribed purpose.

Sady (1962-132) believed that local government is a political sub division that local government federal system) state which as constituted by law and has substantial central of local affair including the powers to impose tax or to exact labour for prescribed purpose. The government body of such as activities is elected or otherwise locally selected

HISTORICAL BACKGROUND OF ILORIN EAST 
LOCAL GOVERNMENT


Ilorin East Local Government which was part of the headquarter of Ilorin native authority under Ilorin province in the old northern region of Nigeria with creation of states in 1967, Ilorin local government came to being there were twelve’s local government areas as at 1976 two more local government areas were however caved out of the formal Ilorin local government area with the creation of additional states by Banbagida led administration in 1991. Ilorin. Ilorin local government area was further divided into Ilorin west and east, Ilorin east local government area is vested responsibilities to enable it provides the most needed local government services.

4.3 DATA PRESENTATION
This chapter presents a detailed analysis and interpretation of the data obtained through questionnaires administered on the assessment of the role of local government in rural development using Ilorin East Local Government Council of Kwara State as a study area. In order to empirically evaluate the stated hypothesis that;
(i) Ilorin East local council has not contributed substantially to rural development in the local government area.
(ii) The inadequacy of skilled workers (like qualified engineers of all types, medical doctors, etc) affects the ability of Ilorin East local government council in carrying out developmental programmes.
(iii) Inadequate funding by both the Kwara State and the Federal Governments hinders Ilorin East local government council’s ability in carrying out developmental programmes.

ANALYSIS OF DATA
The presentation and analysis of data generated for this study are presented in tables; each table represents and test the hypothesis. The analysis is based on the research instrument distributed to 50 staff’s and 100 members of the communities in the local government area of Ilorin East local government area of Kwara State, with a 100% return rate.

The data collected revealed that 100 respondents or 66.67% identify that manpower in the council are used rather the council prefer to contractors and this slows down the pace of development, as most contract are abandoned as a result of kickbacks, 20 respondents representing 13.33% said no, in other words the none usage of the council artisan’s and engineers does not slow the pace of development in the area. While 30 of the respondents remained undecided.
Responses from the data analysed, the hypothesis is rejected based on the empirical verification gathered, which shows that the inadequacy of skilled workers (like qualified engineers of all types, medical doctors, etc) affects the ability of Ilorin East local government council in carrying out developmental programmes, but that the none usage on the manpower (skilled workers like qualified engineers of all types, medical doctors, etc) is the cause of slow pace of development in the area. Thus a null hypothesis is accepted.

But in an interview with a member of the committee on internally generated revenue Mr. Buwa Emiko, said that the council is not serious in pursue of revenue that is why she lacks finance more so most her communities are located along the rivers.

On the opinion of the respondents on if the council generates enough revenue internally, 100 respondents representing 66.67% of the total respondents said (No) that the council does not generate enough revenue internally, while 34 or 22.67% of the respondents agreed that the council generate enough revenue internally and 16 respondents accounting for 22.66% of the respondents are undecided in their opinions.

