ABSTRACT
This study examined the assessment of the effects of tiktok on the spread of indecent dressing among kwara state ploytechnic students. The study was anchored on the modernization theory and social learning theory. The study gathered quantitative data from respondents using the survey design. The population of the study was the number of kwara state polytechnic students. The sample size was drawn from the population using the descriptive method, which was approximately 100 respondents. The study used the convenience sampling technique to reach respondents. The instrument that was used for gathering data for the study was the questionnaire. Data that were collected in the research were statistically analyzed using simple percentages, frequency distributions. The data were presented in tables. Findings revealed that tiktok has a negative effect in the indecent dressing among Kwara State Polytechnic students. Findings also revealed that the majority of the respondents also revealed that students tend to imitate the dressing styles they see on tiktok without considering appropriateness. The study concluded that tiktok has a significant influence on the spread of indecent dressing among Kwara State Polytechnic students. Based on the foregoing, this study recommends that tiktok and other social media platforms should establish and enforce stricter community guidelines and moderation policies and the Kwara state polytechnic management should organize seminars, conferences, workshops and public enlightenment programmes regularly to sensitize and enlighten undergraduates on the need to dress decently in the society. 

CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION

1.1 Background of the study
Indecent dressing has become a prevalent issue among students of Kwara Polytechnic, and it is believed that social media platforms like TikTok might play a significant role in its proliferation. TikTok is a popular video-sharing app that allows users to create and share short videos with various audio effects and filters. TikTok is also a popular social media app that allows users to create and share short videos, often with music, filters, and effects. TikTok has become a global phenomenon, with over 1 billion monthly active users as of 2020. TikTok has also been associated with various cultural and social issues, such as cyberbullying, body image, mental health, and online safety. One of the potential impacts of TikTok on young people is its influence on their clothing choices and behaviors. Some studies have suggested that TikTok can promote positive body image and self-expression among its users

Historically, fashion plays a significant role and has greatly influenced the “fabrics” of societies all over the world. What people wear often depicts the social life of the people across the world (Anyakoha, Eluwa, 2018). The quest to cover the nakedness of mankind plays a significant role in defining the original purpose and intent of dressing. Thus, dressing is not just for clothing purposes but for adornments (Schall & Appiah., 2019). Clothing can be described as something worn on the body and this includes materials such as garments, shoes, jewellery, cosmetics, and others. It is also a form of cultural expression that depicts every aspect of human life (Kiran, Malik, Riaz, 2010). The human dress is a kind of “symbolic” way of communication and is usually the basis on which immediate impressions are formed (Uwakwe, 2020). The style of clothing that people wear, the fabrics, designs and colours can speak largely, the way an individual thinks and lives (Uwakwe, 2010). Ibrahim (2013) opined that the display of fashion designer's products via social media platforms such as Tiktok, Facebook, Twitter, WhatsApp etc. often inspire and influence changes in the clothing of the people. Similarly, clothing choice and practices are an important human activity that constitutes the selection, acquisition and utilization of clothes. These activities are affected by social reasons, values, goals and self-concept (Wole, Ibrahim, Shehu, John, et al, 2021). The way we dress is a significant way of revealing our culture and its differences in other societies. 
Unfortunately, the value of dressing and its purposes have been defeated by the current generation of youths in Nigeria (Omede, 2021). Over the years, there have been trends at which fashion and dressing have changed and evolved so to say. There is a new trend in dressing among students which is in vogue at the moment, especially among students of the tertiary institution. This involves dressing in provocative or see-through outfits that expose the inner parts of the female body such as bare breast, tummy or the waistline among others (Azu, 2019). Currently, dressing to expose
the sacred part of the body has become a modern dressing style (Mohammed, 2019). Culture, foreign influence, institutions, peer pressure and the media are the major factors, which influence the recent trend of dressing (Mohammed, et al., 2019).

In Nigeria, for example, young girls, particularly students of tertiary institutions wish to be classy. Thus, they purchase any dress that is in vogue, these they get through social media and the social personalities they choose as role models, (Chukwudi & Gbakorun, 2021). On social media, celebrities are well-known personalities who are famous because of their achievements.
According to Schlecht (2021), Celebrities are individuals who are recognized publicly by a great number of people. This recognition and achievements are usually known both locally and internationally. These celebrities and their display of fashion statements influence the dress culture of youth and the fashion industry, which is evident in specific fashion replications (La Ferla, 2019). Local and international celebrities, with a mode of dressing, which is usually that of Western wears often take pictures, record videos and published them on social media. The youth observe the celebrities closely and imitate every aspect of their social life, particularly dressing style. The youth pay attention to their advice even more than their parents, teachers and well-
wishers (Norton, 2019).

