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This project focus on assessing the tourist perception toward olumo rock in Abeokuta ogun state method use in carrying out this research work were personnel observation and questionnaire finding shows that tourist has a perception toward olumo rock in Abeokuta ogun stat but the problems facing the tourist perception toward olumo rock are lack of tourist guide lack of security personnel lack of improvement vicinity electronics is not functioning. Its recommendations are that there should be organized security personnel for the safety help and the government should provide an organized tour guide.

1.1    BACKGROUND OF THE STUDY 
 
	Often due to dual nature of conservation protected area management is faced with challenges that arise form meeting both conservation requirement and visitors expectation (Sucka, 2009) previous research focused on evaluating visitors perception from different view point to identify factors that significantly influenced existing perception awareness levels regarding environment issues and the protected areas importance in bio divers conservation with proximity to the protected area (petrosillo 2007) social class and ethnicity (sucka, 2009) social and institutional trust gone 2011) as well as various other social and economic factors have been identified as importance factors which shape individual perception of environment goods perception studies conducted by ptrosillo (2007) and jones (2011) although they are from different view point share similarities in their findings their results enforce previous findings that they identify a positive relationship between the above mentioned variables the higher visitors levels of awareness satisfaction social and institutional trust social class as well as many economics variables the higher the perception indicator well move on the positive side of the spectrum (suckall 2009)
	The value of perception studies is not only satisfied in the literature in order to identify visitors that influence attitudes and behaviors but is often times closely connected to economics value such as willingness to pay (Baranzini 2011) the understanding various economics instrument often viewed as essential in order to develop management policies which world secure more funding and would help the protected area in having sustainability (Jones 2011) tourist are also impacted by reforms in conservation policies. These policies imposed additional on tourist activities within the protected area. Although negative attitudes on the part of tourist resulted from the previously mentioned tractions considering the different background of tourist we show that tourist are more environmental aware and will favour conservation to a higher degree than local residents. Thus these strategies could potentially enforce unruliness or resistance as a general human attitude toward conservation of the attraction instead cooperation is more easily attained by gaining a deeper understanding of people views and increasing their acceptance of new strategies by including them in future conservation policies often coveralls tourist are faced with finding solutions that cater to the conflicting demands of today society conserve natural resources for future generations while allowing current generational to benefit from the use of natural resources. (Jones,2011) 
	The majority of previous perception analyse and economics valuations of environmental goods have focuses on investigating tourist perception of attraction (ozlanya,2009) 
Olumo rock is a mountain in south western Nigeria. It is located in the ancient city of Abeokuta ogun state and was historically used as a natural fortress during inter tribal warfare in the 19th century. Its patron spirit in venerated in the Yoruba religion as an orisha olumo rock is a popular tourist attraction that provide protection to the egba people when they needed it and now held in high esteem by the members of the clan the mountain one of the most popular tourist destinations in Nigeria sits in the heart of Abeokuta a name which means under the rock in the Yoruba language (mubawa 2015) the latitude of olumo rock 7 160s 409 longitude 3.3417277 (Jimoh 2016).
Abeokuta is the state capital of ogun state in southwest Nigeria it is situated on the east bank of the ogun river near a group of rocky out crops in a wooded savanna it lies on the main railway (1899) from Lagos 48 miles (78 km) south and on the older trunk road from lagos to Ibadan it also has road connections ilaro, ishagan iseyin and ketou Benin ) Abeokuta (refuge among rocks) was founded about 1830 by sodeke (shodeke) a hunter and leader of the egba refuges who filed from the disintegrating oyo empire (lew 2015) in 1914 the kingdom was incorporated into the newly amalgamated British colony and protectorate of Nigeria (ayeni 2012) the longitude of Abeokuta 3 2042” latitude of Abeokuta 32042.32 latitude 70920.56 N mudashir 2019)

A survey was conducted involving 677 tourist including both local and international tourist visit the olumo rock interesting the findings indicate that most of the tourist are first visitors and have stayed in olumo rock between 5.7 days traveling in a group of less than 5 and have made their own travel arrangement among the purpose of visiting the olumu rock are to experience the interesting life in olumo rock as more as possible generally the finding reveal that tourist have perceived olumo rock positively as a best tourist attraction the studies would eventually assist the stakeholder particularly the policy makers and tourism marketers to have better and comprehensive information regarding tourist perceptions of olumo rock additionally the finding would also assist tourism planners to actively promote the beauty and natural resources olumo rock.

2.4 OLUMO ROCK IN VIEW 
	Kechi (2017) stated that olumo rock is an irregular formation of igneous rock which as its highest point is 137 meters above sea level the rock has three main caves and it is said that during a war between 1830 1833 sour setters lived under the rock, olumo rock means all the troubles and suffer din are over.
	The first cave egba war time hid out beloved to be a dwelling place for the early setters it was partitioned into five rooms and this was one of the rooms the others four have fallen apart six dug holes for grinding papers and cooking. There also a few status of the ancient warriors of the town sound cowries (money spent in the past) waters from the rock was believed to have healing power but it has dried up about 50 years ago. To the right is the grave where there man who lived beside this rock benefit was taken over the government buried he died at 122 years. There is shrine in the rock where they of Abeokuta led by the alake (paramount ruler of the land go to worship the gods at the rock every year apparently they believed that the gods protected the ancient setters during the war into past they used strangers a sacrifice but now they use big black cows pigeons and some others animals visitors are allowed to visit on the day of worship 
2.5 OLUMO ROCK IN ABEOKUTA 
According to lew (2015) olumo rock one of the most popular tourist destinations in Nigeria west African sits in the anciently center of Abeokuta a name which means under the rock Abeokuta was originally inhabited by the egan people who found refuge at the olumo rock during inter-tribal wars in the 19th century the rock provided sanctuary to the people as well as a variety points to monitor the enemy advance leading to eventually triumph in war the of Abeokuta eventually grew as these new settlement spread out from this location.
Abeokuta is just about on hour drive from the bustling metropolitan city of Lagos providing convenient access to an array of hotels restaurants clubs casinos and various night life activities.
2.6 ABEOKUTA TOWN 
According to Abun (2015) Abeokuta town, capital of ogun state south western Nigeria.it on the main railway (1899) from Lagos 48 miles (78km) south and on the older trunk road from Lagos to Ibadan it also has road connections to ilaro shagamu and iketou Benin Abeokuta (refuge amon rocks) was founded about 1930 by shodeke a hunter and leader of the egba refugees who fled from the clustion targeting oyo empire the town was also settled by mission.
2.7 OGUN STATE
According to jusior (2016) ogun state in south western Nigeria created in 1976 it borders lagos state to the south oyo and osun state to the north ondo to the east and the republic of Benin to thin west it covered pre dominantly by tropical rain forest and has  wooded savanna in the north west shokge (shodoke) a hunter and leader of the egba empire founded about 1830 a principally at Abeokuta in what is now the north central part of the state most of the inhabitant of ogun state are members of the egba and egbado subgroups of the Yoruba people.
