1.2	Statement of the Problem

1.6	Delimitation
This study will focus primarily on employees working in medium to large-sized organizations, with a particular emphasis on the office environments in urban areas. It will not include home-office environments or small businesses due to the varying nature of their office setups. Additionally, the research will not delve deeply into other external factors such as personal life or external economic conditions that may also affect employee productivity, focusing solely on the physical and organizational aspects of the office environment. Data will be collected through surveys and interviews with employees within a specific organization or industry, limiting the generalizability of the findings to other sectors.
1.7	Limitations 
During the data collection phase, the research faced several difficulties. A major issue was the reluctance of some participants to complete the questionnaires. This could have stemmed from disinterest in the subject matter or uncertainty about the confidentiality of their responses. Consequently, the number of returned questionnaires was limited, which reduced the variety of viewpoints obtained.
Time constraints also posed a challenge, as the study had to be conducted within a short period. This made it hard to follow up with participants who had not initially responded. Moreover, data collection took place during working hours, which interfered with respondents' job responsibilities. As a result, many could not provide timely responses due to their tight schedules.

CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMEDATION
5.1	Summary
The study aimed to investigate the impact of the office environment on the productivity of employees within an organizational setting. The research was conducted with 20 respondents from various offices, utilizing a 4-point Likert scale to analyze responses regarding different aspects of the office environment. The analysis focused on various factors such as the physical office space, ergonomic conditions, air quality, lighting, temperature, privacy, noise levels, and the overall psychological impact of the office environment on employee productivity.
The results indicated that a well-organized office, ergonomic furniture, clean workspaces, comfortable4.temperature, and sufficient lighting contribute significantly to improved employee productivity. Respondents indicated that the office environment promotes creativity, teamwork, and a positive mental attitude, enhancing their ability to focus and perform their duties efficiently. Factors like noise control, privacy, and access to informal interactions were also found to be essential elements contributing to a conducive working environment.
The majority of respondents emphasized that a well-designed office reflecting the company’s values, along with the necessary resources and tools, enables them to perform their jobs effectively. The study concluded that the office environment plays a vital role in employee performance, well-being, and overall productivity.
5.2	Conclusion
The findings from this research highlight the critical role that a positive office environment plays in enhancing employee productivity. The results underscore the importance of physical and psychological factors such as ergonomics, lighting, cleanliness, and office layout in promoting a productive and comfortable4.workspace. Based on the data analysis, it can be concluded that a good office environment fosters not only better performance but also the overall well-being of employees, which in turn reflects positively on organizational goals and success.
The study also found that employees who work in environments that allow for privacy, collaboration, and flexibility are more likely to experience higher levels of job satisfaction and engagement. These findings affirm the importance of an office setting that considers both the physical and psychological needs of employees in order to maximize their potential.
5.3	Recommendations
1. Office Design and Layout: Organizations should focus on designing office spaces that are not only aesthetically pleasing but also conducive to both individual and collaborative work. Creating spaces for informal interactions and ensuring enough privacy for focused work is crucial.
2. Ergonomics and Comfort: It is recommended that offices invest in ergonomic furniture that supports physical health, as well as climate control systems that ensure comfortable4.temperature conditions for employees.
3. Lighting and Air Quality: Organizations should provide adequate natural and artificial lighting and ensure good air quality in the workplace. This could involve the use of plants, air purifiers, or other systems that help maintain a healthy indoor environment.
4. Noise Control: Reducing excessive noise levels in the office can lead to higher levels of concentration and fewer distractions. Companies should consider noise-canceling equipment, soundproofing, or designated quiet zones to improve the work environment.
5. Employee Well-being and Work-Life Balance: The office environment should prioritize employee well-being by supporting a good work-life balance. Providing flexible workspaces and options for remote work when necessary can also contribute to employee satisfaction and productivity.
6. Continuous Evaluation: Organizations should regularly assess the office environment to ensure it continues to meet the needs of employees. Employee feedback should be actively sought and incorporated into future office designs or adjustments to improve productivity.
