a.  Define such area as clearly a practical and 

b. Ensure to extent to which it may be reasonable justifiable that determine such area regard is paid for:

1. The common interest of community in the area.

2. Traditional association of the community in the area.

3. Administration convenience.

The concept of local government is not a new one, as there are many powerful and compelling reasons for maintaining infrastructure of facilities for the system of government of the local populate.

The needs of the government of the local level in the developed countries like Nigeria, has been stressed. Furthermore, they observed that the center government with the responsibility for promoting community development.

The task of nation building through provision of basic social, economic service and facilities also educational is a joint responsibility of the people and the government according to Indian planning commission considered community development as a method of rural extension which seeks to initiate the process of transforming the social and economic life of the community. It is the prospect that the federal government sees it as a programme of aided self help to the planned and implemented by the people of the community themselves while  the government is expected to offer technical guidance and financial assistance. It is believed that such programme can bring about self- reliance in the individual and initiative in the village community thinking. In addition encourage collective action through people institution like cooperative societies, development association.

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CHAPTER TWO

LITERATURE REVIEW

2.1
INTRODUCTION

The term community development is not a common name in this country, rather the term “rural development” is widely preferred or used. When conceived from perspective, the impression attention as opposed to those classified as non-rural or urban areas. However it will be in appropriate to conclude that rural areas do not required special attention than urban  or  non rural area community. Rather, it takes both centre- rural and urban as synonymous to natural development.

Community development could be said to be as old as human society. Despite its age, it has undergone certain transformation in that country. It is  a social development located in the overall social work of human life. However community development could be described as an approach aimed at solving physical problems originating from both physical and non-physical issues. The impression was that political freedom would afford the wider responsibilities for the promotion of economic development and human welfare. Besides, it is believed that in order to avoid disorganization, disintegration, insecurity and instability, there is need to take care of communities by proving social sic needs and pave way for improving social condition of living.

The definition lays much emphasis on the active participation by the people of a community to bring about physical changes in the environment.

The early practice of community development on Moro local government area has been existence right from time immemorial, but the understanding of the concept is somehow miscomprehending.

Because of this, we would like to highlight the strategies being adopt by the communities in praticalizing the concept of community development.

 In the olden days before the professional on community development started operating the operating the people of the community used fix group work like clearing of roof pasties leading to their form and those that lead to streams or where they get water. But with the existence of professional on community development they have stated to introduce new strategies for executing of self project. Various strategies introduced among find raising ceramics for the projects to be executed formation of community development committees that solely in character of both planning and implementation of the project.

Local government maybe as the system of local administration under local communities and towns are organized to maintain law and order, provide some limited range of social services and public amenities and encourage the cooperation and participation of the inhabitants in joint endeavors towards the improvement of their condition of living. The reaction of Moro local government is made inevitable in the modern nation by their large size with their complexities which make it some low difficulties for them to be governed efficiently from the center alone.
2.2
THEORETICAL FRAMEWORK

Under this approach, an agency government to local government department to local government department or philanthropic organization tries to identify the needs of a community plan for action organized and provide resource to meet their needs. All that people do is to participate either actively or passively in project executed direct labour, the main objective of this approach is hat overtime, the people themselves will be to learn and in a position to do thing by themselves. It is also assumed that the provision of their needs by external body will stimulate them to take action in future for other needs situation under which this approach is always adopt are as follows:

1. When community lacks the human and material resources to identify plan for action and to provide certain needs.

2. Provision of certain service that enquires technical knowhow and sophisticated equipment which the community does not possess.

Plan for action, provide their own resources and execute project or provide service all on their own. All that they may require from external body is technical advice in planning and japonical some project like building bridge and road. Here the purpose is to initiate a process by which community seeks to identify and takes action in respect to their own problems. The main objective is to encourage community to identify what is considered to be its problem and work to systematically on these problems in the belief that such an experience will increase the capacity of the community to deal with problems, which confront it in future.

CURRENT TRENDS IN THINKING

    Is an agent of external body in collaboration with the people of a community try to identify, plan, organize and provide resource to meet their felt needs. It is apparent that the three approaches discussed above in a single or some cases with planning and action. In Nigeria for instance, the three approaches sometimes are merge in assisting communities to wake up and take part in their own development.

The approach to adopt in any community is dictated by many factors such as level of socio-economic and political development of a place and the type of job to do urgency required.

According to Bran Well Bake (1987) said whenever approach is taken is adopted,  the following guideline principle must be taken into consideration.

a. The fullest possible participation by the people in community decision making must be encouraged and should extend from the early stage of identifying  of of needs through subsequence phrase of seating priorities, programmes, planning, action and evaluation.

b. Community needs as perceived by the people must be as certain and as respected when a discrepancy axis between needs as seen by the people and agents of external bodies must be sought to close the gap.

c. Agent of external bodies such as community and other agents of social change should be service consistent with policies and aims of the agencies they serve.

This far, in this study, we have dealt critically with what community development attention will not be focused on the process and practice of community development.

2.4 SUMMARY OF THE CHAPETR

By this approaches here, we mean ways of getting people to meet some of this needs.

Community can be define as a group of people who live in a geographical area and have an interest and united together by original interest e.t.c they build their hopes on government aids to quicken their development but surprisingly disappointed because government aid is either in table or not coming out at all.

In a nutshell, it has created on idea that people might left themselves into a good society and take on a new life out of well financed programmes to eliminate poverty and ignorance.

Community development is being frequently used to cover many things. The fact that not all program said improving communities can be called community development.

In the cast it shares boundaries with Niger state and Asa local government of Kwara state in the North. While in the cast it share boundaries with Ifelodun local government area of local government and Ilorin West local government area of the South. The total population of Moro local government area is eighty five thousand nine hundreds’ and sixty seven (85,967). According to the year 2006 National population census.

