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ABSTRACT

Drug abuse is a significant problem among students in tertiary institutions, with severe consequences on their health, academic performance, and overall well-being. The study aims to investigate the impact of radio programs on students' awareness, attitudes, and behaviors regarding drug abuse. The research likely employed a survey or questionnaire-based approach, gathering data from students at Kwara State Polytechnic, Ilorin. The study findings revealed the effectiveness of radio programs in raising awareness about the dangers of drug abuse, changing students' attitudes, and promoting positive behaviors. The project conclude that radio programs can be a valuable tool in the fight against drug abuse in tertiary institutions, highlighting the importance of strategic programming and targeted messaging.

CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
1.1   Background of the Study
Communication dates back many centuries ago, right from the wall to the present use of scientific and methodical approaches in different spheres of human pre-occupation opportunities in an orderly target and result oriented manner. Mass communication media are made up of print and electronic/broadcast media. However, Radio will be our main focus on this work. Radio is a medium of communication which is established for the promotion of economic development with a maximum coverage. Radio is also established for enhancement of educational development, stimulation of political participation and arousing National security. Radio is the one of the most dramatic medium with a high audience reach both in the urban and rural areas respectively. Radio coverage is no less than 90 percent effective, the use of vernacular language to convey message makes radios a very flexible, portable and available medium, it is also inexpensive. Every government, no matter its policy recognizes role of the media in combating drug abuse. Undoubtedly radio makes a greater contribution towards societal improvements, so with this in mind and the features already mentioned above, it can rightly be said that radio is the hub that holds the wheel of society together and it has a role to play in combating the various scourge that afflicts man today and one of such problem that has threatened the existence of man is drug abuse.
However, this study is on the role of Radio Nigeria Kwara in the fight against drug abuse among Kwara state polytechnic students, a study of Kwara state polytechnic students. Although Nigeria as a whole was known and considered a very great nation, rich in human and mineral resources, she was proud to be. She was financially, politically, economically and socially strong. Many countries wanted to invest in her, as others wanted just to be associated with her bounty, as they considered the cost of living in Nigeria very low, she was honoured both at home and abroad. She was rightly called the giant of Africa. The glory of Nigeria was simple, wonderful and great and she was the talk of the day. Nigeria in short was the pace-setter as far as the African continent was concerned. One may rightly say that Nigeria was ascending to the heights in the post. However, striving to reach the peak of glory, politically and economically, along the way, she started descending as far as her glory was concerned. It is a Nigeria is not mentioned favorably in such an assessment, a situation which would not have arisen twenty or over ten years ago. There is more and more insincerity both in the government sector and in the private sector. Crime is on the increase. Hired assassins are on rampage. The government seems incapable of doing anything. Nigeria has many serious problems, which have very serious health, social and economic implications on the society. According to Anekwe (2004), a higher percentage of our youths within the age arrange of eighteen (18) and youth between the age of twenty five (25) and twenty eighty years (28) have tried one drug or the other ad are tied to drugs. A high percentage of those admitted of mental related problems also come from the same group. Thus the drug epidemic is gradually eroding the manpower base and future of Nigeria. Before we advance further, it is very necessary we give a clear definition of drug. The advanced learner’s dictionary of current English defines drugs as substance used for medical purpose or substance producing stupor or insensibility. It also describes abuse as misuse of drug, or wrong drug usage. Drugs that are not generally accepted, medical ground may be a term preferred to the abuse of drugs in Nigeria. Nigeria has big problems, one of which is the serious social and economic implication in the society. According to drug and alcohol service formation system (2002) poly drug, alcohol was most common substance reported to be abused by76 percent, the second was marijuana by 65 percent and other drugs by 26 percent and over half by fifty six percent of all admissions for treatment in publicity funded facilities in 2002, reported more than one substance abuse. Young-adult admissions were more of poly drug abuse, then older adult admission were more of alcohol according to the report. As pointed out in AnekweHerietta (2004), the Yaba psychiatric hospital, in 1984, treated 234 patients and in 1987, the figure climbed to 12,587, in 1989. It increased to 70,316. But these seems to be just a tip of the iceberg as this does not adequately resented the ugly situation as witnessed in most of the streets and federal highways in our country, Nigeria. Drug abuse is one type of deviant behavior that was previously, exclusively associated with the western societies. This problem has been in existence before the eighties, but today the footage has turned into a frightening reality, a monster that has best ridden our country like a leach and refused to let go while gradually spreading its tentacles.

