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ABSTRACT
This study is focused on socio-cultural contribution of Ikogosi Warm Spring to the Host Community in Ikogosi Ekiti State.  Questionnaire was used to obtain information from the respondents while simple percentage method was used to analyze the information obtained. The research reveal socio-cultural contribution of Ikogosi Warm Spring to the Host Community and its impact to Ekiti State. Challenges discovered include availability of space and capital to procure modern recreational facilities to the community. Recommendations proffer by this study include provision of grant to the community to provide more recreational facilities, encouragement of private owners of recreational outfits and gyms to bring in recreational facilities to the community, more awareness about recreational activity at the mall among others.
CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
          	Tourism as an industry is fastly becoming one of the most popular and profitable industry the world over which no country, state or localities (especially those endowed with tourism potentials) can’t afford to neglect. Its economic power is an indispensable promotion to the development of any nation(Adedeji, 2015).
Today, tourism is one of the largest and dynamically developing sectors of external economic activities. Its high growth and development rates, considerable volumes of foreign currency inflows, infrastructure development, and introduction of new management and educational experience actively affect various sectors of the economy, which positively contribute to the social and economic development of the country as a whole (Agbaeze, 2003).
Most highly developed western countries, such as Austria, Italy, and Switzerland have accumulated a big deal of their social and economic welfare on profits from tourism. According to recent statistics, tourism provides about 10% of the world’s income and employs almost one tenth of the world’s workforce. All considered, tourism’s actual and potential economic impact is astounding. Many people emphasize the positive aspects of tourism as a source of foreign exchange, a way to balance foreign trade, an “industry without chimney” – in short, manna from heaven.
There are also a number of other positive and negative sides of tourism’s economic boom for local communities, which not always considered by advocates of tourism perspectives. Therefore this study I will consider the main social and cultural contribution of Ikogosi warm spring to the host community in Ekiti State.
Tourism being a service industry can be subjected to empirical studies just like any industry. Its social and cultural impacts on surrounding areas or periphery can therefore be measured. This is exactly what this research is all about. It uses the regional development theories or models of Gunner Myrdal (1957); Circular and Cummulative Causation, Albert Hirschman (1958), Polarization and Spread Effects and John Friedmann (1966); Core Periphery to examine the problems and benefits that Ikogosi Warm Springs Resort Centre (also known as Ikogosi Tourist Centre) has brought infused or divulged into the host community, taking Ikogosi-Ekiti as a case study.
1.1 Background of the Study
A spring is a water resource formed when the side of a hill, a valley bottom or other excavation intersects a flowing body of groundwater at or below the local water table, below which the subsurface material is saturated with water. A spring is the result of an aquifer being filled to the point that the water overflows onto the land surface. They range in size from intermittent seeps, which flow only after much rain, to huge pools flowing hundreds of millions of gallons daily (Tanner, et al. 2001).
Springs are not limited to the Earth's surface, though. Recently, scientists have discovered hot springs at depths of up to 2.5 kilometers in the oceans, generally along mid-ocean rifts (spreading ridges). The hot water (over 300 degrees Celsius) coming from these springs is also rich in minerals and sulfur, which results in a unique ecosystem where unusual and exotic sea life seems to thrive (Vineyard and Fender, 2002).

Study Area
The research work is carried out at Ikogosi Warm Springs which is a tourist attraction located at Ikogosi, a town in Ekiti State, southwestern Nigeria. Flowing abreast the warm spring is another cold spring which meets the warm spring at a confluence, each maintaining its thermal properties. These attributes make the spring a tourist attraction in Nigeria. The warm spring has a temperature of about 70OC at the source and 37OC at the confluence.

