1.2	Statement of the Problem

As a result, the number of completed questionnaires was limited, which affected the diversity of responses.
Another challenge was the limited timeframe within which the research had to be carried out. The short duration made it difficult to revisit respondents who had not initially filled the questionnaires or to conduct detailed follow-ups. In addition, the data was collected during working hours, which clashed with the daily tasks of the respondents. Many of them were unable to respond promptly due to their busy schedules.

CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATION
5.1	Summary
The study investigates the impact of digital transformation on office management practices in organizations, with a focus on how digital tools and technologies have influenced efficiency, productivity, and organizational practices. Through the analysis of 20 responses from employees of the University of Ilorin Teaching Hospital, it was found that digital transformation has significantly impacted several areas, including data management, cost reduction, customer service enhancement, and simplified reporting. The transition to digital tools was overwhelmingly perceived as beneficial, with a large majority of respondents (ranging from 50 to 70) strongly agreeing or agreeing with the positive outcomes of digital transformation in their organization.
In particular, respondents highlighted improvements in operational efficiency and business forecasting accuracy. Most respondents indicated that digital tools had reduced the time spent on administrative tasks and simplified reporting. The results also showed that communication regarding the digital transformation process was well-received among employees, contributing to a smoother transition to digital technologies. The data further indicated that the digital systems in the organization were regularly updated to meet the needs of the business, and this contributed to better overall organizational management.
5.2	Conclusion
Based on the data analysis, it is clear that digital transformation has had a positive and transformative effect on office management practices at the University of Ilorin Teaching Hospital. The findings reflect a shift towards more efficient, streamlined processes, which have resulted in improved service delivery, cost reductions, and operational improvements. The study suggests that embracing digital tools is crucial for organizations to remain competitive and efficient in today’s business environment. The data reveals that the majority of employees are receptive to digital transformation and recognize its significant benefits.
However, the study also underscores the importance of effective communication and management of digital tools to ensure smooth transitions and continued effectiveness. Despite the positive outcomes, some challenges related to the implementation and adaptation of digital tools may still exist and need to be addressed.
5.3	Recommendations
1. Continual Training and Development: Organizations should invest in ongoing training programs to equip employees with the necessary skills to maximize the use of digital tools. This will ensure that staff members are well-versed in utilizing the latest digital technologies, enhancing productivity and efficiency.
2. Regular Updates and Maintenance: Digital tools must be regularly updated to ensure they are aligned with the organization’s goals and technological advancements. This can help avoid issues related to obsolete systems and ensure that the tools are capable of handling emerging business needs.
3. Effective Communication: As observed in the study, clear communication about the digital transformation process plays a crucial role in its success. Organizations should engage employees early on, provide clarity on the benefits, and keep them informed about the stages of implementation.
4. Further Research: Further research should be conducted to assess the long-term impacts of digital transformation on employee satisfaction and organizational performance. Investigating the experiences of employees across various sectors could provide more generalizable insights into how digital tools affect office management practices.
5. Addressing Resistance to Change: While most employees have embraced digital transformation, some resistance may still exist. Organizations should focus on understanding and mitigating resistance through targeted interventions, such as feedback sessions and personalized support for hesitant employees.
