Social media plays a significant role in raising awareness and combating child labor, particularly among youth. It provides a platform for campaigns, information dissemination, and community building, fostering a collective effort against child labor and abuse. Through hashtags, videos, and personal stories shared on platforms like Instagram, Twitter, and TikTok, social media effectively engages a younger audience and encourages them to participate in the fight against child labor. Social media platforms have proven to be powerful tools in raising awareness about child labor and its various forms, including child abuse and child marriage. Hashtags like #EndChildLabour, #ChildRights, and #EndChildMarriage have gained traction, reaching a wide audience and fostering a sense of urgency and collective action. Social media can also be used to hold individuals and organizations accountable for engaging in or supporting child labor practices. Exposing instances of child labor through social media can lead to public pressure and scrutiny, encouraging those involved to change their practices. 






























CHAPTER ONE
Introduction
1.1	Background to the study
Child abuse, child labour, child trafficking are words that are often  used interchangeably to means any form of maltreatment lashes on children usually those below the age of 18 years in Nigeria. Child abuse or child maltreatment is physical, sexual, and or psychological maltreatment or neglect of a child or children, especially by a parent or caregiver. Child abuse may include any act or failure to act by a parent or a caregiver that results in actual or potential harm to a child, and can occur in a child’s home, or in the organizations, schools, or communities the child interacts with.
Child abuse and neglect (CAN) has been recognized as a major health problem due to its implications on child surviving. The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (2016) uses child maltreatment in general term that includes both abuse and neglect. It is define as any act  or series of acts of commission or omission by parents or other caregivers that results in herm or threat  of harm to a child. The world health organization (WHO) (2011)  defines CAN as every kind of physical, sexual, emotional abuse, neglect or negligent,, treatment, commercial or other exploitation resulting in actual or potential harm to the children’s health, survival, development, or dignity in the content of a relationship of responsibility, trust or power.
 Abuse in all its forms are a daily reality for many Nigerian children and only a fraction ever receive help. Six out of every 10 children experience some form of violence while, one in four girls and 10 per cent of boys have been victims of sexual violence. Of the children who reported violence, fewer than five out of a 100 received any form of support. The drivers of violence against children (VAC) are rooted in social norms, including around the use of violent discipline, violence against women and community beliefs about witchcraft, all of which increase children’s vulnerability (UNICEF, 2017)
            Nigeria has the largest number of child brides in Africa with more than 23 million girls and women who were married as children, most of them from poor and rural communities. While data suggests a decline of 9 per cent in the prevalence of child marriage since 2003, and a projected further decrease of 6 per cent by 2030, Nigeria’s rapid population growth means that the number of child brides will in fact increase by more than one million by 2030 and double by 2050 (UNICEF, 2017).
            Ullman, Najdowski and Filipas (2019) noted that the act of commission (child abuse) is deliberate and intentional acts which may include physical, sexual and psychological abuse, and the act of omission (child neglect) is the failure to provide for a child’s basic needs such as physical, emotional, medical/dental and educational needs and failure to supervise and protect a child from harm or potential harm. Abused or neglected children have been reported to have cognitive impairment, developmental delays, eating and sleeping disorders, poor performance at school, poor relationships, post-traumatic stress disorder, depression, suicidal behaviour and may themselves become abusive.
            According to the WHO in the year 2002, an estimated 31,000 deaths were attributed to homicide among children <15 years of age. Millions of children have been victims of CAN, many of which have resulted to death, but have gone unnoticed because children’s death is not routinely investigated or autopsied; therefore, it is difficult to know the degree of the problem. Infants and pre-schoolchildren are at the greatest risk of fatal maltreatment because of their dependency, vulnerability and relative social invisibility.
            Children in West and Central Africa are susceptible to a wide range of hazards from which they have a right to protection, including child labour, sexual exploitation, trafficking, conflict and other emergencies, female genital mutilation/cutting and child marriage. About 35% of the children of West and Central Africa are estimated to be engaged in child labour. There are, however, wide variations between individual countries in the region.
            Olatosi, Ogordi, Oredugba, Sote, (2018) report that in Nigeria, CAN is beginning to receive attention unlike in the past where the awareness was low, and emphasis placed on prevalent childhood problems such as malnutrition and infection. Despite the attention being received by CAN, Nigerian society is still plagued with incidences of child labour, child maltreatment, child marriage, child trafficking, neglect and child prostitution. According to the United Nations, it is estimated that there are 15 million working Nigerian children under the age of 14. These children have been exposed on the street and forced into long hours of dangerous situations that are not developmentally appropriate. Although this situation has been attributed to economic necessity, the risk of accidents, violence, sexual exploitation and human immunodeficiency virus infection due to child labour have been reported.
