By applying media literacy principles, students can learn to critically evaluate the messages presented in documentaries, recognize biases, and understand the impact of these media on their perceptions. This not only fosters a deeper engagement with the content but also empowers students to become informed citizens who can navigate the complex media landscape. 
Ultimately, integrating media literacy into your project can help demonstrate how documentaries can effectively contribute to quality education by encouraging critical thinking and informed discussions among students.
2.2.2 Social Learning Theory:
 Social learning theory, developed by (Albert Bandura, 1977) posits that people learn behaviors, attitudes, and emotional responses through observation and imitation of others. It emphasizes that learning occurs not only through direct experience but also by watching others, particularly in social contexts. Key components of this theory include attention, retention, reproduction, and motivation.  For instance, when individuals observe someone successfully performing a behavior and receiving positive reinforcement, they are more likely to imitate that behavior themselves.
   This theory highlights the importance of social influences in learning and suggests that media, such as television documentaries, can play a significant role in shaping perceptions and behaviors by providing models for viewers to emulate.
Social learning theory is relevant to this project work on television documentaries as it emphasizes the role of observation and imitation in learning. 
This theory, developed by Albert Bandura, suggests that individuals learn behaviors, attitudes, and emotional reactions through observing others, particularly in social contexts.
In the context of this project, documentaries can serve as a medium through which viewers observe and learn about social and political issues. By showcasing real-life experiences, interviews, and narratives, documentaries can influence viewers' understanding and attitudes toward these topics. For instance, when viewers see the impact of police brutality in Nigeria depicted in a documentary, they may be more likely to empathize with the victims and engage in discussions or actions related to social justice. This aligns with the principles of social learning theory, highlighting how media can shape perceptions and behaviors through the representation of social issues.

CHAPTER THREE

Wimmer and Dominick [2016] posited that population of a research study is a list of collection of subjects, objects, variables or concept in a defined environment which could be a group or class of variables, concept or phenomenal in a given study. Oloyede & Adejare (2012), stated that population can be referred to as living or non-living things; it may be people, animals or things that the study is essentially carried out to investigate.
The population for this study cover selected parents in Ilorin-East and students in Kwara State Polytechnic Primary school. According to the Headmaster of Kwarapoly Primary school, the population of students in the school is estimated to 237.

3.5        Research Instrument
A Research Instrument is a tool used to collect, measure, and analyze data related to a researcher’s interests. A structured closed-ended questionnaire was adopted as instrument for data collection in this study.
Saul Mcleod [2015] defined questionnaire as a research instrument consisting of a series of questions for the purpose of gathering information from respondents. The questionnaire was be divided into three (3) parts. Part A conceptualized on introduction and familiarity of respondents to the topic understudy, part B contain items designed to obtain data on the research topic while part C sought the demographic profile of the respondents. 
3.6        Validity and Reliability of the Instrument
A study is reliable when repeated measurement of the same material results in similar decision or conclusion, winner and Dominick (2013:156). To ascertain the validity of the instrument, expert validity was employed. Hence, the researcher’s supervisor who is a communication expert, scrutinized the instrument to ensure that it is valid and credible for measurement. 3.7        Method of Administration of the Research Instrument 
Method of administration of instrument data collection are techniques and procedures used to gather information for research purposes. These methods can range from simple self-reported surveys to more complex experiments and can involve either quantitative or qualitative approaches to data gathering (Creswell J. W., 2013).

