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Abstract
This study critically analyzes the emerging role of social media in facilitating human trafficking within Ilorin Metropolis. With the exponential growth of digital communication platforms, traffickers have increasingly exploited social media to lure, recruit, and exploit vulnerable individuals, especially youth and women. Through deceptive job offers, romantic scams, and false promises of better opportunities, traffickers leverage the anonymity, accessibility, and wide reach of platforms like Facebook, WhatsApp, and Instagram. The research adopts a mixed-method approach involving surveys, interviews, and secondary data analysis to assess public awareness, patterns of online recruitment, and preventive mechanisms. Findings reveal a worrying trend where social media is not only a tool for communication but also a gateway for trafficking activities. The study underscores the urgent need for digital literacy, strengthened cyber monitoring, and collaborative efforts between law enforcement agencies, social workers, and tech companies to combat this growing menace. Effective regulation, community education, and reporting mechanisms are vital in reducing the influence of social media in human trafficking operations in Ilorin and beyond.

CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
1.1 	Background to the Study 
Trafficking in person (TIP) especially children as well as child abuse and forced labour constitute some of the cruel deviations from the concept of societal upbringing of a child. The severe exploitations, abuses and deprivations meted out on these children under trafficking in persons and forced labour conditions have proved inimical to their development and by extension that of the society. A continuation of such abuses and exploitations would seriously undermine the developmental capacity of children, thereby mortgaging the future of the entire nation (UN convention, 2010).
Thus, child abuse and labour represents one of the most dehumanizing forms of human rights abuse. Top on the hat of the slavery-like practices against children is child trafficking. Combating child trafficking has gathered considerable momentum over the years with increased political awareness regarding the phenomenon, as illustrated by the localized adoption and ratification of international standards and important commitments undertaken in international conference by different states (Anukan, 2016). In 2002, the African union reaffirmed its commitment to combat child trafficking. It identified the elimination of human trafficking as an operational priority. 
Child trafficking is the third largest criminal activity in the world after arms and drug trafficking. In the last decade, the phenomenon of child trafficking has considerably increased throughout the world and most especially in Nigeria. Every year millions of individuals, mostly children are misled by decoct or forced to submit to servitude. The UN convention Against Transnational organised crime (2010) defined child trafficking as the recruitment, transportation, transfer, harbouring or receipt of persons, by means of threat or use of force or other forms of coercion, abduction, fraud, deception, of abuse of power, giving or receiving of payments or benefits to achieve the consent of a person having control over another person for the purpose of exploitation shall include, at a minimum, the exploitation of the prostitution of others or other forms of sexual exploitation, forced labour or services, slavery or practices similar to slavery, servitude or the removal of organs.
ANPPCAN (2010) sees child trafficking as the recruitment, transportation, transfer, harbouring or receipt of children by means of threat or use of force or other forms of coercion, abduction, fraud, deception, abuse of power, a position of vulnerability or the giving or receiving of payments, benefits to achieve the consent of a person having control over the child for the purpose of exploitation.
Research evidence shows that children are trafficked for the purpose of domestic services, prostitution and other forms of exploitative labour (UNICEF, 2017). These has been a serious concern about the cause of child trafficking in Africa as a whole and Nigeria as a country in particular. UNICEF (2017) has identified poverty, large family size rapid urbanization among others as the major factor why many Nigeria children are vulnerable to trafficking. Parents with large family are often prone to those traffickers deceit in giving away some of their children to city residents or even strangers promising a better life for them. Trafficking deprives child victims the privilege to exercise their wide range of rights, including the right to belong and identify, the right to freedom, education among others.  Human trafficking is a global issue that affects millions of people worldwide. Social media has emerged as a significant tool in the recruitment and exploitation of victims. Ilorin Metropolis, the capital city of Kwara State, Nigeria, has been identified as a hotspot for human trafficking. Europol (2021)
Human trafficking remains a grave violation of human rights,  characterized by exploitation through forced labor, sexual exploitation,  organ trafficking, and other inhumane acts. The United Nations defines human trafficking as the recruitment, transportation, transfer,  harboring, or receipt of persons through coercion, abduction, fraud,  deception, or abuse of power for exploitative purposes (United Nations  Office on Drugs and Crime, 2022). 
In recent years, technological advancements have transformed  traditional trafficking mechanisms, with social media becoming a tool of  significant concern. Platforms such as Facebook, Instagram, WhatsApp,  and TikTok, designed to connect individuals, have inadvertently  become instruments for recruiters and traffickers to manipulate and  exploit vulnerable populations. Studies reveal that traffickers leverage  social media's anonymity, reach, and accessibility to lure victims with  false promises of employment, relationships, or better opportunities  (Europol, 2021). 
Ilorin, the capital of Kwara State, Nigeria, is no exception to these  challenges. As a rapidly urbanizing metropolis, Ilorin faces increasing  incidences of human trafficking, partly driven by poverty,  unemployment, and lack of awareness among the populace. With the  growing penetration of internet services and social media platforms in  the region, traffickers have found new ways to target victims,  necessitating an urgent analysis of this emerging trend.
Human trafficking is a pervasive and complex global issue,  affecting millions of individuals annually. It is estimated that  over 25 million people worldwide are trapped in conditions of  forced labor and sexual exploitation, with traffickers generating  billions of dollars in illicit profits (International Labour  Organization, 2021). While trafficking is often associated with  physical coercion, the advent of digital technologies has  revolutionized the methods traffickers employ to recruit and  exploit victims. 
Social media platforms have emerged as a double-edged sword  in this context. On one hand, they offer opportunities for global  connectivity, education, and economic growth. On the other,  they serve as a breeding ground for traffickers to identify,  groom, and manipulate vulnerable individuals. Features like  instant messaging, video sharing, and anonymous profiles make  it easier for traffickers to conceal their activities and evade  detection (Polaris Project, 2021). For instance, traffickers may  pose as legitimate employers, friends, or romantic partners to  lure unsuspecting victims, exploiting their socioeconomic  vulnerabilities. 
In Nigeria, human trafficking has been a persistent challenge,  driven by factors such as poverty, unemployment, gender  inequality, and inadequate law enforcement. According to the  National Agency for the Prohibition of Trafficking in Persons  (NAPTIP), Nigeria remains a source, transit, and destination  country for trafficking activities. 
1.2 	Statement of the Problem 
The increasing role of social media in human trafficking presents a  multidimensional challenge. While the Nigerian government and  international agencies have taken steps to combat human trafficking,  the evolving nature of social media complicates these efforts. In Ilorin metropolis, many individuals, particularly youth and women,  are active users of social media. However, limited digital literacy leaves  them vulnerable to deceptive tactics employed by traffickers. Fake job  opportunities, modeling contracts, and romantic relationships  advertised online often serve as traps for unsuspecting victims. 
Despite the apparent role of social media in enabling human trafficking,  there is limited empirical research focused specifically on the Ilorin  metropolis. This gap in research underscores the need to examine how  traffickers exploit social media, the awareness levels of potential  victims, and the measures required to mitigate these risks. 
