	Tourist motivation is the direct driving forces to drive tourist activities playing an important role in decision making process and influential tourism image, activity satisfaction and loyalty this paper analyzed printed tourist motivation literature from 1991 to 2000 in two important international tourism academic journal annuals of tourism research and tourism management it summarizes tourist motivation theory tourist motivation process and the purpose of research method item and conclusion in empirical study. Tourism motivation theory clues drive theory motivation gnomic framework used frequently are push pull factors need diarchy and escape seeking dichotomy emricial research mostly apply market survey to collect data and fact analysis and so on to analyse. These data the result of research indicate tourist motivation differ in tourist groups and destinations it difficult to find the same important motivation which confirm to all tourist groups or definition (wilinzhnag, 2000)
The university of Ilorin zoo, although originally established for the purpose of teaching and research has become one of the most important tourist attractions in kwara state and its environs. The zoo has positively impacted its host community (tanke okeodo) and has become a key driver of internally generated revenue for the university it is however possible that the unilorin zoo may not be actualizing its revenue potentials due to the unavailability of empirical data on visitors animal availability of empirical data on visitors animal preference with which to take critical decisions such as animal stockings visitors socio economics characteristics could also play important roles in their perception this study therefore examined the determined of tourist preference for wildlife species in kwara state. Nigeria using the university of Ilorin zoo as a case study, Specifically the study described the socio economics characteristics of visitors to the zoo enumerated the available wildlife species in the zoo determined visitors preference for animals in the zoo examined characteristics of features of the animal that visitors considered appealing identified the determinants of the visitors preference for the animal according to lewin (2000). Ilorin is the state capital of kwara state in western Nigeria as the 2006 census it had a population of 777667 making it the 7th largest city by population in Nigeria Ilorin was founded by the Yoruba one of the three largest ethnic group in Nigeria in 1450 it became a provincial military headquarters of the ancient Oyo empire and later became a northern Nigeria protectorate when shetiu alimi an imminent Islamic preacher and teacher took control of the city through the spread of Islamic according to cohen and dann (2002).
