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ABSTRACT

The study is focused on the assessment of problems hindering the development of unilorin zoological garden llorin kwara state. A research instrument and data was analysed using descriptive analysis involving percentage as this is one of the best methods in line with the objectives of the study. It was discovered that the major problems accounting against the development of unilorin zoological garden: lack of seating arena where children can watch video clips and documentaries on animal, no proper feeding of animals and makes the animal to suffer from starvation, lack of training of wildlife professionals in conservation biology and to propagating rare species through natural means and assisted reproduction. It was recommended that the zoo should provide more animals, and also build more homes for the animals that are in the zoo, feeds the animal properly, provide seating arena where children can watch document arias, provides adequate professionals, NGO intervention, adequate government revenue, and adequate funding on the zoo.

















CHAPTER ONE

1.0 INTRODUCTION

	The oldest zoo in the world still in existence is the hergation shonbrum in Vienna Australia it was constructed by Adrian van stekhorem in 1752 at the other of the holy roman emperor Francis husband of Maria Theresa of Austria to serve as aim imperial menagerie as part of schonbrum palace.
	The menagerie was made accessible to the public in 1765 (onway, 1995)

	Human begins were sometimes displays in cages along with non human animals. Supposedly to illustrate the difference between people of European and non European origin (New York tone 1906)
	Human beings are also displayed in cages during the 1931 Paris colonial exposition and as late as 1958 in a Congolese village displayed at expo 58 in Brussels (New York time, 1906)
	Zoo animals usually live in enclosure that attempt to replicate their natural habitats for the benefit of the animal and the visitors. They may have special building for nocturnal animals with dim white or red lightening used during the day, so the animals will be active when visitors are there and brighten lights at night to help them sleep special climate conditioned are created for animals living in radical environment such as penguins special enclosure for birds menials insects rip this fish and other aquatic life forms have also been developed some zoos have walk through exhibits where visitors enter enclosures of non aggressive species such as lemon marmosets birds, lizards and turtles visitors are asked to keep topaths and avoid showing or eating foods that the animals might smatch. (Hyson, 2000)

CHAPTER THREE
RESEARCH METHODOLGOY

3.0 INTRODUCTION
	This chapter mainly shows a detail account of the study areas, research design population of the study, sample size and sampling procedure data collection instrument validation of instrument reliability of instrument method of data collection and method of data analysis.

3.1 STUDY AREA.
University of Ilorin is one of second generation university in Nigeria with a land mass of about 15,000 hectares. The university is located in ilorin, university gate unilorin the capital of kwara state in the guinea savanna vegetation of Nigeria. Annual rainfall is between 600-1200mm per annum with distinct wet and dry seasons of almost six month each
(michioka, 1994).
	Since its inception there, have been consistent efforts to ouild up the university to meet the dictates of its mission and vision. The university has a land area about 15,000 hectares with about 95% yet to be occupied and largely used by communities around farming activities. Hitherto control of the land has not been top priority efforts are however, being made to exercise control over the land through regulated use control of indiscriminate burning of bush planting of cassia trees along the boundary, construction of a dam protecting and expanding the university farm, sugar research institutes farm, botanical/zoological and an orchard (michioka,
1994)
	This project also attempt to examine some principle of sustainable development and assess the levels of their application by university of ilorin these principle include conservation of biodiversity and logical integrity appropriate valuation, appreciation and restoration of nature. (michioka, 1994)
	University of ilorin covers approximately an area of 13,000 hectares and is ranked 35*h by size the landscape consists of old hard rocks and done shaped hill which rise gently form about 500 meters in the north central parts and reaching height of about 300 meters above sea level in the northern part (michioka 1994)
	According natural population and having census exercise conducted in 2006, kwara state has population of 2,3761089 (census,2006)

4.2 Discussing of major findings from the research it is discovered that there are recreational facilities available in unilorin zoological garden. these recreational facilities include children play ground and the new ones introduced recently include, the horse ride and suspended walkway.
It is revealed that Unilorin zoological garden contributes to the educational sector especilly, within ilorin metropolis where it is located. this because students of various level make visit to the zoological graden for excursions and researches on the problems hindering the development of Unilorin zoological garden, the informant stressed inadequate funding and veterinary care for the animals thus, inadequate funding has limited the level of its development and the animals do not have adequate access to veterinary care, this makes them loose some sick animals. 
On what could be done to solve these problems, as there are solutions to every problem, the study reveals that, if grants are gotten from Non-government organization and agencies, it will go a long way. the curator also suggetted effective and quartely staff training for both the old and new ones to aid the effective operations of the zoological graden:
