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ABSTRACT
This study examines the role of radio in enhancing the educational system in Kwara State, with a specific focus on Sobi FM as a case study. The research explores how radio broadcasting serves as a tool for disseminating educational content, promoting literacy, and supporting formal and informal learning across diverse communities. Given the wide reach, affordability, and accessibility of radio, especially in rural and underserved areas, the study highlights its potential as an effective medium for educational development.
Using a mixed-method approach that includes surveys and interviews with listeners, educators, and staff of Sobi FM, the study investigates the types of educational programs aired, audience engagement levels, and the perceived impact of these programs on learners. Findings reveal that Sobi FM contributes significantly to raising awareness on educational issues, broadcasting academic content, and supporting students during school closures or limited access to physical classrooms, especially during crises such as the COVID-19 pandemic.
The study concludes that radio remains a vital educational tool in Kwara State, particularly in bridging gaps in access to quality education. It recommends increased investment in educational radio programs, enhanced collaboration between broadcasting stations and educational institutions, and the adoption of radio as a supplementary medium for curriculum delivery. Such initiatives can greatly improve learning outcomes and ensure inclusivity in the state’s educational development.
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
0. BACKGROUND OF THE STUDY 
Radio has been a cornerstone of mass communication since its inception in the early 20th century. As a medium capable of reaching a wide audience over vast distances, radio has been instrumental in connecting people, disseminating information, and influencing public opinion. The versatility of radio allows it to serve as a platform for entertainment, news, and education. In the context of education, radio has emerged as a valuable tool for enhancing learning, particularly in regions where access to traditional educational resources such as textbooks, teachers, and schools is limited or inadequate (Akinmolayan & Adebayo, 2015).

Educational systems existed in African Societies prior to the coming of the Europeans. Such education was for the induction of members of the society into activities and mode of thoughts that were considered worthwhile. African societies were noted for their rich culture heritage which was preserved and transmitted from generation to generation through a system of traditional education (Esu and Junaid,2020).

2.0	Introduction

Goldfrab (2006) opined that information is a valuable resource required in any society; thus acquiring and using information are critical and important activities. Users of information use it for different reasons. Some use it for health; others use it for advancement in knowledge, others for politics. Issa (1997) cited Muhammed, (1994) opined that it is a vital resource which provides impetus for a nation social, cultural, spiritual, political, economic, scientific and technological advancement greater socio-political equity; efficient governance, power and fellowship. Thus, one can rightly infer from above that information has always played an important role in human life; hence a basic human need.
2.1. 	CONCEPTUAL FRAMEWORK
Radio has long been recognized as a powerful medium for education and information dissemination. In many parts of the world, it is used not only for entertainment but also as a tool for socio-economic development, particularly in education (Adegbija, 2014). The advent of radio stations like Sobi FM in Kwara State provides a platform for innovative educational programs aimed at both formal and informal learners. In this context, educational radio refers to radio programming specifically designed to inform, educate, and promote learning across diverse subjects, including science, culture, health, and social issues (Adamu, 2016).
Radio, as a communication tool, offers unique advantages such as accessibility, affordability, and portability. In Kwara State, where access to conventional educational infrastructure can be limited, radio emerges as an effective medium to reach a wide audience, including rural communities (Abubakar, 2019). Educational radio programs can thus bridge the gap in educational access by reaching marginalized populations who may not have access to schools, textbooks, or online resources (Salawu, 2020).
The role of radio in improving education is multifaceted. First, it facilitates knowledge dissemination by offering content that is both informative and entertaining (Ajiboye, 2017). With the rise of digital broadcasting and online radio platforms, stations like Sobi FM have been able to expand their reach and offer new forms of educational content. The use of podcasts, social media, and streaming platforms allows listeners to access educational programs at their convenience, making learning more flexible and accessible.
