1.1 BACKGROUND OF THE STUDY

The water run done a hilly landspace where the warm springs form a confluence with other cold springs form adjoining hills and merge into one contions flowing stream at 70 degrees. Located in the western down a hilly landspace where the warm springs form a concfluence with other cold springs from adjoining hills and merge into one continuos flowing stream at 70 degrees . located in the western part of Nigeria known as ekiti state ikogosi is a small community in terms of siz and population (Adesina, 2008)

Ikogosi has a good local natural environment combined with rich culture and history and these. From thee basis of what makes the community a tourist destination. (Godfreyadn clark, 2000)


However, it is an awesome site where two different springs flow side by side without distributing each others while one is colod the other is warm and they maintaining a tempertur of about 38 degrees. The whole landspace in the area is beautiful by green vegetation. The measurement of the whole area of the spring is about 32 hectares and it is prevented form erosion by tall ever gre trees in which these trees from a cover for relaxation of the tourist. A part from being a resort for relaxation it also serves as a cure for some disease in the body (Reve, 2001)

This uniqueness lso makes it the first of such occurrence in Nigeria. This uniqueness accounting potential of the ikogosi warm spring resort toteh a destination of choice for tourist from far and near. 

Moreover, ikogosi warm and cold springs as co tourist site has attracted investors from abroad in recent time. The question now is whether the joint management pporache employer by ekiti state government succeeded o rnot. This is the gap that the present study wishes to fill. (oyelabi, 2013 Jimoh 2001)

2.2 WARM AND COLD WATER SPRING IN VIEW 


Water’s is beloved to be msut important natural resource in the world since without it man can not surviv in his natural environment spring water is relatively pure and can b used without treatment provided the spring may be contaminated at the point where the spring emerges from the ground surface are more likely to be curtaminated at the point where the spring emerges from the ground. Springs that draw water from sources close to the ground surface are more likely to be contaminated thou spring that draw water form deep underground source. In general the quality of water form strem rivers, pords and lakes is of less quality than water form springs. 

A warm spring is  thermal springs that is produced by the emergence of geothermal healed ground water form the earth curst. Several stories have been told about the origin of water spring. The most scientific of the is that the deeper a body of water goes underground the hotter is becomes adnif be chance it is forced badkj to the surface through Nigeria the some earth fault the temperature becomes relatively high. These are warm springs in all continents and in many countiresof the world in Nigerian (oladipo et al 2005).

Some of water falls and warm spring in the world erinta water fall at ipole iloror, a few kilometer to the warm springs ikogosi warm spring ekiti state spectacular warm and cold water springs dozing cross river in nigeria Kenya, jamaka, Gambia, china, united kingdom and USA.

In the heart of ikogosi warm spring flow side by side the warm sporng is another spring a cold one. The warm and cold spring of ikogosi originate form a close proximity come to a meeting point, and lfow onward together with each spring retaining its themal identity. It represents uniqueness and is the first of such occurrence in the world. The warm spring has a temperature of up to 70oc at the sourc and 37oc after meeting the cold spring. The meeting point of the warm and cold springs is a unique attraction to tourist. The springs sprout out and flow with a constant temperature and volume up to 150 liters/ seconds from morning till night at all seasons all year round (laucra staffod 2008)

Traditaionally speaking there are many stories from the indignes of the town regarding the oigin of the warm spring. A version of the stories rests more on the traditional belief of the people that both spring (warm and cold) were wives of the same husband who turned to spings (warm and cold)  were wives of the same husband who turned to springs water in the wake of rift and rivalry between them. The hot and ill tempered fist wife beloved to have turned to the popular warm sping while the cold tempered second wife turned to cold springs water.  The husband became the undulating hills that encompass the springs. It is is well established that some of the villages still worship the springs as their deities (Adesina, 2008).

Ikogosi is a miracle nature and a scared place where God exhibited his power of creativity. And if such a place had been in Europe American the whole world would be trooing there because such as site would have been turned into a tourist delight meanwhile some scholars have established that the warm spring is one of the eight warm sping in the world but added that it might have distinction of big nth only one its vey natural state, nestoled in a valley and surrounded by hrcen vegetable nd rolling hills (Adora, 2010) it is belived that it is so easy for one to b charmed by the natural beauty of the ikogosi warm spring bring so close to nature with uncommon warm and cold water oozing from different sources, flowing separately to join in a pool while each retains its themma identity question of when government would transform the natural site still brings in the balance.

3.1.1 GEOGRAPHY 


Ikogosi ekiti is a big village where the warm springs is located is in ekiti west local government areas of ekiti state of nigeria. This town is about 60 kilometer to the north east of akure, 50km north west of ado ekiti taking the shortest rout tht passes through igbara odo. The settlement developed on an inter mouintain plain on ogotun eryyan hills in ado ekiti south west area. It is situated in a valley and from th surroundings hills raises the warm spring.

