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ABSTRACT
This study focuses on evaluating the challenges associated with rent collection in mutitenanted properties in Ilorin, kwara state. The study provides a comprehensive review of the literature on rent collection, focusing on the socio economics, legal and technological dimensions of rent collection .it also examines the theoretical frameworks that underpin the study, including the concept of the property rights, the theory of rent and the principles of property management.
The study aims to identify the key factors contributing to rent payment defaults and delays, assess the impact of socio economics conditions on tenants ability to meet rent obligations and evaluate the effectiveness of existing rent collection methods. It also seeks to provide recommendations for improving the efficiency and sustainability of rent collection in multi tenanted properties.
        The study adopts a qualitative approach, utilizing qualitative data to gain comprehensive insight. Qualitative data is gathered through interviews with landlord, tenants and property managers. Information gathered is analzed using statistical tools such as the frequency of rent defaults and the impacts of socio economics variables on rent payment compliance.
       The study findings are expected to provide policymakers, property managers and stakeholders that address the limitations of previous studies, ultimately contributing to a more efficient and sustainable property management framework in Nigeria. The study’s recommendations are also expected to be adaptable to similar urban centers in Nigeria and beyond.




CHAPTER ONE

However, this process is often fraught with challenges that undermine the efficiency of the housing market. Landlords often face difficulties in collecting rents due to various socio-economic and cultural factors. Olatunji and Adebayo (2019) argue that one of the primary causes of rent default in Ilorin is the irregular income pattern of tenants, many of whom rely on informal employment. This makes timely rent payments challenging, further complicating the property management landscape.
Another significant issue is the lack of regulatory frameworks governing tenancy agreements in Ilorin. In many cases, agreements between landlords and tenants are informal, lacking legal backing to enforce compliance. This situation often results in prolonged disputes and loss of revenue for property owners. As noted by Ojo et al. (2021), the absence of clear policies weakens the bargaining power of landlords, especially in multi-tenanted properties where tenant turnover is high.
The challenges are not only limited to economic factors but also extend to behavioral and cultural dimensions. For instance, some tenants view rent payment as a low-priority obligation, particularly in cases where penalties for non-compliance are minimal. Ankomah (2020) highlights that this mindset is prevalent in regions with weak institutional frameworks for dispute resolution, such as Ilorin. These behaviors exacerbate the difficulties landlords face in maintaining steady cash flow.
In multi-tenanted properties, where the collective responsibility of tenants significantly impacts property maintenance, delayed rent payments can lead to the deterioration of shared facilities. This creates a vicious cycle where poor property conditions further demotivate tenants from paying rent. As Oluwaseyi (2022) points out, the lack of synergy between tenants and landlords in managing multi-tenanted properties undermines their long-term sustainability.
Furthermore, technological adoption in rent collection remains minimal in Ilorin, with many landlords relying on traditional, manual methods. This approach is often inefficient, time-consuming, and prone to errors. Studies by Akinola et al. (2018) suggest that digitizing rent collection processes can significantly enhance efficiency, but the high initial costs deter many property owners.
The socio-economic environment in Ilorin also plays a critical role in shaping rent collection dynamics. With an increasing number of tenants facing financial hardships due to inflation and unemployment, landlords are often forced to compromise on payment terms. According to Eze and Umeh (2021), these economic challenges are compounded by rising property management costs, which place additional financial burdens on landlords.
Legal enforcement mechanisms for rent recovery are another area of concern. In Ilorin, the judiciary's slow process in handling tenancy-related cases discourages landlords from seeking legal redress. Omotosho (2021) points out that many landlords resort to informal means of dispute resolution, which often lack fairness and transparency, further straining landlord-tenant relationships.
The role of property managers in mitigating these challenges cannot be overemphasized. Professional property managers are equipped with skills to address rent collection issues, but their services are often underutilized in Ilorin due to cost implications. As observed by Aluko (2020), most landlords prefer to handle property management themselves, which often leads to inefficiencies.
In light of these challenges, the need for a comprehensive evaluation of the rent collection process in multi-tenanted properties becomes evident. Understanding the underlying problems is essential for devising practical solutions that can improve the experiences of both landlords and tenants. This study aims to bridge this gap by exploring the specific challenges faced in Ilorin and proposing actionable recommendations for sustainable rent collection practices.

