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                                               ABSTRACT 
The study is focused on the effect of Islamic religion on the development of tourism in Ilorin metropolitan. A self developed validated questionnaire was uses as a research instrument and data was anlaysed using statistical formular. The result of the study shows that following the effect of Islamic in tourism development in ilorin also shows the level of Islamic contributing on tourism. The result equally shows the problem facing the effect of Islamic religion on tourism development in kwara state and the remedies to the problem it shows the means in which Islamic leader promote tourism in kwara state include financial support form local and state government contribution of people talent orientation about the tourist there should be authority to appreciate and discipline where necessary and sensitization program about the important to tourist attraction in conclusion recommendation to the community in patronage of tourist display to promote tourism participation in ilorin kwara state.

1.0 INTRODUCTION
1.1 BACKGROUND OF THE STUDY 

Islam as in religion highly encourage travel, Muslims normally consider the sales closer to God while traveling and prayers are viewed more effective while travelers not only for religions purpose but also in terms of business purpose visiting friends and relatives Muslim practice unique behaviors in terms of the food they eat the company they keep and the activities the undertake. 
(Timothy 2006).

Few Muslim spend their leisure time at sun and beach destinations Islamic tradition encourage traveling in groups on holidays to remote places religion has an effect on the types of accommodation the holidays makers choose and the facilities where they will eat for dedicated Muslims hotels that provide a gender separated swimming pool and recreational facilities prayers room or hotels that are situated near mosques or were advisable.

In addition restaurants must serve Islamic food produced in suitable manner for Muslim consumption (Timothy, 2006)


Islamic in tourism cancers tourism activities by Muslims in sea side destination for the purpose of relaxation and entertainment in hospitality enterprises that apply Islamic principles the categorizing of tourism related goods and services that re designed produced and presented to the markets could be considered under Islamic or Islamic in tourism (Duman, 2011).
Such use of terminology is already common in daily usage for example Islamic trips, hotels airlines food etc. the concept of Islamic meaning permissible in Arabic in not just being applied to food, but it includes any shariah complaint product ranging form bank dealings to  cosmetics vaccines and in this case tourism. This means offering tour packages and destination that are particularly designed to cater Muslim needs. As such countries around the world should start tapping into the into the unexploited Islamic in tourism market but ensuring that Muslim travelers are provided with maximum convenience during their trip and are able to practice religion obligations while on holiday (crescent tour ,2013)

The suzerainty of the old Oyo empire on Ilorin in the 17th century was directly influenced by Alaafin ojjigi interest to take the igbomina Yoruba area that had been turned slave reservoirs by the nupes the established the first admintration structure to coordinate the settlement later known as Ilorin. 

The first of the oye Ajele (Resident) to be appointed was laderin. His son, pasin, who was also succeed by his own son Aligun the father of hare Afonja. 

The personal animosity between Aare Afonja and Alaafin Aole which degenerated to show of strength between the two leading figure in the administration of oyo empire, culminated to the summary termination of Alaafin Aole and declaration of independence for Ilorin (Oadua, 2012).

Ilorin was founded by the Yoruba one of the three ethnic group in Nigeria in 1450 it became a provincial military headquarters of the ancient Oyo empire it later become a northern Nigeria protectorate when the shehu usman dan fodio took control of the city through the spread of Islamic religion this capital was occupied by the royal Niger company in 1897 it leads incorporated into the British colony of northern Nigeria in 1900. Although the emirate continued to perform ceremonial function although the city retains a strong Islamic influenced from the northern in cursions Christian in new widely practiced by significant portions of other Nigerian originating from other states.

Ilorin is the largest city and official capital of kwara state. (Odua, 2012) 


After the independence of Ilorin, Aare Afonja’s effort to consolidate his power and position as the supreme authority in Ilorin dictated two major actual of the Aare was his contact with shehu Alimi through his friend sholagheru. The second was the Aare’s decision to recruit slaves who ran to ilorin from the masters in oyo town after ilorin had been declared independent of oyo into his army. The first of the Aares steps was to seek spiritual support for his new position and status.

He therefore persuaded shehu alimi to migrate into ilorin town form kuwo ( a suburb of ilorin) where he had then settled after his Islamic evangelical mission to parts of Yoruba land such as oshogbo and even Oyo ile. It was for Aare’s persuasion that shehu Alimi eventually migrated to ilorin town on the recruitment of the slaves who ran to ilorin as sanctuary the Aare saw their presence in ilorin as on advantage to have soldiers who does not have nay relations with the local environment.

