Tourism is one concept that may not really invoke the desired person and attraction among Nigerian there are for this could be the high level of poverty prevention a country where the people live from hand to meet and have little left for other secondary activities like tourism however tourism is not an issue that is limited to Nigeria but is a language of international community where people save money in order to visit place of attrition to fulfill their dream (Andah, 1990).

Tourism can note the mobilization of a peoples cultural and natural resources especially those aspects which make people unique from others insincere the mobilization and packaging of uniqueness of a people for others to appreciate and admire represents tourism. Tourism is educative informative entertaining and is as well as an economic venture (Andah, 1990).

Kwara state was created on 27th may 1967 when the federal military government of general yakubu gowon broke the four regions that then constituted the federation of Nigerian into 125 states. T its creation the state was made up of the former ilorin and kabba provinces of the then northern region and was initially named the west central state but later changed to “kwara” a local name for the river Niger. 


Kwara state has since 1976 reduced consider able in sizes a resulted further state creation exercise in Nigerian on 13 February 1976 the ijan/dekna part of the stat was owned out and merged with apart of the then Benue plateau state to form Benue state. (canback Dangel, 2008).
Ekiti is a local government area in kwara state Nigerian its headquarter are in the town of Araromi opin. 


It has an area of 480 km and a populated on of 54, 8590 at the 2006 census. The postal code of the area is 252. 


Among other communities in ekiti are Aare, opin solo opin isare opin osi, ikerinopin, okeopin, eruku ajuba isapa. Eji owu otunopin, etan, obbo aiyegunle, obbo ile and so on.


The present ekiti local government headquater or was never a know community in opin land but a compound from isolo opin this becomes a legal tussle and various communal unrest when the local government was created.


A land mark judgment late decline isolo opin as entitle to be the headquarters and not Araromi opin.


One of the credence to this judgment is the fact that there are 12 opins who are children of a faith or and Araromi was never among them (canback dangle 2008).


Obbo is an ancient kingdom which duties back to the 14th century concluding with the dispersal of restless princes of oduduwa the most credible actiological legend as to the origin of the obbo people claims that one fascism prince of ife a hunter and aggregate warrior was the founder of obbo he was said to have been one of the sixteen crowned son of oduduwa who were forced to leave ife to find their own kingdoms. He was said to have left ile Ife with the regain of kingship such as a beaded crown a royal staff, the obalufor God and the ifa (ifa obbo) obbo day magazine 2000. 

After then left ile Ife the sixteen crowned sons were said to have migrated to ijero  to the iyapa (new Aiyetoro) from where they separated each finding a settlement at a place called atita olobbo. He was later joined by others from ile ife and together they formed the six quarters of obbo namely oke owa (fassem compound) ekela, ilemisin, ilemo, ipetu, ilawe and iwo litetemo. Others settled at ora and ejiu as distinct settlement. Other legends however exist to the effect that these quarter come form different sources at different times and only subordinate themselves under the rule of an owalabbo of obbo land.

In the pre colonial time the owa lobo like his brother ekiti state kings enjoyed untrammeled personal and territorial eminence right to the turn of this century when the territory of the owalobbo and the ore of otun were part tones into the northern provinces in 1901. Before the British partition the ekitis firmest themselves into a confederation known as ekiti parapo they met at regular intervals under the name pelupelu (obas in council)


The membership consisted of those of the sixteen ife prince (now carved into sixteen kingdoms) of which otun and obbo took the legendary first and fourth positions respectively when major reeve turker eventually formed ekiti confederacy in 1900 it was yet another occasion to re emphasis eth eseniaritoy  of the owalobbo as the fourth in rank among other ekiti obas. (obbo day magazine, 2000).