On the respondents’ opinion on how they will describe the council drive for internally generated revenue, 93 of the respondents which represent 62% of the total respondents are of the view that it is Not Satisfactory, and in the interview Mr. Buwa said that the un-seriousness is the order of the day. 47 or 31.33% of the respondents are of the view that it is satisfactory; while 10 respondents representing 6.67% responses are undecided. From the analysis above it is clear that Ilorin East local Government Council derive for internally generated revenue is not satisfactory and this is occasioned by her un-seriousness pursuing internally generated revenue.
Responses from the data analysed, the hypothesis is accepted based on the empirical verification gathered, which shows that the Inadequate funding by both The Kwara State and the Federal Governments hinders Ilorin East Local Government Council’s ability in carrying out developmental programmes.
4.6 SUMMARY OF FINDINGS
This study has clearly shown that there is evidence of engagement of Ilorin East local government in community development in some communities that make- up the council area. The findings revealed that Ilorin East local government has over the years embarked on some community development projects like road construction (wood walkways), provision of healthcare services, but little is done in the area of provision of education, provision of water and electricity in the area or the council or in communities that make-up the local government. The findings also reveal that Ilorin East local government has not effectively and efficiently engaged in integrating community development programme. As this finding from chapter four revealed, Ilorin East local government has a predominantly agriculture occupation. This means that greater percent of the population engage in farming as an occupation. However, as observed by the researcher, the local government to boast the productivity of agriculture in the area has initiated no much efforts or projects. Road constructions which help farmers in the transportation of farm products have not been adequately provided. This finding supports the view of Ayaide (1989) that local governments have not made appreciable impact in community development.
Also supporting this with the figure in table 4.9, which analyzed respondent’s views on provision of basic amenities (road constructions), where 70.% indicated negatively that road construction and other amenities in Ilorin East local communities have not been adequately pursued.
The findings also show that healthcare services in Ilorin East local government has not been sufficiently followed the limited number of hospitals in the council area. Health care services in Ilorin East local government face the problem of insufficiency. There is only one general hospital in existence, which are functionally ailing and the Ilorin East local government has provided one located ant the headquarters. In addition, other existing cottage hospitals are privately owned. Local governments have not provided adequate healthcare services in most communities as a means of improving community development as revealed by the case of Ilorin East local government area.
The findings further reveal that educational development of Ilorin East local government council has not improved as expected. Few existing primary and secondary schools are in acute shortage of facilities and are located in for distance from some communities especially those who are in the riverine areas of the council that have to travel far distance for school, the population structure also shows that greater number of people is in need of education.
The findings also revealed that other social amenities such as water, electricity among others have been in short supply. Water and electricity have not really been provided in most of the communities.
It is also found that inadequate fund affect the engagement of Ilorin East local government in community development. The finding of Ilorin East local government from the Federation and State accounts has been enough for local government to carryout its function. Internally generated revenue has not been adequately increased to finance community development.
Finally, the findings show that lack of utilization of skilled workers like engineers to the use of contractors is another hindrance to rural development in Ilorin East local government un-seriousness in revenue mobilization/generation internally is another major hindrance to the development of the council area.
The findings also shows that local government lack some equipments to carry out the community projects which requires heavy machines such as tractors and caterpillars and equipments which the rural people do not possess in order to improve their farming inputs and complete their projects.
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CHAPTER FIVE

SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATION

5.1
SUMMARY OF FINDINGS 


Every local government is faced with development aspect within its geopolitical areas, it also sees to the formulation of policies and the implementation such political and personnel policies. The issues of rural development among other can tarred roads, drinkable water, electricity, better medical services, employment opportunity qualitative education creation of recreational and entertainment centres access to communication facilities and many were. These all seem reserved for urban dwellers and yet the rural people are also humans. 
However, these inequalities must be redressed through the empirical data collected in the study the study has shown that persistence effort of the local government on the development of this area had improved greatly the standard of living of its rural dwellers which could be seen in the case study of the research work.

Lastly, if the local government council are being given much mare assistance from the central government, it would go along way in performing their duties efficiently and effectively.

Local government as a matter emphases must be seen and treated as the wheel and tub of progressive changes and development in rural areas an important factor such as recognition is also needed to organize the rural populace so that it can serve effectively as monitoring factor to enhance accountability and increase check and balance in the process of development of ensuring optional utilization of allocated resources.

Whichever way we look at is, grass root integrated rural development is a fundamental compelling and immediate necessity for us. It is indeed much more than a must, it s our immediate future. It is through soci-foundation on which we can build our nation and mixture it rapid growth individually and collectively, we can make ourselves and our communities the very best place each and every one of us can live.

Finally conscious and deliberate effort must be made through education and general enlighten to reduce or eliminate unwanted waste and protect the rural population form destabilizing change.

5.3
RECOMMENDATIONS 

Noted among the numerous data collected is in adequate water. In order to solve this problem alternative strategies relating to pressing situation are placed and examined. However, those already in existences should be properly taken care of by both central and the local government.

In the area of insufficient fund, the local communities and wealth individual should make communal efforts to where necessary because the government cannot really satisfy the generally public at the same time.

Education, health and nutrition of the rural dwellers is rested an the local government and communities this can be seem by the recent nine(9) years adoption and compulsory education by the federal government.

The town planning and housing for the rural dweller need to be reviewed. The current status of traditional pattern need to be modernized because we are now in the twenty first century.


Lastly, all the parts mentioned above need to be addressed in order to see the new face of our rural areas in some years to some.
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