Celebrities seen on television and other relevant social media platforms such as Tiktok, Instagram, Twitter, Facebook are all powerful tools for communicating dressing and clothing styles to students (Kiran, Malik, Riaz, 2019). The act of copying celebrity's dressing style evolving among students often leads to over-exposure of the inner body and this has implications such as rape, sexual harassment, being tagged as prostitutes, molestation and poor academic performance and other vices (Folagbade, 2019). The causes of indecent dressing among female students can be traced to several forces such as fashion, value system, civilization and infiltration of Western dresses, the effect of the media, peer pressure, family orientation and poor parentage (Omede & Odiba, 2020).
1.2 Statement of the Problem

The problem that this study aims to address is how TikTok affects the indecent dressing of Kwara poly student. Indecent dressing refers to wearing clothes that are considered inappropriate or offensive by certain norms or standards. Indecent dressing can have negative consequences for students’ academic performance, social relationships, and personal development. Dress to kill has become a common phenomenon in the school of higher learning as students strive to look sexy or classy, forgetting that they ought to look responsible (Antonia and Bridget, 2019). Most Nigerian students have dropped their traditional dressing styles for foreign styles as their dress patterns are most times against African culture (Omede, 2020). This form of dressing is provocative, according to Olori, (2003). Improper and unacceptable dress patterns are morally offensive and reveal the high rate of moral decadence in the society. Oji (2020) noted that the use of internet unscrupulously for anti-social activities other than academic activities has become a growing concern in Nigerian institutions. Universities in Nigeria are seriously struggling with incessant indecent dressing particularly among students (Obilo and Okugo 2019). Many parents and institutions are worried about the students’ habits on Tiktok, Facebook and other social media sites because they believe that the students now hardly have time for their studies and other responsibilities.  However, there is a lack of empirical research on how TikTok influences students’ clothing preferences and behaviors in Nigeria, especially in Kwara State Polytechnic (Kwara Poly), which is one of the largest technical colleges in the country.

1. 3 Objectives of the study

1. To determine the level of TikTok usage among Kwara Poly students.

2. To assess the perception of Kwara Poly students regarding the impact of TikTok on their dressing habits.

3. To identify the factors influencing students' adoption of indecent dressing styles on TikTok.

4. To explore the potential consequences of indecent dressing on the academic and social life of Kwara Poly students.

1.4 Research Questions

1. What is the level of TikTok usage among Kwara Poly students?

2. How does Kwara Poly students perceive the impact of TikTok on their dressing habits?

3. What factors influence students' adoption of indecent dressing styles on TikTok?

4. What are the potential consequences of indecent dressing on Kwara Poly students in their academic and social life?

1.5 Significance of the Study

The significance of this study lies in its contribution to both academic and practical knowledge. This study will provide new insights into how social media platforms like TikTok shape young people’s identities, values, and behaviors. This will help educators, parents, policymakers, and researchers understand the potential risks and opportunities associated with using such platforms for educational purposes. This study will also offer recommendations for improving students’ academic performance, social skills, self-esteem, and moral development by promoting appropriate clothing choices that reflect their individuality and respect for others.

1.6 Scope of the Study

The scope of this study is focused on the effect of tiktok on the spread of indecent dressing among Kwara State Polytechnic (Kwara Poly) student who use TikTok as a source or medium for clothing information or inspiration. Therefore, this study will be limited in scope to Kwara State Polytechnic (Kwara Poly) student and will not go beyond the institution.
1.7 Definition of terms

· Indecent dressing: Wearing clothes that are considered inappropriate or offensive by certain norms or standards.

· Social media platform: A website or application that allows users to create and share content or interact with other users online.

· Clothing choice: A decision made by an individual about what to wear at a given time or occasion.

· Clothing behavior: An action taken by an individual related to their clothing selection or presentation.

CHAPTER TWO
LITERATURE REVIEW

2.1 Conceptual Framework

2.1.1 Social Media and Indecent Dressing 

In a bid to address the trend of indecent dressing among youth, accusing fingers have been pointed at the media as the major factor that influences the recent trend of dressing (Mohammed, et al., 2019). In the past, several experimental studies have been carried out to examine the reactions of participants, such as objectification, sexualisation, etc. to pictures depicting various modes of dressing on tiktok and other social media (Graff et al. 2019). Goodin et al. (2021) express the sexualising characteristics of dress to include, tightness, bare midriffs, high-heeled shoes, etc. All of which are amplified by the media. The theory of symbolic interactionalism, conceives the self as a social construction established, maintained, and altered through interpersonal communication with others (Johnson, Lennon & Rudd, 2014). However, away from interpersonal communication, the perception of self is created and nurtured by the media in contemporary times. In relation to dressing, Stone (2019) affirms that appearance (dressing) communicates values as much as verbal interaction does, thus, confirming the age-long saying that: dress the way you want to be addressed. With this in mind, Danielson (201) stated that most adolescents look up to celebrities and favourite actors for fashion ideas of what to wear and how to look sexy. Commenting on the fashion legacies from movies, Heiman (1995) observed that, men in Hollywood movies left baggy jeans and oversized shirts behind and began wearing fitting pants with high-top sneakers. He added that the hairstyles became more unique featuring different length cuts and facial hair changes. Ladies flock to hair saloons asking for what a certain celebrity now has, magazine picture in hand while man trade in cargo pants for skinny jeans and tight-fitting tops. With these acts, society suffers from immorality and indecent dressing. (Susan, 2019).
2.1.2 Youths and social media 