Moro local government has government has government has a land area of about 412 squrae kilometer and population density of 40 people per square kilometer.

There are five districts in Moro local government area of following:

Lanwa district

Oloru district

Ejidanri district

Ipaiye district

Malete district

The capital of Moro government is Bode Saadu assumed its present status of traders of local government is kwara state. The distance between the state capital Ilorin and Bode Saadu is eighty eight (88) kilometers.

SAMPLE AND POPULATION OF THE STUDY

The weather in Moro local government is typical rain and dry season. There is dispairity in the pattern as the western, eastern and southern area that maintain however follow the release order.

Social Cultural: the ethical structure of Moro local government are mainly Yoruba, Fulani and Nuoe respectively mention. The people have diverse culure because of the dichotomy ethnic group found in the area. The people practice dissimilarities religion like Islam, Christainity and Traditional religious such as Awo festival at Shao. It is a festival held on annually in the mid of October every year in memory of Awo goodness in Shao.

During this festival marriageable girls are given to their respective husband at mass. One unique fact about this festival is that it is the only period when marriage ceremonies are held in the area hence, Shao is called cultural land of mass wedding.

Despite the dichotomy ethnic group in the area, there cultures are similar. It is difficult to differentiate Yoruba from Hausa or Nupe.

The lowest unit in the social culture settings is set up of lanwa family (ebi). In the earliest time, each family member always live together in a place known as family house.

Family house was regarded as the head quarters of the family worship and meeting. The head of the family was and still referred to as family head (baale).

He was the oldest and he assumed the position on without ceremony. His duty was largely confined to settle family dispute, distribution of family lands and taking care of the formality shrine.

SOURCES OF DATA COLLECTION INSTRUMENT

Bode Saadu in accordance with the standing order of Moro local government council, the chairman has the highest authority to preside over all the council meeting such as the finance general purpose committee.

However, in the absence of chairman the secretary is the next vice chairman in order of command port folio councilors to take care of the department and have the highest authority in their department.

The non-port-folio described as commercial capitation farming, weaving and training are the major occupation of the people.

METHOD OF DATA ANALYSIS
ECONOMY SETTING

The people of Moro local government are predominantly farmers, they produce mostly for local consumption, example of product include yam, groundnut e.t.c these local products have significance roles in the life of human being.

Educationally, it has been regarded as a right of fortune and the greatest legacy that can be transmitted of text generation.

Education development has not been teachable in the western way was only taught in some local centre in the town in the past but now virtually all the district have secondary education.

POLITICAL SETTING

 Traditional council of local government operates under Ilorin emirate council of which the Emir of Ilorin is the chairman. The Emir of Ilorin is regarded as the father of the whole division distinct under his emirate he rectified the appointment of the village head. He also mediate on cases which are civil but criminal is taken to courts.

The district and village head oversee the development of the areas beside their primary function of collecting tax; they perm other role as Emir, delegate conferring the cultural and social background of the people.

RESEARCH PROBLEMS

It was observed from data collected that there are still a lots of problem that are actually hindering in the role of local government infact like every local government, community development has some problems militating against it effectiveness. The problems could be group under the following:

Firstly, the most prominent problem of the researcher faced was how to get the approval of the worker of Moro local government of Kwara state of supply the information needed for this study.

Furthermore, with the high percentage of illiterate in the country, there is tendency that researcher will have problem of convincing the illiterate to respond to the questionnaire being administered. Even they are ready but communication problem may hinder such respondent from given correct answer to the question being asked by the research through administered questionnaire.

Time constraints is another problem that researcher faced. In Moro local government they do not have enough time to attend to the researcher. It is also difficult to get in touch with some employee to gather the information offered by him. Time constraints did not permit or allow researcher to fully collect all the relevant material needed by him.

Financial constraints is a major constraints that limit wide coverage of questionnaire distribution and collection of some question from respondent.

Lastly, inadequate data is another problem that researcher faced due to fact that some have not written concerning the research topic and it become a problem for the researcher to get ready made on get material which will help the researcher in the course of his research work.
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CHAPTER FOUR

4.3
PRESENTATION OF DATA

The rising expectation and demand on the part of the citizen for better public service are even importance and services.

Oloru is the one of the districts found in Moro local government, which since its inception has tried to develop Oloru community in various way, which could be explained briefly below.

The first motor able road linking through temptation was constructed by people of Oloru and the surrounding village local government. Some bides was also reconstructed for example FEJU and YANFOMU bridges.

Not only has this road linking various villages liked Adamon, Akuro and Ugojo always guarded by Moro local government and most of the bridges along inside the town. The road linking Ejidongar with surrounding villages which were constructed as Moro local government reconstructed foot path on the area of development of Western education, the effort of Moro local government cannot be over stressed. The primary school built by the Oloru community was later taken over by Moro local government staffing and provision of data essential material are done by the local government also built class rooms in (1979) during the introduction of universal primary education (UPE) by Olusegun Obasanjo regime in 1980, secondary school was established under Alhaji Aladija regime. This secondary school is Moro local government secondary school Oloru. The first set of student in the school numbered one hundred and fifty (150) composing of one hundred and eighteen (118) boys and thirty two (32) girls, the pioneer principal was Mr. Peter Okedare waho was assisted by Mr. S.S Ilesanmi and Mr. I.K Owusuri. The motto of the school is EXCELLENCE IN KNOWLEDGE. On the aspect of water, Moro local government has tried it best to provide Oloru with drinkable water. In 1979 as well dug in the down part of the community which even till present serves as service of water for their people.

Market is one of social amenities in any society, as well as know that market is a common center where buying and selling takes place. In view of this, Moro local government authority constructed a modern market in 1989 beside Atilama petroleum station. It is very important for the economical development of any community.