Drug abuse is not just about the creative with a vacant look in its fast blinking eyes, a twittering body and an altered without taking is about the student who cannot read without taking unsweetened coffee, kola-nut or pills. Is about filter lover who turns to the bottle for salvation, the business executive who must smoke to be able to work, the retrenched worker who floods his veins with smoke to forget his sorrows and adventures, who tries to get hick because others are doing it. 
However this research is aimed at knowing role or functions of radio of Nigeria of fight against drug abuse, in particular reference to Kwara state polytechnic undergraduates. Nigerians have just woken up to the menace of drug abuse which is like a night mare that refuses to go away or like a shadow that does not depart from you. Drug abuse is not recent phenomenon in Nigeria. It started in the late 1960’s when the use of Indian hemp (cannabis) as a stimulant became widespread and what followed was a graded upsurge in the use of hemp of the Nigeria youths. As a menace of drugs grew wide, the government woke up to the dangers of the trade if left unchecked. This packaged programme was communicated to people of Kwara state polytechnic students and the entire society whom the projected is meant for. Finally, evaluation of the programme will be undertaken to know the success or otherwise of the programme and also to know if an alternative solution would be sought.

It’s upon this background the research investigated the influence of radio programmed on fight against drug abuse among Kwara State polytechnic students.

The Government of Nigeria recognizes the dangers/problems the society is experiencing due to large number of its population being drug abusers especially the youth between the age of 15 and 30years. The government has initiated initiatives such as media campaigns aimed at addressing the problem of drug abuse among adolescents in and out of school but the number has continued to increase especially in Universities and colleges where at least 25% abuse drugs inform of alcohol and 14% abuse drugs inform of marijuana, cocaine, cigarettes and tobacco Mwebesa(2009).

CONCEPTUAL REVIEW

2.1.1
CONCEPT OF RADIO 
We can say that radio serves as a medium which provides information, it is very essential for overall mobilization of those in urban and rural areas. Radio is seen as the most effective medium of reaching people in the society. Okunna (1999) explained radio as “having the capacity to cut through the barriers of illiteracy and infrastructural facilities which are major limitations to the print media.” According to Akpan (1987, p. 22) media information has a tremendous energy for change. Change in this context refers to learning which manifests mostly where a good number of people are wallowing in ignorance. The media are needed for information to improve all aspects of life. For instance, in the political sphere, they need media information to participate fully because through the media, they will fully participate and learn their political rights and obligations. 

Akpan (1987, p. 125) also sees radio as a very powerful audio aid in the teaching or learning process. According to him, with radio, the learner can have demonstration at close quarter. For instance, political aspirants carry out their campaign on radio; candidates are also heard on radio advertising themselves. With this, people can then decide on whom to vote for. Radio therefore, has the capacity to pass on knowledge thus making for learning. In this case, it is trying to tell us that radio could be a good medium of mobilizing and educating the mass on political issues as it makes them to hear for themselves in the various languages they understand rather than being told. The role of radio in politics was highlighted by Eze (1988) while presenting his article “Mass Media and Socio Political Transformation”. He noted that the politics of any nation depends very much on the mass media as a platform of articulating, marketing of ideas and issues on national problems to the people. This assertion is corroborated by the fact that whether we like it or not, radio has become a vehicle of politics on which any political system generally depends. Eleazu (1977) in a quantitative analysis on the role of the radio in nation-building opine that as far as socialization goes, the potential utility of the mass media is measured by the extent to which they enhance the integration of the social unit. This can be achieved to the extent that content of the radio is packaged and delivered in standardized form. 

Again General OlusegunObasanjo (1992) on the elements of democracy stated that the mass media exists in building an environment conducive to democracy in any country capable to promote a free choice of leadership, especially through the ballot box, respect for the rule of law by the rulers and the ruled, social justice as well as respect for human right. In carrying out the role, mass media must not merely mirror the society by reporting events; they must act as the watchdog of the citizenry and instigator of a positive change.

According to Adamu (2007), in many parts of the world, especially developing countries, radio is demonstrating the capacity to enhance economic development, contribute to technological growth, improve health and education, strengthen national security, combat crime and corruption, give expression to cultural pluralism and promote democratic processes. Radio matters in Nigeria because it is pervasive and cuts across the country‟s many cultures. Radio broadcasting started in Nigeria in 1932, when the country was running empire services for the British Broadcasting Services (BBC). In 1957, the Nigeria Broadcasting Corporation (NBC) was established to take over from the Nigerian Broadcasting Service which was seen as a puppet of the colonial masters. Radio provides a kind of general educational background or social status. While formal education deals with instructions, which follow specific subjects and curriculum, informal education on the other hand, deals with any topic that enriches knowledge without going into details of the topic. Instances where radio has positively touched the lives of the people is in health, education and religion etc. Radio has gone a long way towards improving education and information on political matters among the people.