Spring Formulation
Springs may be formed in any sort of rock. Small ones are found in many places. In Missouri, the largest springs are formed in limestone and dolomite in the karst topography of the Ozarks. Both dolomite and limestone fracture relatively easily. When weak carbonic acid (formed by rainwater percolating through organic matter in the soil) enters these fractures it dissolves bedrock. When it reaches a horizontal crack or a layer of non-dissolving rock such as sandstone or shale, it begins to cut sideways. As the process continues, the water hollows out more rock, eventually admitting an airspace, at which point the spring stream can be considered a cave. This process often takes tens to hundreds of thousands of years to complete.
The amount of water that flows from springs depends on many factors, including the size of the caverns within the rocks, the water pressure in the aquifer, the size of the spring basin, and the amount of rainfall. Human activities also can influence the volume of water that discharges from a spring-groundwater withdrawals in an area can cause water levels in the aquifer system to drop and ultimately decreasing the flow from the spring (LaMoreaux and Philip, 2006). 
Water from springs usually is remarkably clear. Water from some springs, however, may be "tea-colored." This picture shows a natural spring in southwestern Colorado. Its red iron coloring and metals enrichment are caused by groundwater coming in contact with naturally occurring minerals present as a result of ancient volcanic activity in the area (LaMoreaux and Philip, 2006).
Brief History of Ikogosi Warm Spring
Ikogosi is a small quiet town in Ekiti West Local Government area of Ekiti State, which has been catapulted to national and international limelight because of the presence of warm and cold springs flowing side by side in the town. The spring is known as the Ikogosi Warm Spring. The spring is a source of life for the people of the town and a source of revenue for the Ekiti State Government. There are many mysterious tales toward the flowing and origin of the springs. One being that the springs were wives of the same husband, whom after much rivalry and fighting, were turned into water springs; one, the fiery-ill tempered wife as the warm spring, and the cool tempered wife as the cold spring, whereas the surrounding hilly areas became the husband. Another myth says a powerful hunter, who was hunting for animals in the bush, discovered the warm spring. After the discovery, the people of the town discovered that the warm water was curative, curing many diseases among them. Hence, the people started to worship the water. 
This was the situation until the 1960s when the late Nigerian educator and author, Tai Solarin heard about the spring and brought his students to the place for excursion.
It was Tai Solarin that started the publicity for the warm spring before Rev. MacGee of the Baptist Church arrived to establish a student camp near to the area. It was Rev. Macgee who built a chapel (now the Conference Hall) and hostels (now Macgee Camp chalets) at the resort.
Benefit of Ikogosi Spring to Its Environment And People
Ikogosi Spring as a tourist attract has a significance benefit to its environment which includes;
1. Community development:  Ikogosi warm spring and its tourist attracted the attention of the government in terms of provision of social amenities. Tourist resort has improved the standard of living of the people, Ikogosi tourist centre has brought both national and international recognition to the community. Ikogosi tourism centre has influenced rapid population growth of the community. In addition the tourist resort has drawn the attention of government in the provision of basic social amenities, like borehole water supply, tarred roads, and electricity supply among others. 
2. Economic Development: Ikogosi tourism centre has influenced the economic development of the host community. Majority of the residents study revealed that the tourist centre has influence the economic development of the community through the provision of employment opportunity,ikogosi warm spring has make the community a centre of attraction for investors. However of the resident investigated revealed that the tourist centre has influence and enhance economic development. For example it has brought about increase in income through commercial activities. Further findings reveal that majority of the workers of Ikogosi warm and cold springs are indigenes of Ikogosi-Ekiti, most of them are youths who also engaged in transportation business as a mean of mobility in conveying tourist to the centre. Provision of employment opportunities is the most dominant influence of the tourist centre on economic development in Ikogosi-Town of Ekiti state. 

1.2	Statement of the Research Problem
Several problems of the world are environmentally, economically, socially and culturally related. Ikogosi community is one of the leading tourist destinations in Ekiti State mainly because of the rich wildlife resources it sustains and the scenic beauty. Tourism has stimulated the development of a variety of allied infrastructures and facilities, such as Eco lodges and camps, bridges and culverts. The motivating force behind this study is based on the fact that in the past, there has been a little research on tourism development amongst the people of Ikogosi community of Ekiti south Local Government Area of Ekiti State. Based on this, the researcher therefore, is intended to examine the socio-cultural contribution of Ikogosi warm spring to the host community in Ekiti State.