            In recent times, there has been increase in reports of abuse and kidnapping of children in the school environment, the most popular one being the kidnapping of 276 Nigerian girls by the Boko Haram terrorist group where the girls were subjected to sexual abuse; physical and psychological abuse; forced labour; forced participation in military operations and forced marriages. Domestic workers in Nigeria are often referred to as ‘house helps’, most of which are girls who are denied education and subjected to long hours of work with little or no pay, these girls are vulnerable to physical, sexual, emotional abuse and neglect (Arinze, 2006).
             Child trafficking and abuse takes place in most parts of the world. In Nigeria, the United Nations International Children’s Emergency Fund (UNICEF) has identified 13 human trafficking endemic states which include Edo, Ondo, Ebonyi, Imo, Rivers, Enugu, Ogun, Kano, Cross River, Akwa-Ibom or Delta States. Research has shown that child abuse has become an intra-cross  boarder and trans-national crime. It is against this background that the study investigates the influence of mass media campaigns on child abuse in Nigeria particularly among residents of Ilorin East L.G. Kwara State.
1.2	Statement of the Problem
Child abuse and child labour are indeed significant and concerning issues that have affected many societies, including those in Africa which has the largest number of child labourers (72.1 million) and Nigeria (about 15 million child workers in the country. These harmful phenomena have serious and long-lasting consequences for the physical, emotional, and psychological well-being of children, as well as for the overall development of societies.
The prevalence of this ugly phenomenon is caused by several factors include but not limited to poverty, lack of education, cultural norms and traditions, poor/weak enforcement of laws, migration and displacement, gender inequality, high unemployment rates, rural-urban disparities and corruption among other. There are lots of empirical studies on the influence of mass media in the campaign against child abuse and child labour (Olayinka, 2020; Ekuri, 2013; Bernadette and Chris, 2002; Balamurugan, 2019).
Meanwhile, advancement in information and communication technology particularly social media have enabled NGOs, government, international organizations to create awareness and advocate on policies, propose law and seek punishment for child abuse and labour offenders.
Despite the potential of social media, only few empirical studies have been conducted on the subject matter in relation to social media (Desmond and Sienne, 2021; Busari & Amedu, 2020). Even, where the empirical studies are available on social media advocacy and awareness on child abuse and labour, they failed to pinpoint the specific social media platform that is mostly effective in creating awareness and mitigating child abuse and labour. Due to Nigeria’s digital divide, this study is also focused on the Ilorin South in Kwara State to investigate the influence of social media in raising awareness of and militating child labour and abuse in Kwara State.
1.3       Objectives of the Study
The main objective of this study is to investigate the influence of social media in the campaign against labour child among youth in Ilorin South, while the specific objectives include to:
1. To investigate the prevalence of child labour and abuse in Ilorin South, Kwara State.
2. To examine how social media is utilized as a tool for reporting instances of child labour and abuse among Ilorin South, Kwara State.
3. To determine the extent to which social media has helped effectively created awareness and mitigating of child labour and abuse.
4. To identify the challenges hindering effective use of social media as platforms to create awareness and mitigate child labour and abuse.
 1.4       Research Questions
In order to explicate the aforementioned objectives, the listed questions provide answers to the research problem:
1. What is the prevalence of child labour and abuse in Ilorin South, Kwara State?
2. How social media is utilized as a tool for reporting instances of child labour and abuse among Ilorin South, Kwara State?
3. To what extent has social media effectively helped in creating awareness and mitigating child labour and abuse?
4. What are the challenges hindering effective use of social media as platforms to create awareness and mitigate child labour and abuse?
1.5       Significance of the Study
This study is essential to serve stakeholders in the government, NGOs, international child related organizations, International Labour Organization, activists with the needed insight on the level of awareness and mitigating efforts on child abuse and labour. Specifically, on how social media can be employed to address and advocate the menace.
This study will contribute to theories and models especially Social Capital Theory and Technological Determinism Theory especially as it can be used to explain how social media can be used to create awareness, advocating and mitigating child abuse and labour  issue particularly in developing countries particularly Nigeria where there is high prevalence of child abuse, child labour and child marriage.
Government and policy formulators may benefit from the result of this research to make laws that will prevent or curb any form of violence against children including child labour. This study is also expected to encourage individuals to use social media to advocate and report incidents of child abuse and labour in their communities.