The study was driven by the growing concern about the declining quality of education in Nigeria's public primary schools and the search for innovative, engaging, and effective teaching aids that can enhance learning.
Television documentaries especially those focused on science, history, environment, culture, and social issues are known to combine visual storytelling with factual content, making them a powerful tool for education. This research investigates how these documentaries influence student engagement, understanding, motivation, and participation in classroom activities. A descriptive survey research design was adopted, using questionnaires and interviews as the main instruments for data collection. The sample included teachers and pupils from Kwarapoly Primary School. Quantitative and qualitative methods were employed in analyzing the data.
This research investigates the impact of television documentaries on the promotion of quality education at the primary level, focusing on Kwarapoly Primary School. The growing challenges in Nigeria's primary education system including lack of student engagement, poor comprehension, rote learning, and limited teaching resources formed the background for this study. With the global shift toward digital learning and audio-visual instructional aids, this study examines how documentary films can be used as effective tools for enhancing teaching and learning in foundational education.
Television documentaries, which combine factual content with real-life visuals and storytelling techniques, are naturally engaging and emotionally resonant. When used properly in classrooms, they can transform traditional learning into dynamic experiences that stimulate curiosity, foster critical thinking, and improve long-term retention of information.
The findings show that television documentaries significantly improve student engagement by capturing their attention and encouraging curiosity. Teachers reported that students showed better understanding of topics especially in science, social studies, and health education when such topics were introduced or reinforced through documentaries. Documentaries made learning more interactive and allowed students to relate classroom topics to real-world situations.
This research work investigates the influence and significance of television documentaries in enhancing the quality of education in primary schools, with Kwarapoly Primary School serving as the case study. The study was initiated in response to the persistent challenges faced by Nigeria’s education sector at the basic level, such as poor learning outcomes, lack of engagement in the classroom, outdated teaching methods, and limited instructional materials. In light of these challenges, the research explores how the integration of educational television documentaries can support the delivery of effective, inclusive, and engaging teaching and learning experiences.
The core aim of the research is to evaluate the potential of television documentaries as an instructional resource for promoting better understanding, improved participation, and long-term retention of knowledge among pupils. The study is rooted in the broader concept of using multimedia in education and the need to shift from traditional teacher-centered approaches to more learner-centered, interactive methods that utilize audio-visual media.
The study also found that students expressed positive attitudes toward learning through documentaries. They found the programs enjoyable, easy to remember, and more relatable than traditional textbook-based instruction. Teachers highlighted that documentaries helped stimulate class discussions, promoted critical thinking, and saved time in explaining difficult concepts.
5.2 CONCLUSION  
This study examined the role of television documentaries in promoting quality education in primary schools, using Kwarapoly Primary School as a case study. The findings of the research clearly demonstrate that educational documentaries serve as effective tools for enhancing teaching and learning at the foundational level.
The use of documentaries significantly improved students’ engagement, interest, and participation during lessons. By combining visual, audio, and narrative elements, documentaries made complex or abstract subjects easier for young learners to understand and retain. The research revealed that students were more motivated to learn and exhibited higher levels of curiosity and involvement in class activities when documentaries were used.
Teachers also acknowledged the value of documentaries in enriching lesson delivery, saving instructional time, and fostering a more interactive classroom environment. However, challenges such as limited access to technological equipment, lack of training, and curriculum constraints were noted as barriers to their consistent use.
In conclusion, television documentaries play a vital role in advancing quality education by supporting modern, learner-centered instructional methods. If integrated strategically into the school system, they can bridge gaps in teaching, promote inclusive learning, and contribute meaningfully to the educational development of primary school pupils in Nigeria.
The research establishes that television documentaries play a valuable role in promoting quality education by enhancing teaching effectiveness and improving student learning outcomes. The study recommends the inclusion of educational documentaries as part of the school curriculum, provision of multimedia resources in schools, and teacher training on media integration. It also calls for collaboration between educational broadcasters, curriculum developers, and government education agencies to ensure that documentary content aligns with national education goals and the developmental needs of young learners.
5.3 RECOMMENDATION
Based on the research findings, the following recommendations are preferred:
· Equip Schools with TVs, projectors, power backup, and educational media libraries.
· Produce Locally Relevant Documentaries that align with Nigeria's primary curriculum     in subjects like science, civic education, and social studies.
· Train Teachers on media pedagogy and how to use documentaries to meet specific lesson objectives. 
· Develop Media Partnerships between educational institutions and media organizations to ensure access to quality content.
· Monitor and Evaluate the impact of documentaries regularly to ensure they are effectively supporting learning goals.