1.3 	Objectives of the Study 
The primary objective of this study is to analyze the role of social media  in human trafficking within the Ilorin metropolis. Specifically, the study  aims to: 
1. 	Identify the social media platforms most commonly used for  human trafficking activities in Ilorin. 
2. 	Examine the strategies employed by traffickers to recruit victims  online. 
3. 		Assess the level of awareness among residents of Ilorin about the  risks of human trafficking through social media. 
4. 		Propose recommendations for curbing the exploitation of social  media in human trafficking.
1.4 	Research Questions 
To achieve the objectives, the study seeks to answer the following questions: 
1. Which social media platforms are frequently used for human  trafficking in Ilorin? 
2. 	What tactics do traffickers employ on these platforms to recruit  victims? 
3. 	How informed are Ilorin residents about the dangers of social  media-related human trafficking? 
4. 	What strategies can be implemented to prevent social media enabled human trafficking? 
1.5 	Significance of the Study 
This study holds significance for several reasons: 
1. Policy Development: Insights from this research can guide  policymakers in creating targeted interventions to combat human  trafficking through social media. 
2. Awareness Campaigns: Findings will help in designing effective  awareness campaigns to educate residents about the risks of  social media. 
3. Law Enforcement: The study will provide valuable information for  law enforcement agencies to understand and counter trafficking  strategies employed online. 
4. Academic Contribution: By focusing on Ilorin metropolis, this  study fills a geographical and contextual gap in existing literature  on human trafficking and digital platforms.
1.6 	Scope of the Study 
This research is focused on the role of social media in facilitating human  trafficking within the Ilorin metropolis. It examines the dynamics of   recruitment, awareness levels among residents, and possible mitigation  strategies. The study covers popular platforms such as Facebook,  Instagram, WhatsApp, and TikTok, reflecting the digital habits of the  region. While acknowledging the global nature of human trafficking,  this study limits its scope to Ilorin to provide localized insights and  actionable recommendations. 
1.7 	Definition of Key Terms 
Human Trafficking: The recruitment, transportation, or  exploitation of individuals through coercion, fraud, or deception. 
Analysis: a detailed examination of anything complex in order to understand its nature or to determine its essential features. It involves performing research and separating results into smaller, logical topics to form reasonable conclusions. It presents a specific argument about the topic and supports that argument with evidence.
Emerging: Emerging in social media refers to the process of new trends, technologies, and innovations emerging on social media platforms, which can have a significant impact on how people interact, communicate, and share information.
Social Media: Online platforms and applications that enable users  to create and share content or engage in social networking. 
Ilorin Metropolis: The urban and peri-urban areas of Ilorin, Kwara  State, Nigeria, serving as the study’s geographical focus. 
Social-Media: a platform of new kind of online media that users can easily participate in, share and create content for which share most or all of the following characteristics: participation, community, openness, conversation and connectedness such as Twitter, Facebook, YouTube, Instagram etc.
Broadcast Media: Broadcast media are communication channels through which news, entertainment, education, data, or promotional messages are disseminated. Example, television, radio, newspapers, and magazines.
Coverage: news about something on television, radio or in the newspapers
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CHAPTER TWO
LITERATURE REVIEW
2.1    Introduction
This section deal with review of literature which insinuate on the work of past and present authors based on subject matters “An Analysis Of The Emerging Role Of Social Media In Human Trafficking In Ilorin Metropolis”. Thus, the section was arranged with the following headings: Conceptual Framework that explain the concept of Human trafficking and other relevant concepts; Theoretical framework that states many theories out of which adopted one that is suitable for the study; and empirical review that study related headings based on the subject matters.
2.2     Conceptual Framework
2.2.1  Concept of Human Trafficking
 The National Agency for the Prohibition of Traffic in Persons and Other Related Mather ( NAPTIP) in 2013 defines trafficking “as including all acts and attempted acts involved in the recruitment, transportation within or across Nigeria borders, purchases, sale, transfer, receipt as harboring of a person involving the use of deception, coercion or debt bondage for the purpose of placing or holding the person whether for or not involuntary servitude (domestic, sexual or reproductive) in forced or bonded labour or in slave-like condition. 
In 1994, the General Assembly of the United Nations Organization defined trafficking as “illicit and clandestine movement of persons across national and international boarders largely from developing countries and some countries in transition with the goal of forcing women and girl human into sexual or economically oppressive and exploitative situations for the profit of recruiters, traffickers, crime syndicates as well as other illegal activities related to trafficking such as forced domestic labour. Article three (a) of the International Labor Oranization (ILO) recognizes Human trafficking as one of the worst forms of Human labor. Human trafficking is defined as all forms of slavery, such as the sale and trafficking of Human, debt bondage and serfdom of Human for use in armed conflicts (UNICEF, 2012). 
Human who live with parents and attend school till completion are seen as having good prospects in educational accomplishment and a head start in life than those who are taken to towns, cities for servitude. Observations over the years in Cross River State shows an alarming trend increasing number of Human being trafficked continuously within and outside the borders of the state for work. A study of the situation in Cross River State from 1996 to 2007 shows that a high proportion of young adults and Human were trafficked to various parts of Nigeria especially the south West. For example, a study conducted by Girls Power Initiative, a nongovernmental organization (NGO) in 2012 revealed that Ondo, Akure, Ashawele, Okitipupa, Shagamu, Ile-efe are places where most of those trafficked on are taken to work. The federal government‟s concern and the obvious effect of Human labor and Human trafficking is well known and is translated into the passing of the Human Rights Acts, 2003 and trafficking in persons (prohibition) law Enforcement and Administrative Act 2003 {otherwise called the NAPTIP. 
Human trafficking which is a modern method of slavery has been with us from time immemorial. Thus from Roman times, Human were sold, battered, mutilated, abandoned and maltreated at the pleasure of the father. Human were used as tools when necessary and at the pleasure of their parents and care takers. Nigeria has a similar history. Human were sold depending on what society or the parents felt about them. Ojomo (2020) explains further that Nigerians, traditionally, farmers are known for their trade and travel in west and Central Africa. This propensity for travel encouraged easy migration across the borders. For many Nigerians, especially those from the Southeast, the civil war (Nigeria – Biafra) of 1966 – 70, created conditions that made migration to neighbouring countries very attractive. 
In addition, the oil boom of the 1970s saw many other West African nationalities migrating into Nigeria. In northern Nigeria, close ties with the Arab world have seen people move freely to and from the Middle East for trade and religious pilgrimages. This has created avenues for migration that have begun to be exploited for International trafficking in Human for labour and prostitution. However, it was the lack of appropriate legislation to punish offenders that constituted a major challenge in the fight against traffickers in the interim, the police and the court resorted to using portions of the country’s penal code. This was the situation until the anti – human trafficking law was enacted in 2013. The law is known as the trafficking in persons (prohibition) law enforcement and Administration Act. 
The Trafficking in persons (prohibition) law enforcement and administration Act created the National Agency for the prohibition of Trafficking in persons and other related matters (NAPTIP). This government agency has been in the forefront of the fight against human trafficking. In fact, Nigeria became the first country in Africa to enact such law and establish a special agency to complement it. By November 2005, the High Court in Benin in the south of the country, handed down the first conviction under this law. NAPTIP also investigated a number of law enforcement officials suspected of complicity in trafficking. In 2006, NAPTIP, Nigeria police and the Immigration service formed a compact coalition pact’ to fight human trafficking in addition to involving other Non-governmental organizations like the India renaissance and WOTCLEF (Anukan, 2016). 