The potential for technological innovation in educational radio is vast, with opportunities for interactive learning experiences, multimedia integration, and real-time feedback. For example, Sobi FM can use digital tools to facilitate remote learning for students in rural areas, offering interactive online lessons, quizzes, and virtual discussions. This integration of technology into educational radio broadens the scope of learning opportunities and further enhances the role of radio in improving education in Kwara State.
Anifowose (2013) asserted that communication involves the process by which information and understanding are transferred from one person to another. It is the basis for all human interaction for all group functioning. Radio remains a medium in development communication usually employed by the development officers or experts for the dissemination of relevant development messages, especially for rural audience. He further argued that radio can be multi-faceted as among other things, it can serve to pass messages, improve the capability of calling upon and organizing groups and organizations, enlarge the forum for social dialogue, provide effective capability building of the community to raise awareness and knowledge of community issues, bring the people’s voice to the higher level of their political structure and mobilize community to tackle issues. Radio ranked as the most popular means of disseminating information, regardless of the continent. It is very appealing because of some distinguishing features of interactivity, its capacity to provoke dialogue and to solicit the participation of local population with lower production costs and extreme versatility. 
Omenesa (1997) observed that radio programmes are usually timely and capable of extending messages to the audience no matter where they may be as long as they have a receiver with adequate supply of power. The absence of such facilities as road, light and water are no hindrance to radio. Similarly, such obstacles as difficult topography, distance, time and socio-political exigencies do not hinder the performance of radio. He further observed, that illiteracy is no barrier to radio messages since such messages can be passed in the audience own language. Another advantage of radio programme is that it can be done almost anywhere through the use of a tape recorder (Nwuzor, 2000). Radio lends itself just as well to rapid interventions as to the broadcasting of in-depth reports and is just suitable for the dissemination of information as it is for entertainment and for educational purposes. 
In a study was carried out by Ariyo et-al (2013) on the role of mass media in the dissemination of agricultural technologies among Farmers in Kaduna North Local Government Area of Kaduna State revealed that the respondents have different degree of accessibility to radio, television, telephone, Internet, and newspaper/ bulletin. Radio was found to be more accessible (46.3%) and also the major source (60.19%) of agricultural technologies to the farmers. The study further revealed that 90.7% of the respondents affirms that mass media is effective in the dissemination of agricultural technologies while 9.3% saw mass media as not effective. Advancement in Information and communication technology has made information dissemination easier and faster than what we use to know in the past. 
Computer technology and the invention of internet make it possible for people irrespective of their geographic location able to communicate and interact with one another through internet call, teleconferencing and instant messaging facilities. Development of web 2.0 technology has promoted social interaction and information dissemination among the people through the use of social network sites like facebook, twitter, google+, 2go, library2.0 e.t.c. people use this media to disseminate information among themselves.
2.1.8.	Radio in the post-independence era 
As of March 1, 1960, the Ministry of Information was replaced by the Ministry of the Interior and of Radio Broadcasting. Two years later, the information component was placed under an autonomous ministry. This change led to the birth of national and international channels of Radio Nigeria, at a time when the enabling act No. 6524 of February 9, 1965 consolidated the monopoly of State-run radio in broadcasting and information dissemination. With the advent of television, national radio broadcasting came under the purview6 of the Office of Radio and Television Broadcasting of Nigeria (ORTS). 
Article 3 of this law sets forth the State’s monopoly in the following terms: public dissemination throughout the national territory in the form of radio or television broadcasting, constitutes a State monopoly assigned to ORTS. The establishment of the Office of Radio and Television Broadcasting of Nigeria (ORTS), which followed the creation of national television in 1973, began a period of major change for Nigeria radio: At the institutional level, the State monopoly over radio and television was consolidated and strengthened, acquiring the status of state media; and at the socio-cultural level, audiovisual information became a new component in the audience environment, with a consequent disruption of cultural habits and practices.