The vegetation of this centre is a highly thick forest. This natural and rich vegetation is closel, maintained and protected from erosion by tall and ever green trees. The major festival include newyam festival, ogun festival, and there are mosqurades lik ako egugun, alage on, osun ogoloo,. DISCUSSION OF MAJOR FINDINGS

The research work revealed that majority of the respondent in this study are female. Those between the proportion ages ranges between 21-30 years abov the highest number. The result equally shows that most of these respondent are singles and the religion affiliation is mostly Christianity and both students other mostly invalve in the participation. The result also shows the respondent qualification is ND/NCE the result also revelaed the issues on the assessment of tourist inflow to ikogosi warm and cold spring water in ikogosi ekiti.

Data collection review that the warm and cold spring have positively impact on the host community which include medication, recreational relaxation and promotion of sales with creation of more employment. Data collection also revelaed that factors had to to tourist patronage in ikogosi resort in ikogosi ekiti is because of their recreational facilities like adult swimming pool, children swimming pool, playing ground, reception open hall for different event and meetings also level of hot an coldness of the two springs. 


This explained in and out analysis of of majority of the resodnent agreed that there are compelling factor that draws tourist to ikogosi warm and spring with (20%) says yes and (9%) says no. it is obviously clear that there are some challenges faced by ikogosi warm and cold spring lik improper record keepimg of tourist statistics in the resort include difficult to identify first visitor to the resort.

The data collected revealed that factor tht decreese in the number of tourist that flow in ikogosi warm and cold spring resort between 2007 with trial of (13,519) and the year 2008 with (11,040) is due improper records taking of tourist flow the desk office ws unable to identify first visitor. Also 2010 with total of (18272) and 2011 with (total of (14563)


The place was undergoing construction so they couldn’t take accurate statistical of the tourist flow.

CHAPTER FIVE 

SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATION 


This chapter discuss the summay conclusion of th research and recommendation which are given based on the assessment of tourist inflow to ikogosi warm and cold spring between 2005 – 2013.
5.1 SUMMARY 


This research work has been carried out to investigat the assessment of tourist inflow to ikogosi warm and cold spring between 2005-2013.

It is glaring tht there are some recreational facilities in ikogosi resort like swimming pool for adult, swimming pool for children playing, ground open hall, laundry service etc. the study shows that the compelling factors that draws tourist to visit ikogois rresort is because of the attraction medication and service rendered for tourist on excursion or holidays. Form the finding it has been clearly proved that the decrease in the number of tourist in the year 2008 is due improper record taking of tourist flow the desk officer was unable to identify first visiors also 2011, the place was undergoing construction they couldn’t so take accurate statistical of the tourist flow, through the research finding the majority of problems that causes low tourist flow was due to miss management of record keeping or improper record keeping of the tourist flow, adequate attention hs given to eradicate those problem causing low tourist patronage .
5.2 CONCLUSION 

Despite the fact that result of the finding might have been influences by various factors either the positively or negatively. The research wok was carried out in order to know the number of tourist that patronage ikogoos warm and cold springs between 2005-2013 and the increase the number of tourist.

The following conclusion was also dedicated from the finding some compelling factors that draws tourist to visit ikogosi warm and cold spring. The consequencies of this can b seen in the parrt occuence of attraction medication, excussion and holidays recreation nature of hospitality and event etc.


Furhtermore, majority of the rerspeondnet lamented about the challenges faced by ikogosi warm and cold spring like lack of good maintainance, lack of professional, no foreign restaurant bad roads, fade sign post and lack of enough parking space also inadequate proper record keeping of the tourist in a nutshell this problem need urgent attention in order for the resort to meet up the demand of their guest dn tourist (Smith 1992).
5.3 RECOMMENDATIONS


Based on the findings of the study the following recommendation are made to ensure the important of tourist inflow to ikogosi warm and cold spring.
(1) Ikogosi warm and cols resort should keep proper record of all tourist statistics.

(2) The publicity of the resort should be increase and be promoted by all promotional means to further expose the spring potentials to the world.

(3) The management should ensure that they keep it up organize regular training for their worker and ensure that their service delivery to every tourist or guest is a passport to invite others.
(4) The management of the company should encourage community paticiaption in further development of the place in order to continue to enjoy the cooperation and support of the local people.

(5) International promotion of the resort should be done thorugh the opening of the web site page for the resort to encourage foreign to have a comprehension knowledge of the existence of the resort for patronage.

(6) Adult swimming pool, children swimming pool, open hall, playing ground, event centre should be given a boost to attract more tourist.

(7) Government should help to enhance the lifely hood or good living of future tourist.
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