Ultimately, the findings will contribute to improving the financial viability of multi-tenanted properties and fostering better landlord-tenant relationships in Ilorin and beyond.

1.5	Justification of the Study

While these studies have provided valuable insights, they often fail to consider the interplay between socio-economic conditions, tenancy agreements, and the legal frameworks unique to specific urban centers like Ilorin. According to Olanipekun and Adebayo (2020), low-income earners face more challenges in maintaining regular rent payments due to limited financial resources, with many tenants prioritizing basic needs like food and healthcare over housing costs during financial hardships.
Employment stability is another critical factor affecting rent compliance. In regions with high unemployment rates or where informal employment dominates, tenants often struggle to maintain consistent income levels. This instability can lead to delays or defaults in rent payments. Brown and Jackson (2017) observe that tenants in precarious employment situations are more likely to experience rent arrears, especially when their earnings fluctuate or are affected by economic downturns.
Inflation and the rising cost of living also have a direct impact on tenants' ability to comply with rent payment terms. During periods of economic instability, the purchasing power of tenants decreases, making it harder for them to meet their financial commitments. Smith (2019) highlights that when living costs increase faster than wages, tenants may renegotiate rental terms or, in extreme cases, default entirely. For landlords, these socio-economic pressures create a ripple effect, reducing their ability to manage and maintain their properties effectively.
Family size and household composition further contribute to the dynamics of rent payment compliance. Larger households often have higher overall expenses, which can stretch their budgets and make it more difficult to prioritize rent payments. Wilkinson and Reed (2020) suggest that landlords who are aware of these socio-economic realities may adopt flexible payment plans or reduce rent increases to maintain tenant satisfaction and retention.
Education and financial literacy levels also play a role in rent payment compliance. Tenants with higher education levels or better financial awareness are generally more likely to budget effectively and prioritize rent payments. According to Cheng and Janssen (2019), financial literacy programs targeting tenants can improve compliance rates by equipping them with skills to manage their income and plan for recurring expenses such as rent.
The socio-economic environment of the community where the property is located also influences rent compliance. Properties situated in economically disadvantaged neighborhoods may experience higher rates of defaults and arrears due to the overall financial struggles of the tenant population. Ayeni (2012) notes that in such areas, landlords often face additional challenges in enforcing rent collection without exacerbating tensions with tenants.
Moreover, socio-economic conditions are a significant determinant of rent payment compliance. Factors such as income stability, employment, inflation, household size, and education levels all interact to influence tenants’ ability to meet their rental obligations. Landlords and property managers who understand these socio-economic dynamics are better positioned to implement strategies that address tenants' needs while ensuring the sustainability of their properties, as highlighted by Olanipekun and Adebayo (2020) and other scholars.
2.2.4	Effectiveness of Rent Collection Methods
The effectiveness of rent collection methods plays a crucial role in determining the financial stability of multi-tenanted properties. Traditional rent collection methods, such as manual cash payments, have long been the standard practice in regions like Ilorin. While these methods offer simplicity and directness, they often lack efficiency and transparency. According to Brown and Jackson (2017), cash payments are prone to errors, mismanagement, and even disputes, especially when no proper records are maintained.
Modern rent collection methods, on the other hand, leverage technology to streamline the process. Digital payment platforms, such as mobile money, bank transfers, and online rent collection apps, have significantly improved the ease and reliability of rent collection in urban centers. McLeod (2021) argues that digital methods not only enhance transparency but also reduce the risk of fraud, as every transaction is electronically documented. These systems also provide convenience for tenants, allowing them to make payments from anywhere at any time.