Thereby, the question of betrayal would be out of the way. Given the circumstances of his declarations of independence for ilorin form oyo Aares confidence and high regards for the slave soldiers soon result to its abuse. This slave soldiers saw themselves as an important element to the survival of ilorin as an independent entity therefore they resorted to committing atrocities and capacity that hill bound the left using commander of the Aere’s army had to draw Aares attention to the implication of the excess of the slave soldiers who were commonly referred to s Aare’s servant Aare servant Afonja efforts to restructure the army with the aim of preventing further damages by the slave soldiers for their rapacity mobilized the slave soldiers for their rapacity mobilized the slave soldiers to organize a muting which eventually resulted into Aare Afonja death.

The death of Aare Afonja in about 1813 naturally created vacuum into the political leadership of ilorin given the fact that this slave recruited soldiers killed him and publicity burnt his corpse and there was no ready counters force to evolve a new political leader. Ilorin had to remain in a state of interrogation for sometimes. The baba istele Agboni was then very sick and could not mobilize counter force to arrest the confusing situation on the part of shehu alimi he concentrated on his cleric duties by leading a group of muslim in daily prayers. The death of shehu alimi in about 1817 four years after Aare Afonja death was a turning point in the history of ilorin. It opened a new course of events that culminated into the emergency of a new political structure in the emirate (OOdua 2012)


Shehu Alimi as a committed Islamic classic whose major duty was leading congregation in prayers as the imam certainly had no other position that could be inherited by his children. (Oadua, 2012)


As an imam, which is a religion positions was indeed not necessarily to be inherited by the family of the immediate past imam any Muslim could actually vie for the position this situation explains why the contest for the position of the imam held by shehu alimis first son and bako from serikin gambari’s family. The support given to abdul salami by personalities such as sholagberu and other prominent Yoruba group, leaders close to shehu Alimi made Abdul salami to be victorious over book (Oadua, 2012).

As the imam of the mosque where the slave soldiers often congregate to perform their daily prayers. Abdulsalami, and shitta his young brother was fast at establishing close relations with them. It was by these relations that they were accused of being unfriendly to abdul salamis leadership in the mosque. 


They intimidate these considered to be influential within ilorin community and could checkmate their political ambition and attack settlement such as okesuna which an its own was an entity. (Oadua, 2012) 


The successful use of the slaves soldiers by adbusalami and shitta to terminate all form of opposition to be realization of their political ambition in ilorin, actually paved the way for their declaration of ilorin as emirate in about 1823 by (Oodua, 2012)

2.1 EFFECT OF ISLAMIC RELIGION 


According to Abdul moreim (2009) said the for 30 days every lunar year (during the month of remadand waking up before down and eating and drinking to prepare for the fast (bings easting is a common habit).

Reframing form consuming any food or water from dawn to sunset breaking the fast at sunset and again eating and drinking to prepare for the day ahead. 


Some Muslim claim eating a small amount of food is the correct Islamic way however was cannot function for the whole day by eating only a small amount of food at the time of dawn. This would affect our performance even more during the day. 


Effect on health in a recent study done on the Arab world disease linked to cholesterol and diabetes increased by 27, 65% because of over eating. Non compliance with prescribed treatment regimens is common during Ramadan other health effects include dehydration increase during the month of Ramadan 

Migraines: - Migraines are three times more common during Ramadan affecting on estimate 90 million Muslims are likely to suffer from margin headaches during the dawn to dusk fasts during the month of Ramadan which begin on Wednesday art the night of summer heat but Jewish researchers in the us and Israel have suggested how to help prevent the problem.


During Ramadan Muslims are required strictly to avoid fluids and nourishment from dawn to sunset heat stress during such abstinence represent substantial health hazard in the federal republic of Germany (FRG) where numerous Muslim particularly of Turkish origin perform heat work and other heavy labour we observed moderate to severe health disturbance in such labourers during Ramadan.


The result of the following study can lead us to conclude that fasting negatively effects on individual circadian rhythm. As a result unfavourable side effects such as lethargy and a lack of motivation may contribute to society lack of productivity (Abdel, 2009)

Culpain (1999) identified transportation mode and management as important ingredient of international tourism system” acknowledge that connection by Air, Sea and land is essential for the operations as well as the availability of support services like fuel stations auto repair motels and rest facilities for land travel. Advances in transportation have widely eased travel without fear of contradiction it can be sufficiently stated that widespread growth of nature tours can be attributed to the ease and availability of modern transport. Page and lumsdon (2004) agrees that transportation system of a tourist destination has on impact on the tourism development experience which explains how people travel their chorus form of holiday’s destination and transportation mode. 