With the constitutional department ore of otun from ilorin emirate to join the them western provinces in 1936 the owalobbo with his territory remained the only one of the original sixteen kingdoms to belief in former northern nigeria and now form part of kwara state. It is an record that the obbo people desired to be emerged with the western Nigerian to maintain their historical and traditional chieftaincy status (obbodaymanagement)

It celebrate between ilemon compound these take them about seven days throughout its day the indulging of this compound ilemon and ipetu carry in abusing the people wit the dialect been speak in obbo aiyegunle no matter how they can abuse people there is nothing the person evaluate can of them due to these they called there (omo abulogun kije) come and see how there patron of abusing come out in song manner it is very interesting together with drumming and dancing it is very attractive to people that they come from different place to witness this very interesting festival field survey, 2014.


Osanyin festival is one of the tourist attractions that celebrate annually in obbo aiyegunle ekiti local government area kwara state. This particular festival was usually celebrated in the month of March every year. The festival takes those about nine days before it could be ended. During this festival many step have to be undergoes and a lot of sacrifice must be made before the festival and after the festival. The festival practice mostly among them of the community according to history and a lot of research findings this festival staff when a town known as isan ekiti in ekiti state
finish their own festival popularly know as osanyen festival this day normally round off with market day of obbo community when this osan take his journey form isan ekiti to obbo aiyegunle these woman dance around the community wit talking bell and drum. In the ninety day which is the main festival day these people go to a spring called egbore to fetch water with small attractive pot beautifully with different attractive thing some of the pot is brass in nature then they put it on their head immediate when they out his potent there head no matter how they can dare and traumatic this pot will have fall down on there head which is one of the attractive sing according to field survey 2014.

Iro festival is also a cultural attraction that the host of obbo aiyegunle community celebrate in iwo till guest or this festival normally come on in the month of may annually according to field survey 2014.

In doing this festival it take them about three days before they bring it to the end. On the main day of this festival people come form different community to see how interesting the festival is this is very interesting in obbo aiyegunle there increasing look alike with masquerade design their body with build feather. When it is going on the drum will be beating and they sing a very interesting song and dance to it each song has it own different dancing system according to (Atere oguns, 2014).

Agan festival is one of the cultural attractions that usually come up in month of September very year. According to research finding this gan festival celebrate among them men of obbo because it must not be seen by the women and it is can lead to died of the responsible person. According to the filled sourvey 2014 with the help and believe in this spirit they over came different obstacle that come against them and people come to celebrate this festival in different places because of health what is been after to people through these festival.


Ibau kilk is one of the natural monument in obbo aiyegunle ekiti local government area. It can stand a Nigerian tour sites imagine attention so high that those bottom about their daily living hunting and worshiping as If they are in another planet.

This particular hill is well know the community obbo aiyegunle and serve many purposes for the people living in the community according to the field survey 2014. 


According to the history and lots of research finding about this hill, ibau hill was told that there are different living organism resides in this hill (ibau) and re producing as well according to the research it was figured out that these organism living inside these rock even have cars per transport purpose where is people do see their cars for transport purpose where is people do see their cars expectly in ibadan ibau was written (clearly on it).

Further on throes research people living at the community obbo aiyegunle give a sacrifice to this sacrifice people of the community visit the hill ibau and pray for anything they needs but before this prayer they so along with the sacrifice things which were big cow and all eatable things with the aid of these gods answer their prayer through this rock. During the period of there is man popularly known as adore kneel down on the entrance of this roc, these entrance is a cave that a person can pass through to this rock and the map pray for every body in the community obbo aiyegunle this have two shine points the first one was to locates the back of the hill why the second shrine point was located the front the both of them his difference time for the sacrifice to be done according to (Atere, 2014).

Ibau hill also has a natural spring located at the front side of the hill this particular spring doesn’t try with in the west and dry season served many purpose for people around the place such as hunters and also the time of scientific which people to use the water to pray as well. This particular spring is (Ajege tourism spring) moreover this particular hill has be served as residence for the people in the ancient day during the colonial period because turning this time the whitemen are coloslieng people around to people around this hill do hide themselves in the top of this hill and also living there during the time according to field sourvey 2014.