Of the undergraduates of the Kwara state polytechnic, Ilorin, 90% are youths who consume the phenomenon of social media like a 'wildfire in harmattan' (Nche, 2019). Nnamonu (2019) aptly expressed that the youths are the most predominant clients of social media. Presence on social media networks has become a veritable indicator of socialisation, as it has become unfashionable not to engage oneself at least in one of the social networking sites (Nche (2019). Umekachikelu (2013) asserted that many Nigerians, regardless of their socio-economic status, age, literacy level, religious affiliations or ethnic differences enjoy the services of the social media. However, the youths are the major players in this sector, as they have been tagged as the digital age. Some of these social networking sites such as Tiktok, Facebook, Instagram, Snapchat and Twitter , have provisions for advertisements in which some of the so-called trendy mini-female clothes are advertised for users (Nkechi & George 2019). Not surprisingly, Schall and Appiah, (2019) blamed Science and Technology for the loss of virtues of decent dressing among students of Higher Institutions.
2.1.4 Dress as a Medium of Communication

Before the fall of Adam, man was ignorant of his nakedness. The awareness of this, placed man in a position of seeing the need to cover the vital and sensitive parts of their body. The quest to cover the nakedness of mankind plays a significant role in defining the original purpose and intent of dressing. Thus, dressing is not just for clothing purposes alone but for adornments (Schall & Appiah, 2019). It is also a form of cultural expression that depicts every aspect of human life (Kiran, Malik, Riaz, 2019). The human dress is a kind of symbolic way of communication and is usually the basis on which immediate impressions are formed, (Uwakwe, 2020). The style of clothing that people wear, the fabrics, designs and colours can speak largely, about the way an individual thinks and lives (Uwakwe, 2020). However, the value of dressing and its purposes have been defeated by the current generation of youths in Nigeria as dressing to expose the sacred part of the body has become the trend and tagged as: 'dressing to kill' in the language of the fashionista. (Omede, 2021).
2.1.5  Factors that influence indecent dressing among undergraduates students

· Home Environment: Every child in a community whether good or bad has a home as well as parents. The influence of home environment on the development of children is not in any way doubtful (Omede & Odiba, 2020). The home is every child’s first window to the outside world. What the parents do with the child at this level in terms of training and orientation go a long way to determining what the child becomes tomorrow. Children live or die, thrive or wither, due to the decision of their parents (Gushee, 2018). It is from the parents that the child is taught these through instructions, observations and practices from parents and other siblings particularly the senior ones. 
The implication of this is that parents must be seen to be morally exemplary. According to Whitehurst (2014) the most important people in their children’s lives are their parents. But how many parents have good moral character? How many of them give attention to their children? Children are kept incommunicado as a result of perpetual and prolonged absence of either or both parents from home, business and other engagements. Most parents have no time to check their children’s wardrobes and the implication of this is that they can wear anything in form of dress. 
Apart from this issue of neglect, many parents especially mothers buy anything in the form of dresses for their children, they do not see the need to be discreet and modest in the choice of dresses they buy. Today it is not possible to see a university lady tie wrapper apart from the one they use as coverlets in the night. Improper home upbringing is a major factor responsible for this moral problem. When right values, beliefs and attitude are concretely laid at the childhood stage such a child is more likely to grow and develop later in life healthy. 

· Peer Group Influence: Peer group as an agent of socialization has an overwhelming and tremendous influence on young people. The desire to belong and the fear of rejection have led many youths into evil or immoral acts sometimes against their will. Some of them can be influenced by their peers that dress indecently leading them to do the same because they want to belong to the group. Some of them lack the strong will to say no to evil for fear of being isolated. Apart from isolationism, peer conformity could be the result of faulty foundational home training. A child with healthy home training should be able to quickly resolve identity crises, distill between rights and wrongs no matter how the wrongs are coloured and then maintaining his/her integrity and the good name of the family (Omede, 2021).

·  Negative Influence of Internet: Information and Communication Technology (ICT) has helped to revolutionize the community tremendously. It has via the use of internet, communication satellites, mobile phones etc. helped to bring people together, culture or language notwithstanding. Through the activities of home videos, satellites and other media agents, values (faulty or correct), fashions (modern, modest and immodest) are traded across culture and nations. In as much as ICT is helpful consequential to human and societal developments, the rate of abuse and the irregular ways they are used, call for great concern. Most of the youths and children that are exposed to some of their contents are most times negative to quickly fall vulnerable. The parents of these children and their senior siblings in Diasporas are the ones promoting indecent and immoral practices and they are relayed through videos, pornography and music as well as advertisement and fashion parade. In as much as ICT is good and beneficial to humanity. The associative evil needs to be checked and resisted (Omede, 2021). 