2.1.1.1
EVOLUTION OF RADIO 
Nwogbunyama (2000, p. 125) noted that in 1860 Maxwell predicted the existence of radio waves. In 1895 Marconi transmitted radio signals for a short distance and at the turn of the century conducted trans-Atlantic tests. The new communication medium was first known as wireless. The first station was W.B 2 Springfield. Broadcasting started in Nigeria with what was referred to as the Radio Diffusion System (RDS) or Rediffusion System, introduced by the colonial government in 1932. In this system, Nigerian subscribers received the broadcasts (news and other programmes) through cables connected to their gramophones. The major reason for establishing RDS was to strengthen the economic, political and cultural ties with the colonies.1952 marked a turning point in the annals of broadcasting in Nigeria with the introduction of an ordinance establishing the Nigerian Broadcasting Service (N.B.S.). The electronic media (wireless and radio transmission) were constituted under the colonial government headed by the Governor-General, Sir James Wilson Robertson and assented to in the name of her Majesty, Queen Elizabeth 11. N.B.S. later NBC was set up by the government of the federation and had four major stations at Lagos (National Station), Enugu (Eastern Station), Ibadan (Western Station) and Kaduna (Northern Station). However, on June 1, 1978, the Federal Government of Nigeria announced the change of the name from N.B.C. to Federal Radio Corporation of Nigeria with other stations across the states of the federation. 

2.1.2 Concept of drug abuse

2.1.2.1 Drug

 A drug, generally, is any substance that, when taken, can change the function of the body or the structure of an organism. Similarly, Okoye (2001) defines a drug as any substance that could bring about a change in biological and physiological function through its chemical actions. For Balogun (2006), a drug is a substance that modifies the perceptions, cognition, mood, behavior, and general body functions of an organism. The definitions above agree that a drug is a modifier substance, which implies that it could alter and cause chemical reactions in the body system. By implication, a modifier could harm or boost the body's systems for proper functioning. This is explicitly illustrated in the view that the use of drugs could be beneficial or harmful depending on the mode of use and chemical combinations. Zinberg et al. (1978:15), in reference to the Federal Food, Drug, and Cosmetic Act of 1938, submit that all drugs have three elements in common. These are: (1) a drug is a substance recognized in an official pharmacopoeia or formulary; a substance intended for use in the diagnosis, cure, mitigation, treatment, or prevention of diseases; and a substance other than food intended to affect the structure or function of the body.

The processing of drugs in the body takes four steps. First is "administration," which refers to how the drug enters the body. Drugs could enter the body through different methods, such as ingestion (swallowing), inhalation (smoking or vaporous), injection (intravenous, intramuscular, or subcutaneous), or absorption (through the skin or mucous membranes). The second method is through "distribution." This refers to how efficiently a drug moves throughout the body. Distribution is largely influenced by the size of the various drug molecules and their solubility. The third mode of processing is "metabolism." Metabolism refers to the effects (action) of the drug. On the one hand, some drugs have beneficial effects on the body's systems, while others have harmful effects when they enter the body. Lastly, "elimination" refers to the breakdown and excretion of drugs from a body (https://cambridge.org/core/books/drug-abuse/concepts-of-drugsdrug-use-misuse-and-abuse/C5AA916628212E57E85B5D6D906F2A6C).