1.3	Aim and Objectives of The Study 
The aim of this research work is to examine the socio-cultural contribution of ikogosi warm spring to people of Ekiti State.
	The specific objectives are to:       
1.      Examine the challenges facing tourism development in Nigeria
2.	Investigate the social economic contribution of Ikogosi warm spring on the economic development of Ekiti state 
3.       Investigate the role of Ikogosi warm spring on socio-cultural contribution in Ekiti state
4.      Determine other potentials of Ikogosi community are able to benefit from Ikogosi warm spring water.
5.       Find out Strategies in developing Ikogosi warm spring to enhance socio-cultural contribution.

1.5	Significance of the Study
This will enlighten the local populace about the importance of tourism on the social cultural contribution in Ekiti state.  It will help to know the resources to be developed, managed and promoted for tourism and community development (e.g. cultural and nature-based or eco-tourism).
This development can bring forth the provision of social amenities and infrastructures, construction of modern roads, active cultural institutions, sustainable environment, provision of employment opportunities and many other benefits in the study areas.
Finally, the recommendations that would be given in this report would optimistically provide the necessary information and strategies needed by the students, researchers, government and other sets of people, who are concerned in the development and management of cultural and natural resources to boost the disciplines of archaeology, museum, tourism and other cultural related fields in the community.

1.6	Scope of the Study
This study on socio-cultural contribution of Ikogosi warm spring will cover the entire Ikogosi community on socio-cultural contributions of the spring to the people of Ekiti State.

Tourism: Is travel for pleasure or business; also the theory and practice of touring, the business of attracting, accommodating, and entertaining tourists, and the business of operating tours. Tourism may be international, or within the traveller's country.

Contribution: The part played by a person or thing in bringing about a result or helping something to advance.
Environment: The complex of physical, chemical, and biotic factors (such as climate, soil, and living things) that act upon an organism or an ecological community and ultimately determine its form and survival
Socio-cultural: Of relating to, or involving a combination of social and cultural factors
Promotion: The publicizing of a product, organization, or venture so as to increase sales or public awareness
Culture: The arts and other manifestations of human intellectual achievement regarded collectively.