Since social media platforms have wide reach, allowing information to spread quickly to a wide audience. By using these platforms, the problem of child labour and abuse can be clearly displayed, reaching people who may not be aware of the problem. By leveraging hashtags, viral content, and online petitions, it is possible to raise awareness and pressure authorities to take action.
The research will showcase understanding on how social media platforms as fastest platforms can provide quicker report of the incidents in real time as result led to faster response from law enforcement, NGOs and relevant agencies to prevent further abuse and save children from dangerous situations.
This study’ findings will educate children and adults about their rights, privileges and dangers inherent in child labour and abuse including how to report any incident of child abuse or labour.
Access to educational content and resources through social media can provide children with opportunities for learning and personal development that will armed them against any form of abuse and labour.
This study may be relevant to researchers in the fields of mass communication, sociology and other related fields who are interested in conducting similar research related to this as it provides them with an empirical opportunity to see what has been done while also serving as a source of literature. Overall, it contributes to the body of knowledge in mass communication and sociology etc.
1.6       Scope of the Study
The study which investigates the influence of social media in awareness and mitigation of child labour and abuse in Nigeria shall be narrowed in scope to residence of Ilorin South, Kwara State. Thus, the geographical scope of this study shall be within Kwara State. The choice of residents of Ilorin South is due to their proximity to the researcher, inadequate time to study the people living in Ilorin talk less of Nigeria among other logistics. Also, the demographic factors of the respondents shall be carefully studied before the administration of research instruments such factors include: age, gender, academic level e.t.c
1.7       Operational Definition of Terms
Influence: In this research, this refers to impact or the contribution of social media to the creation of awareness and mitigating child abuse and labour particularly among the residence of Ilorin South, Kwara State.
Social Media: In this study, social media awareness simply refers to the use of social media in sharing information (text, pictures, videos etc) to create awareness, reducing and curbing child abuse and labour phenomenon among residence of Ilorin South, Kwara State.
Child Abuse: In this study, it refers to any act of harming or neglecting that endangers the physical, emotional, or psychological well-being of a child in Nigeria such as inflicting physical harm, harming a child’s self-esteem and emotional development, engaging a child in sexual activities, and failing to provide proper care and attention to a child.
Child Labour: In this research, child labour means the exploitation of children through any form of work that deprives them of their childhood, interferes with their ability to attend regular schools, and is mentally, physically, socially, or morally harmful such as selling on the street, industries, domestic work, and mining etc.
Campaign: raise awareness, educate, and inspire hope to prevent child abuse and neglect.
Youth: it refers to the period of life when someone is young. It can also refer to the condition of being young, or the appearance, vigor, or spirit of someone who is young.


CHAPTER TWO
Literature review
Introduction 
This chapter is a review of the related studies to the topic: Influence of Africa Independent Television as a Watchdog against Child Abuse and labour with a particular focus to Child Trafficking”. The chapter is organized according to the following headings.
2.1	Conceptual Framework
2.1.1 	The Concept of Child Abuse 
A child means every human being below the age of 18 years. The “word” child is also defined differently in different cultures, and the definition may not be based on the age (World Health Organization). The Oxford Advanced Learner‟s Dictionary (New 7th Edition) defines child abuse as the crime of harming a child in a physical, sexual, or emotional way. The Centers for Disease Control (CDC) and the Department for Children and Families (DCF) defined child abuse as the physical, sexual, or emotional maltreatment or neglect of a child. The organization also listed four major categories of child abuse which include; physical abuse, sexual abuse, neglect or child neglect and emotional abuse.
2.1.1.2	Physical Abuse 
Physical abuse is any non accidental injury to a child Such as hitting, kicking, slapping, shaking, burning, biting, throwing, and paddling. Physical abuse comes in numerous degrees and forms. Uzoeze (2005) asserts that one of the most extreme forms of physical abuse is the murder of infants. This is committed in most parts of the World Calvert (1993) opines that physical abuse is characterized by physical injury. For example, bruises and features resulting from punching, heating, kicking biting, burning and so on. Another form of physical abuse is corporal punishment on the excuse of discipline. This occurs in many forms such as smoking or beating children with belt or stick, pulling or grabbing a child‟s ears and sometimes giving knocks on the head Giovanni (1971) refers to child physical abuse as “social murder”. This according to him includes exploitation of the child‟s time and energy through street hawking and excessive house work.