Memorandum, of Understanding (MOUs), according to Idowu (2013) was also signed with destination and transit countries like Britain, Italy, Republic of Benin and Spain. The agreement with Italy provided for a common legal platform under which law enforcement agents of both countries could fight human trafficking. The anti – trafficking law is quite comprehensive in its coverage of the various dimensions of human trafficking and stringent in its imposition of punishment. In 2004, Nigeria’s National Agency for the Prohibition of Trafficking in Persons (NAPTIP) reported that 46 percent of Nigerian victims of trans-national trafficking are Human, with the majority of them being girls trafficked for commercial sexual exploitation. 
2.2.2   Human Trafficking In Nigeria 
   The trafficking of Human for the purpose of domestic service, prostitution and other forms of exploitative labour is a widespread phenomenon in Nigeria. In view of the clandestine nature of trafficking, accurate and reliable figures are hard to get. Globally, Human trafficking is one of the fastest growing organised crimes with an estimated 1.2 million victims per year, of which 32% are African. The National Human Labour Survey (2013) estimates that there are 15 million Human engaged in Human labour in Nigeria with 40% of them at the risk of being trafficked both internally and externally for domestic and forced labour, prostitution, entertainment, pornography, armed conflict, and sometimes ritual killings. According to Teriba (2011), Nigeria is a source, transit and destination country for Human trafficking. 
Currently, external trafficking of Human exists between Nigeria and Gabon, Cameroon, Niger, Italy, Spain, Benin Republic and Saudi Arabia. The National Agency for Prohibition of traffic in persons and other related materials (NAPTIP) and United Nations Human Fund (UNICEF) Situation Assessment of Human trafficking in Southern Nigerian State (2014) reported that 46% of repatriated victims of external trafficking in Nigeria are Human, with a female to male ratio of 7:3. They are engaged mainly in prostitution (46%), domestic labour (21%), forced labour (15%) and entertainment (8%). Internal trafficking of Human in Nigeria was also reported to be for the purpose of forced labour (32%), domestic labour (31%) and prostitution (30%). Boys are mostly trafficked from the south eastern states of Imo, Abia and Akwa-Ibom to Gabon, Equatorial Guinea and Congo, while those from Kwara go to Togo and as far as Mali to work on plantations. Between October and December 2003, over 500 Human from the Republic of Benin were rescued from granite quarries and repatriated back to their country of origin, through a joint effort of UNICEF in Nigeria and Benin. 
Similarly, Nigeria has recently seen an increased number of repatriation of trafficking victims from many foreign countries such as UK, Italy, Netherlands, USA, Belgium, Ireland, Saudi Arabia and South Africa. Private transit camps have been reported to exist in Akwa-Ibom, Cross Rivers and Ondo States where Human are transported from the south eastern states and forced into hard labour and prostitution (Anukan, 2016). 
Likewise, immigration and investigation reports from NAPTIP have shown increasing number of cases in the northern part of the country. Girls trafficked from Nigeria en route to Europe come mainly from Edo State, Delta, Imo and other States in the South. The victims of trafficking are mainly females between the ages of 9-18 years. The education levels of the trafficked vary with respect to the destination countries and the source region as well as the type of perceived jobs available. Trafficking of women and Human is also found to be most commonly associated with prostitution. Pearson (2011) paints the picture thus: Victims of trafficking are often sold or placed in brothels and made to engage in the sex trade either willingly or against their will in order to recover the cost incurred in transporting them to the destination area. These traffickers exercise great control over the incomes of the trafficked. 
Kwankye (2020) made a startling revelation of the plight of a young prostitute and a victim of human trafficking who was alleged to owe her traffickers an amount of sixty-five thousand US dollars (US$ 65,000). This amount apparently represents her travel expenses from Nigeria to Europe via Ghana. She was therefore asked to make a weekly part payment to cover the travelling expenses. Notwithstanding the reproductive health risk that this young woman is exposed to in the face of the global threats of the HIV/AIDS pandemic, it also appears that this young girl is caught up in a perpetual bondage of dept servicing. Many of these young girls are abused or battered when they refuse to comply with the orders of their “lords” to undertake a particular type of job as prescribed by the traffickers. The travel documents of the trafficked are often taken away from them upon arrival at the destination thus, limiting their basic human right to freedom of movement. 
Trafficking of Human in Nigeria by traffickers to be exploited for personal gain has internal and international manifestations. In internal trafficking, according to Effah (2016) Human are procured to work as domestic and agricultural workers, while external trafficking provides girls for prostitution rackets in Europe and the Middle East. The Nigerian Immigration Service has identified Edo, Delta, Akwa Ibom, Ondo, Rivers, Ebonyi, Imo Enugu, Lagos and Kano as source states. While a number of Human have migrated to their preset location through traditional fostering arrangements, some Human have ended up on the streets as a result of trafficking by family members or after losing their way and being unable to trace their extended family. Many of these Human have been arrested and imprisoned or put into remand homes by police. 
A 1998 UNICEF study indicated that 4000 Human were trafficked from Cross River State to various parts of Nigeria as well as to other countries within the region. Police authorities in Calabar reported that there were 13 cases of Human stealing and 8 cases of kidnapping between 1997 and 1999. The traffickers involved in these cases were arrested and prosecuted. A workshop on trafficking in Human held in Nigeria was informed that 500 Nigerian girls were working as commercial sex workers in Bamako, Mali, and a similar number in Burkina Faso. Analysis of responses gleaned from recent interviews conducted among 1400 school Human and 700 Human living in the streets in Port Harcourt, Owerri, Calabar, Lagos, Sokoto, Maiduguri and Kano showed that: 
• 19 percent school Human were trafficked and 98 percent of them were Nigerians. This indicates that most trafficking in Nigeria is internal. 
• 92 percent were between 10 and 16 years of age and the boy to girl ratio was 2:3
 • 71 percent of the Human claimed that they worked for people other than their parents for a fee after school hours. 
• 54 percent worked as street hawkers, a practice that has become popular among Nigerian market traders to increase income. 
• 29 percent of the school Human stayed in more than one household. 
• 3.5 percent had been sexually abused. 
• 3.3 percent by their relatives, 67 percent by others (Anukan, 2016). 
International trafficking has significant regional and International dimensions. Tunde (2012) stressed that criminal rings are involved in the smuggling of Human across the border to regional destinations as labourers and to Europe, particularly Italy, where 60 percent of girl trafficking victims (for commercial sex) are Nigerian. 
International media report that the trafficking of Nigerian girls to Italy and other parts of Europe has slave – like characteristics. Due to the tightening of controls on illegal Immigration into Europe, traffickers are resorting to more daring and dangerous forms for smuggling. Many Nigerian girls are obliged to take long overland routes across the Sahara to North Africa and the make the hazardous journey across the Mediterranean in small boats. Several of them never reach their destinations, either because they are abandoned or they drown… Those that reach their destination are sold off to prostitution rackets and or engage in other forms of commercial sex work. It is estimated that more than 20,000 Nigerian girls are from either Edo state or other states in the South-east and South-south zones of Nigeria. A few states such as Edo, Delta, Imo and Kano are more seriously affected by Human trafficking than others. In the South-West, a greater number of boys who find themselves trafficked into agricultural, domestic, trading and apprenticeship jobs. In the North, the problem of trafficking is not immediately evident, but analysis and assessment of the social situation reveals that trafficking is ongoing in Kano, Maiduguri and other major cities (Anukan, 2016).