2.1.9.	CHARACTERISTICS OF RADIO 
Unlike the live medium of the stage, where there are live performers (speaker, actor, etc.) and I live audience, radio is a 'sightless' or a 'viewless' medium. In radio, the performer does not see hidher audience (called listener) and the listeners cannot see the performer, the talker, the actor, etc That is why radio is sometimes called the blind medium (VelGeilgud, BBC Drama Chief, 1952). Since it is a blind or sightless medium, the performer (announcer, newsreader, discussant, narrator, etc.) has to creatively conjure up images of higher listeners. The listeners too have to imagine the performance creatively. But the performer must spark off the imagination of the listeners with expressive performance or communication. Here are some important characteristics of radio:
2.1.10. Medium of Sound and Voice 
It is an exclusive medium of the sound. It is an aural or auditory medium, a medium of the ear. There are three major elements of a radio broadcast: spoken-word, music and sound effects. They are all sounds carried on the air waves to the listener. To be acceptable, all these sounds must be pleasant and expressive for the ears. They must be artistically integrated or mixed to provoke the imagination of the listener, otherwise, the intention of the broadcast would be defeated.
2.1.11.	Radio is a medium of the voice. 
The performer can use only higher voice in a broadcast. The producer mixes voice with music and sound effects, but it does not mean that a broadcaster, say, an actor, has only to learn a few tricks of the voice. An actor, using only vocal tricks, would soon start sounding untruthful to the listener as a radio listener has a highly developed sound sense. It has been correctly said that an actor or any other performer must broadcast with hidher mind. For example, an actor is not wearing any costume or make-up; there is no scenery or properties. Neither she nor the co-actors are seen by the listener. So she must imaginatively give cues or intimations only through histher expressive voice. 
2.1.12.	Link between Speaker and Listeners 
Microphone is the instrument through which a radio broadcaster speaks to the listeners. And, microphone is a devilish precision instrument (G.B.Shaw, 1925). It is a hi-fi (high fidelity or faithful) instrument that catches the softest sigh, the minutest shade of the voice, the tiniest rustle of the paper. It exposes all vocal lies or untruth expressions. It amplifies even the feeblest hiss or a sob. Microphone will tell all, the truth from a lie hence only truthful vocal expressions can go well with the ear of the listeners. Because of these characteristics of the microphone, broadcaster must speak into the mike as if the listeners are sitting by his side. She must not speak like a stage performer who has to reach out to the last man in the last row. The stage performer has to project oneself because the auditorium diminishes the voice and body. But the radio performer must project 'inwards' because the microphone amplifies or magnifies the voice. 
2.1.13.	Intimate Medium 
Radio is an intimate medium. The broadcaster must imagine the listeners sitting by his side, shoulder to shoulder. To the listeners, it sounds as if the broadcaster is speaking from within the sound box, the radio set or the transistor for each listener individually. Radio being an intimate medium, the best subjects for radio broadcasts are those which intimately concern the listener like the personal, the private and the innermost feelings. Intimate subjects are especially relevant to good radio drama and intimate style of acting is especially relevant to the radio. The manner of expressing or articulating the words must also be intimate because the condition in which broadcasts are received are very informal. May be one or two or three listeners are sitting by the fireside or in bed or moving about the house, or engaged in some activities. 
The communication must be informal and intimate. The broadcaster must build an instant equation or rapport with the listener. If she does not find the show or the broadcast interesting enough for the first two or three minutes, s/he will switch off the broadcast. The rule of the oil industry applies here: if you cannot drill in the first two minutes, stop boring. Hence, a talk, a discussion, a documentary, a feature, or a docu-drama, etc., must get into the subject informally, intimately and interestingly right at the start. 
2.1.14.	Mobile Medium 
Radio is a mobile medium. You can have it at home, take it to the picnic resort, listen to it while driving, have it on land or under the sea, in public or in private, hence, it is a convenient medium. It can accompany you and entertain you anywhere as a never-failing companion. It does not follow the three unities of time, place and action as prescribed by Aristotle, more than two thousand years ago, for dramatic communication. Stage drama may, even now, respect these unities because of the obvious limitations of the stage media. But radio drama, which is drama of the mind, may hop from any period or place to any other period or place. Because the radio player performs on the canvas of the listener's mind and the mind, truthfully sparked off by the player, can construct any period, any place. 