The use of standing orders or direct debits is another effective method for rent collection. This system ensures that rent payments are automatically deducted from tenants’ bank accounts on a predetermined date, minimizing the risk of delays or defaults. Cheng and Janssen (2019) note that while this method is effective in ensuring regular payments, it may not be suitable for tenants with unstable income, as insufficient funds could lead to failed transactions and penalties.
Property management software has also revolutionized rent collection in multi-tenanted properties. These platforms integrate payment tracking, tenant communication, and financial reporting into a single system, making it easier for landlords and property managers to monitor payments and follow up on arrears. Olayemi (2023) highlights that such tools are particularly beneficial in larger properties, where managing multiple tenants manually can be cumbersome and time-consuming.
However, the effectiveness of these methods depends on their adoption by both landlords and tenants. In regions like Ilorin, where digital literacy and access to technology may be limited, traditional methods remain prevalent. Ayeni (2012) points out that landlords in these areas may need to invest in tenant education and gradually introduce digital systems to improve compliance and efficiency.
Another factor affecting the effectiveness of rent collection methods is the relationship between landlords and tenants. Strong communication and trust can encourage tenants to prioritize rent payments, regardless of the collection method used. According to Wilkinson and Reed (2020), landlords who maintain positive relationships with their tenants are more likely to receive timely payments, as tenants feel a sense of responsibility and respect toward them.
In conclusion, the effectiveness of rent collection methods varies depending on factors such as technology adoption, tenant behavior, and the landlord-tenant relationship. While modern methods like digital payments and property management software offer significant advantages in terms of efficiency and transparency, their success depends on proper implementation and adaptation to the local context. As emphasized by McLeod (2021) and Olayemi (2023), a combination of traditional and modern methods, tailored to the needs of tenants and landlords, is often the most effective approach.
2.2.5	Role of Tenancy Agreements in Rent Collection
Tenancy agreements are foundational documents that define the terms and conditions of a landlord-tenant relationship. They play a critical role in rent collection by establishing clear expectations for payment obligations, deadlines, and penalties for non-compliance. According to Brown and Jackson (2017), a well-drafted tenancy agreement serves as a legal framework that protects the interests of both parties, ensuring transparency and accountability in rent-related matters.
One of the primary roles of a tenancy agreement is to provide clarity on rent payment terms, such as the amount, due date, and acceptable payment methods. Tenants are less likely to default when they have a clear understanding of these obligations. McCluskey et al. (2018) argue that ambiguities in verbal or informal agreements often lead to disputes, making formal agreements essential for fostering trust and compliance.
Tenancy agreements also act as a deterrent against non-payment by outlining specific consequences for defaults and delays. These consequences may include late fees, eviction notices, or legal action. According to Olayemi (2023), landlords who enforce the penalties stipulated in tenancy agreements are more likely to experience timely rent payments, as tenants are aware of the repercussions of non-compliance.
Furthermore, tenancy agreements serve as evidence in legal disputes over rent collection. In cases where tenants default or refuse to pay, landlords can rely on the signed agreement to seek redress in court. Cheng and Janssen (2019) emphasize that the enforceability of tenancy agreements in legal proceedings underscores their importance as a tool for protecting landlords' rights and securing rental income.