The improvement of modes of transportation coupled with low fares has accessibility of areas once seen as off the beaten path rise access to a specific tourism site differs according to the nature of the site, state of infrastructure and the efficiency of public transport system. Transport policies and government decisions can make a ruling on the destination available to tourist failure of public sector to cope with demand concerning transport policies and government decisions can make a ruling on the destination available to tourist. Failure of public sector to cope with demand concerning transport, infrastructures may mean lack of tourism development in such areas tourism can use different transport modes car travel is the most widely used and most dominion in the world tourism notably due to its flexibilities price and independent with the availability of cars at even cheaper prices means an increase in availability of cars at van cheaper prices means an increase in availability of this mode of transportation and hence the growth of tourism lotus rail travel is another transport made used by tourist . Rail travel is another transport made used by tourist with the introduction of high speed electric trains as compared to the old locomotive steam engines transport in made faster more reliable and comfortable and this contributes positive to the tourism sector. Air transport is the most effective in terms of speed but due to the high cost only a small proportion of people world wide use it long journeys can be made in a minimal time and with this a tourist can afford to visit different places in a limited time if the cost factors is ignored (lumsdon, 2004)

They intimidated those considered to be influential within ilorin community and could checkmate their political ambition and attack settlement such as Okesuna, which in its own was an entity. The successful use of the slave soldiers by abdul salami and shitta to terminate all form of opposition to the realization of their political contribution in ilorin, actually paved the way for the declaration of ilorin as emirates in about 182 3th of ilorin as emirate in about 1823 (Ogbeni 0.0, 2012).
2.6  EFFECT OF RELIGION ON TOURISM DEVELOPMENT

According to Highan James (2000-04) stated that tourism is an increasingly important component of economics of many countries for some countries including their land, it is major source of income and overseas investment. Tourism expansion created both positive and negatives impacts on the destination area and the host country. It is a major source of revenue for Thailand and important to the economics (TAT 1998). The purpose of this study is to understand the resident attitudes to the economic socio cultural and physical impacts of tourism development in Buddhist temples and the cities in which they are located. The temples of the cameral Buddha in Bangkok the authay temple the phara that Dri sutheop temple in chiang mai and the luany paw Sothern temple in charcoensao were chosen for this study. According to Tienda (2013) said that religion has over the years had great effects and impacts on tourism this is due to the fact that religion has influenced the tourism scene in an outstanding manner, notably there are very many religions sites that also double as key tourist attraction sites that also double as key tourist attraction sites as such it goes without saying that these two sectors are interrelated with each others as they are dependent of each other. One of the greatest things about religions is that is ti very old. The history of religion dates back to at least two thousand years age as such the history of religion is quit important aspect of tourism that of learning more about how religion has grown and developed over the years (Tienda, 2013).

In tourism, there is a very exclusive sector referred to as religions tourism one of the greatest pillars of tourism presently. Religion tourism can be best described as a unique type of  tourism whereby people travel either individually of tourism whereby people travel either individual or in groups to visit deferent places for purpose such as missionary work or pilgrimage among other religions activities for countries with deep roots in religion the tourism edges out as the leading form of tourism. This is specifically the case in Jerusalem one of the largest religions cities areas the globe this is a perfect example of the exceedingly great effect of religion on tourism (Tienda, 2013)


The impacts of religion on tourism are quite diversified in that they affect tourism in so many ways for starts religions sites in countries these sites account for million of tourist (both international and local tourist)  through out the year. Some of the notable tourist religions sites in Italy are such as Torino pad ova and pampili among other sites. The success of tourism and its subsequent growth is based on the existence of exclusive attraction sites that are bound to keep tourist coming back from time. Therefore religion has gone a long way in the sustenance of tourism mainly due to the fact that it keeps the tourism sector active all year round (Tienda, 2013).
TOURISM AND ISLAM 


According to Stephen J (2006) stated that tourism is one of the world fastest growing industries as well as the major source of foreign exchange earning and employment for many developing countries.

This concept of tourism refers to the broad framework that identifies tourism essential characteristic and distinguishes tourism form similar often related but different phenomena the two teems travel and tourism can be used in isolation or together to describe three concepts.

· The movement of the people

· A sector of the economic or an industry 

· A brad system of interacting relationship of people their needs to travel outside their communities and services that attempts to respond to those needs by supplying products.

· The world tourism organization (WTO) cited these definitions of tourism.
· International tourism consists of in bound tourism visits to a country by non resident and out bound tourism residents of a country visiting another country 

· Internal tourism: - residents of a country visiting their own country.

· Domestic tourism :- internal tourism plus in bound tourism (the tourism market of accommodation facilities and attractions within a country)

· National tourism: - internal tourism plus out bound tourism (the resident tourism market for travel agents and airlines.

According to the WTO tourist are people who travel to and stay in places outside their usual environment for not more than consecutive year for leisure business and others purpose not related to the exercise of an activity remunerated form within the place visited.

Devised by WTO was endorsed by the UN statistical commission in 1993 following an international government conference help in other canda in 1991.


Before people can experience tourism they usually need at least:-

· Disposable income i.e money to spend on no essentials 

· Leisure time 

· Tourism infrastructure such as transport and accommodation 

· Others factors such as health and motivation to travel are also important.