· Changing Social Values: Africa has a very rich culture that she needs to be proud of and preserve for posterity but the unfortunate situation is that most cherished African values are fast fading due to non-patronage and modernization or acculturation. Today youths cannot tell well what these values are. For instance, the beautiful hair braiding typical of African ladies are being traded for hair “roasting” in saloons, modern and dignifying dress pattern are giving ways to skimpy, transparent and provocative dresses found all around today. Many of these youths that dress immodestly may not even know what is wrong with the dress because nobody suggests to them that it is wrong. Their parents applaud them in those dresses, do not even ask how the dresses came about and when they appear in public. They are cheered by their mates and friends and to make the matter worse, all around them what they see on people is not different from what they wear. Their home videos, televisions and internet programs do not differ when the society has no good moral values as legacies to bequeath to them? It is odd for a vulture to look different in the midst of other vultures (Omede, 2021).

2.1.6 Effects of Tiktok and Indecent Dressing
TikTok‟s business model like other media apps contain two main components that is users and advertisers. Its income comes from advertisements and app purchasers by TikTok users. Most important point to be noticed here is that users don‟t pay for downloading this app and using it but TikTok bundles its revenue from the data of the users that they get from you (The economic times, 2019). The recent statistics displays us that there are 500 million monthlies active TikTok users around the globe. Studying the article by Gennaro Cuofano, the same is represented by the business model. The way the app is designed is another benefit for TikTok to achieve its unexpected huge recognition.

The first thing that makes TikTok different from other media apps is with the availability of several kinds of background music‟s, challenges, dance videos, magic tricks and funny videos that fascinate the youths to connect with the app. The second one is that this app requires less amount of time to create a video, 15 seconds which is an advantage for the users as this factor fit into the user‟s rapid lifestyle which makes TikTok totally different from other competing apps. This unique design of TikTok is a plus for the product and to support its development and growth. The first ever short video app to use big data analysis is TikTok. They have used big data analysis to understand the liking of the users so that they can suggest diverse contents to them which is easy for the users to select what they prefer (Hou Liqian, 2018).

The positive impacts are that TikTok has a chance in the field of education where the teachers can use this app in classrooms as a tool to illustrate an idea or example, which would work easily for students in schools (Brittany Marklin,2018). Another area where TikTok can spread its positive impact is through charity where the user shares a video based on holiday-themed augmented reality (AR) filters with the hashtag #CreateforaCause will give $2 million to charity as the users post the video. Celebrities like Ashley Benson, Khloe Kardashian, Nick Jonas, Vanessa Hudgens, Nina Dobrev and Serayah who combined with this app to raise awareness for the campaign (Robert Williams,2018). 
TikTok is one of the top media apps which gives an opportunity to people who can showcase their acting skills and other talents through this app which may help the users to get chance in acting in film industries. As TikTok contains more negative influences than positive influences. An article published by The New Indian Express (2019) announce that in December alone 36 calls from children and adults was received by the counsellor of Tamil Nadu at the 104 helplines regarding TikTok bullying, harassment and addiction. A 23- year-old who committed suicide in Vyasarpadi in Tamil Nadu, he took the dangerous step after he was teased online for dressing up like a woman and posted on TikTok.
 Most targeted audience in this app are school students who are often seen in school uniforms posting videos of themselves in classrooms which give an opportunity to stalkers to guess which school they go to. “If at all china wants demographic data from ByteDance‟s userbase, it will perhaps be able to pull out more data than the Indian government itself. This is not often considered a threat by local policy makers, but the truth is that they will have data relating to your height, weight and even how many users wear spectacles,” said Moses Sam Paul working in Heptagon Technologies (The New Indian Express, 2019). “A lot of the content (on TikTok) is negative, especially for children,” said Rudiantara is the reason why this has been blocked in Indonesia because the content in it is not suitable for children and not educational. Another article from The Economic Times (2019) states that the court of India ruling to ban the app TikTok from downloading as it contains “pornographic and inappropriate contents” said the government. Children were vulnerable and might get uncovered to sexual predators (The Economic Times, 2019). In 2019 India alone has obtained 88.6 million TikTok users regardless of the inappropriate content it holds. Youngsters who are getting addicted to TikTok or other similar apps, their future is in danger and because of this the mindset of the young children are ruined. It also exposes kids and Indian teenagers to cyberstalking, online predators and being victims of criminal offense. TikTok was compared to Blue Whale Challenge by the Madras High Court which lead to youth committing violent actions and impose self-harm. Moreover, it has been expelled from using, spreading and downloading any videos in India.

Indecent dressing could lead to the following: 

sexual harassment, HIV/AIDS, prostitution, ritual killing, poor academic performance, unwanted pregnancy. 