Drug abuse

Drug abuse is the recurrent use of illegal drugs, or the misuse of prescription or over the counter drugs with negative consequences. These consequences may involve problems at work, school, home or in international relationship. Since the dawn of history, mankind has found ways to relieve the daily grind of life. In ancient Mesopotamia (the area now known as Iraq), agriculture slowly began to flourish and a large network of city states started to gain prominence. With the cultivation of wheat and barley came another product bear. After all, the water wasn’t particularly healthy and the weak alcohol content in beer killed off a lot of harmful organism in the water. While the beer want particularly strong, it also wasn’t particularly nice, as the concept of sterility was unknown in 3,000bce. However. Beer was consumed in bulk, and even the gods enjoyed getting drunk. Consequently, addiction to alcohol was rampant in the so called cradle ofcivilization and people during that time generally lived much shorter lives, thanks to diseases and presumably drunkenness. Throughout this time, the Indians, Assyrians and Egyptians were cultivating and preparing opium from the opium poppy. Indeed, the upper classes of many civilizations would use this to relax and pass time, although some uses are much less benign. One Egyptian scroll recommends using opium to soothe a crying baby. Moving on 15 centuries, the cults of Dionysus, Demeter and Persephone in ancient Greece used a special form of mead (fermented honey) or beer to induce visions known as mysteries. Naturally, there is something very mystical in seeing hallucinations, and plants ethnogeny (natural chemicals that induce hallucinations) have been widely cultivated throughout the world, these include the peyote cactus, fly agarics and cannabis. Clearly, this is a form of drug abuse, although it was a socially acceptable one at the time. While the Romans embraced these drugs for recreational use because of the case of obtaining them through trade, there was a long period of time after the fall of the Roman empire known as the dark ages possibly because there were so many knights and relatively few intoxicants were important to Europe. Over the Atlantic, the Aztesc, Incas and Mayan were experimenting with peyote, cannabis and Mascaline to induce shamanic visions. Around 1200 ce, in the Incas started using coca leaves as payment for goods. These leaves can be purified to make cocaine and the leaves would be chewed to provide sustenance. During the second millennium, world trade started to be more prominent. Ships started sailing from china to Europe – Marco polo discovered major trade routes to India and China and in 1492, a horribly lost expedition led by Christopher Columbus bumbled into Hispaniola which is theisland that encompasses the Dominican republicand Haiti. After that, the American continent became ripe for development. Various conquistadors discovered the drugs that kept the locals going, especially cocaine, which was touted as a wonder cure for all ailments. One of the major drugs that came out of the new world was tobacco. Sir Walter Raleigh famously introduced dried tobacco leaved to England, where they were controlled and taxed heavily. Again, abuse of tobacco led to very expensive addictions, as it was a risky but incredibly profitable voyage for those who made it over the Atlantic. Opium eventually made it to china and the local Chinese started trading it with the British, French and Dutch traders. It started arriving Europe and the Americans in bulk in the late 17th century, when it swiftly became a problem. With improved ships that could carry more cargo, traders could get almost anywhere in the world and bring back whatever they could get their hand on. Without control, drugs ran rampant through middle and upper society. The poor were no better off, in Europe, particularly in Britain gin had become a nuisance. Thanks to some exceptionally poorly through-out Laws, and in the American, cannabis, rum and beer and were proving problematic for colonists. While the use of opium for dulling pain was well known by physicians worldwide, the real problem began with the isolation of morphine from opium in 1804. Introduced commercially in 1827, morphine quickly became the drug of choice, particularly after the advent of the hypodermic syringe in 1853. With few effective controls on its production and sale, it rapidly reached epidemic levels in the united states thanks to the American civil war. Around 45,000 soldiers came home from this war unable to function without morphine, according to time’s the civil war: anillustrated history. A similar effect was observed in the Franco-Prussian wars between France and Germany. In the late half of the 19th century, drug abuse was widespread that Britain went to war twice with china to keep opium trade routes open, and these naturally became unknown as the opium wars. Cocaine was isolated in 1884 and quickly became yet another widespread of drug abuse. Heroine and other opiates were synthesized and marketed as non addictive alternative to morphine. Of course, heroine was addictive causing were people to abuse the drug. Thanks to increased chemical and drug development in the 20th century, more drugs with abuse potential became available. LSD, methamphetamine and synthetic opiates are all relatively recent drugs. To counter the growing tide of addiction, drug laws became stricter, and drug addiction started to carry a serious social stigma. Fortunately, there are now placed to help people with addictions live a healthy life. While early 20th century society felt drug addiction was a moral flaw, it is now recognized for what it is a disease.
2.1.3Prescription drug abuse 

Prescription drug abuse is the use of a prescription medication in a way not intended by the prescribing doctor, such as for the feelings you get from the drug. Prescription drug abuse or problematic use includes everything from taking a friend’s prescription pain killers for your backache to snorting or injecting ground-up pills to get high. Drug abuse may become ongoing and compulsive, despite the negative consequences.

An increasing problem, prescription drug abuse can affect all age groups, but its more common in young people. The prescription drugs most often abused include painkillers, sedatives, antianxiety medications and stimulants. Early identification of prescription drug abuse and early intervention may prevent the problems from turning into an addiction. 
2.1.4Drug Addiction 
Drug addiction also substance dependence or chemical dependency, is a disease that is characterized by a destructive pattern of drug abuse that leads to significant problems involving tolerance to or withdrawing from the substances, as well as other problems that use of the substance can cause for the sufferer either socially or in terms of their work or school performance. More than 2.6% of people suffer from drug addiction at some time in their life. The term dual diagnosis refers to the presence of both a drug abuse or dependence issue in addiction to a serious mental health problem in an individual. Substances abuse or dependence unfortunately occurs quite commonly in people who also have severe mental illness. Individuals with dual diagnosis are also at higher risk of begin non compliant with treatment.
Types of Drugs Marijuana: 