CHAPTER TWO
LITERATURE REVIEW
2.1	Introduction 
Tourism is an instrument of economic regeneration and stability. It harnesses the capacity to create wealth, empower the people and generate employment opportunities. As stated by Ogunberu (2011) Tourism is the largest and fastest growing industry in the world today. It accounts for about 7 percent of world capital investment with revenue predicted to rise up to 1.550 billion dollars by the year 2015. The industry is described as having economic regeneration and stability potential given its roles in employment creation, income generation and infrastructure development. Tourism is the industry that provides travelers with tour, meal, entertainment and overnight accommodation. It promotes enlightenment, education and international good will (Denis, 1993).Tourism brings about improvement in the socio-economic liverhood of people in any urban/rural area of the world. Its development tends to appreciate local cultures, promote solidarity from cultural exchange give rooms for comprehendible feelings of both the host communities and the tourists (Kolb 2006). Studies and researches have revealed that the purpose of tourism by majority of the practitioners has been that of leisure and recreation. There is usually a time one gets off the usual daily activities that are geared toward the pursuit of wealth (Agbaeze, 2003).This time out, has proven to be very important to the effective running of the human body and the development of a nation in the long run. It is a time of leisure in which one is engaged in recreational activities and tourism. Tourism as a concept can therefore be referred to as a virile tool for human development and health enhancement. 
Tourism is concomitant to sustainable development and growth. It is great generator and a good driver of economic wealth creations for developed countries like United State of America, France and Germany. Many countries, such as the United States, the United Kingdom, France, Israel, Greece, Lebanon, Italy, Thailand, Seychelles, Mauritius, Bahamas, Fiji, Philippines and Egypt are presently benefiting in their investment on tourism industry which is a fast growing sector in the world. Tourism centre/industry has also helps to generate integration, foreign exchange, rural enterprise, encourage development and employment facilitators for urban and rural dwellers. Developing countries in the world like Nigeria will generate funds from tourism industry/centres rather than depending solely on crude oil revenue that is not enough to bring about growth to the country at large (Adedeji, 2015). Nigeria has several capacities on tourism that has not been fully utilized to the fullest without limit. For instance Ikogosi warm and cold water springs is a tourism resort that one has very little or no information on how much influence it has in exploiting its potentials and it has the keys to social and economic sectors. There is no doubt that Ikogosi has some natural resources that could be utilized in enhancing the quality of life of people in generating employment creation in the community and state. According to WEF (2013), the total contribution of the tourism industry to the global employment, including jobs indirectly supported by the industry, was 8.7% of total employment put at 262 million jobs. This figure is expected to rise by 1.7% in 2013, estimated at about 266million jobs and 2.4% pa put at about 338 million jobs in 2023. However the immediate past administration of Ekiti State carried out some physical developments on Ikogosi Warm and Cold springs site, more is still expected from the present administration. It’s on this note that a study was carried out on the influence of Ikogosi Warm and Cold Springs Tourism Centre on Economic Development of the host community in Ekiti State, South West Nigeria”. Ekiti State harbor important tourist resources, among them are Ikogosi Warm and Cold Spring Resort and Ipole-Iloro Waterfall, to mention a few. 
2.1.1	Geography
According to Johnson, 2010, The Ekiti covers an area of 8,557 km², and are culturally bound by the Igbomina to the north, the Ijeshas to the west (The traditional Ekiti-Ijesha cultural boundary is at Ipetu-Ijesha). The Ondos are located to the southwest, the Owos to the southeast, and the [AkokoNorth-East|Akokos], Yagbas and Ijumus to the northeast. 
Ekiti state is generally an upland zone, with elevations being generally above 450m throughout. Around Akure, elevations drop to around 360m. It lies on an area underlain by metamorphic rock, and is generally an undulating country with a characteristic landscape that consists of old plains broken by steep-sided outcrops that may occur singularly or in groups or ridges. Such outcrops can be seen in places at Aramoko, Efon-Alaiye, Ikere-Ekiti, Igbara-odo and Okemesi-Ekiti among others. Rugged hills dot the landscape, notable among which are the Olosunta hills of Ikere-Ekiti in the south, Effon ridge which runs longitudinally around Efon-Alaiye on the western boundary, and Ado Hills in the centre. The topography was perhaps the single strongest reason why the Ekitis never became a single unit politically. The area enjoys a tropical climate with two distinct seasons, these are the rainy season -which lasts from April to October- and the dry season which commences in late November and ends in March. Temperature ranges between 21°C and 28°C with high humidity. In the South, the vegetation is primarily Tropical hardwood forest, while a mixed/derived type savannah can be observed in the northern peripheries. 
2.1.2	People and Cuture
The People
According to Jeremy (2010), the Ekitis, whose ancestors migrate from Ile-Ife as a people, form one of the largest ethnic groups in Yoruba land. Ekitis are culturally homogeneous and they speak a dialect of Yoruba language known as Ekiti. The homogeneous nature of Ekiti confers on the state some uniqueness among the states of the federation. Slight differences are noticeable in the Ekiti dialect of the Yoruba language spoken by the people. This is informed and influenced by their spatial locations, especially the border communities to other states. For example the people of Ado local government area do not speak exactly the same dialect with the people of Ijero local government area, while the people of Ikole area speak something different from the people of Ikere area. The communities influenced by their locations include Otun (Moba land) that speaks a dialect close to the one spoken by the Igbominas in Kwara State.
The people of Okeako, Irele, Omuo-Oke speaks a dialect similar to that of Ijumus in Kwara/Kogi States. The people of Ekiti West and Efon-Alaaye local government areas, that is, the EfonAlaaye and Okemesi communities speak a similar dialect to that of Ijesas of Osun State. However , part of the uniqueness of the Ekitis is that where ever is your own part of the state, you will understand well, when the other Ekiti man/woman speaks, inspite of the dialectal variations. in addition, all towns in Ekiti State take a common suffix, “Ekiti,” after their names. the main staple food of the people of Ekiti is pounded yam with vegetable soup.
Ekiti as a people settle in nucleus urban patterns, well linked with network of roads. The State can boast of more than 127 large and small, ancient and modern towns, located on hills and valleys that characterise the state from which the confinement takes its name, Ekiti, that is, ‘Okiti’ meaning hill. Ekiti State, apart from the fact that it is the only state with a warm spring in Nigeria is the watershed and source of some prominent rivers such as Ero, Ose, Ogbese and others. The people of Ekiti are hard-working , upright, studious and very articulate. Ekiti men are predominantly farmers but women engage in trading. 
Religion
The people are mostly Muslims and Christians while some are still traditional religionists.
Culture & Traditions
The state is highly rich in culture. They have their own unique traditional way of: Dressing, Dancing, Festival,religion and other ways of life. As enumerated below: The rulers of the Towns are Obas like other Yoruba Towns. Traditionally, the natural rulers in Ekiti State, whose people are Yoruba, are usually described as sacred or divine kings. Their installation and coronation are performed with solemn and lengthy rites which set them apart, thereafter living an ordered ceremonial existence, secluded in their palaces, subjected to the many rituals of court and approached only with infinite respect. They rarely appeared in public, except on ceremonial occasions.