2.1.1.3	Sexual Abuse 
Sexual abuse is a form of child abuse in which an adult or older adolescent abuses a child for sexual stimulation. It is the participation of a child in a sexual act aimed toward the physical gratification or the financial profit of the person committing the act. Platt (2002) observes that thousands of children are sexually abused daily. Globally, sexual abuse is seen as the worst kind of gender based violence, “directed at children at the global level. Hopper (2004) observes that the rate of sexual abuse in USA as reported, range from 4.87% at the lowest to over 29%. A report equally shows that many children who experience sexual intercourse are forcefully abused.
2.1.1.4	Child Neglect
Child neglect is generally defined as an act of omission of children, specially the failure of a parents or person legally responsible for child’s welfare to provide for his\her basic needs and proper level of care with medical attention or supervision. According to Uzoeze (2005) child neglect could jeopardize the child’s physical intellectual or emotional development. Opera,(2001). Confirms that in Nigeria hundreds of children is seen selling variety of things ranging from groundnuts to vegetable oil when they should have been at school learning. Children provide services in various industrial set ups .Children in urban areas are quickly caught up in daily struggle for survival and material gain. In a study in the sun newspaper, it was found that children abandonment, sexual abuse, child neglect, vagrant, kidnapping and hawking were the most reported forms of child abuse and neglect. 
Nzewi (1988) found that hawking by boys and girls are widespread parents clearly recognizes that the practice holds dangers for children. According to him, a systematic survey of cases of sexual abuse of children in three major towns in Nigeria indicated that 60% involved girls below the age of 12. Scanlon etal (2002) reports that in Bolivia, the poorest country in Latin America over 44% of the children work in the mines. These children for long hours a day and under very high temperatures. Most times, they carry minerals loads that are above their physical capacities. Besides, they usually come into contact with toxic substances such as nitrates and poisonous gases. In Guatemala, more than 155% of children are engaged in force labor. Some of them work in dangerous occupations like street vending; refuse recycling with little salaries. 
Opera, (1986), is of the view that child labor is an exploitative systematic process in which children are used for jobs that are monotonous strenuous harmful or unduly prolonged. It is the systematic exploitative of the child in jobs that are either self employed or wage earning, be it in the chiefs immediate family, extended family or completely outside the child‟s own relationships in many instances. These categories of children who do not stay with their parents are carefree to do whatever they want to do with their lives. Opera outline the following reasons why children work.
Moses and Aliyu (2005) assert that child labor still remains a serious problem in many parts of the World, even when the Rights of the Child states clearly that “government should recognize economic exploitation and from performing work that is likely to be hazardous or harmful to the child’s development, or to interfere with the child‟s education(UNCRC). Child neglect includes, inadequate feeding, shelter, lack of supervision, inadequate general body care, inadequate dental care, inadequate provision of educational materials, denial of medical attention and resorting to self medication subjecting the child to all forms of fetish and spiritual healing are all termed as neglect. In the view of Onyeanu (2005) supports the fact that lack of provision of materials for class work for the child is a form of child neglect. Many parents deny their children the right to own materials for class work, therefore causing them to perform poorly in terms of academics. Isangedigi (2005) identified forms of abuse in the phenomenon of street children. A street child syndrome arises because of family poverty. This has lead increasing number of boys and girls to abandon their homes to seek for independent living on the streets of towns and cities Evans(2004)observed that in Nigeria, the streets boys are called area boys. These boys are exposed to poverty, hawking, lacking in family control and social support. These street children are easily susceptible to crime and prostitution with their attendant problems. Ugoii (2004) categorized child neglect into the following; 
1. Physical 
2. Emotional and 
3. Psychological neglect. 
Physical neglect includes not providing adequate food, clothing, and medical care. Supervision and child abandonment
2.1.2 The Concept of Child 
Labour Child labour is defined as any behavior directed towards a child by the parents, guardians and other family members or another adult that endangers a child’s physical or emotional development. Child labor generally refers to any economic activity performed by a person under the age of 15, (International Labor Organization, 1999).
Owasanoye (2005) views child labor as” work, paid or unpaid carried out by children, which is dangerous to their development”. This is to be contrasted with the work that is necessary for the proper socialization of a child to have a balanced development, either in the home or in training for a future career. Child labor was utilized to varying extents through history but entered public dispute with the beginning of Universal schooling, with changes in working conditions during industrialization, and with the emergency of the concepts Workers and Children’s Rights. Child labor can be factory work, mining, and prostitution, quarrying, heeling parents in business, domestic work or doing odd jobs. Child labour therefore relates to the following:
1. Prostitution 
2. Domestic work 
3. Agricultural labor
Wikipedia (2009) defines prostitution as the act or pre engaging in sex acts for hire. Prostitution of children refers to children having cites for sexual intercourse for money .Under many laws; a child is defined as anyone under the age of 18 years. The Optimal Protocol on the Sale of Children, Child Prostitution and Pornography to the Convention of the Rights of the Child, states that the prostitution of children is the practice whereby a child is used by others for sexual activities in return for remuneration or any other form of consideration.