2.2.3   Causes of Human Trafficking 
   Owasanoye (2015) observes that poverty appears to be the most compelling factor that pushes Human into being trafficked leading to exploitative labor. This demoralizing condition may compel a Human or family to accept any condition in order to satisfy basic needs. Bhabha (2013) attributes Human trafficking to under development and of opportunity of rural areas. United Nations International Human Education Fund (200) sees Human trafficking as being caused by corruption. Asuelimen (2020) views Human trafficking as an issue caused by tradition and cultural values. 
Agbu (2013) views Human trafficking as caused by lack of legal frame work or inability to enforce existing legal framework to implement anti trafficking activities. In response to Human trafficking, government of the local, state and federal levels have developed some intervention strategies. Among such efforts include the establishment of the National Agency for the prohibition of Traffic in Persons {NAPTIP}, development of more officers of the immigration service and police in strategic areas and border areas, enlightenment campaigns in schools by government and nongovernmental organizations to educate citizens on the existence of this scourge and the danger it poses. Besides, provision have been made to receive Human trafficked to states or countries of destination and rehabilitate them. 
Burra (2018) sees Human trafficking as the recruitment, transportation, transfer, harboring, or receipt of Human for the purpose of exploitation includes forcing Human into prostitution or other forms of sexual exploitation, force labor or services, slavery, servitude, or the removal of organs. For Human, exploitation may also include illicit international adopted trafficking for early marriage, and recruitment as Human soldiers, for begging or as athletes (such as Human camel, jockeys or football players) or for recruitment for cults. 
2.2.4   The Concept of Mass Media 
  Mass media are channels of communication that involve transmitting of information in some way shape or form to large numbers of people. They include broadcast media and print media. According to Rebort (2015) the mass media can be used to present one section of community to another in other to correct misinformation malediction .It can be used to reduce an ignorance of another way of life. It will be discovered that the image that every group have about another group are mostly mistaken images and misconceptions that do not represent reality of another group. 
In the view of Merfix (2010) “the mass media can contribute to people‟s awareness of potentialities, dissatisfaction and collective power among people.” Mass media encourage and ginger people to achieve their goals or the goals of the society, by promoting such goals in the media and stimulating the aspirations and activities of the people towards achieving such goals (Okun, 2019). Thousands of Human stay glued to the television set for hours every day and television itself is powerful and can ruin public reputation, Hurlock (2018) classified to include books, newspapers, magazines, movies, recording, internet and the explosion of digital communication technology in the 20th and 21th century. In his own opinion McQuail classified the popular mass media as 
1. Print, pamphlet, newspaper (established in the 15th c) 
2. Recording-records, magnetic tapes, CD, DVD, gramophone(19th C) 
3. Cinema-it started from about 1900 
4. Radio-started from about 1910 
5. Television started in 1950 
6. Internet-it started in 1990 16 F
2.2.4.1  Functions of Mass Media 
The following are functions of Mass Media. They include; 
1. Inform: Mass Media tend to inform us on what is happening within and across the globe. 
2. Educate: they serve as a means of educating us. 
3. Entertain: They serve as a means of entertainment to us. 
4. Surveillance: they serve as a watchdog to our society (Anukan, 2016).
2.2.5 Domestic Labour and Human Trafficking 
Domestic labor refers to a situation where people perform domestic tasks in the home of a third party or employer. Such jobs are more often than not taken by people from economically backgrounds where Human domestic labor is exploitative and includes trafficking, slavery, or practices similar to slavery or work, which by its nature or the circumstances in which it is carried out  (Anukan, 2016). It‟s hazardous and likely to harm the health, safety or morals of the Human. It constitutes the worst form of Human labor as defined in the International Labor Organization {ILO}, Worst Forms of Human Labor Convention (NO.182), 1999. 
Owasanoye (2013) states that “hidden from the public eyes are thousands of Human who serve as house helps from very tender ages”. Human engaged in this informal sector are not monitored and indeed cannot be monitored under what he terms, the existing regime that is over centralized, underfunded and understaffed without accurate data to work. Also, house helping has become heavily commercialized. thereby eliminating the training and proper up bringing hitherto associated with it. Human victims of trafficking from Nigeria to Gabon shows that 97% are girls and 3% are boys. This indicates the predominant use of Human for domestic work and prostitution. The United Nation International Human Education Fund (UNICEF) reports that there exists seasonal migration of young and rural inhabitants in West Africa. For example, Malian girls head for the two largest cities in Burkina Faso to seek for employment as domestic workers in the informal sector, to earn money for marriage trousseau. In a later report, UNICEF (2017), points out that labour exploitation through domestic work is both a means and an end in trafficking for exploitation. In the Africa context, it is intimately linked with the traditional practice needed to complement the process of normal development of Human. 
Oluchi (2013) asserts that “under aged girls are recruited from rural areas with promises of good salaries or with a promise to their parents that their wards will be sent to school”. Hence, young girls are brought to big cities by middlemen and are given out into domestic servitude in homes and local restaurants, wages of such girls may be deducted if customers eat and not pay. Umana (2014) reports that police in Cross River State rescued 62 Human from human traffickers in July, 2004. According to one trafficker, the Human were to be hired out as domestic servants for 22,000 naira per annum, while he would be paid a commission of 3,000 naira on each Human supplied.
2.2.6   Protection of the Rights of Human Victims of Trafficking 
  Human victims according to Mmaduagu (2012) have the right to receive immediate care and protection including security, food, and accommodation in a safe place, access to social and health services, psychological support, legal assistance and education. Care and assistance shall respect the Human cultural identity and origin, gender and age. Appropriate assistance shall be provided to Human with special needs particularly in the cases of psychological distress, illness and pregnancies. Social service authorities with qualified personnel shall provide care for Human victims by establishing appropriate services, if necessary in co-operation with competent international organisations and non governmental organisations. 
Guardians in cooperation with social service authorities and non governmental organisation shall conduct an individual needs assessment for each Human victim. Human victims of trafficking shall be placed in safe and suitable accommodation immediately after their identification. Social service authorities, in cooperation with non governmental organisations shall develop minimum standards for the care of Human victims.
Under no circumstances shall a Human be placed in a law enforcement detention facility such as a detention centre, a police cell a person or in any other special detention centre for Human. Dunu (2017) emphasizes that in view of the enormous importance of Human’s rights and continued Human trafficking, there is need to move from merely recognising Human’s rights to translating it to concrete actions. The promotion of and respect for Human’s rights is a fight the whole society need to engage in, but especially which the press can champion to reduce Human trafficking among Human in Nigeria. 
The press need to raise awareness, to sensitize and mobilize civil society into the effect of Human trafficking. Failure to do this will have dire consequences as UNICEF (2013) again warns: If Human’s’ well being and right are not addressed and if millennium development goals (MDGS) are not met, Human trafficking will surely persist because of poverty and democracy withers It is true that the media is trying but their effort is not good enough. The press need to improve on their effort and understand basically the important of these Human within and outside Nigeria. Therefore to achieve this, there is need for the press to increase the amount of attention space and time given to issues concerning Human. 