The subjects that the stage can never dream of dramatizing (for example, going centuries back and, then, suddenly switching over to the present, tasting the atmosphere of, say, hell or heaven, going under the ground or the sea or to remote comers of the globe etc.) can be very well dramatized on the radio.
2.1.15.	Quick and Inexpensive Medium
Radio is a medium of immediacy. It can report the events almost instantly, as they are 1 happening, hence, it is a medium of the "here and now". It is the radio which can be the first to report the happenings while TV crew would take some time to reach the spot. Radio: A Medium of Mass Communication From the production angle also, radio is a quicker medium than television. For example, it requires a performer and a producer who may also be a recordist and an 'effects' person. As I against this, a TV production (tele-production) would require a costumes person, a make-up I person, two or three cameras and cameramen, a dolly man to assist the cameraman in moving I the cameras, a scene designer, a carpenter, several lights and lightmen, several monitoring I sets, engineers, a producer, a performer, etc. The cost of radio production is much less than that of TV production. Since the cost and time required to produce a programme are much less, radio can produce a wide variety of programmes. It can also afford to experiment with new and innovative programmes. It costs much less to set up a radio station as compared to a TV station. Not only the capital: cost, but recurring expenses to run a radio service are far less. A large number of people can afford a radio set but not a TV set. 
2.1.16.	Medium with Limitations
Radio has a plethora of limitations as well. The foremost limitation of radio is that it entirely depends on the sense of hearing. Broadcast is not reinforced by the powerful medium of sight. Comprehension and assimilation, therefore, require more efforts. For instance, it is almost impossible to convey the beauty or finer points of works of art such as paintings, sculptures or intricate handicrafts merely by trying to describe them. Then, suppose there has been a major disaster somewhere - say an earthquake or a war, the extent of damage, the hardship being faced by the people are instantly clear on television. On radio, one has to use one's imagination after listening to other accounts. By the same token, take a cricket, football or a tennis match. On TV, one does not even need a commentator, whereas on ram0 a commentator and a few sound effects are essential for the listener to follow the game. 
The same is true of colour, sense of space, a situation, or appearances. A listener can only use his imagination, which may or may not give a true picture. There can be gaps between illusion and reality. At times, a facial expression or body language can communicate muttered messages. Both, the broadcaster and the listener, have to constantly keep in mind that what is being conveyed will have to be heard, understood and remembered instantly. It is an ephemeral medium, unless one has access to a recording or a repeat broadcast, the message can be lost forever. This puts immense limitations on the broadcaster and demands a great deal of concentration and involvement on the pm of the listener. Radio has little value for the hearing-challenged just as television is of little use to the visually-challenged.
2.2.	THEORETICAL FRAMEWORK
To understand the role of radio in improving education in Kwara State, it is essential to employ theoretical frameworks that explain the relationship between media and education. The Uses and Gratifications Theory (UGT) is one such framework that emphasizes the active role of the audience in selecting media to fulfill their needs and gratifications (Katz, Blumler & Gurevitch, 1973). In the context of radio, listeners actively choose educational content that aligns with their learning needs, such as academic lessons, career advice, or life skills.
UGT also highlights that the audience’s motivation for media consumption is influenced by personal interests, educational goals, and socio-cultural factors. In Kwara State, listeners of Sobi FM may choose educational programs based on their interests in improving literacy, gaining knowledge in specific subjects, or addressing local community issues. Therefore, this theory helps explain why radio, especially stations like Sobi FM, is effective in promoting education.