Beyond enforcement, tenancy agreements contribute to fostering mutual respect and understanding between landlords and tenants. By formalizing the expectations on both sides, these agreements help establish a professional relationship that encourages tenants to prioritize rent payments. Wilkinson and Reed (2020) note that tenants are more likely to comply with payment terms when they perceive the agreement as fair and balanced.
However, the effectiveness of tenancy agreements in rent collection depends on their comprehensiveness and enforceability. In regions like Ilorin, where informal rental arrangements are common, many landlords fail to draft or enforce detailed agreements, leaving them vulnerable to disputes and financial losses. Ayeni (2012) highlights that providing landlords with legal resources and templates can improve the adoption and quality of tenancy agreements, ultimately enhancing rent collection outcomes.
Moreover, tenancy agreements are indispensable in ensuring rent collection in multi-tenanted properties. They provide a legal and ethical framework that clarifies payment expectations, deters non-compliance, and protects both parties' rights. As observed by Brown and Jackson (2017) and Olayemi (2023), landlords who prioritize the use of formal agreements are better positioned to manage their properties effectively and maintain stable rental income.
2.2.6	Landlord-Tenant Relationships and Rent Compliance
The quality of the relationship between landlords and tenants is a significant factor influencing rent compliance in multi-tenanted properties. A positive and professional relationship fosters trust, communication, and mutual respect, which are essential for tenants to prioritize rent payments. According to Wilkinson and Reed (2020), landlords who maintain open lines of communication and demonstrate empathy toward tenants’ challenges are more likely to achieve high compliance rates.
One key aspect of a strong landlord-tenant relationship is clear communication. When landlords effectively communicate rent policies, payment deadlines, and any changes in terms, tenants are better informed and less likely to default due to misunderstandings. Ayeni (2012) emphasizes that regular updates and reminders about rent obligations, especially through modern channels like emails or text messages, can improve compliance.
Empathy and understanding also play an essential role in fostering compliance. Tenants who face financial difficulties are more likely to communicate openly with landlords who exhibit compassion and flexibility. As noted by McLeod (2021), landlords who offer temporary payment plans or waive penalties during difficult periods often find that tenants repay their debts once their financial situations improve, ensuring long-term compliance and loyalty.
Conflict resolution is another critical component of the landlord-tenant relationship. Disputes over maintenance, utilities, or other property issues can sour the relationship and lead to rent payment delays or outright defaults. Brown and Jackson (2017) argue that landlords who promptly address tenants’ grievances and maintain their properties in good condition create an environment of goodwill that encourages timely rent payments.
Trust is equally vital for ensuring rent compliance. Tenants are more likely to fulfill their obligations when they believe landlords are acting in their best interest. According to Cheng and Janssen (2019), transparency in financial dealings, such as providing receipts for payments and adhering to agreed-upon terms, reinforces tenants’ trust and compliance.
On the other hand, strained landlord-tenant relationships can lead to negative outcomes, such as frequent disputes, reduced tenant retention, and poor rent compliance. Landlords who adopt authoritarian or dismissive attitudes may alienate tenants, resulting in payment delays or property vacancies. Olayemi (2023) suggests that cultivating a more cooperative approach, where landlords treat tenants as valued stakeholders rather than mere occupants, can mitigate such issues.
Moreover, the landlord-tenant relationship is a cornerstone of effective rent compliance. By fostering trust, clear communication, and empathy, landlords can create a conducive environment for timely rent payments and long-term tenant satisfaction. As highlighted by Wilkinson and Reed (2020) and other scholars, a proactive and supportive approach to tenant management benefits both landlords and tenants, ensuring the sustainability of multi-tenanted properties.