As a service industry tourism has numerous tangible and intangible elements major tangible elements include transportation accommodation and other components of the hospitality industry major in tangible elements relates to the purpose or motivation for becoming a tourist such as rest, relaxation the opportunity to meet new people and experience other cultures or simply to do something different and have in adventures (Stephen, 2006).

According to Michigan (2005-2007) defined tourism as a composite of activities services and industries that delivers a travel experience to individuals and group traveling fifty miles more from their homes for purpose of pleasure (Michigern, 2005, 07)

ISLAM 

According to Huda (2004) stated that Islam starts with the birth of Muhammad in 570 A.D in the city of Mecca within he was 40 years old his life changed. The archangel Gabriel appeared to him on night the told him to spread the word of God for more than God’s word.
Islam is the world’s second largest and fastest growing religion it has over r1 billion followers. Today Muslims the people who follow Islam like in every country of the world although Islam began in Arabia more than half of thee world’s Muslims life in south and southwest Asia. The countries with the largest Muslim population are Indonesia India Bangladesh and Pakistan. About one fourth of all Muslims like in the Middle East and several million like in the United States. 


Islam is the religion of the Muslims believe in only one God, which they call Allah prophets are people who God chose to speak for him. They believe in many prophet including Abraham, Moses and even Jesus Christ but they do not think that he is the son of God Muhammad was the last and most perfect of Allah’s prophets the received messages from him and brought them to the people.


The holy book of Islam is the Quran’s or Koran it is the work of Allah as he told it to Muhammad Muslims believe that God created the universe. They also believe that all children are born without sin and that all people can lead themselves to salvation once God has chosen the way for them.


Allah always wants to forgive people who have committed sins Muslims believe that on the last day. When the world comes to an end each person will be rewarded with heaven or punished with hell.

Muslims are expected to like according to Islamic low, which is called sharia or God way they are not allowed to seal, lie, commit adultery, gamble eat port or drink alcohol. The Quran also tells men and women to dress modestly in some counties a woman to dress modestly in some countries a woman must cover her head or face men mostly have a beard because Mohammed also had one.


The status of women is not same in all Islamic states some countries limit the right of women in others men and women are equal. The have a right to know or get a good education and to have jobs Islam also teaches other things like respect for parents helping the poor faith in God kindness honestly and lord work (Huda 2004).


He has five pillars in Islam which every Muslim is expected to perform it. They are 

· Faith is the most important only a person who believes in Allah and it prophet Muhammad can be called a true Muslim 
· Prayer Muslims must pray five times a day at dawn noon and afternoon sunset and before going to bed. When Muslims say these prayers they face the holy city of Mecca in Saudi Arabia when they say verses from the Quran they bow kneel and touch the ground with their foreheads on the Islamic holy day Friday Muslims go to a mosque to pray and listen to a sermon from the tower called minaret a muezzin traditional calls worshipers to come 
· Arm giving is a way of helping the poor Muslim have to pay a tax called zokat to the community once each year. This money is used to help power Muslim but sometimes it is used to finance holy wars, build facilities for travelers schools when Muslim do this they purity their wealth.
· Fasting; every Muslim must fast during Ramadan the ninth month of Islamic calendar Ramadan takes place at different times of the year during the month Muslim must fast form dawn to sunset. In the evening they may eat a meal and drink something sick injured and very old people do not have to fast all the end of the month Muslims break their fasting with a celebration called idal dita

· Pilgrimage the Quran says that Muslim must go on a pilgrimage to me Mecca at least once in their lives if they are strong enough and can afford it. On this Hajj they visit the kaaba a holy shrine in the centre of a hug mosque men must wear plain white robes dn women must wear a long white gown and a head scarf. Pilgrimage walk praying it is believed that at Mecca the prophet Abraham sacrificed his son to God. The Hajj takes places on the first few days of the twelfth month of the Islamic year and brings together Muslim from all over the world (Huda, 2004)
CHAPTER THREE
METHODOLOGY AND STUDY AREA

3.0 INTRODUCTION 

This chapter is divided into two the firs part centre on study area whereas the second part focuses on research design, research instrument sampling techniques sample size method of data collection and data analysis.
3.1 STUDY AREA

3.14 TOURISM 


Ilorin like every other Nigerian major city has some tourist attraction sites that are notable in the country for its historical important affiliation to the city. Some of these site include sobi hil,l said to have offered protection to natives during inter tribal wars in accent time also, the okuta ilorin where the city name originated has over the year been a reference point to the formation of the city. Other tourist attraction sit include old alfa alimi mosque ilorin central mosque oloje poultry knitting of cloth (Aso –oke) major crutcheley’s grace, amusement park, kwara state stadium and others. The national commission for museum and monument has one of its centers in ilorin with interesting cultural and ethnographic object form Nigerian many culture the esie museum in the city of ilorin is of major role.