Sexual Harassment: There is the likelihood that ladies who dress indecently or provocatively could be prone to sexual harassment or rape. These forms of dresses suggest that such ladies need attention and that they are irresponsible and so there are always irresponsible men to dialogue, lure or force them to bed for sex.

Contraction of HIV/AIDS: This is another risk factor that immodestly dressed ladies could be prone to. When such ladies are forced into sex against their will they may be exposed to Sexually Transmitted Diseases (STDs) and HIV/AIDS because of lack of protection (Omede, 2011). Prostitution: Skimpy, transparent dresses are known in ancient Africa to be the dress pattern of prostitutes or whores, most ladies found in such dresses are always negotiated for sex or social intimacy because they are most times though to be without husbands. Apart from this notion, most campus ladies that dress this way engage in prostitution and commercial sex to be able to sponsor and sustain this form of dresses. The cumulative effect of this is unwanted pregnancies, HIV/AIDS infection and death. 

Ritual Killing: Some female undergraduates who dress indecently have fallen victims of ritual killers. Many of them based on their mode of dressing had been invited for a supposed sex only to be murdered by ritual killers. Poor academic performance: Most female undergraduate students who dress indecently have poor academic record because they pay more attention to their appearance than their academic work. Omede (2021) opined that most students tend to have little or no time for their academic work. Their concern is how to look good and appear in the latest fashion. Many of them have carry over courses with the consequences of staying longer in the school than is normal to graduate, graduate with very weak grades and some may not even graduate at all having outlived their studentship in the university and not being able to pass some prescribed courses. Some of these students get frustrated and they become armed robbers, prostitutes, home or marriage breakers, drug addicts or traffickers. 

Unwanted pregnancy: A female student who dresses indecently may be raped or forced into sex and pregnancy may result. Such pregnancy is unwanted and this may hinder the student’s academic studies. Some of these students who are faced with unwanted pregnancies resort to abortion. In some cases, they lose their lives as a result of dangerous abortion.

2.1.7 Kwara State Polytechnic, Ilorin and Dress Code 
The Kwara State Polytechnic, Ilorin has rules concerning the acceptable mode of dressing for its students. These rules are captured as the Kwara State Polytechnic Dress Code. Apart from the pictorial depiction of both acceptable and unacceptable modes of dressing on different dimensions of billboards at the main gate of the polytechnic main campus where the majority of students obtain knowledge and skills in learning and character, each freshman is given a handbook on dress code during the orientation programme. Aside from this, the Polytechnic has in place a formidable task force to enforce compliance with the dress code. In the course of interacting with some parents, these researchers note that most parents are impressed by the institution's dress code. However, concerns have been raised about the dwindling attitude of students towards dressing, especially outside the official premises and when out of campus. 
2.2 Theoretical Framework

The paper is anchored on modernization theory and social learning theory. These two theories are relevant in explaining the phenomenon of indecent dressing among undergraduate students in higher institutions of learning in Nigeria. 

2.2.1
 Modernization Theory
Modernization theory refers to a model of a progressive transition from a pre-modern or traditional to a modern society. It is a description and explanation of the processes of transformation from traditional value system to modern value system. Modernization theory originated from the ideas of German Sociologist Max Weber (1864-1920) who provided the basis for the modernization paradigm developed by Harvard Sociologist Talcott Parsons (1902-1979). Modernization is the process of change towards those types of social, economic and political systems that have developed in Western Europe and North America from the seventeenth century to the nineteenth and have then spread to other European countries and in the nineteenth and twentieth centuries to the South American, Asian and African continents respectively (Armer & Katsillis 2020). 
In developing this theory, Armer and Katsillis (2020) maintained that the underlying description of social features and changes that are thought to characterize modern urban industrial societies are theoretical assumptions and mechanisms to explain the shift from traditional to modern societal types. However, these explanatory systems draw upon the dominant theoretical perspectives in the 1950s and 1960s growing out of classical evolutionary, diffusion and structural functionalist theories. Diffusionsts added the ideas that cultural patterns associated with modern society could be transferred via social interaction (trade, war, travelers, media etc.). In relating this theory to the phenomenon at hand, indecent dressing by female adolescents can be attributed to adoption of western culture by our youths. Influence of media on youth has affected their dressing pattern. Female adolescents associate their dress pattern with modernity and have abandoned our cherished cultural manner of dressing. 
2.2.2 Social Learning Theory