Marijuana is also called “grass”, “pot”, “reefer”, “joint”, “hashish”, “cannabis”, “weed”, and “Mary Jane”. Marijuana comes from a plant called hemp (cannabis sativa). The main, active ingredient in marijuana is the (short for 9-tetrahyro Cannabinol). This and other ingredients called Cannabinoids are found in leaves and flowering part for the marijuana plant. Hashish is substance taken from the tops of female marijuana plants. It contains the highest amount of the. Broadcast media especially television stations like NBS invite the youths to the broadcast media to discuss on the crimes affecting their society, they also give their opinions on how to curb these illicit crimes in the society, such as crimes include drug abuse, human trafficking, child abuse/labor, kidnapping, robbery and so on Wakefield, M. A. (2010),. So the programme helps youths to desist from drugs and other social vices in the society. Youth train reveals the implications of indulging in such crimes and urges and trains our youths out there to avoid these crimes and focus on being the future leaders of tomorrow and good citizens of the country.

Media campaigns have been successfully applied to the reduction of tobacco use and the promotion of road safety, and have shown moderately positive results in a number of areas including: the promotion of healthier nutrition, physical activity, participation in screening for breast and cervical cancer, organ donation and pre-hospital response times for potential heart attack symptoms

Wakefield et al., (2010). Media campaigns have been widely used for the prevention of illicit drug use in young people. They often address specific substances with the aim of reducing use and raising awareness about the associated problems. These types of campaign typically target young people because evidence shows that drug use often starts during adolescence, a time in life whenyoung people may experiment with cigarettes, alcohol and illicit drugs. Relatively few drug prevention media campaigns have been formally evaluated, however, and most of the evaluations have solely focused on assessing whether people understood and retained the main messages, and if they liked them. Where stronger evidence is available, it is rarely conclusive.

Health matters are another programs presented on NBS TV. The programme is based on the health of people. This programme emphasizes that the condition of one’s bad health can be caused by the constant intake of drugs which is detrimental to the health Cappella, J. N. (2003). The program’s producer encourages individuals on air to be conscious of the intake of substances into the body as such substances can lead to after effects later in life. This programme also spreads information for individuals to keep their health fit and to avoid the intake of drugs. For example, someone who constantly indulges in the intake of cocaine, cigarette, Indian hemp, cannabis, marijuana, and alcohol is prone to health problems and is also liable to die at a young age. Therefore the programme advises all individuals to avoid drugs, addiction to drugs in order to avoid health complications Barbour, William (2004). More over in this programs, individuals are equally informed that instead of taking drugs into their system, people should rather take good food that will improve the system, such food include vitamins and minerals, protein fruits and a complete balanced diet will help nourish and sustain the body system as well as fight against sickness and diseases.

Otieno (2005) observed that parents need to play a more active role in the fight against drug abuse since many students in Kenya are exposed to drugs through advertisements in mass media which glorify smoking and alcohol abuse as indicators of success and stardom. The media has also been perceived to be a stumbling block to the war against youth drug abuse. Often teachers have felt that mass media is responsible for indirectly promoting liberal and permissive social values combined with promotion of a sensation-seeking culture which is instrumental in increasing drug abuse among students. This is perceived to be in contrast to the moral values emphasized by the community and society in general. In addition, alcohol and cigarettes are legally advertised through the media while attached warning labels are too small to be read by many people Shaw, (2007). Otieno (2005) 

According to Czitrom, Daniel 3. (2003) crime watch is another programme done in radios Crime watch informs people of the different crimes in the society and the implication of such crimes. The media goes further to say that one of such crimes is drug abuse, drug addiction and the importation of illegal substances. This programme in the media informs people that if someone is high and addicted to drugs, it leads to violence, such as rape, homicide, robbery, murder, assault, psychosis (madness) and so on. Mass media campaigns in public health disseminate information about health, or threats to it, in order to persuade people to adopt behavioral changes BallRokeach(2009). They are usually implemented via television and radio, newspaper or magazine advertisements, billboards and road posters. 

Media campaigns that aim to prevent drug use by providing information are based on the health belief model Glanz et al., (2002). Under this model, awareness about the severity of a health condition along with knowledge of the benefits of actions to avoid it is essential for healthy behavior. Therefore, the provision of factual information about the negative effects and dangers of drugs is supposed to deter use. Social norms theory Perkins and Berkowitz, (2006).