By ancient customs, the Obas were not only the heads of their towns and kingdoms, but by their personifications, reincarnating also all their ancestors back to the origin of the dynasties. They are also the titular heads of all religious sets in their kingdoms. Their appointments are, partly by divination, made by the king makers who are invariably the high chiefs. They are appointed from among the children of past rulers. The ceremonies between their appointments and coronation are elaborate. The sacredness of their offices was neither empty nor nominal; they are regarded by their people as divinity with whose well being, their own conditions are bound up. They are the sources of honour, able to bestow titles and chieftaincies. The Obas are also the fountain of justice.
In the State’s framework, Obas are not expected to take part in partisan politics. Palaces of traditional rulers are true symbolical relics of the people culture and tradition. Some of the richly endowed artifacts oriented palace in Ekiti State are the Ewi of Ado’s palace, Elekole of Ikole’s palace, Oore of Otun’s palace, Alawo of AwoEkiti palace and a host of others.
Dressing
The dress for man in Ekiti is Bùbá (round neck shirt) and Sòkòtò (trousers) While women dress in Bùbá (blouse) and Ìró (wrapper).
Food
Typical Ekiti man cannot do without Iyan (pounded yam) in a day, with melon soup, crowned with bush meat.
2.1.3	Tourism
Ekiti offers serenity and a wide variety of tourist attractions such as extended rivers, unique wildlife, vast tracks of unspoiled nature ranging from tropical forest, magnificent waterfalls, conducive hilltop holidaying climates, spectacular warm and cold water springs oozing out and touching, yet retaining its thermal identity, nowhere in the world has this unique warm springs experience. Other attractions include traditional ways of life preserved in local customs; rich and varied handicrafts and other colourful products depicting or illustrative of native arts, lifestyle, dance and the authentic and unsophisticated but friendly attitude of both the indigenes and residents of the State. Ekiti State is blessed with many tourist sites, many of which are yet to be explored and developed. The present government believes that if the tourist sites are developed, they are capable of generating billions of Naira for the state annually. The government has therefore decided to partner with the private sector to fully develop the tourism potentials of the state so as to generate substantial revenue for government, create employment opportunities and alleviate poverty at the grassroots.
Egbe Dam
This Dam is constructed on Ose River at EgbeEkiti in Ekiti East Local Government. The dam supplies the whole Local Government regular pipe-borne	water. Both fishing and irrigation systems of farming are practise by the villagers. People go to EgbeEkiti from all over the state to purchase fresh and smoked fish for their local consumption.Both dams and lakes are good resort centres for tourists coming to Ekiti on a visit.
Erinta Water Falls
The Erinta Water falls at Ipole-Iloro is located at about 6km North-West of Ikogosi. It could be reached only through a secondary road from Ikogosi. The road leading to the fall passes through the Ikogosi Tourist Centre. Visit this resort centre and be marvelled at the work of nature. Tourists fell the chilly effect of this fall about 10 metres away. It has three pronounced escarpments. A research recently carried out by an Afro American indicated that the water falls could generate electricity (Hydro-electric power).
This resort centre is naturally endowed with thick and evergreen forest.
Ero Water Dam
Ero dam and lake are man-made tourist attractions in the State. This dam is located at IkunEkiti in Moba Local Government of the State. The lake covers some kilometers. In fact, it was initially designed to cover only five kilometres but eventually it covered eleven kilometres. This dam supplies three Local Governments drinkable water and the Local Governments that benefit from this are: Oye, Ido-Osi and Moba itself. This is to say that the dam supplies over one hundred towns and villages in the state with pipe borne water.
According to experts, the dam is capable of supplying Ekiti State as a whole potable water. The indigenes of the town and neighbours and even Hausas fish on this Erolake. Local canoes, boats and modern flying boats are made use of by these fishermen. This dam encourages the people to practise irrigation (system of farming) in their environments.
Fajuyi Square – Adekunle Fajuyi Park
It is a triangular park where the late Colonel Adekunle Fajuyi was buried. This park is at Ado Ekiti, the heart of Ekiti-land in Ekiti State. Colonel Adekunle Fajuyi was the Governor of the Old Western State. He was swept off by the coup of 1966 but accorded a heroic burial for his sacrifice and patriotism.
Ikogosi Warm Spring
The meeting point of warm and cold spring
The Haven of tourists in Nigeria.Ekiti State is richly endowed with tourism potentials. Tourists to the state would be irresistibly charmed with the beauties of Ikogosi where warm and cold water oozing from different sources flowing separately to join in a pool but each retaining its thermal identity.
Geographical Location
Ikogosi Ekiti, where the warm spring is located is in Ekiti West Local government of Ekiti State of Nigeria. It is situated in a valley and from the surrounding hills rises the warm spring.
Historical Background
Giant Tortoise being taken care of by the Hard working Zoological assistance Traditionally speaking, there are many stories from the indigenes of this town regarding the origin of the warm spring. A version of the stories rests more on the traditional belief of the people that both springs (Warm and Cold) were wives of the same husband who turned to springs water in the wake of rift and rivalry between them. The hot and ill-tempered first wife believed to have turned to the popular warm spring while the cool-tempered second wife turned to cold spring water. The husband became the undulating hills that encompass the springs. It is well established that some of the Villagers still worship the springs as their deities.
The scientific proof could not be wished away in favour of the traditional belief. The possible and plausible scientific explanation is that the deeper a body of water goes underground, the hotter it becomes and if by chance it is forced back to the surface through some earth fault, the temperature will be relatively high.
The Baptist mission in the early 50s established a youth and conference centre and other conveniences on a hill adjacent to the warm spring area. This started attracting different people from far and near, even foreigner started visiting the centre to the the work of nature. At the wake of 1978 however, the Ondo State acquired this popular tourist centre from Baptist Mission. A few infrastructure were put in place by this Mission before the resort centre was acquired from them by the State government, but, after the acquisition of this centre, however, both the federal and the state government focused attention on how to develop the centre to a modern tourist resort.
Belief
The spring water is said to have some therapeutic effects in some diseases like rheumatism and guinea-worm. People who have access to the spring use it for the battery of their vehicles instead of the normal battery water.
Olosunta and Orole Hills of Ikere
These two hills are located at Northern and southern parts of the town (IkereEkiti) respectively. They are both steep-sided hills. These are good resort centres for Tourists.
Ekiti State is greatly endowed with tourist resources relative to other countries of the world. Travel and Tourism Economic Impact Assessment was carried out on Nigeria by the World Economic Forum in (2013), the World Travel and Tourism Council revealed that Ekiti State has the required tourist resources to enhance her economic landscape and hence, witness steady growth economically. The report affirmed that tourist resources in Ekiti State fall into hotels or resorts, recreational parks, wildlife, natural sceneries, cultural festivals, historical relics and monuments; the state is indeed richly blessed with abundant tourist resources. (Busayo et al, 2014). Apart from Ikogosi-Ekiti warm and cold springs tourism centre, Ekiti State is greatly endowed with tourist resources such as: 
(i) Fajuyi Memorial Park, Ado Ekiti
(ii) Lake View Resort, Ilawe-Ekiti
(iii) Efon-AlaayeWaterfall
(iv) Olosunta Hills
(v) Ero Dam and Lake
(vi) Ipole-Iloro Waterfall and 
(vii) Oriole Hills etc. 