Child labor Convention of the International Labor Organization (ILO) provides that the use of offering a child for prostitution is one of the worst forms of child abuse. This convention adopted in 1999, provides that countries that had ratified it must eliminate the practice urgently. It enjoyed the fastest pace of ratification in the International labor organization history since 1919. The prostitution of children is seen as forming part of the commercial sexual exploitation of children (CSEC) it is sometimes connected to the trafficking of children for sexual purpose, and to child pornography.
Burra (1998) notes that children are often pushed by social structures and individual agents into situations in which adults take advantage of the vulnerability and sexual exploit and abuse them. Children also engage in prostitution in return not only for basic needs such as accommodation, food, clothing, or safety, but also for extra pocket money for desired consumer goods otherwise out of reach
2.1.3	The Concept of Child Trafficking
The National Agency for the Prohibition of Traffic in Persons and Other Related Mather ( NAPTIP) in 2003 defines trafficking “as including all acts and attempted acts involved in the recruitment, transportation within or across Nigeria borders, purchases, sale, transfer, receipt as harboring of a person involving the use of deception, coercion or debt bondage for the purpose of placing or holding the person whether for or not involuntary servitude (domestic, sexual or reproductive) in forced or bonded labour or in slave-like condition. 
In 1994, the General Assembly of the United Nations Organization defined trafficking as “illicit and clandestine movement of persons across national and international boarders largely from developing countries and some countries in transition with the goal of forcing women and girl children into sexual or economically oppressive and exploitative situations for the profit of recruiters, traffickers, crime syndicates as well as other illegal activities related to trafficking such as forced domestic labour. Article three (a) of the International Labor Organization (ILO) recognizes child trafficking as one of the worst forms of child labor. Child trafficking is defined as all forms of slavery, such as the sale and trafficking of children, debt bondage and serfdom of children for use in armed conflicts (UNICEF 2002).
Children who live with parents and attend school till completion are seen as having good prospects in educational accomplishment and a head start in life than those who are taken to towns, cities for servitude. Observations over the years in Cross River State shows an alarming trend increasing number of children being trafficked continuously within and outside the borders of the state for work. A study of the situation in Cross River State from 1996 to 2007 shows that a high proportion of young adults and children were trafficked to various parts of Nigeria especially the south West. For example, a study conducted by Girls Power Initiative, a nongovernmental organization (NGO) in 2002 revealed that Ondo, Akure, Ashawele, Okitipupa, Shagamu, Ile-efe are places where most of those trafficked on are taken to work. The federal government’s concern and the obvious effect of child labor and child trafficking is well known and is translated into the passing of the Children Rights Acts, 2003 and trafficking in persons (prohibition ) law Enforcement and Administrative Act 2003 {otherwise called the NAPTIP.
2.1.3.1	Causes of Child Trafficking
Owasanoye (2005) observes that poverty appears to be the most compelling factor that pushes children into being trafficked leading to exploitative labor. This demoralizing condition may compel a child or family to accept any condition in order to satisfy basic needs. Bhabha (2003) attributes child trafficking to under development and of opportunity of rural areas. United Nations International Children Education Fund (200) sees child trafficking as being caused by corruption. Asuelimen (2000) views child trafficking as an issue caused by tradition and cultural values. 
Agbu (2003) views child trafficking as caused by lack of legal frame work or inability to enforce existing legal framework to implement anti trafficking activities. In response to child trafficking, government of the local, state and federal levels have developed some intervention strategies. Among such efforts include the establishment of the National Agency for the prohibition of Traffic in Persons {NAPTIP}, development of more officers of the immigration service and police in strategic areas and border areas, enlightenment campaigns in schools by government and nongovernmental organizations to educate citizens on the existence of this scourge and the danger it poses. Besides, provision have been made to receive children trafficked to states or countries of destination and rehabilitate them. 
Burra (1998) sees child trafficking as the recruitment, transportation, transfer, harboring, or receipt of children for the purpose of exploitation includes forcing children into prostitution or other forms of sexual exploitation, force labor or services, slavery, servitude, or the removal of organs. For children, exploitation may also include illicit international adopted trafficking for early marriage, and recruitment as child soldiers, for begging or as athletes (such as child camel, jockeys or football players) or for recruitment for cults.