Lorapuu and Bamidele (2015) explained that Human’s rights are now broadly recognised and accepted but implementing and putting it into practice still remains a major challenge thereby boosting Human trafficking. As they pointed out, in most countries these rights still remain a visionary document. Every where, evidence abounds of the continued trafficking and neglect of Human in Nigeria. For instance, majority of Human serving as house helps is a serious indication of continued Human trafficking. Moreover, most streets in Nigeria are littered with Human hawking in the streets despite all warnings to the contrary thereby making trafficking easy by the perpetrators of Human trafficking. The poverty level in the country, one would assume is a contributing factor to this ugly situation. Yet this situation could be arrested if the media devote their time in creating awareness of Human trafficking. Stating the fact that more than 60% of Human under school age in this country are being trafficked daily which hamper their development and survival will be only begging the issue. All actions undertaken in relation to Human victims shall be guided by and based on the principles of protection and respect for human rights as set out in the United Nations Convention on the rights of the Human (1989) and the African charter on the rights and welfare of the Human (1990). It was in this light that Akinboyo (2016) stated that Human victims are entitled to special protection measures, both as victims and as Human in accordance with their special rights and needs.
2.2.6   The Implications on the Human Victims of Trafficking 
   Lotte (2011) submitted that Human trafficking has been known to carry detrimental physical and psychological consequences. These include medical and neurotically defects, defective intellectual and cognitive functioning, behaviour disorders and psychopathology. They have been known to experience social competence skills. That is they are often seen as more difficult to deal with in social interaction. 
In addition to these they have a poor self esteem; feelings of isolation and stigma may tend toward drug and alcohol or may be sexually maladjusted among other things. It leads to stubbornness, aggressive and away from home. He further noted that it sometimes leads to death at the hands of traffickers or during transportation. In other words those Human who are victims of abuse and neglect suffer untold harm that often live with them into adulthood, deprive them of opportunities, thwart their potentials and stifle their ambitions. The activity of Human victims of trafficking, especially, those who go into prostitution either on their own or are forced to do so, has implications for their reproductive health and health in general (Akinboyo, 2016). 
In view of the global threat of HIV/AIDS, the demand for young girls is on the increase and more and more of these are being abducted, bought, sold and trafficked across borders to serve as prostitutes. Notwithstanding the socioeconomic consequences of prostitution, the HIV/AIDS prevalence rate for some of these destination countries, notably La Cote d'Ivoire and Burkina Faso are well above the threshold level of 5%, thus, exposing them to higher risk of contracting HIV/AIDS and other Sexually Transmitted Infections (STI) that has serious repercussions on their reproductive health. It is estimated that, to date, about two-thirds of the reported AIDS cases have been females who incidentally also form part of the segment of the population who often migrate or are trafficked Akinboyo (2016). 
It is possible that the increase in the trafficking of Human from Nigeria to other countries, to a large extent, has contributed to the increase in the HIV prevalence rate of 4.0% in 1998 to 4.6% in 2000 in Nigeria due to mobility of infected young girls’ victims of trafficking. At the moment, a new approach is being adopted in the fight against HIV/AIDS in Nigeria following the development of a draft HIV/AIDS and STI Policy and the establishment of a National HIV/AIDS Commission. Trafficking of humans particularly Human has negative cost implications on the economies of home countries of the trafficked. Victims of trafficking are normally of low employable skills on account of their relatively lower education levels. Most of them are also trafficked on fake travel documents and hence occasionally get apprehended by the law enforcement agencies of the destination countries leading to their forced repatriation, the cost of which is borne by their home government. Most often, the evacuated migrants are left on their own upon arrival in their home country. The migrants are not well oriented and 41 rehabilitated to properly integrate them into society (Akinboyo, 2016). As a result, some returned migrants see their perceived new environment as an opportunity to put into practice some of the negative socio-cultural practices learnt abroad that are diametrically opposed to the socio cultural settings of the Nigerian society. 
Victims of trafficking sometimes resort to desperate behaviours when they fail to reach their destination. There are unconfirmed reports that Nigeria is a recipient and a supplier of trafficked migrants. Victims of trafficking in some situations become stranded and despondent and resort to all sorts of socio-economic activities including prostitution, illegal drug peddling and burglary. In some instances, traffickers use their victims as carriers of illegal drugs across boarders. Upon sensing danger they often desert their innocent and defenceless victims to their fate (Akinboyo, 2016). Thus, some victims of human trafficking are sentenced to serve various terms in prison on charges of drug trafficking that they have little or no knowledge of. Trafficking in Human has also negative socio-political implications for both origin and host countries especially where many of the Human are let lose to practice prostitution in the open in the host country. 
The temperature in the relationship between Nigeria and some of its bilateral destination countries has risen in recent times and, indeed, continues to rise because of the belief of the Governments of some of the destination countries that the Government of Nigeria is not doing enough to reduce the flow of irregular Nigerian migrants to their countries. They also allege that the Government of Nigeria has, in addition, spurned every effort to accept the return of its nationals that must be removed from the destination countries because of breach of immigration laws (Akinboyo, 2016). There are serious information and knowledge gaps about human trafficking especially in Human in Nigeria. The result is this conjectural and anecdotal presentation. The need for 42 improvement through research and implementation of counter-trafficking programmes cannot be over-emphasised. Efforts that are being made to reduce our ignorance about the problem of human trafficking through data collection focus on counter-trafficking activities in South-East Asia and East European countries. Information gathering about trafficking in Africa particularly in Nigeria only about beginning, thanks to the role of the media in Nigeria.
2.2.7   Human-trafficking and Media 
   In many cities, towns and other semi-urban and rural centres in Nigeria, it is not uncommon to see Human on the streets begging fro money. Some hawk wares on the highway and busy roads thereby exposing them to trafficking. Godoy (2002) in his research on Human trafficking and media reported that of the 110 Human sampled in El Salvador working in domestic service most of were underage between 12 and 17 years of age. The media reported cases of battered Human and others saved from the clutches of Human traffickers. Hodges (2011) in his findings opined that street hawkers’ Human who worked throughout the day or late in the evening or who traded on major highways were found to be more likely than others to experiences trafficking. 
To curtail the incidence (Human trafficking) Sanders and Godoy (2012) suggest that there is the need to increases societal awareness of issues that may affect Human. They further opined that prevention of Human trafficking involves changing those individual and community attitude, belief and circumstances which allows trafficking to occur. A well focused print media (Newspapers) has the potential to contribute to successfully to community education and prevention of Human trafficking and neglect. This is in realization of the fact that media play significant role in informing people’s attitude and behaviour.
Lindsay (2014) argued that the media has a central role in mediating information and forming public opinion. The media casts an eye on events that feel of us directly experience and render remote happenings observable and meaningful. Understanding the media influences and how to use mass media channels constructively may be an essential tool for fighting social problems like Human trafficking. 
Wellings and Macdowell (2010) affirmed the strength of mass media lies in helping to put issues on the public, in reinforcing local efforts in raising consciousness about issues and in conveying simple information. This is Sequel to Adeseye and Ibagere (2019) position that agenda setting implies that the media predetermine what issues are regarded as important at a given time in a given society. The point here is that the media help to priorities societal issues. Newspapers like other media of mass communication such as radio are a veritable means to inform, educate, entertain project culture and perhaps it is permanent in to investigate the extent Newspaper has helped in creating awareness on the evils of Human trafficking in the society (Nigeria) it also went to find out whether Newspaper has helped to place Human trafficking on the agenda of government. For Nigeria, the situation was so bad that the first Lady, Titi Abubakar through her Non-Governmental Organization-Women Trafficking and Human Eradication Foundation (WOTCLEF) took it upon herself to spear head what would eventually become a serious fight against human trafficking in Nigeria. 