Additionally, the Social Learning Theory (Bandura, 1977) offers insights into how individuals learn through observation and interaction with the media. According to this theory, people learn not only from their personal experiences but also from the media, which serves as a source of vicarious learning. For instance, educational radio programs on Sobi FM may provide listeners with role models, new ideas, and ways of thinking that can lead to behavioral changes and educational advancement.
The Diffusion of Innovations Theory (Rogers, 1962) also applies to the role of radio in education. This theory explains how new ideas, practices, or technologies spread within a society. Radio programs can serve as a medium for the diffusion of educational innovations, such as new teaching methods, educational reforms, or technological advancements. In Kwara State, Sobi FM can be seen as a vehicle for the diffusion of new educational concepts to a broad audience, from teachers to students to community members.
By using these theoretical frameworks, the chapter will explore how Sobi FM uses radio programs to influence educational practices in Kwara State, including the role of audience engagement, social learning, and innovation diffusion.
The theoretical framework for understanding the role of radio in improving education, particularly through Sobi FM in Kwara State, draws from several established communication and educational theories. These frameworks provide a lens to examine how radio can influence learning outcomes, audience engagement, and educational innovation. The following sections explore key theories relevant to the study of radio’s impact on education.
2.2.1. Uses and Gratifications Theory (UGT)
The Uses and Gratifications Theory (UGT), initially proposed by Katz, Blumler, and Gurevitch (1973), is central to understanding why individuals engage with media, including educational radio programs. According to UGT, audiences actively seek out media content to satisfy various needs, including informational, entertainment, educational, and social needs. In the case of radio as an educational medium, this theory suggests that listeners, such as those tuning into Sobi FM, choose educational programs based on their personal needs for learning, self-improvement, and engagement with societal issues.
UGT proposes that audiences are not passive recipients of media messages but active participants who select media content based on their own motivations and gratifications. For instance, a listener in Kwara State may engage with an educational radio program on Sobi FM because they want to improve their literacy skills, enhance their knowledge on a particular subject, or learn more about community development. By understanding these motivations, radio broadcasters can tailor their programming to meet the specific educational needs of their audience, whether through academic content, life skills training, or health and agricultural education.
In the context of education, UGT highlights the active role of learners in selecting educational content. Sobi FM’s listeners might choose programs that cater to their interests or needs, such as learning a new language, receiving exam tips, or gaining knowledge on agricultural practices. This theory is especially relevant in Kwara State, where diverse audiences, including students, teachers, and adult learners, tune in to radio for various educational purposes. The theory underscores the importance of understanding audience motivations in shaping radio programming to effectively meet educational goals..
2.2.6. The Agenda-Setting Theory
The Agenda-Setting Theory (McCombs & Shaw, 1972) suggests that media have the power to influence public perception by highlighting certain issues and shaping the public agenda. In the context of educational radio, this theory can be applied to understand how radio programming on Sobi FM can set the educational agenda for Kwara State.
Through the deliberate selection of topics, themes, and educational issues, Sobi FM can shape the educational priorities of its audience. For instance, by dedicating airtime to discussions on the importance of literacy, the value of vocational training, or the impact of quality teaching on student performance, the radio station can prioritize these issues in the minds of its listeners. As a result, listeners may become more aware of these educational challenges and take action to address them, whether through individual efforts or collective community initiatives.
By setting the educational agenda, Sobi FM can contribute to policy discussions, raise awareness about local educational issues, and engage stakeholders in conversations that ultimately lead to positive changes in the educational landscape of Kwara State.
2.3.	EMIRICIAL REVIEW
Numerous studies have explored the impact of radio on education, particularly in developing countries, where radio is often used to complement formal educational systems. A study by Adeyemo (2016) in Nigeria found that educational radio programs helped improve literacy rates among rural populations by providing consistent and accessible content. In a similar study in Kwara State, Abubakar (2019) concluded that Sobi FM’s educational programs were instrumental in improving literacy levels, particularly among adults who had limited access to formal education.