CHAPTER THREE
METHODOLOGY
3.0	Introduction
This chapter provides an overview of the research methodology used to assess Evaluating the Problems of Rent Collection in Multi-Tenanted Property: A Case Study of Ilorin, Kwara State, with a focus on the Alhaja Yusuf Abdullah Shopping Complex, Maraba. The purpose of this chapter is to outline the methods employed for data collection and analysis, which will help achieve the research objectives. It includes details on the research design, data sources, target population, sampling frame, sample size, sampling procedure, and data collection methods. These aspects are essential for providing a framework through which the study's data can be understood and analyzed effectively. The study aims to explore various factors impacting property management, tenant satisfaction, and operational efficiency within a multi-tenanted setting. Understanding these components will help provide solutions to the challenges faced in managing such properties.
3.1	Research Design
The research adopts a descriptive case study design, focusing on the specific case of Alhaja Yusuf Abdullah Shopping Complex in Ilorin. This design allows the researcher to gather in-depth insights into the factors that contribute to the effective rent collection in a multi-tenanted property. By analyzing this particular case, the study can explore real-world dynamics such as tenant relationships, maintenance practices, and financial management. The descriptive case study approach is appropriate for understanding the intricacies of property management and tenant satisfaction in a natural setting. This design also facilitates a closer examination of the challenges faced by property managers in a multi-tenanted environment. The detailed insights gained through this approach will contribute to the development of strategies for improving property management practices in similar settings.
3.2	Sources of Data
Data for this study will be collected from both primary and secondary sources to ensure a comprehensive analysis. Primary data will be gathered through structured surveys and interviews with key stakeholders, including tenants, property managers, and administrative officials. The surveys will provide quantitative data on tenant satisfaction, management practices, and operational challenges, while the interviews will offer qualitative insights into the experiences of those involved in property management. Secondary data will be sourced from academic journals, industry reports, government publications, and other relevant materials to provide context and background for the study. This combination of data sources will allow for a more holistic understanding of the factors influencing property management in multi-tenanted office complexes. Both primary and secondary data will be cross-referenced to ensure validity and reliability.
3.3	Target Population
The target population for this study includes individuals and organizations involved in the operation and management of Alhaja Yusuf Abdullah Shopping Complex. These participants will include property managers, tenants, and administrative stakeholders, each of whom plays a role in the daily functioning of the complex. The study will focus on a sample of 40 tenants, 15 property managers, and 10 administrative officials. This population is selected because these groups have direct involvement with the operations, challenges, and management of the complex. The data collected from these stakeholders will provide comprehensive insights into the effectiveness of property management practices and tenant satisfaction. By including a diverse range of participants, the study aims to capture different perspectives on the management of the complex.
3.4	Sampling Frame
The sampling frame for this study will be derived from a list of tenants, property managers, and administrative officials operating within Alhaja Yusuf Abdullah Shopping Complex. This list will be compiled from publicly available records, tenant registers, and management documents maintained by the property administration. The sampling frame will ensure that all relevant groups involved in the management of the complex are represented. It will be developed to reflect the diversity of tenants and the range of roles occupied by property managers and administrative officials. The comprehensive nature of the sampling frame will ensure that the sample chosen is representative of the entire target population. This will help provide a well-rounded view of the management practices and tenant satisfaction levels within the complex.
3.5	Sample Size
The sample size for this study will consist of 65 respondents, including 40 tenants, 15 property managers, and 10 administrative officials. This sample size is chosen to ensure that there is a sufficient representation of different stakeholders within the complex, including those who have direct and indirect involvement in the management of the property. The sample size is also large enough to capture a variety of perspectives, while still being manageable for data collection and analysis. A larger sample would provide more comprehensive results, but the selected size strikes a balance between coverage and practicality. The breakdown of the sample size will enable the researcher to analyze tenant satisfaction separately from property management practices. The chosen size also aligns with the study's objective of exploring the experiences of both tenants and property managers.
3.6	Sampling Procedure
The sampling procedure will combine purposive and random sampling techniques to ensure a comprehensive and representative sample. Purposive sampling will be used to select key informants, such as property managers and administrative officials, who have extensive knowledge and experience in managing the shopping complex. These stakeholders are crucial for providing insights into the strategies, challenges, and operational decisions involved in managing the complex. Random sampling will be employed to select tenants, ensuring that the sample captures a diverse range of tenants from various sectors and business types. This approach will ensure that the study includes a broad spectrum of experiences, allowing for a more robust analysis of tenant satisfaction. The combination of these two sampling techniques will guarantee that the sample accurately reflects the key players involved in the management of the complex.
3.7	Method of Data Collection
Data will be collected using a combination of structured surveys and semi-structured interviews. The surveys will be distributed to tenants and property managers, providing both quantitative and qualitative data on management practices, tenant satisfaction, and challenges. Closed-ended questions will allow for the collection of quantifiable data, while open-ended questions will enable respondents to express their experiences and insights in greater detail. Semi-structured interviews will be conducted with key stakeholders such as property managers and administrative officials to explore in-depth the operational strategies employed in managing the complex. These interviews will also help identify the challenges faced by property managers in maintaining tenant satisfaction and property value. Data collection will be completed over a four-week period to ensure adequate time for reaching all respondents and gathering comprehensive information.
3.8	Methods of Data Analysis
The data will be analyzed using a combination of quantitative and qualitative methods. Quantitative data collected from the surveys will be analyzed using descriptive statistics, including frequencies, percentages, and averages, to identify trends and patterns in tenant satisfaction and property management practices. Qualitative data from the interviews will be analyzed using thematic analysis to identify key themes and insights that emerge from the interviews. This approach will allow for a deeper understanding of the factors influencing tenant satisfaction and property management practices in multi-tenanted office complexes. The integration of both quantitative and qualitative methods will ensure a comprehensive analysis of the research questions. The findings will provide valuable insights into how property management strategies impact tenant retention and the overall success of multi-tenanted complexes.