Social learning theory was developed by Bandura (1977). This theory stemmed out of work by Miller and Dollard in 1941. Their proposition posits that if humans were motivated to learn a particular behavior that particular behavior would be learned through clear observations. By imitating these observed actions the individual observer would solidify that learned action and be rewarded with positive reinforcement (Miller & Dollard, 1941). The proposition of social learning was expanded upon and theorized by Albert Bandura from 1962 to the present. This theory posits that people learn from one another through observation, imitation and modeling. According to Bandura (1977) people learn through observing others behavior, attitudes and outcomes of those, one forms an idea of how new behaviours are performed and on later occasions this coded information serves as a guide for action. 
Social learning theory explains human behavior in terms of continuous reciprocal interaction between cognitive, behavioural and environmental influences. It is a theory of learning and social behaviour which proposes that new behaviours can be acquired by observing and imitating others. Social learning theory also known as social cognitive theory is the idea that people learn by watching what others do and human thought processes are central to understanding personality. In relating social learning theory to indecent dressing among female undergraduates one can rightly say that these female adolescents learn the dress pattern from peers and film actresses by observing, imitating and modeling. They learn these western values of dressing from internet, television, magazine and newspaper.
2.3
Empirical Review
Akpan (2018) undertook a study on “effect of TikTok on the spread of indecent dressing of Kwara poly student, Ilorin, kwara state Nigeria”. The objectives of the study were to examine knowledge of students about effect of TikTok on the spread indecent dressing, examine the influence of campus environment and social media on indecent dressing and also to examine perceived implication of indecent dressing. The study adopted a survey design with a self-developed questionnaire which had a reliability coefficient of 0.84 as instrument for data collection. The result of the study showed that the students significantly knew about indecent  dressing,  campus  environment  and  social  media  significantly  contribute  to  indecent dressing and students perceived indecent dressing to have a significant negative implication on individuals. It was recommended among others that school authority should formulate a policy to guide students dressing within the campus which should be properly enforced. 
Also, government and other relevant authorities should formulate a policy to regulate the social media such as tiktok, instagram e.t.c activities with relevant legal backing. Olorunda (2022) carried out a study on “Indecent Dressing Among Youth in North-Central, Nigeria”. The objectives of the study were to investigate the level of indecent dressing among youth in student in kwarapoly Nigeria, to find out how indecent dressing differ across major cities in North-Central Nigeria and to examine the strategies adopted to address indecent dressing among student in kwarapoly Nigeria. 
The study adopted an ethnography research design. The findings revealed very high rate of indecent dressing among the student in kwarapoly Nigeria with the respondents agreeing that they source their dressing styles from the internet. It was recommended that parents and guardians should teach their children moral education, give them enough attention and encourage them not to over-indulge in the consumption of mass media contents, stressing that social media should promote the positive aspect of norms and values of our societies.  Fareo and Jackson (2018) executed a study on “Indecent Dressing Among Students of Tertiary Educational Institutions in Kwara State polytechnic”. The researchers adopted survey research design. 
The objectives  of  the  study  were  to  investigate  the  factors  influencing  dressing  pattern  of undergraduates  in  tertiary  institutions,  to  examine  the  types  of  indecent  dressing  among undergraduates, to investigate the effects of these dressing patterns on the undergraduates and to find out possible ways of curbing indecent dressing among students. Results showed that the factors influencing indecent dressing included imitation of Western style of dressing, peer/social group pressure, wrong and inadequate family orientation on the correct dressing manners, among others. It concluded that the mode of dressing by undergraduates in tertiary institutions is worrisome and unacceptable. The study recommended that the school management in tertiary institutions should organize seminars, conferences, workshops and public enlightenment programmes regularly to sensitize and enlighten undergraduates on the need to dress decently in the society.
CHAPTER THREE

 3:1 RESEARCH DESIGN

 Research design is the blueprint by which a researcher is structured. This research work we are done survey method. Survey is useful concept adopted when handling a large population especially an issue involves systematic collection of data through the use of questionnaire.

 According to Afolabi (1993) attested to it has been a useful tools and a means of obtaining baseline data as prevailing trait and perception among segments of population. A survey method of research is concerned with generalized statistic when data is obtained for a large number of cases.

3.3 SAMPLE SIZE AND SAMPLING TECHNIQUE
 Asemah etal(2012) cited in Ola (2015) describe sample size as the art of choosing a number of observation include in a statistical sample.

  Sample is also the act, process, or techniques of selecting a suitable sample for a research study (Tejumaiye, 2003 cited in ola (2005).

 The sampling techniques this research works in adopting convenient sampling is a Technics whereby sample are selected because of their easy accessibility and proximity to the researcher.

 A sample of a population that represents the whole population and respondents will be choosing for the research. This is because it will be difficult to study the old resident of all the students of the said institution that is (kwara state polytechnic) we have two type of sample they are the stratified and convenience sample.

STRATIFIED SAMPLING:- is the type of sampling that divided the population into different strata and respondents are picked from each Stratum.

CONVENIENT SAMPLING:-on the other hand is a technique whereby sample as selected because of their easy accessibility and proximity to the researcher.

3.4 DATA COLLECTION INSTRUMENT
 Data collection can be referred to as a tools used to gather data include case studies checklist interview occasionally observation survey and questionnaire.

 The instrument that will be used to collect data from respondent is questionnaire the questionnaire will be specifically structured to meet the needs. Questionnaire is choosing because it is one of the data collection instruments under survey research method.