2.1.6 Challenges faced by Broadcast Media in Fighting Drug Abuse among Nigerian student.

The media’s portrayal of youth as rising criminals is in fact false media coverage and has resulted in unnecessary tougher criminal policies on youth crime with increasing numbers of incarcerated youth Larry. (2001). Other targeted groups are ethnic and cultural minorities, as well as foreigners, immigrants and refugees Gross, Larry. (2001). Media effects on public perception are often discussed, yet are difficult to measure. Several authors, like Tom Rogers, who have conducted studies and in-depth literature reviews on the subject, discuss how certain aspects of print media reportage generate a fear of crime in society, yet such a causal link is difficult to evaluate. Rogers’ Towards an Analytical Framework on Fear of Crime and its Relationship to Print Media Reportage,” reviews how media coverage is found to contribute to increasing victimization and feelings of insecurity, in terms of locality of crimes, moral decline and neighborhood degradation:

“disorganization and physical / social disabilities of contemporary urban life, typified by symbols of disorder and crime, teenagers on the streets, abandoned buildings, graffiti, illegal drugs, public drunkenness and vandalism are thought to increase urban unease and consequently fear of crime.”

Crime news has situated crime as a ‘problem frame’ which fuels a ‘fear of crime’ mentality, feeds on public opinion and perception, and strengthens repressive and ‘tougher’ public policies on crime and criminal penalties Kenneth Dowler(2003) asserts that the media’s obsessive focus on crime has resulted in over-exposure and therefore individuals who are highly exposed to violence in the media perceive crime as threatening, which increases a fear of crime, and therefore punitive attitudes. The John Howard Society’s “Is Youth Crime out of Control?” (1998) agrees and suggests that misconceptions of crime lead to intolerance and harsher attitudes. 

According to Melanie Brown from the Australian Institute of Criminology, studies on television and film violence do not suggest a direct causal link between media exposure and aggressive behavior, but instead refer to a complex relationship which identifies ‘interacting variables’ Kenneth Dowler 2003). The 2002 WHO report on violence and health states: “brief exposure to violence on television or film...Produces short-term increases in aggressive behavior the effects seem to be greater for youths with aggressive tendencies”. The media can play a role in facilitating aggressive behavior, yet evidence remains vague and unconfirmed. Studies demonstrate a stronger relationship between media exposure and the desensitization of certain criminal acts. Srivastva and Sweta Agarwal (2004) envision the media as a powerful tool for “communicating ideas”. Their study focuses on Indian cinema and television, in which they find that images of violence against women are desensitizing viewers to rape and murder against women. They deem this situation as a ‘dangerous effect’ which must be checked. In the end, they claim that the media holds a highly influential role and therefore by removing media images of women as victims and helpless, violence against women will reduce.

Broadcast media can’t work alone unless there is intervention of the principal, teachers, and staff members all committing to following the program designed (Gelinas, M. 2006). The program requires a change in the overall atmosphere of the school and consistent implementation. For example, if one teacher continues to discipline students by sending them to the principal’s office while another works with students to solve problems, the program will not be fully effective. Sedge wick was fortunate to have the support of the entire school staff, and the school screens prospective teachers to ensure they are willing to follow the CDP philosophy.

Lack of adequate funds to invest on airtime to enable programs continues to be broadcasted. Costs vary depending on how the program is implemented. If school staffs teach the program, the only required costs are training, materials, and student incentives Jones, (2008).The initial five-day training for facilitators, and costs $500/day for six Promising Strategies to Reduce Substance Abuse people, plus trainer travel and expenses. A recommended one-day follow-up training every six months costs $750/day plus trainer expenses. The most difficult part of implementing the program in Texas was obtaining the cooperation of the schools Ham, L. S. & Hope, D. A. (2003). School officials are often reluctant to release pretest information, including students’ attendance records and grades, which is critical to evaluating. School officials were more cooperative after the Texas

Education Association authorized that a half credit be given to students taking the course. Texas is the only state that gives academic credit for the course.

Popular broadcast media in their adverts portray drug use as a normal behavior. Adolescents are deeply immersed in popular culture as it is conveyed through various forms of media. On average, American children are exposed to at least 8 hours of media per day including television, radio, movies, recorded music, comics, and video games Williams and Frith, (2003). Both media programming and advertising content tend to portray drug use as common and normal. For example, by his or her 18th birthday, an average adolescent will have seen 100,000 television commercials for beer Monroe, (1994), and will have watched 65,000 scenes on television depicting beer drinking (Coombs, Paulson, &Palley, 2008). 2.2.1 
Agenda Setting theory
The study is based on one key theory that formed the foundation of the study. Agenda setting theory was founded in 1972 by Mc combs and Shaw. The theory describes the very powerful influences of the media, which is the media’s ability to tell us what issues are important and what persons are important in the society. These issues and individuals who the media choose to publicize become the issues and individuals we think and talk about. According to Mc combs and Shaw, the media audience judge as important what the media judge as important. By implication, media help people to determine what is important in the public discourse. The theory and the study both emphasized on the influence of the media on audience, which is the media’s ability to tell us what issues are important, such issue may be drug abuse and substance abuse that affect the society, most especially our young youths and students. The media therefore proffered solution to such issues by organizing programmes relating to drug abuse in order to reduce such illegal act.
2.2.2
USES AND GRATIFICATIONS THEORY

The study is based on the uses and gratificationstheory (Katz, Blumler and Gurevitch, 1974) which explains the relationship between an audience and how this audience uses the media. It provides a cutting-edge theoretical approach in the initial stages of each new mass communications medium: newspapers, radio and television, and now the Internet. The theory assumes that the audience is active and its media use is goal oriented; media users are active rather than passive in seeking out media that meet their needs (Diddi and LaRose, 2006). People are rational and actively self-aware creatures that influence the effects media have on them and also unconsciously attempt to make sense of the media content in their own context.