Statistics of poverty profile in Nigeria was conducted by the National Bureau of Statistics (2010); and Ekiti-State was ranked as the 14thstate in Nigeria in terms of poverty incidence in the country (Nigeria). However tourism is seen today as the longest prorogation of a few but it is an accepted accustomed and even expected part of the lifestyle of a large and growing number of people (Dekadt, 1979). The involvement of tourist in Ikogosi spring will greatly contribute positively to the state, and bring about socialization, enhance improved leadership skill and trait, create fun, friendship, feel needs and recognition of the wonders of the cold and warm water. Other benefits include accomplishment of satisfaction and general improvement (Reeve, 2001). Tourism is said to be the travel for recreational, leisure, family or business purposes, usually of a limited duration. Tourism is commonly associated with trans-national travel, but may also be refer to travel to another location for same country. The world tourism organization define tourists as people traveling to and staying in places outside their usual environment for not more than one consecutive year for leisure, business and other purposes. 





CHAPTER THREE
RESEARCH METHODOLOGY
This research aims at understanding past and current research, creating some direction for future studies, and therefore advancing the socio-cultural contribution of Ikogosi warm spring on people of the host community. In order to do such an analysis, a large number of publications willbe taken into consideration to have an accurate picture of socio-cultural contribution of Ikogosi warm spring on people of Ekiti State. Secondary Data