2.1.4 The Concept of Mass Media 
Mass media are channels of communication that involve transmitting of information in some way shape or form to large numbers of people. They include broadcast media and print media. According to Rebort (1995) the mass media can be used to present one section of community to another in other to correct misinformation malediction .It can be used to reduce an ignorance of another way of life. It will be discovered that the image that every group have about another group are mostly mistaken images and misconceptions that do not represent reality of another group. In the view of Merfix (1990) “the mass media can contribute to people’s awareness of potentialities, dissatisfaction and collective power among people.” 
Mass media encourage and ginger people to achieve their goals or the goals of the society, by promoting such goals in the media and stimulating the aspirations and activities of the people towards achieving such goals (Okun, 1999 p.177). Thousands of children stay glued to the television set for hours every day and television itself is powerful and can ruin public reputation, Hurlock (1998) classified to include books, newspapers, magazines, movies, recording, internet and the explosion of digital communication technology in the 20th and 21th century. In his own opinion McQuail classified the popular mass media as
1. Print, pamphlet, newspaper(established in the 15th c) 
2. Recording-records, magnetic tapes, CD, DVD, gramophone (19th C) 
3. Cinema-it started from about 1900 
4. Radio-started from about 1910 
5. Television started in 1950 
6. Internet-it started in 1990


2.2	Theoretical Framework
2.2.1	Agenda Setting Theory
Agenda setting theory was founded in 1972, by McCombs and Shaw The theory describes the very powerful influence of the media, which is the media’s ability to tell us what us what issues are important, and what persons are important in the society. These issues and individuals who the media choose to publicize become the issues and individuals we think and talk about. According to McCombs and Shaw, media audience judge as important what the media judge as important. By implication, media help people to determine what is important in the public discourse. 
The theory and the study both emphasized on the influence of the media on audience, which is the media’s ability to tell us what issues are important, such issue may be Child abuse and Child Trafficking that affects the society most especially children and women. The media therefore proffered solution to such issues by organizing programmes relating to child abuse and labour in order to reduce the incidence of such acts
2.3	Review of Related Studies
The article recognizes child trafficking as one of the worst forms of child labor. It defines child trafficking as one of the worst forms of slavery, or practices similar to slavery such as the sale and trafficking of children, debt bondage and serfdom and forced or compulsory recruitment of children for use in armed conflicts. According to the study, the International Labor Organization (ILO) convention NO 182 protects children from abuse and exploitation. This, notwithstanding, some million children aged 5-17 years are believed to be engaged in the worst forms of child labor in the ratio of one child in every Worldwide. The study posits that children who live with their parents and attend school till completion are seen as having good prospects in educational accomplishment and make a head start in life than those who are taken to towns, cities for servitude .Moreover, observations in the study, in Cross River State shows an alarming trend increasing number of children being trafficked continuously within and outside the borders of the state for work. The study also shows the federal government‟s concern about the obvious effect of child labor and child trafficking which is well known and is translated into the passing of children‟s Right Acts, 2003 and Trafficking in Person(prohibition) Law Enforcement and Administrative Act,2003(otherwise called NAPTIP ACT). In order to protect the rights of a child, the study points out that the United Nations General Assembly on the 20th of November, 1999 in Resolution 1386(XIV) “proclaims the rights of the child so that children may have a happy childhood and enjoy the benefits in their society. The rights and freedoms herein, set forth and called upon parents, men and women as individuals and upon voluntary organizations, local authorities and national governments to recognize those rights and strive for their observance by legislative and other measures. 
Unlike the present study the reviewed study failed to look at the major causes of child trafficking in Nigeria and why children engage in hawking. The present study further proffered possible solutions to the causes of child trafficking and how it could be avoided.














CHAPTER THREE
RESEARCH METHODOLOGY
3.1	RESEARCH DESIGN 
	The study design for this research work shall be a case study. Case studies have the potential of allowing the scholar to focus on a particular community or individual in his detailed leaning on a specific phenomenon. Case study enabled researchers to do better and thorough research.
	Baridanm (2001), stated that research design refers to a framework or plan that guides collecting and examining the study's data. Considering the nature of the research problem, we adopted the descriptive survey method to generate the necessary and required data. Also, the questionnaire was the chief instruments of data collection.