Agbu (2013) stated the utilizing all advantages derivable from her position, political, legal and social she was able to kick start a serious challenge to human trafficking and its support base in the country. A regional project launched in 2002 by UNICEF found in a Nigerian Cast study that those involved include recruiting agents (usually close family) native doctors (VoodooPriests) who often perform rituals to control the victims, Lawyers who draw up dept bondage agreements, estate agents who help to launder trafficking proceeds through real estate transactions and travel touts and agents who provide the necessary travel documents and arrangement. Generally, Ladejobi (2016) asserts foreign nationals work as temporary guides across borders or provide shelters and safe houses along the routes the harbour victims travelling by road. 
In Nigeria, the police used to worsen the already dire situation of repatriated victims by subjecting them to persecution and extortion while they are in holding cells. Instead of showing empathy, counselling them and enhancing their rehabilitation. For example in section II of the law, individuals accused of exportation/Importation of persons out/in Nigeria on conviction are liable to imprisonment for life. Section 12 states that procurement of any person. For illicit intercourse with another person on conviction attracts imprisonment for 10 years without an option of the fine, in section 13, causing or encouraging the seduction or prostitution of any person less than eighteen years on conviction attracts 10 years imprisonment without an option of fine (NAPTIP Act, 2013). 
Generally, the Agency’s activities involve prosecuting Traffickers, rehabilitating victims, collaborating with other bodies, local and international and creating public of the crime. Human trafficking units (Task forces have also been created in the Nigeria police and immigration services. According to him, in terms of convictions more than 150 traffickers have been arrested, about convicted are in Jail, while 50 cases are pending in court. NAPTIP operations are conducted through the support of four main units – the investigation unit, public enlightenment unit and the counselling and Rehabilitation unit. Also provided for in the enabling act are such other units as the agency may establish with the approval of the 53 Board (Akinboyo, 2016). 
In addition, there are at present six Zonal offices within the country located at Benin, Lagos, Sokoto, Kano, Enugu and Ilorin while plans are under way to create NAPTIP state offices. Nigeria has 36 states and a federal capital Territory at Ilorin. A 2003 Federal office of statistics (FOS) and International Labour Organization (ILO) study estimated that there are about 15 million Human engaged in Human labour activities in Nigeria. These Human could easily be forced into Human trafficking eternally (Akinboyo, 2016). 
According to NAPTIP, almost every state has a variant of Human trafficking. In the largely Muslim northern states, traffickers move Human to locations where they could be used as beggars under the guise of religious mentoring, again, these Human could be trafficked to Saudi Arabic. In the south, Human are constantly moved around by traffickers as domestic help under very in human arrangements. Odocha (2014) in his review on Human trafficking found out that between 2004 and 2006, NAPTIP repatriated 757 Human victims. 
In 2007 and 2008, 2,475 Human, 80 percent of who were girls were rescued according to UNICEF annual report. In Nigeria, as in many parts of Africa, the tradition of fostering has made it easy to manipulate parents into allowing their Human to be used as commodities of trade. The fact, however, remains that Human trafficking as different from Human work are socially constructed, and need to be conceptually de-constructed and addressed in themselves as evils and crime against humanity (Akinboyo, 2016). Italy still remains the key destination for trafficked young girls working as prostitutes. It is instructive that in October 2007, the Dutch police arrested 24 people for allegedly trafficking, 140 Nigerian Human to Europe. So the fight still rages.
2.3    Theoretical Framework
The study is based on two key theories that formed the foundation for the study. 
2.3.1 Agenda setting theory
 Agenda setting theory was founded in 1972, by McCombs and Shaw The theory describes the very powerful influence of the media, which is the media‟s ability to tell us what us what issues are important, and what persons are important in the society. These issues and individuals who the media choose to publicize become the issues and individuals we think and talk about. 
According to McCombs and Shaw, 2016.  media audience judge as important what the media judge as important. By implication, media help people to determine what is important in the public discourse. The theory and the study both emphasized on the influence of the media on audience, which is the media‟s ability to tell us what issues are important, such issue may be Human abuse and Human Trafficking that affects the society most especially Human and women. The media therefore proffered solution to such issues by organizing programmes relating to Human abuse and labour in order to reduce the incidence of such acts.
The media can set the agenda of the human trafficking campaign as audience will learn about the issue from the media contents and its positions on the anti-human trafficking campaign. Agenda-setting theory is much profound in circumstance where the audience needs orientation or knowledge. This could be achieved only when the mass media persistently sensitize the populace through the mass media outlets, especially those in the rural areas. Information makes meanings only when they are used to meet the priorities of the people regarding information in context that fit their ideology (Akinboyo, 2016). How audience responds to mass coverage of human trafficking is equally the focus of this study. Public opinion on social issues is not only shaped by mass media but can also influence the agenda of the media and polities. Audience supports their role of active recipients by observing newsworthy events and spreading the news afterwards by applying their personal filter (Akinboyo, 2016). Good human trafficking reports will ever make impact in curbing the menace of human trafficking. Recent technological advances allow citizens with internet access to not only actively interpret and interact with web-based content, but also to broadcast their own interpretation of events.
2.3.2:  Social Responsibility Theory
   According to Okunna (2012), that Social Responsibility Theory of the press is largely an extension of libertarian theory. The theory places emphasis on the moral and social responsibility of persons who, and institutions which operate the mass media, that is to say that the media supposed to be socially responsible to the society in all aspect. Social responsibility theory owes its origin to Hutchins Commission on freedom of the press, set up by Henry Luce, publisher of Times Magazine in the United States of America in 1947 to re-examine the concept of press freedom as enunciated in libertarian of free theory. However, Siebert, Peterson and Schramm developed the first formal theory of social responsibility of the press about a decade after the Hutchins commission in 1956. Based on the postulation, social responsibility theory of the press asserts that the media should accept and fulfill certain obligations to the society such as: 
a. Provide the public with information and discussion on important social issues and the avoidance of the activities harmful to the public welfare and security of the state. 
b. That through professional standard of in formativeness, truth, accuracy, objectivity and balance, these obligations can be met. 
c. That the media should regulate itself within the frame work of law and established institutions to be able to carry out its responsibilities. 
d. Based on the principle the society has the right to expect high standard of performance from the media. 
e. That the media should reflect its society’s plurality giving access to various points of view and grant all the right to reply. This study was anchored on this theory so as to ascertain how far select radio stations in Port Harcourt have been able to fulfill these responsibilities of being accountable to the society. Human who are the future leaders of tomorrow, are supposed to be given a serious attention to their issues, irrespective of their nature so that the government and the public will be informed and necessary action will be taken.
2.4    Empirical Review
 Dessy and Pallage (2012) were among the first papers to attempt a theoretical exploration of the economics of Human trafficking. Using a model of parental investment in Human’s education, Dessy&Pallage (2012), showed that when a country is very poor, in order for a ban on the worst forms of Human labour to bring a parent – improvement, appropriate mechanisms must be designed to mitigate the decline in Human labour wages caused by a ban – induced reduction in employment options for Human. 
Ume-Ezeoke (2013) who carried a survey studies on Human trafficking reported that many Human are trafficked in the country from Togo, Benin, Mali, Burkina Faso and Ghana for the purpose of forced or cheap labour in Nigeria and the trafficking of Human into Nigeria is a real problem. According to 2004 UNICEF study, one third of the trafficked of Human from within Nigeria end up in forced labour and another third in domestic work. 