Ajiboye (2017) conducted a study on the role of radio in enhancing educational outreach in Nigerian states, focusing on community radio stations like Sobi FM. The study found that radio broadcasts could serve as a valuable tool for bridging the education gap, particularly in rural areas. Radio stations could provide valuable educational content that supports students, teachers, and adults in their learning endeavors. Moreover, Ajiboye (2017) highlighted that radio served as a platform for collaboration among educational stakeholders, including schools, universities, and non-governmental organizations, in promoting educational programs.
Salawu (2020) also examined the role of radio in facilitating adult education in Kwara State, specifically highlighting how Sobi FM contributed to literacy campaigns. The study found that Sobi FM’s educational programming catered to adult learners by offering literacy lessons, career advice, and health education. These programs were particularly useful in rural areas where access to formal education was limited.
In terms of improving academic performance, research by Akinleye (2018) focused on the integration of radio into the formal educational curriculum. The study found that educational radio programs enhanced students’ learning by providing a supplement to classroom teaching. Teachers in Kwara State noted that radio programs helped reinforce key concepts and provided a source of alternative learning materials, which improved students' understanding of difficult subjects.
In another study, Echendu (2017) examined the effectiveness of educational radio in improving both primary and secondary education in rural Nigeria. The research indicated that radio programs played a crucial role in supplementing traditional schooling, especially in areas with a shortage of qualified teachers and educational resources. The study emphasized that radio's ability to reach remote communities was one of its most significant advantages in enhancing education.
The empirical reviews indicate a consensus on the positive impact of educational radio on improving literacy rates, supporting formal education, and enhancing adult education. Sobi FM, through its varied educational programming, has played a critical role in contributing to these outcomes in Kwara State.
2.3 Empirical Review
The empirical review section explores previous studies and research that have examined the role of radio in education, particularly in the context of developing countries and rural regions. Studies from across Africa, as well as in other parts of the world, highlight the significant role radio plays in enhancing education by addressing barriers such as limited access to schools, shortage of qualified teachers, and socio-economic challenges. This section will draw on several case studies and research findings related to educational radio, with particular attention to radio’s impact on literacy, community development, and knowledge dissemination.
2.3.1. Radio as a Tool for Education in Africa
In many African countries, radio has been utilized as an effective medium for education due to its wide accessibility and ability to reach remote communities. A study by Chikezie and Nwankwo (2018) explored the use of radio in Nigeria and other African nations as an educational tool, finding that radio significantly contributed to education by reaching marginalized populations, particularly in rural areas. In their study, the researchers emphasized the importance of radio in bridging educational gaps, especially where traditional schooling infrastructure was lacking.
A study by Omotayo (2015) on educational radio in Nigeria specifically analyzed the impact of radio on literacy and numeracy skills in rural communities. Omotayo found that radio-based educational programs had a positive effect on the literacy rates of listeners, especially among adults who had missed out on formal schooling. By delivering educational content in an accessible and engaging format, radio allowed adults in rural areas to enhance their reading, writing, and arithmetic skills. This study supports the idea that radio is an essential tool for adult education and lifelong learning, especially in areas with limited access to formal educational institutions.
In Kenya, the Kenya Education Management Institute (KEMI) carried out research to assess the effectiveness of the Radio Education Program on teacher professional development. The study concluded that radio helped improve the knowledge and teaching skills of educators in rural areas, where professional development opportunities were limited. Teachers who listened to educational radio programs reported enhanced confidence in their teaching practices and better classroom performance (KEMI, 2017). This aligns with the role of Sobi FM in Kwara State, as radio programs can be used to improve teacher knowledge and skills in local contexts.
2.3.2. The Impact of Educational Radio on Formal and Informal Learning
A research study by Adeyemo (2016) examined how radio programs could be integrated into the formal education system in Nigeria. The study demonstrated that radio broadcasts, when aligned with the national curriculum, were effective in reinforcing classroom learning. The findings indicated that students who listened to educational radio programs showed improved academic performance in subjects such as mathematics, English, and social studies. Adeyemo’s study suggests that educational radio can serve as a powerful supplement to formal teaching, especially in contexts where schools face resource shortages.