Table 4.2.6 shows that 43.1% of the respondents are either satisfied or very satisfied with maintenance services in the complex. However, a combined 33.9% express dissatisfaction (either dissatisfied or very dissatisfied), and 23.1% remain neutral. This mixed response suggests that while some efforts are being made toward maintenance, inconsistencies or irregularities in service delivery likely exist. The findings highlight the importance of strengthening routine maintenance, especially in shared facilities like toilets, stairwells, and power systems.

Only 30.8% find them "Easily Accessible", and the same percentage say they are "Not Easily Accessible", while the majority (38.5%) say accessibility is occasional. This result shows that communication gaps may exist between tenants and management, possibly affecting prompt complaint resolution or administrative feedback. Improved tenant engagement could foster better relationships and increase satisfy action.

Although 33.8% say maintenance is regular and 12.3% believe it is very regular, a combined 53.9% report irregular or very irregular maintenance. This indicates that while there may be a structure in place for upkeep, it is not consistently followed. Such inconsistency could lead to hygiene issues and tenant dissatisfaction, especially in high-traffic shared areas

A majority (53.8%) agree that rent requests are "Always Timely", while 30.8% report they are "Sometimes Timely". Only 15.4% say rent requests are "Rarely Timely". This suggests that the administration of rent collection is relatively organized, though some improvements in communication and digital reminders could enhance compliance and reduce arrears.

Table 4.2.10 reveals the extent to which tenants are included in decision-making processes regarding the management of the office complex. Only 7.7% feel "Strongly Involved", and 23.1% report moderate involvement. However, a significant portion (69.3%) say they are either rarely or not involved at all. This suggests a top-down management style, which could lead to tenant dissatisfaction or resistance, especially in policy implementation. Encouraging participatory management could improve communication and strengthen relationships.

Table 4.2.11 assesses the adequacy of utility services within the complex. Only 46.2% of respondents believe the utilities are "Adequate" or "Highly Adequate", while the remaining 53.9% feel they are either "Barely Adequate" or "Not Adequate". The results indicate inconsistent access to essential services like power and water, which could disrupt business activities. The findings stress the need for the management to upgrade infrastructure or work closely with service providers to enhance reliability.

Table 4.2.12 evaluates how effective the existing security measures are within the complex. While 61.6% of respondents feel the security services are effective to some degree, 38.5% are not confident in their effectiveness. This indicates that although security is functional, there may be vulnerabilities that require attention—such as poor surveillance, inadequate night shifts, or a lack of emergency preparedness. Strengthening security infrastructure could build tenant confidence and reduce crime-related risks.

Table 4.2.13identifies the most frequent challenges encountered by tenants. The leading issue is "Poor Maintenance" (33.8%), followed by "High Service Charges" (27.7%). These are key indicators that operational cost and maintenance responsiveness are primary concerns. Communication issues and utility inadequacies also feature prominently. Addressing these problems would improve tenant satisfaction and long-term retention.

Most tenants (38.5%) advocate for better maintenance, while others emphasize the need for reduced service charges (23.1%) and improved tenant inclusion in decisions (15.4%). These suggestions reinforce the findings from earlier tables and provide actionable recommendations for management to improve overall satisfaction and operational effectiveness.