Table 4.13 shows that 23 respondents representing 23% of strongly agree that the portrayal of certain dressing styles on TikTok has influenced students to adopt more indecent dressing habits, 64 respondents representing 64% of agree, 5 respondents representing 5% of neutral, 5 respondent representing 5% of Disagree, while 3 respondent representing 3% of Strongly Disagree.

Table 4.17 shows that 38 respondents representing 38% of strongly agree that indecent dressing negatively affects the academic and social life of Kwara Poly students, 44 respondents representing 44% of Agree, 15 respondent representing 15% of Neutral,1 respondents representing 1% of Disagree, 2 respondents representing 2% of Strongly Disagree.

RESEARCH QUESTION FOUR:- What factors influence students' adoption of indecent dressing styles on TikTok?

Table 4.15 shows that 16 respondents representing 16% of strongly agree that students tend to imitate the dressing styles they see on tiktok without considering appropriateness, 56 respondents representing 56% of agree, 21 respondents representing 21% of neutral, 4 respondent representing 4% of Disagree, while 3 respondent representing 3% of Strongly Disagree.

Table 4.16 shows that 20 respondents representing 20% of strongly agree that indecent dressing negatively affects the academic and social life of Kwara Poly students, 55 respondents representing 55% of Agree, 13 respondent represent the 13% of Neutral, 5 respondents representing 5% of Disagree, 7 respondents representing 7% of Strongly Disagree.

Table 4.18 shows that 35 respondents representing 35% of strongly agree that the spread of indecent dressing on TikTok has resulted in a negative image for Kwara State Polytechnic students, 46 respondents representing for the 46% of Agree, 16 respondent representing 16% of Neutral,1 respondent representing 1% of Disagree, 2 respondents representing 2% of Strongly Disagree.

Table 4.19 shows that 20 respondents representing 20% of strongly agree that the influence of TikTok on dressing habits has led to a decline in modesty among Kwara State Polytechnic students, 44 respondents representing 44% of Agree, 17 respondents representing 17% of Neutral, 16 respondents representing 16% of Disagree, 3 respondents representing 3% of Strongly Disagree.

Table 4.20 shows that 29 respondents representing 20% of strongly agree that kwara State Polytechnic should implement measures to address the negative impact of TikTok on students' dressing habits, 61 respondents representing 61% of Agree, 7 respondents  representing 7% of Neutral, 3 respondents represented 3% of Strongly Disagree.

4.3 DISCUSSION OF FINDINGS

This research work was conducted to seek the opinion of the assessment of the effects of tiktok on the spread of indecent dressing among Kwara State Polytechnic students was based on the Responses of the respondent. The questionnaire is strongly viewed, examine and analyzed to know the response to the question. From the research the following findings were revealed which includes.

Table  4.7 shows that 30 respondents representing 30% agree that they use TikTok multiple times a day 16 respondent representing 16% used once a day, 16 respondents representing 16% used few times a week, 12 respondents representing 12% used occasionally and 26 respondents representing 26% said they never used tiktok or rarely.

Also table  4.8 shows that shows that 62 representing 62% of the sample agreed that they spent less than 30 minutes on tiktok per day, 20 representing 20% said they spent 30 minutes to 1 hour, 8(8%) use 1 to 2 hours, 5 representing 5% spent 2 to 3 hours  and more than 3 hours.

Meanwhile Table 4.9 shows that 54% representing 54% choose dressing habit, 38 respondents representing 38% choose cultural habits 8 respondents representing 8% choose religious habit.

While table 4.10 shows that 22 respondents representing 22% believe that peer group influence students' adoption of indecent dressing styles on TikTok, 28 respondents representing 28% choose desire for attention or popularity, 14 respondents representing 14% choose influencer culture, 14 respondents representing 14% choose lack of awareness of appropriate dressing and 23% choose Media influence.
Table 4.11 shows that 100 respondents representing 21%, strongly agree that tiktok has a positive or negative Influence in the indecent dressing on Kwara State Polytechnic students, 51 respondents representing 51% agree, 20 respondents representing 20% are neutral, 4 respondents representing 4% disagree,4 respondents representing 2% strongly disagree.

Table 4.12 shows that 100 respondents representing 23%, strongly agree that tiktok has contributed to an increase in the spread of indecent dressing among Kwara State Polytechnic students, 44 respondents representing 44% agree, 25 respondents representing 25% are neutral, 5 respondents representing 5% disagree,3 respondents representing 3% strongly disagree.

Furthermore Table 4.15 shows that 16 respondents representing 16% of strongly agree that students tend to imitate the dressing styles they see on tiktok without considering appropriateness, 56 respondents representing 56% of agree, 21 respondents representing 21% of neutral, 4 respondent representing 4% of Disagree, while 3 respondent representing 3% of Strongly Disagree.

Table 4.16 shows that 20 respondents representing 20% of strongly agree that indecent dressing negatively affects the academic and social life of Kwara Poly students, 55 respondents representing 55% of Agree, 13 respondent represent the 13% of Neutral, 5 respondents representing 5% of Disagree, 7 respondents representing 7% of Strongly Disagree.