The theory also posits that users have alternatechoices to satisfy their need, and their use or choice of a certain form of media (e.g. newspaper, radio, television, or internet) or a specific program (e.g. newspaper column, radio show, television channel or blog) are in order to satisfy their needs, wants, or motives (Katz et al,

1974; Peirce, 2007). As a result, media users seek out a media source that best fulfills the needs of the users and gives them gratifications which are the expected outcomes, satisfaction or rewards of using a particular media form or program (Peirce, 2007).

Similarly, Derek Lane suggests that media usersplay an active role in choosing and using the media. The theorist say that users take an active part in the communication process and are goal oriented in their media use. Uses and gratifications theory posits that there are five groups of human needs which are specific in nature to the individual and how the media satisfies the need is subjective (Peirce, 2007).

For example, some people may watch the news to relax while others may get tensed or agitated by the same. The media is the same, but people use it for different needs. The needs are highlighted below:

1. Cognitive needs – acquiring intellectual and academic knowledge, facts, information, understanding our social environment, curiosity, exploration;

2. Affective needs – include all kinds of emotional experiences, pleasure, aesthetic, and moods of the people;

3. Personal identity – is the need for self-esteem, self-confidence, personal stability, integrity, social status, the need for self-respect and the use of media to gain credibility and have a respectable status in society;

4. Social Integrative needs – It encompasses the need to socialize with family,friends, connection with the outside world, the need for affiliation; people use social networking sites for social interaction

5. Escapism – the need to escape, tension release, shifting attention from unpleasant to pleasant. For example, people tend to relax while watching television, listening to the radio, surfing the internet, etc.


Gaffney and Rafferty (2009) defined social networks as platforms where users create a profile displaying their interests and usually follow links to their interests in order to find other users with whom they share them. Sahu (2013) viewed social networking site as an online portal, or web service, which induce to building a social relations among group of individuals. It connects the feelings, emotions, sharing information, and other activities of real life situation among peoples. The service of the social network site consists of a representation of each people, his/ her social links, and a range of additional services. A social networking site are web-based and provide variety of service for users to interact over the internet, i e. E-mail, Instant messaging etc. There are many social network sites are available, FACEBOOK, Orkut, Twiter, My space, Linked etc are most popular among them. They foster social interaction and relationship among the users and promote professional practice among professionals such sites like Linked in, library among others. Recently social network sites are increasingly being used to disseminate business information by various organizations using them to market their products by placing their adverts on facebook because of the increasing number of people using these sites daily.


Looking at the role of social media in broadcasting Laad and Lewis (2012) opined that social media has evolved far beyond an optional form of communication. It presents a wealth of new and accessible communication platforms presents the possibility of reaching more people with more relevant messages than ever before. It sets the precedence for today’s need for instant information in a crisis situation, as it inherently provokes transparency in communication in near real time to be disseminated to shareholders. It prompts discussion, debate and feedback from those involved in the crisis as responders, victims and organizational leaders, be they politicians or owners. Social network is a new tool of modern communication and information dissemination most especially among the youths who have seen going online as part of their daily routine. Some post pictures, comments on national and international issues, others pass information on their social life such as birth of a new child, notification of marriage ceremony. Apart from this, social network automatically notify people about their birthday and this give people opportunity of sending goodwill messages to one another thereby promoting personal interaction and relationship among the people.

2.2.3
Development media theory

This study is largely dependent on the "development media theory" (Okoro&Olley, 2019; Nnamani, 2017). According to Okunna (1999:136), the development theory emerged in the 1980s to fill the void, which became increasingly noticeable as the gap between developed and developing countries widened. For Nwodu&Ukozor (2003:5152), the development media theory is therefore premised on the belief that the mass media and the government should work closely to ensure that the media assist in the overall development of the country. The development media theory, according to Okoro&Olley (2019), identified four focal normative theories of the press. 
These are: 
1. That the media must accept and carry out positive development tasks in line with national policy. 
2. Freedom of the media should be open to economic priorities and the development needs of society. 
3. The media should give priority in news and information to linking with other developing countries that are close geographically, culturally, or politically. 
4. Journalists and other media workers have responsibilities as well as freedom in their information gathering and dissemination tasks. The development media theory is significant, and its relevance to this research is hinged on the fact that this study sets out to identify the role of the broadcast media in disseminating relevant information and campaigning against drug abuse.