3.1.1	Population
The population of the study is Ikogosi. The population according to the 2006 National population census was 6,984 with 3,314 male and 3,670 female.
3.2   Data Collection Instrument
	A well structured questionnaire designed was used for the purpose of the study to collect data from the sample size that was selected. The questionnaire was distributed to obtain information on the topic Socio-cultural contribution of Ikogosi warm spring to the host community in Ikogosi Ekiti State. 
3.3	Sample Size and Sampling Procedure
The research work is carried out at Ikogosi community in Ekiti State which is chosen as the case study for this research work. The population of Ikogosi Community is 6,984 according to 2006 census, taking 10% of number of the tourist within the period of the sample size is 70 respondents were administered with questionnaire. 
For this research work, Stratified random sampling will be adopted. Stratified random sampling involves breaking a population into key subgroups and obtaining a simple random sample from each group. These subgroups are based on the household which the total number of the household in the community is 140, will be chosen randomly to sample their opinion.
3.4	Research Design
Research method is the way of gathering information for the research study in other to achieve the objective of the project. The research used survey method to generate relevant information for both primary and secondary sources of data. Questionnaire was distributed to member of the Ikogosi warm spring to investigate the role of Ikogosi warm spring on socio-cultural contribution in Ekiti state. 
3.5	Validation of Instrument
	The instrument selected for this research work is highly valid and reliable. This is because a questionnaire is selected to be the primary instrument for this work, respondents will supply answers to the questions as the questionnaire was a close ended one.
	The internet is also a good source of data collection. It was the secondary instrument for this research because information on it is with reliable references.

3.6	Reliability of Instrumentation

The personal interview used was tree and non division type respondent were given the opportunity to express themselves freely.