	The conduct of surveys in research is essential for describing the characteristics of a large population; which gives high reliability while presenting all subjects with a homogeneous stimulus that ensures eradication of observer subjectivity (Mugenda and Mugenda (1999). Robson (2002), stated that a survey collects information from a group of people interviewed or distributing questionnaires to a representative sample of a group; which design is preferred because large size is feasible, making the results statistically significant even with multiple variables.
3.2	POPULATION OF THE STUDY
Asika (1991) stated that the population comprises all the elements or subjects of interest and maybe finite or infinite. The full set of cases of the sample taken is called the population (Saunder et al. 1997). Therefore, this study's population sample is from Ilorin, the Kwara State Capital.
Mugenda and Mugenda (2003), explained that the target population should have some observable characteristics to which the researchers intend to make a sweeping statement about the study results. Our definition clarifies issues about the sample of the investigation is not homogeneous. Therefore, the researchers intend to examine the sample size of selected people from the general public.
The targeted population ranges from the ages of 18 years and above that constitute the respondent. Therefore 50 respondents were selected using accidental and purposive sampling techniques. Our sample size comprised youths of employable age and above, both graduates, secondary school leavers and some artisans that uses social media.
3.3	SIMPLE SIZE AND SAMPLE TECHNIQUE
	The sampling technique used is the qualitative methods of accidental sampling and purposive sampling that were useful for conducting exploratory research; they are less stringent, very descriptive and analytical. Another reason is that they are cost-effective and consumes less time.
i. 	Accidental sampling
Accidental sampling is a type of nonprobability technique which involves the sample drawn from that part of the population which is handy, that is, a sample population selected because it is readily available and convenient. We shall sample the targeted population's opinions about their knowledge on the gravity of harm hate speech inflicts on people and the possible remedies. The relevance of Accidental Sampling explained by Black (1999) is that it is an inexpensive way of ensuring sufficient numbers of a study. Based on this sense, our population was selected being readily available and convenient.
ii. Purposive Sampling
A purposive sample is a non-representative subset of some larger population and serves a specific need or purpose (Trochim, 2005). Purposive sampling will be useful in the study because it consumed a smaller amount of time, and it was less expensive. Concerning the research, this method we specifically talk to some stakeholders in the state like lecturers.
3.4	RESEARCH INSTRUMENT 
Questionnaire was employed as the research instruments for the empirical aspect this study.
3.5	METHOD OF DATA COLLECTION
In this study, both primary and secondary data sources were obtained and used to evaluate the investigation problem. Primary sources of data are firsthand information that the researcher finds from the study population. We collected our prime data from some university students, traders, and the general public. The importance of primary data is that it has not been published yet and is more reliable, authentic, and objective and has not been subjected to scrutiny and bias assessment; its validity is better than secondary data. However, some of the limitations of primary data are; limitation of information sources; and in certain instances, it becomes difficult to obtain data because of either scarcity of population or lack of cooperation.
Secondary data has been processed but might have a link or relevance to the project under review. Secondary data came from significant publications on the study such as journals, magazines, books, reports and other relevant documents. Some of the secondary data benefits are that it is easier to obtain the required information, and is less expensive.
3.6	 METHOD OF DATA PRESENTATION AND ANALYSIS
	In this study, the researcher used a Chi-square test which is statistical hypothesis test used in the analysis of contingency tables. In simpler terms, this test is primary use to examine whether two categorical variables are independent in influencing the test statics.  
3.7	VALIDITY AND RELIABILITY OF THE INSTRUMENT
The instrument to be employed was designed to cover the area addressed by the research question and objective highlighted at the beginning of this report. The instrument was also designed to cover other area which will support the responses of the main study. Also the observation and questionnaire method is valid enough to generate actual solution to the research.

Table 12, 13 and 18 response to this research question, The above table 12 show, 3 respondents which represent 3% chose strong disagree, 9 of the respondents which represent 9% chose disagree, 17 of the respondents which represent 17% chose neutral, 31 respondents which connote 16% chose agree that Campaigns on Instagram/TikTok/Facebook catch attention more while those that chose strongly agree amount to 40 (40%) respondents. Most of the respondents strongly agreed that social media is the best platform to reach a wider range of people in few minutes which serve as an accurate tool for reporting instance occurrence on child labour 
From table 13 above showed 92 (92%) respondents agree that Social media campaigns are more effective than traditional media, while 8 (8%) respondents chose no. In the course of this survey we have respondents which believe that Social media campaigns are more effective than traditional media.

Research question 3
What are the challenges hindering effective use of social media as platforms to create awareness and mitigate child labour and abuse?