In 2003, several Human slaves‟ camps were discovered in the western states of Nigeria (Ogun, Oyo and Osun). Many of them are used as slaves to crush granites and stores at Quarry sites. Godoy (2012) in his research on Human trafficking and media reported that of the 110 Human sampled in El Salvador working in domestic service most of were underage between 12 and 17 years of age. The media reported cases of battered Human and others saved from the clutches of Human traffickers. Hodges (2011) in his findings opined that street hawkers‟ Human who worked throughout the day or late in the evening or who traded on major highways were found to be more likely than others to experiences trafficking. 
Lindsay (2014) argued that the media has a central role in mediating information and forming public opinion. The media casts an eye on events that feel of us directly experience and render remote happenings observable and meaningful. Understanding the media influences and how to use mass media channels constructively may be an essential tool for fighting social problems like Human trafficking. Wellings & Macdowell (2010) affirmed the strength of mass media lies in helping to put issues on the public, in reinforcing local efforts in raising consciousness about issues and in conveying simple information.
Ojugo (2012). Article three (a) of the International Organization (ILO) The article recognizes Human trafficking as one of the worst forms of Human labor. It defines Human trafficking as one of the worst forms of slavery, or practices similar to slavery such as the sale and trafficking of Human, debt bondage and serfdom and forced or compulsory recruitment of Human for use in armed conflicts. According to the study, the International Labor Organization (ILO) convention NO 182 protects Human from abuse and exploitation. This, notwithstanding, some million Human aged 5-17 years are believed to be engaged in the worst forms of Human labor in the ratio of one Human in every Worldwide (Akinboyo, 2016). The study posits that Human who live with their parents and attend school till completion are seen as having good prospects in educational accomplishment and make a head start in life than those who are taken to towns, cities for servitude. Moreover, observations in the study, in Cross River State shows an alarming trend increasing number of Human being trafficked continuously within and outside the borders of the state for work. 
The study also shows the federal government’s concern about the obvious effect of Human labor and Human trafficking which is well known and is translated into the passing of Human’s Right Acts, 2003 and Trafficking in Person(prohibition) Law Enforcement and Administrative Act,2003(otherwise called NAPTIP ACT). In order to protect the rights of a Human, the study points out that the United Nations General Assembly on the 20th of November, 1999 in Resolution 1386(XIV) “proclaims the rights of the Human so that Human may have a happy Humanhood and enjoy the benefits in their society. The rights and freedoms herein, set forth and called upon parents, men and women as individuals and upon voluntary organizations, local authorities and national governments to recognize those rights and strive for their observance by legislative and other measures (Akinboyo, 2016). Unlike the present study the reviewed study failed to look at the major causes of Human trafficking in Nigeria and why Human engage in hawking. The present study further proffered possible solutions to the causes of Human trafficking and how it could be avoided.


CHAPTER THREE
RESEARCH METHODOLOGY
3.1    Introduction 
This chapter described the method of research design, population of the study, sampling techniques/sample size, description of research instrument, validity of data gathering instrument, method of data collection, and method of data analysis. 
3.2    Research Design 
The research design adopted for this work was the survey, which involved, sampling of opinion of different people using questionnaire in order to get information on what is being studied. According to Berger (2000) survey is a research method which researchers use to get information about certain groups of people who are representative of some larger group of people of interest to them. 
3.3    Population of the Study 
A population is the aggregate of all the cases that conform with some designated set of specifications. Nwosu (2006).views Population as the total number of elements within the given environment which a researcher is set to survey. The population of this study is 2,245,000, made up of the residents of Ilorin metropolis. 
3.4    Sampling Technique/Sample Size 
Sampling technique refers to the method of sampling which specifies how elements will be drawn from the population. Using the purposive sampling technique, the researcher purposively selected a sample size of 150 respondents. Therefore, the sample size for this study is 100 respondents.
3.5    Description of Research Instrument 
The instrument used for this study was the questionnaire, which is a set of questions designed to obtain written responses from the respondents. It is a vital instrument for gathering information from people about their opinion, attitude and perceptions on a given phenomenon. The questionnaire was divided into two parts; Part A was on the demography of the respondents while part B was made up of the items that answered the research question. Item 1-4 answered questions on the demography of the respondents. Item 5-9 answered research question one Item 10-16 answered research question two Item 17 answered research question three Item 18-20 answered research question four. 
3.6    Validity of Data Gathering Instrument 
The questionnaire for this study thoroughly scrutinized by the supervisor to ensure its clarity and unambiguity as well as its relevance to the study. 
3.7    Method of Data Collection 
Data was collected using the questionnaire which the researcher administered face to the respondents. Out of 150 copies of questionnaire distributed, 100 copies were retrieved. This gave a response rate of return of 66.7% 
3.8    Method of Data Analysis 
Data collected were analyzed using frequency tables and percentages. These statistical tools were used because they were suitable means of breaking down and analyzing the generated data.


CHAPTER FOUR
DATA PRESENTATION, ANALYSIS AND INTERPRETATIONS
4.1 [bookmark: _TOC_250008]Introduction
The aim of this study was to determine the influence of Africa Independent Television as a watchdog against Human abuse and labour. In the section the data collection from a survey on the topic “the analysis of broadcast media coverage on the effect of Human trafficking” would be discussed. The data contained in the topic “influence of Africa independent television as a watchdog against Human abuse and labour with particular reference to Human trafficking fully completed copies of questionnaire retrieved from the respondents would be discussed.   Responses   to   answered   on   research   questions   would   be   discussed. 
Research question 1: What kind of programmes are aired on Nigeria Television Authority against Human abuse and labour?
The aim of this research question was to find out the kind of programmes aired on African independent television. The data on tables 5, 6,7,8,9, and 10 were used to answer this research question.
The data on table 5 showed that, 100 respondents (100%) either have access to television.
Table 6 showed that, 82 respondents (82) had access to television, while 18 respondents 18 respondents (18%) disagreed that they had access to television.
Table 7 showed that, 87 respondents (87%) knew how to operate television; while13 respondents (13%) said they do not know how to operate television.
The data on table 8 showed that, 35 respondents (35%) watched NTA, 41 respondents (NTA) watched NTA, and 20 respondents (20%) watched MTV, while 4 respondents (4%) watched ITV.
The data on table 9 indicated that, 34 respondents (34%) said very often, 27 respondents (27%) said often, and 22 respondents (22%) said not very often, while 17 respondents (17%) said not often.
Table 10 showed that, 14 respondents (14%) chose “ITOHAN”, 30 respondents (30%) chose “I am priceless”, 21 respondents (21%) chose “I need to know”. While 39 respondents (39%) chose “IZOZO”.
The findings here clearly stated the kind of grogrammes related to Human abuse and labour which are aired on NTA. It also revealed that audience preferred IZOZO because of its dramatized nature.
The findings also proved that 39 respondents (39%) chose “Izozo” to other programmes because its fights against Human abuse and labour are dramatized.
Research question 2: How popular are these programmes to the residents of Ilorin metropolis?
The aim of this research question is to find out how popular these programmes are to the residents of Ilorin metropolis. The data on tables 11-15 answered this research question.
Table 11 indicated that, 52 respondents (52%) agreed that the programmes are very popular, 30 respondents (30%) agreed that the programmes are popular, while 18 respondents (18%) said the programmes are not popular.