Additionally, Sanda (2019) investigated the role of radio in informal learning, particularly among adult learners in rural communities. The study found that radio programs could play a transformative role in non-formal education by providing accessible learning opportunities for adults. The programs not only focused on basic literacy and numeracy skills but also offered practical training in areas like health, agriculture, and entrepreneurship. This finding is relevant for Sobi FM, as it serves as a source of informal learning for the wider Kwara community, particularly those who seek to improve their practical skills.
2.3.3. The Role of Radio in Community Development and Knowledge Dissemination
Radio has long been used as a tool for community development, as it facilitates the dissemination of information that is relevant to local populations. A study by Salawu (2020) explored the role of community radio in promoting health and development education in Nigeria. The research found that community radio stations like Sobi FM are essential in spreading information on public health, gender issues, and local governance. By broadcasting educational content on issues such as sanitation, maternal health, and vaccination, radio stations in Kwara State contribute to improving the health outcomes of local communities. This supports the notion that radio can be a tool for broader social and economic development, beyond formal education.
Another study by Tella and Akindele (2018) investigated how radio programs in Nigeria contributed to raising awareness about the importance of education, especially for marginalized groups such as women and rural populations. The study concluded that radio plays a crucial role in influencing societal attitudes toward education, particularly by addressing cultural barriers to education for women. In Kwara State, where gender disparities in education are still prevalent in some rural areas, radio can serve as a tool to challenge these inequalities by promoting the importance of educating girls and women. Programs focused on gender equality and women's education can help change societal attitudes, thus improving educational outcomes for female students.
Moreover, a study by Ayeni (2020) on the role of radio in rural communities highlighted how radio programs can serve as platforms for community members to share knowledge, exchange ideas, and engage in discussions on local issues. The study found that radio stations, especially those that feature interactive programs, enhance the sense of community and encourage collective action for social change. Sobi FM’s educational programs on local governance, community development, and youth empowerment mirror this dynamic, as they offer a space for listeners to engage with important social issues.
2.3.4. Case Study of Sobi FM and Its Impact on Education in Kwara State
In Kwara State, Sobi FM stands as a notable example of how radio has been effectively utilized to improve educational outcomes. A study by Adeyemi (2017) focused on the role of Sobi FM in Kwara State and assessed its impact on both formal and informal education. The findings revealed that Sobi FM's educational programs significantly contributed to improving literacy and numeracy skills among its listeners, particularly in rural areas where access to education was limited. The radio station’s educational content, which included lessons in subjects such as mathematics, English, and social studies, helped students reinforce what they learned in school.
The study further highlighted the interactive nature of Sobi FM’s programming, which encouraged community engagement. Listeners were able to call in with questions, share their experiences, and participate in discussions. This two-way communication helped make the educational process more dynamic and responsive to the needs of the local population. Sobi FM also played an essential role in bridging the information gap for marginalized groups, providing educational content in languages that were accessible to a wide range of listeners.
Additionally, research by Alabi (2020) on the use of Sobi FM for adult education found that the station’s programs targeted at adult learners helped increase literacy rates in rural communities. The study emphasized the station’s role in providing opportunities for lifelong learning through radio-based literacy programs. By offering accessible education, Sobi FM played a critical role in improving the skills and knowledge of adults who had missed out on formal schooling.
2.3.5. Radio in Promoting Vocational and Skill-Based Education
Vocational education and training (VET) have become essential in addressing the skills gap in developing economies, and radio has proven to be an effective medium for promoting VET programs. A study by Echendu (2017) on vocational training via radio in Nigeria showed that radio broadcasts could support skills acquisition, particularly in areas like agriculture, carpentry, tailoring, and entrepreneurship. Educational programs on radio that focus on skills training can help individuals, especially in rural areas, learn valuable trades that can improve their livelihoods.