4.3	Discussion of Findings
The findings of the study reveal a mixed picture of the management practices at Alhaja Yusuf Abdullah Shopping Complex. Although the management of the complex is generally considered "fair" by a majority of respondents, there is clear evidence that tenants feel there is room for significant improvement in several key areas. The relatively low percentage of respondents rating the management as "excellent" (only 15.4%) points to the fact that tenants have high expectations regarding the quality of services provided. This suggests that while the management has succeeded in some areas, it has yet to reach a level of performance that would fully satisfy its tenants, pointing to the need for more effective and responsive management practices.
A major concern raised by tenants was the infrequency of communication between the management and the tenants. With 69.2% of respondents indicating that communication is either rare or non-existent, it is clear that there is a lack of engagement, which likely contributes to tenant dissatisfaction. Effective communication is an essential aspect of property management as it helps to foster a sense of belonging and trust among tenants. When tenants feel disconnected from management, they may feel less inclined to raise concerns or engage in cooperative problem-solving, which can negatively impact the overall atmosphere within the complex. Therefore, regular communication through meetings, newsletters, or even digital platforms could significantly improve tenant relations.
Maintenance issues also emerged as a critical area of concern in the findings. A significant proportion of respondents, 53.9%, indicated that the maintenance services provided were either inadequate or only moderately effective. This suggests that the complex is not meeting the expectations of its tenants when it comes to the upkeep of the building and the utilities. Regular and proactive maintenance is essential in ensuring the longevity of the complex and the satisfaction of its tenants. Failures in maintenance can lead to frustration, as tenants are often forced to deal with issues like faulty plumbing, unreliable electricity, or waste management problems, which can affect their daily lives and business operations. Addressing these issues should be a priority for the management to improve the overall tenant experience.
Security, on the other hand, was one of the few areas where the complex’s management performed relatively well, with most tenants rating security measures positively. However, while security was deemed adequate, there remains room for improvement, particularly in terms of enhancing surveillance systems and increasing security staff, especially during night hours. Security is a fundamental concern for tenants, particularly those who operate businesses in the complex, and any perceived weakness in this area could lead to tenant attrition. It is essential that the management continues to invest in security infrastructure, ensuring that tenants feel safe and secure at all times, which in turn can contribute to higher satisfaction and retention rates.
Finally, the study found that the primary drivers of tenant retention were affordable rents, good management practices, and a clean and safe environment. These factors highlight the importance of maintaining competitive rental rates and ensuring that the complex remains well-maintained and conducive to business operations. Tenants are more likely to remain in a complex where they feel their needs are met, both in terms of the physical environment and the management’s responsiveness. Management should focus on maintaining affordability, improving the condition of the premises, and addressing tenant concerns in a timely and effective manner. By doing so, the complex can enhance tenant satisfaction, increase retention, and ultimately ensure long-term success.





CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY OF FINDINGS, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS
5.1	Summary of Finding 
The study examined theProblems of Rent Collection in Multi-Tenanted Property, focusing on Alhaja Yusuf Abdullah Shopping Complex. The results show that while the complex offers some positive experiences for tenants, there are several key areas requiring improvement. Other findings made from the study are:
i. Looking at the age profile of respondents in Table 4.3.2, the data shows that the majority (50.8%) of tenants fall within the 26–35 age bracket, followed by those aged 36–45 at 24.6%. This suggests that the complex is largely occupied by young to middle-aged entrepreneurs who are likely to have an active stake in the quality of management, infrastructure, and communication from the property management team.
ii. In terms of duration of occupancy, as indicated in Table 4.3.3, the highest number of tenants (41.5%) have spent between 1 to 3 years in the complex, while 29.2% have been there for over 6 years. This indicates that the complex hosts a mix of relatively new and long-term tenants, which provides a blend of fresh perspectives and experienced insights into the historical performance of the management.
iii. The nature of the businesses within the complex, illustrated in Table 4.3.4, shows that retail businesses dominate (53.8%), followed by service-based enterprises at 30.8%. This composition emphasizes that the complex primarily supports commercial activities that require high customer interaction, thereby necessitating effective management practices that support visibility, cleanliness, and accessibility to enhance customer experience.
iv. Respondents’ evaluation of the management performance, as reflected in Table 4.3.5, indicates that while 15.4% rated management as "Excellent", a larger portion (43.1%) rated it "Fair", and 23.1% deemed it "Poor". This finding suggests that while some efforts are being made in the administration of the complex, many tenants remain unimpressed or dissatisfied with the quality and consistency of management practices.
v. From Table 4.3.6, it was found that a significant 78.5% of respondents are aware of the presence of a management structure overseeing the complex. Although awareness is high, this does not necessarily equate to confidence in their operations. This point becomes clearer when examining Table 4.3.7, where 46.2% of tenants stated that there is rarely any communication from the management, while 23.1% said there is none at all, highlighting a major weakness in tenant-manager engagement.
vi. The findings from Table 4.3.8 further underscore this problem, where over half of the respondents rated the management's handling of maintenance issues as “Ineffective” or “Very Ineffective”. Only a marginal 10.8% found maintenance responses to be “Very Effective”. This presents a challenge, especially in a commercial setting where functional infrastructure is key to operational success.
vii. Transparency in service charges, captured in Table 4.3.9, shows a mixed result: while 44.6% of tenants believe charges are clearly stated and fair, another 29.2% say they are clearly stated but high. This means that although tenants may not be in the dark regarding the fees they pay, the perceived value for money remains a concern for some.
viii. The data in Table 4.3.10 reveals that the most significant challenges tenants face include poor maintenance (27.4%), lack of communication (25.2%), and unfair rent increments (21.1%). These issues appear to be the key drivers of dissatisfaction among tenants and reflect areas in urgent need of reform.
ix. As seen in Table 4.3.11, a large portion (47.7%) of respondents expressed a lack of confidence in the competence of the management, while 32.3% were unsure. This lack of trust in management effectiveness suggests a significant gap between tenant expectations and actual service delivery.
x. While 60% of tenants reported having lodged complaints in the past (Table 4.3.12), only 28.2% stated that their issues were resolved. This low resolution rate further illustrates poor conflict and issue management, which can contribute to long-term dissatisfaction.
5.2	Conclusion 
This study set out to assess the management of multi-tenanted office complexes in Ilorin, with a focus on Taiwo Oke. Based on the findings, it is evident that while there is a formal management structure in place, many tenants are dissatisfied with its performance, particularly in the areas of maintenance, communication, transparency, and responsiveness to complaints. The research reveals that these shortcomings have direct consequences on tenants’ business operations, ranging from reduced customer satisfaction to financial losses, and even considerations of relocating. The study confirms that effective property management is a crucial determinant of tenant satisfaction, retention, and overall productivity within multi-tenant commercial environments.
Moreover, it is apparent from the data that while factors such as affordable rent and location still attract tenants, poor management practices significantly reduce their willingness to remain in the complex long-term. The perception of inefficiency and unresponsiveness, as seen in low ratings across various parameters, indicates a gap between tenant expectations and the service being delivered. Thus, this study concludes that improving the standard of management in areas such as maintenance, communication, and conflict resolution is essential to creating a more sustainable and supportive environment for businesses to thrive. Addressing these concerns will not only benefit tenants but also enhance the reputation, occupancy rate, and revenue generation of the complex owners.
5.3	Recommendations 
At the end of the study, the following recommendations are made:
i. Management of the complex should establish a regular maintenance schedule for essential services like electricity and water.
ii. A qualified and experienced property manager should be appointed to oversee the day-to-day operations of the complex.
iii. There should be consistent and effective communication between management and tenants through regular meetings or updates.
iv. A structured feedback system should be created to allow tenants to report issues and suggest improvements.
v. Rent charges and increments should be transparently communicated and implemented fairly to avoid disputes.
vi. Security in the complex should be strengthened with the presence of trained personnel and functional surveillance cameras.
vii. Management should organize stakeholder meetings every quarter to identify challenges and discuss possible solutions.
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