Table 4.18 shows that 35 respondents representing 35% of strongly agree that the spread of indecent dressing on TikTok has resulted in a negative image for Kwara State Polytechnic students, 46 respondents representing for the 46% of Agree, 16 respondent representing 16% of Neutral,1 respondent representing 1% of Disagree, 2 respondents representing 2% of Strongly Disagree.

Table 4.19 shows that 20 respondents representing 20% of strongly agree that the influence of TikTok on dressing habits has led to a decline in modesty among Kwara State Polytechnic students, 44 respondents representing 44% of Agree, 17 respondents representing 17% of Neutral, 16 respondents representing 16% of Disagree, 3 respondents representing 3% of Strongly Disagree.

Table 4.20 shows that 29 respondents representing 20% of strongly agree that kwara State Polytechnic should implement measures to address the negative impact of TikTok on students' dressing habits, 61 respondents representing 61% of Agree, 7 respondents  representing 7% of Neutral, 3 respondents represented 3% of Strongly Disagree.

CHAPTER FIVE

SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS

5.1: Summary

This study assessed the effect of TikTok on the spread of indecent dressing among Kwara State Polytechnic students. The research employed a survey research design, and a questionnaire was administered to 100 students.  This study has established that tiktok spread indecent dressing among Kwara State polytechnic students in a negative way. The findings revealed that the majority of the students use tiktok.
It was also discovered that social media platform that influences the Kwara State polytechnic students 'exposure to indecent dressing. It was discovered that various social media platforms assert influence s on the respondents' mode of dressing. 
The result believe that peer group influence students' adoption of indecent dressing styles on TikTok. The result indicates that tiktok has more influence on the exposure of the Kwara State polytechnic students to indecent dressing than Facebook, Twitter, Instagram and other platforms. However, the respondents showed a low level of agreement with Facebook and Instagram influencing the exposure of the kwara state polytechnic students to indecent dressing. Chukwudi and Gbakorun (2011), in corroborating the study findings asserted that youths, particularly students of tertiary institutions often wish to be classy.
This is in line with Olori (2013) who opined that the indecent dressing of kwara state polytechnic students is determined by factors such as mass media, peer pressure, religion, and culture among others. This has greatly influenced their indulgence into “Sexting” which promotes unethical sexual behaviours (Prather and Vandive, 2014). Peer pressure and poor parenting have also been implicated as some of the factors responsible for indecent dressing among kwara state polytechnic students. This is in line with A.O. Obeta’s (2010) earlier findings that some people tend to follow the change of fashion wrongly. She further enjoined that people should wear suitable dresses at all times and should stop the imitation of the tiktok style of dress. The mode of dressing pattern by students in tertiary institutions is a thing of concern, because of the alarming influence of celebrities’ dressing patterns on youths; and this has become the apparent dress code for students on campuses today. In line with the findings above, the majority agree that the influence of TikTok on dressing habits has led to a decline in modesty among Kwara State Polytechnic students. Indecent dressing among female students often leads to rape, sexual harassment, poor academic performance punishment and suspension from school. According to Nigerian Films.Com (Campus Dress Code…, 2009), when the parts of the body that are supposed to be closed are exposed, some students or men may be tempted and can employ all means including rape to get the students and have carnal knowledge of such student. Unprotected sexual intercourse may result and the victims may be exposed to all forms of venereal diseases, including HIV/Aids. These indecent dressing have so much tarnished the image of our society and have consequently, turned the society into a home for frustrated persons.
5.2 Conclusion

The study concludes that TikTok has a significant influence on the spread of indecent dressing among Kwara State Polytechnic students. The platform's algorithm prioritizes sensational and provocative content, which can lead to a desensitization of moral values and an increase in indecent behavior. The mode of indecent dressing among kwara state polytechnic students is worrisome and unacceptable. The findings suggest that students are vulnerable to the influence of social media on their dressing style and behavior. The rate at which indecent dressing has infiltrated into the moral fiber and academic progression of polytechnic students is alarming. Most students are more preoccupied with what to put on to seduce the opposite sex than to read to pass their examinations. This ugly trend in indecent dress should be addressed by different agents of socialization such as the family, school, mass media and religious institutions.
5.3 Recommendations

i. TikTok and other social media platforms should establish and enforce stricter community guidelines and moderation policies.

ii. The Kwara state polytechnic management should organize seminars, conferences, workshops and public enlightenment programmes regularly to sensitize and enlighten undergraduates on the need to dress decently in the society. 
iii. Students should be encouraged to engage in critical thinking and reflection on the content they consume online.

iv. Educational institutions should incorporate media literacy and digital citizenship into their curriculum.

v. Religious institutions should also help to check the rising trend of indecent dressing among youth by preaching and counseling them on the implications and consequences of this dress pattern.
vi. Further research should investigate the long-term effects of social media on students' moral development and behavior.