2.3 Empirical Review

Udofia, 2022 focuses on the administration of drugabuse among tertiary institutionin Nigeria.  The findings revealed that tertiary  students are aware of the presence of specific substances and their consequences if overused, primarily through available information outlets (education, radio, television, newspaper, magazines and others). Many pupils are substantially involved in drug addiction, according to the research, but harmful behaviourscan be drastically decreased with efficient management and planning in schools.  Fareo, 2010instudya found that adolescents want an autonomous and independent life free from parental control and such lead to different delinquent activities (drug abuse, rape, robbery, cultism, and vandalism) that are harmful to the home, community, school, and nation. The impact of drug drugabuse among adolescents abuse has eaten deep into the fabric of our society; however, the government and other relevant authorities can tackle the problems through drug abusecampaigns  with  effective  counselling programmes. 

  The study  of Obiechina  and  Isiguzo[2016] found that  early exposure  to drug  and  alcohol abuse has  exposed  adolescents  to  voluntary  drug consumption,  smoking, drinking, and  substance abuse, all of which have become a threat to our country. The  goal of this  research is to  reduce the  dangers  of drug  usage  among  students. It went  over  some  of  the  drugs  that  are  widely taken  by  adolescents,  including  their  slang  or popular  names,  routes  of  administration,  and potential  physical,  psychological,  social,  and emotional impacts. The health consequences of adolescent drug use were also investigated.

(Katz, Blumler and Gurevitch, 1974) which explains the relationship between an audience and how this audience uses the media. CHAPTER THREE

Research Methodology

This chapter presented the method adopted in conducting this research. It was treated under the following headings; Research design, Population of the study, Sample Size and Sampling Technique, Data collection instruments, Validity of Research Instrument, Reliability of Research Instrument, Method of Data Collection, and Data Analysis Techniques.

3.1
Research Design

This study used survey. The survey research design was considered appropriate for this study because it helped in gathering first-hand information on the role of community radio in community development. Whenever the source of primary data for a study was the views of members of the public or any particular group, a survey would be required.

3.2
Population of the Study

Best and Kahn (2013) described population as „‟ any group of individuals that have one or more characteristics in common that are of interest to the researcher. The population may be all the individuals of a particular type or a more restricted part of that group.

According to the result gathered the Institute of Information and Communication Technology has an estimated population of over Five Thousand (5000) students spread in four departments 

        Therefore, the population of this study is 5000. This breaks down to:

Library Studies with the population of 500

As a result of the large population of the people, It is selected purposively due to accessibility and proximity to sample size. For this research, the researcher will randomly select one hundred (100) respondents. Twenty-five (25) respondents will be select among students in each departments, this is done based on researcher limitation.

According to Ikeagwu (2011), “the basic assumption behind purposive sampling method is that, with good judgment and appropriate strategy, one can hand – pick the cases to be included in the sample that is satisfactorily in relation to ones needs” To this end 100 respondents were purposively selected for the study from the population of the people.

Sampling Techniques

Sampling is a technique of selecting individual members or a subset of the population to make statistical inferences from them and estimate the characteristics of the whole population.

The sample procedure to be use for the study is probability sampling techniques, the sampling method is to be use in other to conduct investigation is random sampling method of 100 respondents both the married, unmarried, civil servants, to assess the community radio coverage of political campaign for grassroots mobilization.

One hundred (100) respondents are selected for the research through probability sampling technique, males and female respondents were selected among students of Kwara State Polytechnic. A sample is a subject of any sub-group which is fair representation of the entire population interest.

Sample Size 

According to Saadudeen (2018), sample size is the collection of individuals, subjects, elements, and so forth that a researcher intends to use for their study. CHAPTER FIVE

The researcher gave a brief summary of the whole work done in this research work, the findings, conclusion and recommendations. 5.2 Conclusion

5.3 Recommendations

iv. Furthermore, a research should be carried out in Nigeria society with a view to gathering data that would be useful in sampling out drug abuse and trafficking in the socialeconomic factors that breed drug abuse and trafficking.

v. Also, campaign programmes on drug abuse in Radio Nigeria, Kwara should present it’s programme in the language people will understand especially the youths, there should present their programme in every language that exists in Nigeria so that people who cannot understand any other language except their own, will understand. Also there should make sure that maximum airtime is given to listeners so that they can understand the dangers of drug abuse.