The above table 16 showed, 55 respondents which represent 55% chose strong disagree, 17 of the respondents which represent 7% chose disagree, 15 of the respondents which represent 15% chose neutral, 6 respondents which connote 6% chose agree while those that chose strongly agree amount to 7 (45%) respondents. That is, we have more respondent that strongly disagree they have attended events or joined initiatives because of social media campaigns. One of the challenged encountered as regard the research is despite the fact social media create a wider range of awareness on child labour we have few youth that have any event or joined initiatives to enhance their knowledge about child labour.
4.3   DISCLOSURE OF FINDINGS
This research has found out certain facts about the subject matter of study. The work was set to find out the influence of social media on child abuse prevention. For the first objective, the outcome of the discussion indicated that social media has created awareness on child abuse in Nigeria. Significantly, social media has been essential to the growth of society’s awareness of child abuse and neglect. This is in agreement with Silverman and Wilson (2002), they believed the explosion in media interest in child offences has also helped to fuel a moral panic. It can therefore be said that social media has undoubtedly played a key role in raising awareness of child abuse. 
The second objective was to find out the level of awareness social media has created on child abuse prevention and the study showed that the likes of Facebook, Instagram, Twitter, WhatsApp, TikTok and Blogs have been at the forefront of promoting child abuse cases. it was discovered that there have been different campaigns against child abuse on different social media platforms at different times. As earlier asserted under literature review in this study, Social Media has rapidly grown in importance as a forum for social activism in its different forms in Nigeria. Social media has become a primary communication medium in the developed world over the past decade. Due to increased globalization, facilitated by the widespread use of the internet and social media, this medium allows for the widespread and fast dissemination of ideas and can also serve as a means to change norms about child abuse. 
The third objective which was to determine if social media is really a tool in preventing child abuse in Nigeria. From the data obtained, the influence of social media on child abuse prevention has been factually established. The study found out that social media alone is not effective enough in preventing child abuse In Nigeria. It is believed that social media has its role to play which is the constant publicity of these child abuse cases as it helps to inform and sensitize people on its implication on both the abuser and the child. “At best, the media are effective at building citizen awareness of an issue, but more complex attitudinal or behavioral change requires more direct forms of citizen contact and intervention”. (O’Keefe & Reed, 1990: 215) 
The research proves that the information given about child abuse on social media are believable and acceptable, however, for several reasons, the effectiveness of these campaigns remains contentious rough. Burrows (1988: 16) reveals that “a media campaign can be effective, but it means nothing unless the campaign is integrated into an overall approach dealing with the various aspects.” He adds that, “whatever happens at the mass level must be complemented and supported at a grassroots level for any long-term behavioral change to occur,” (Julie Urquhart cited in Wood, 1994: 18).







CHAPTER FIVE
Summary, Conclusion and Recommendations 
5.1	Summary
The project work is made up of five chapters which chapter one consist of the introduction of the topic, statement of problems, aim and objectives of the study, scope of the study, significant of the study as well as the definition of key terms used in the study.
The chapter two comprises of literature review, theoretical aspect of the study and empirical review. 
Chapter three talks about the methodological of the research, research design, population of the study, sample size and sampling techniques, data collection and data analysis. 
Chapter four consists demographic of the respondents, data analysis and discussion of findings.
Lastly, chapter five, which is the last chapter encompasses the summary of the research, conclusion and recommendations of the research finding.     
5.2	Conclusion
Social media has become quite pervasive in our everyday lives and has also been proven to have an influence on our lives. This study therefore sought to examine if the level of awareness created by social media on the issue of child abuse has helped in its prevention. While the results are not necessarily generalizable because of the limited sample size, the findings offer significant insight into the role of social media in child abuse prevention in Nigeria and would be a trigger for further studies into the phenomenon. 
The results showed that although there are numerous discussions and campaigns against child abuse on social media, it is not effective enough in the prevention of child abuse in Nigeria.
5.3	Recommendations
1. There should be public enlightenment programs that reach the grassroots to create awareness on child abuse and its legal implications for offenders. 
2. Fights against child abuse should be taken down to the family level where parents and guardians are found. By this, it means that discussions on child abuse should take place in churches, women groups, marketplaces, and other social gatherings. 
3. The Nigeria government should Make available childcare homes and services or empower already existing organizations to cater for the welfare of child abuse victims and also children that lack parental care. 
4. The Nigerian government should ensure through appropriate authorities that the child rights laws are enacted.
5. Involve schools and NGOs in social media-based programs.
6. Regularly evaluate social media strategies for effectiveness.