Table 11 showed that, 17 respondents (17%) preferred ITOHAN, 30 respondents (30%) preferred I am priceless, 14 respondents () preferred I need to know, while 43 respondents (43%) preferred Izozo.
Table 12 showed that, 15 respondents (15%) chose I am priceless which is aired on Monday, 20 respondents (20%) chose I need to know aired on Tuesday, 19 respondents (19%) chose I am priceless aired on Wednesday, 31 respondents (31%) chose Izozo aired on Thursday, while 15 respondents (15%) made no response.
Table 13 indicated that, 7 respondents (7%) chose I am priceless aired from 9-12am, 9 respondents (9%) chose I need to know aired from 1-4pm, 54 respondents (54%) chose Izozo aired from 5-8pm, and 30 respondents (30%) chose ITOHAN aired from 12am.
Table 14 showed that, 47 respondents (47%) preferred the programmes because they fights against Human abuse and labour, 35 respondents (35%) preferred the programmes because   they are educating, 16 respondents (16%) preferred the programmes because they are entertaining, while2 respondents (2%) made no response.
Table 15 showed that, 62 respondents (62%) were very familiar with the programmes, 29 respondents (29%) were familiar with the programmes, while 9 respondents (9%) were not familiar	with	the	programmes.
From the findings above, it was observed that these programmes are popular among majority of the residents of Ilorin metropolis as shown in table 11.
Research question 3: What are the reactions of the residents of Ilorin metropolis to these programmes?
The aim of this research question is to find out the reactions of the residents of Ilorin metropolis to these programmes. The data on the tables 16 and 17 answered this research question.
The data on the table 16 showed that, 97 respondents (97%) agreed that NTA television has been able to sensitize the public on the evils of Human abuse and labour, while 2 respondents (2%) did not agree, and 1 respondent (1%) made no response.
The data on table 17 showed that,82 respondents (82%) said that the programmes have helped in reducing the rate of Human abuse and labour, 16 respondents (16%) agreed that the programmes have made them shun the practice of Human abuse and labour, while 2 respondents (2%) made no response.
The findings here revealed that the programmes on NTA against Human abuse and labour have gained such publicity among the residents of Gariki of Ilorin metropolis to the extent that they have now seen Human abuse and labour as one of the worst forms to slavery.
This finding clearly supports the study by Ojugo (2002) in which he stated that Human trafficking is one of the worst forms of slavery of practices similar to slavery such as the sale and trafficking of Human.
Research question 4: In what way have these prorammes helped in discouraging the practice of Human abuse and labour among the residents of Ilorin metropolis?
The aim of this research question is to find out how these programmes have helped in discouraging the practice of Human abuse and labour among the residents of Ilorin metropolis. The data on the tables 18, 19, and 20 answered this research question.
The data on the table 18 showed that, 64 respondents (64%) out of 100 agreed that television programmes have been able to discourage Human abuse and labour, while 30 respondents (30%) disagreed,	and	6	respondents	(6%)
were	not	sure. The data on table 19 showed that, 97 respondents (97%) out of 100, said positively, 1 respondent (1%) said negatively, while 3 respondents (3%) were not sure.
The data on table 20 showed that, 96 respondents (96%) said that NTA television has been able to mount pressure on the government to make Human welfare policies,2 respondents (2%) said no, while	2	respondents	(2%)		made	no	response. From the findings above, it is obvious that these programmes aired on NTA have helped in discouraging the practice of Human abuse and labour among residents of  Ilorin metropolis. The finding also revealed that the federal	government is concerned about the negative impact of Human abuse and neglect and this has prompted it in passing the Human‟s Rights Acts of (2003) and the trafficking  in Person(prohibition) Law Enforcement and Administrative Act, 2003 (otherwise called NAPTIP ACT).

CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATION

Survey research design was adopted using the questionnaire for the gathering of data. Following the analysis of data and discussion of findings, this chapter presented the summary of findings, conclusion and recommendation.

[bookmark: _TOC_250004]This study is focus on the analysis of broadcast media coverage on the effect of Human trafficking. Human trafficking is the acts of recruitment, transportation, transfer, habouring or receipt of Human by means of threat or use of force or other forms of coercion, abduction, fraud, deception, abuse of power, a position of vulnerability or the giving or receiving of payments, benefits to achieve the consent of a person having control over the Human for the purpose of exploitation. Research evidence shows that Human are trafficked for the purpose of domestic services, prostitution and other forms of exploitative labour Poverty, large family size rapid urbanization among others are the major factor why many Nigeria Human are vulnerable to trafficking. It is believed that print media can be a vehicle to curb this evil act.
According to the finding, Human labor, Human maltreatment, Human sexual abuse, Human trafficking, among others are the mostly known Human abuse issues among the respondents. This is line with the earlier study conducted by Abubakar and Okloho (2016). In their study, they concluded that Nigeria has a staggering millions of under aged girls who are daily abused in one form or the other both in cities and rural areas. Many of these girls are sexually abused by their employer and his household. Olube, (2015), in a study concluded that the press has a role to play in putting an end to Human labor and women trafficking programmes of sensitization and surveillance are some of the ways the press can help in fighting Human trafficking.
Human trafficking affects the behaviors of Human and social economic development of a Nation at large. Print media can be a vehicle to curb Human trafficking since its reports are capable of sensitizing victims of Human trafficking
5.2    Conclusion
This study has been able to demonstrate that the media, particularly television have helped a great deal in creating awareness on the rights of the Human and dangers of abuse in the society. It has also been advanced that what remains is the translation of this sense of awareness into favorable ways and manner of handling and treating Human.
The media  are known  to be  strong, efficacious  and  veritable  tool in  patterning and  ordering social realities. It is envisaged to inform both public and the government, create a particular view in the minds of members of the society, sensitize, educate and mobilize the people for actions and campaign against Human trafficking. 
Again, findings of this study show that there is relatively insignificant proportion of Nigerians defacing the image of the country by way of Human trafficking. 
It is particularly worrisome when Human who should be nurtured for the future, end up being destroyed  in  this  immoral  and  criminal  oriented  venture.  More  worrisome  is  the  fact  that perpetrators  of  this  act  and  indeed  rural  dwellers  seem  not  properly  furnished  with  the implication  of  their deeds.  This is why all  must be  done to  boost the  campaign  against  the practice. Government has however began the battle against Human trafficking by enacting the anti-Human trafficking in person law in 2003 by setting up a special law enforcement taskforce known as  the  National  Agency  for the  Prohibition  of  Traffic  in  Persons  and  other  related  matters (NAPTIP) which ought to be complimented by efforts of the media

Base on the findings and conclusions of this study, the following recommendations were made:
1. Government should embark on public enlightenment campaigns to educate the public on the social dangers of Human abuse and labour.
2. All forms of Human abuse should be taken as serious offences.
3. Government should promulgate laws against the abuse of Human
4. Government and non governmental agencies should create awareness campaign exercises to discouraged parents from leasing out their Human.
5. The general society should help government to eradicate all forms of immoral activities against innocent Human.
6. The legislatures should pay much attention to the existing laws which concern the right‟s of African Human and make amendments where necessary to stop the gross exploitation of the African Human.
7. The Nigerian government should try as much as possible to implement all the poverty alleviation programmes with adequate funding and make sure that they reach the grass roots.
8. Government should make laws that would protect the rights of the Human.