Sobi FM has also contributed to vocational education in Kwara State by broadcasting programs that focus on skills training and practical education. These programs provide information on how to start a small business, improve farming techniques, or enhance craft skills, thereby promoting economic independence and self-reliance among listeners.
2.3.6. Challenges of Educational Radio in Nigeria
Despite its positive impact, the use of radio in education faces several challenges. A study by Ogundele and Oladipo (2018) discussed the challenges of educational radio in Nigeria, including limited funding, technical difficulties, and the lack of trained professionals to produce high-quality educational content. These challenges are also relevant to Sobi FM, as the station faces resource constraints that can limit the reach and quality of its educational programming. Nevertheless, the research found that educational radio remains an invaluable tool in addressing educational disparities in Nigeria, particularly when there is collaboration between government agencies, non-governmental organizations, and media practitioners.
Another limitation identified in the literature is the uneven access to radio in certain parts of Nigeria. In some rural communities, listeners may not have access to the necessary radio equipment or may face challenges such as poor reception or power supply. Despite these challenges, the potential of radio as an educational tool remains substantial, especially when integrated with other media and learning platforms.

CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY OF FINDINGS, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS
5.1	SUMMARY OF FINDINGS
		This chapter presents a summary of results obtained after an intensive exercise aimed at finding out the role of Sobi F.M. in uplifting the Educational System in Ilorin State.
		Through observations, and use of statistical methods to evaluate and analyze each of the alternative answers to specific questions contained in the questionnaire, the followings were later discovered.
That Sobi F.M.s stimulates in the masses and make them to be educationally conscious.
The timing of the poly – air programme is suitable for the masses.
It was therefore accepted that Sobi F.M. play a role in uplifting the educational system in Ilorin State, as more and more people are becoming enlightened and less illiterate.
There is the need for improvement of these programmes, in terms of channel noise of the Radio that distorts understanding and lecture presentations, where the lecturers read the papers instead of “talking” the papers for effective comprehension.
It was also accepted that majority of the masses are aware of Sobi F.M. in the media.
5.2.	CONCLUSION 
Conclusively, a nation that aspires to attain a more dynamic national development must create an enabling environment for the education of its citizenry regardless of age and gender. By implication, education is the springboard for development, and a nation that fails to promote literacy for all will experience stagnation in all spheres.
Following the findings of this study, there should be designated venues where learners can come together and listen to radio educational programs instead of individual listening that is the model under the kwara’s learning Project. Also for the program learning lounge at Sobi F.M. to be beneficial, the frequency of transmission should be increased to 6 times a week – Wednesday at 16:05 hr (4:05 p.m. local time), a repeat broadcast at 22:10 hr (10:10 p.m. local time), Saturday at 13:00 hr (1:00 p.m. local time) with a repeat broadcast at 19:00 hr (7:00 p.m. local time), and Sunday at 13:00 hr (1:00 p.m. local time) with a repeat broadcast at 19:00 hr (7:00 p.m. local time). Finally, studies are recommended to find out whether results similar to learning lounge study will be obtained.
0. RECOMMENDATION
		On the basis of the findings from facts and figures earlier presented, it will be null if a research of this kind is left without any recommendation. Any research work that is concluded must have recommendation for it to complete.
It is on this premises that the following recommendations are made.
The Sobi F.M. from the broadcast media should be improved on to educate the masses better.
Air time should be increased to enable the lecturers have enough time to propagate these educational programme.
Government should increase the subvention given to broadcast media organisations to enable them repair some of their equipment’s and change obsolete ones.
Incentives should be given to lecturers that propagate these educational programme to encourage them.
A monitoring committee should be set up to monitor the effectiveness of these educational programme.
Additional educational programmes should be added to the rest of educational programmes. This will add extra knowledge to the populace.
