CHAPTER ONE

1.0  INTRODUCTION
1.1  BACKGROUND OF THE STUDY
Communication dates back many centuries ago, right from the wall to the present use of scientific and methodical approaches in different spheres of human pre-occupation opportunities in an orderly target and result oriented manner.
Mass communication media are made up of print and electronic/broadcast media. However, Radio will be our main focus on this work.
 Radio is a medium of communication which is established for the promotion of economic development with a maximum coverage. Radio is also established for enhancement of educational development, stimulation of political participation and arousing National security.
Radio is the one of the most dramatic mediums with a high audience reach both in the urban and rural areas respectively. Radio coverage is no less than 90 percent effective, the use of vernacular language to convey message makes radios a very flexible, portable and available medium, it is also inexpensive.
Drug abuse has become a pervasive issue among Nigerian youths, particularly in tertiary institutions. Kwara State Polytechnic is no exception, with many students succumbing to the allure of substance abuse. The consequences of drug abuse are dire, ranging from physical and mental health problems to social and economic repercussions. Effective interventions are crucial to address this growing concern. Radio, as a powerful medium of communication, has the potential to play a significant role in eradicating drug abuse among students.
Kwara State Polytechnic, located in Ilorin, has a student population of over 20,000. The institution's proximity to urban centers and the influence of peer pressure have contributed to the rise of drug abuse among students. According to the National Drug Law Enforcement Agency (NDLEA), 40% of Nigerian youths between 15 and 24 years old have used illicit substances.
Every government, no matter its policy recognizes role of the media in combating drug abuse.
 Undoubtedly radio makes a greater contribution towards societal improvements, so with this in mind and the features already mentioned above, it can rightly be said that radio is the hub that holds the wheel of society together and it has a role to play in combating the various scourge that afflicts man today and one of such problem that has threatened the existence of man is drug abuse.
However, this study is on the role of radio in eradicating drug abuse among Kwara state polytechnic students.
[bookmark: _Hlk84794716] According to Anekwe (2004), a higher percentage of our youths within the age arrange of eighteen (18) and youth between the age of twenty-five (25) and twenty eighty years (28) have tried one drug or the other ad are tied to drugs. A high percentage of those admitted of mental related problems also come from the same group. 
  Before we advance further, it is very necessary we give a clear definition of drug. The advanced learner’s dictionary of current English defines drugs as substance used for medical purpose or substance producing stupor or insensibility. It also describes abuse as misuse of drug, or wrong drug usage. Drugs that are not generally accepted, medical ground may be a term preferred to the abuse of drugs in kwara state polytechnic. 
[bookmark: _Hlk84794778]  As pointed out in Anekwe Herietta (2004), the Yaba psychiatric hospital, in 1984, treated 234 patients and in 1987, the figure climbed to 12,587, in 1989. It increased to 70,316.
 But these seems to be just a tip of the iceberg as this does not adequately resent the ugly situation as witnessed in most of the streets and federal highways in our country, Nigeria.
Drug abuse is one type of deviant behavior that was previously, exclusively associated with the western societies. This problem has been in existence before the eighties, but today the footage has turned into a frightening reality, a monster that has best ridden our country like a leach and refused to let go while gradually spreading its tentacles.

  Thus, drug abuse is not just about mislaying of drugs but the use of any chemical substance that has an effect on the body and they include, smoke cannabis, and heroine, cocaine, from the hemp plant, (cannabis satiua).
  Most parents in Nigeria today in their bid to make both earns, meet, searching for greener pastures, always abandon and neglect the power welfare of their wards and children and expose them to the “unofficial” assistance of so called house-maids.
This ugly incident will psychologically depress such children there by giving rise to child abuse which is an off-shot of drug abuse.
Without minding words, such students will end up in taking solace in some illicit hard drugs mentioned above for their survival in life. With this sad development, the society is being gradually and systematically ruined uncontrollably there, by destroying the moral values of students in the institution.
Drug abuse is a fatal past time Nigerians have decided to indulge in and made a companion.
In the past and in the present, there have been advertisements, campaigns, announcements, and a public outery against certain hard drugs, their effects and dangers through different media like Television, Radio, Newspaper, Magazines and Bill boards with such slogan as “say no to drugs,
drugs kill,” “a drug free child is the pride of the parents,” “lend a hand in ridding Nigeria of hard drugs”, “will you try anything?. 
You may never get off the hook” “aviod drug trafficking. You may end up behind bars” and so many others. The above slogans and many similar ones are some examples of the propaganda against drug and drug trafficking both from government and private agencies to preserve agencies to preserve life rather than to destroy.
However this research is aimed at knowing the role of radio in eradicating drug abuse among kwara state polytechnic students. 
Drug abuse is not recent phenomenon in Nigeria. It started in the late 1960’s when the use of Indian hemp (cannabis) as a stimulant became widespread and what followed was a graded upsurge in the use of hemp among the students.
As a menace of drugs grew wide, the government woke up to the dangers of the trade if left unchecked.
1.2 STATEMENT OF THE RESEARCH PROBLEM
 Drug abuse being a menace which is almost uncontrollable, the researcher intends to know whether the the role of radio in eradicating drug abuse among kwara state polytechnic students.
The researcher is aimed at investigating whether the there are campaign programmes on various radios to communicate the effect of drug abuse to students.
It is also of interest to know if these programmes consist of information that serves as detterence to prospective drug abusers.
1.3 OBJECTIVES OF THE STUDY

3. To find out whether Radios give enough airtime for the campaign against drug abuse.

3. Do Radios give enough airtime for the campaign against drug abuse among Nigerian youth.
1.5 SCOPE OF THE STUDY
The focus of this study is an assessment of radio activities and campaign of radios against drug abuse in Kwara state. 
The choice of Kwara State is because the practice is still very rampant despite several sensitation by various health agencies against the practice. To have a strong fact without generalizing, data would be gathered from Kwara State Polytechnic students.
The period of this research will be conduct for six (6) month, which is from November 2024 to April 2025.

1.6 SIGNIFICANCE OF THE STUDY
This study is significant because it will help the programme producers of radio stations to know the extent their programme is in order to help reduce drug abuse in our society and to know the level of awareness on drug abuse created kwara state polytechnic students.
It will also serve as a useful reference to further researches.
1.7 DEFINITION OF TERMS
1. ERADICATING: It means completely removing or eliminating something, typically something unwanted or harmful. It involves taking decisive action to eliminate the root causes of a problem, ensuring it no longer exists or recurs.
2. RADIO: Is a form of electronic communication that uses radio waves to transmit sound, such as music, speech, and other audio signals, over long distances. It is a popular medium for entertainment, information, education, and communication.
3. DRUGS: A chemical substance used in the treatment, cure, prevention, or diagnosis of disease or used to otherwise enhance physical or mental well-being. Drugs are harmful substances such as cocaine, heroin, methamphetamine, tobacco, cannabis etc. 
4. ABUSE: Abuse is the improper usage or treatment of a thing, often to unfairly or improperly gain benefit. Abuse can come in many forms, such as: physical or verbal maltreatment, injury, assault, violation, rape, unjust practices, crimes, or other types of aggression. 

CHAPTER TWO
2.1 CONCEPTUAL FRAMEWORK 
2.1.1 CONCEPT OF RADIO
[bookmark: _Hlk84794821]Radio is an audio device of passing  messages to  a large audience. Radio involves the process by  which messages  are  sent  through  electrical waves. In other words,  the  sound could be  sent and received through these waves, (Sambe, 2008:75).  
According to Idebi  (2008:1) the  word  Radio  is  defined as the process of sending and receiving messages through the air, using electromagnetic waves. It  is  also  about  the activity  of broadcasting programmes for people  to listen  to  the programmes being  broadcast. 
According  to Uyo (1987) Radio  as a word has its  origin in  the Latin instrument through  which  signals are  beamed  out via  electromagnetic process land distributed via a transmitter to a scattered audience who receive it via an antenna on  a receiving set. Sambe, (2008) adds  that  Radio involves the process by  which messages are sent through electrical waves.
 Radio can also  be  seen  as a  medium used  for  sending and  receiving messages  through the air using electronic waves. It is also about  the activity  of broadcasting programmes  for  people to  listen  to  the programmes  being  broadcasted (Idebi, 2008:1).

It is  the  system  of sending  sound  over a distance by transmitting  electrical signals (BBC English  Dictionary,  1992:946). According  to Apuke (2014) radio is  one of the most important means of communication. 
Through radio, people  send  spoken words, music, and other communication  signals through the air to any  part of the world. Radio broadcasts now  feature music, news, discussion, interviews, description  of sports  events and advertising. People drive  to their jobs listening to car radios and  spend  leisure  hours hearing  their  favorite programs on  radio.
 Radio also  has a  wide  variety  of news in addition  to  broadcasting airplane pilots, astronauts,  construction  workers,  policemen,  sailors and others  who do many  kinds of jobs use radio  for quick communication. 
 Scientists send radio waves into the sky to learn about  weather. Telephone companies send messages by  radio  as well as  telephone.   From  this  submission,  radio  has  two concepts:   
(i)  It is a  medium  of  transmitting  messages by  electronic  signal  to  a scattered  or  receiving audience.
(ii) It is a box  which the receiver possesses  and  by  which  he or  she traps the electronic signals through  the antenna and receives a message.  
2.1.2 CHARACTERISTICS  OF RADIO
 As a medium of  mass communication, radio  has the following characteristics according  to  Apuke (2014). 
(1)  Portability: Radio is a  very  portable  device that  can be  carried about with ease. The portability  of radio makes it  possible  for  people to  listen to it wherever they  are.  With the  coming of  ICT, we  now have  radio sets that  are  as  small as  handsets. 
 (2)  It is a mass medium:  Radio messages can reach people in different localities. Bittner (1989) says  that  the  mass medium makes it  possible for  the message  to reach beyond the immediate  proximity  of the sender.  A mass medium has  the  ability to  send  a message  globally. 
 (3)  Transient messages: Radio messages are perishable. They  are constantly  on the  move. The audience  cannot ask  for a  repeat of  what was not clearly  heard  because;  the messages are on a  move. That is why  most people  say  radio does  not  talk  twice. 
[bookmark: _Hlk84794907](4)  Audio medium: Radio is a one-sided medium that is it  can only  be heard and not be seen. This makes it  a limited sensory;  it only appeals to the sense of hearing. According to  Asemah (2009), in  radio words are the  only  thing used  to  create pictures  in  the minds of  the audience. Other  things like  sound can  also be used to  create  a  mental picture in the mind  of  the  listener.  
(5)  Cheap: Radio set is affordable.  We  have  radio sets that  are as cheap as N  500  naira. 
(6)  It requires  talent: Radio  operation requires  talents to  operate. It  needs the blending of  different talents in order to function well. It is  not  one-sided in operations. It requires  the reporters,  sound engineers, etc,  to operate. 
(7)  It is  competitive:  with the advent of  many  radio stations, it  could be said  that radio is  a  highly  competitive business as it  requires putting  up catchy  programmes  in  order  to  outshine other  stations. 
(8)  Requires technology: Radio requires technology  (Hardware and Software) which are geared  towards mass production and wide dissemination. 
(9)  It is  mobile: the  mobility  of radio makes it unique; it  can be moved easily  from  one  place  to  another  without stress. 
(10) Public: The  content of radio  (messages)  is  handled and  treated publicly.  
(11) Impersonal  in  Nature: The  relationship between sender  and receiver is impersonal. 
2.1.3 FUNCTIONS OF  RADIO 
[bookmark: _Hlk84794934]When radio  took  its rightful position as  the  medium  of  communication  in the musical programmers,  comedy  and another  piece of drama constituted  the package  of entertainment (Vakkai,  2011). By the 1930  radio expanded its area of function  such as information, propaganda,  news  events and  others.  Below  are some basic  functions of  radio: 
Surveillance Function 
This is otherwise known as news  function of  the radio.  It involves scouting  the environment to bring the  evidence essential  for information  [news] about major happenings in  the  society. secret.
 The idea behind surveillance  is to  protect things or someone under watch from  falling  below  public expectation  or going astray. This surveillance concept is synonymous to radio (radio stations) monitors  societal ills  and exposes them. 
These ills include corruption  in any  sector  of  the  society,  politics,  education,  church, organizations etc. By  exposing corruption, the  journalist is  sanitizing  the  society  and at  the same time, putting public office holders on  a public  scale which measurement is done by  members of  the public. 
By  watchdog role,  the  journalist  owes the public duty  of digging out hidden  deeds and untold/unheard dealings.  Entertainment Function One of the most popular functions of  radio  is  entertainment.
 As a  matter of fact,  a higher percentage of  audience prefers  entertainment to information. Those  in this  category  include students,  youths,  teenagers,  sports  lovers.
 Except for very  serious-minded individuals who tune  to radio for information, quite a number of  people consume media  products during their leisure time, and as  such  radio  becomes a  tool of  enjoyment and entertainment.
Cultural Transmission 
[bookmark: _Hlk84794957]Social heritage from one generation to another. Sambe (2005) describes the cultural transmission function as the preservation of past heritage or culture from one ethnic group to another, one nation to another and from generation to generation for the purpose of promoting and even integrating culture. 
Okunna (1994 cited in Sambe 2005) holds that the mass media (radio) disseminate cultural and artistic products for the purpose of preserving the past heritage of the people; they also help in the development of culture by awakening and stimulating the creative and aesthetic abilities in individuals, thus leading to the production of artifacts.
 Mass media (radio) transmits culture by the way the programs transmitted reflect the behavioral norms and standard practice in the society. 
 If for instance, the contents of media messages emphasize morals and religious harmony as an acceptable way of survival in the society, then those who consume such contents are most likely to pattern their lives accordingly.
 Another way of transmitting local culture is the program policy of most broadcast media organizations such that 70% will be for local content and 30% for foreign content. For instance, Radio Lagos (Tiwantinwa) promotes and transmits Yoruba culture mostly.
Status Conferral 
This function holds that the mass media (radio) confers higher status on individuals in the society through the frequency of reportage done on the individual. 
 Whenever the press (radio) beams their reportage on an individual, he automatically acquires a status of public figure and the name of such individual becomes a household name. 
For instance, individuals like Lamidi Adedibu, Chris Uba, Chris Ngige, Ayodele Fayose, Gani Fawehimi, Wole Soyinka, etc. became household names in Nigeria because of the high level of frequency of reportage given to them by the mass media (radio). 
 Enforcement of Norms and Cultural Values Radio function as a source of enforcing the basic norms and values of the society through their reportage of cultural issues and events.
 It is through radio people get to know how cultural festivals are being celebrated, how people dance and sing in the Succinctly, radio helps a great deal to interpret, define, and analyze issues that border on people’s cultures (both past and present). Radio through entertaining and educating programs set agenda for the public as regards which cultural values they should accept or reject. 
They can also make citizens appreciate their indigenous values, norms, and cultural practices and embrace them. The norms of a society are almost always higher than the personal practices of the individuals within the society. 
 For example, we publicly condemn what we privately condone. 
Agenda setting
 The word agenda means a list, plan or outline of things to be considered. It is generally agreed that the Radio which is part of mass communication media set agenda for the public to follow.  How do they do this? They do this by raising salient issues in our society thereby making people think along that line. Asemah (2011) elaborates this stating that by agenda setting, we mean that the media "play their drum" and whenever they "play their drum” we begin to dance to the tune of their music. 
[bookmark: _Hlk84794988]According to Orewere (2006), Agenda setting refers to the ability of the mass media (radio) to influence the level of public awareness of issues as opposed to their knowledge about those issues. 
 If for example Federal Radio Corporation of Nigeria (FRCN), devote most of their airtime to the spread of Malaria in a particular area of the country, the issue of Malaria will likely remain topmost on the minds of the audiences.  
Advertisement Function
 Advertising is seen as the communication that is aimed at creating awareness about goods and services.  Radio plays a vital role in selling out goods and services. 
This is done through jingles and other special commercial programs aimed at creating awareness to the public. Example Omo, Ariel, Jik, and Indomie Adverts/Jingles.  
2.1.4 CONCEPT OF DRUG ABUSE 
Drug abuse is the use of illegal drugs or the use of prescription or over-the-counter medications in ways other than recommended or intended. It also includes intentional inhalation of household or industrial chemicals for their mind-altering effects. 
Tobacco use and problem drinking are sometimes included in the definition of drug abuse. Chemical abuse and substance abuse are terms sometimes used interchangeably with the term drug abuse, or they may be used to refer to a combination of drug abuse and tobacco use or problem drinking.
Many drugs that are abused are also addictive; they cause cravings and a continued desire to use them despite negative consequences. Drug abuse can start in childhood and continue in adulthood. 
Studies of high school students indicate that approximately 42% drink alcohol, 21% use marijuana, and 3% use cocaine. Approximately 12% have used inhalants, and 20% have abused prescription drugs (Source: CDC).
People who abuse drugs may take them initially out of curiosity, to escape, to feel good, due to peer pressure, or for a variety of other reasons. Drugs can affect a number of different organs, and complications can result from damage to the brain or to other parts of the body. 
Other negative consequences often result from the effects drugs have on a person’s mind, as well as actions an individual may take while under their influence.
Treatment can be on an inpatient or outpatient basis, depending on the drug being abused, whether addiction is present, and whether there are coexisting health or psychological problems. 
Supervised withdrawal, also called detoxification (or detox), may be necessary if physical symptoms are common when the drug is stopped. Medications may be used to decrease cravings, counteract the effects of the drug, or to cause unpleasant reactions if the drug is used.
Behavioral therapy is commonly an important part of treatment, providing skills, helping change attitudes and behaviors, and helping maintain recovery.
  	Dual diagnosis refers to the presence of both a drug-use issue in addition to a serious mental health condition in an individual.
People can abuse virtually any substance whose ingestion can result in a euphoric ("high") feeling. Inhalants like household cleaners are some of the most commonly abused substances.
While the specific physical and psychological effects of drug use disorder tend to vary based on the particular substance involved, the general effects of a substance use disorder involving any drug can be devastating.
Although drug use disorders have no single cause, there are a number of biological, psychological, and social risk factors that can predispose a person to developing a chemical use disorder.
Symptoms of a drug problem include recurrent drug use that results in legal problems, occurs in potentially dangerous situations, interfere with important obligations, results in social or relationship problems, tolerance, withdrawal symptoms, using a lot of the drug or for a long period of time, persistent desire to use the drug, unsuccessful efforts to stop using the drug, neglecting other aspects of life because of their drug use, and spending inordinate amounts of time or energy getting, using, or recovering from the effects of the drug.
While the specific effects of drugs on the brain can somewhat vary depending on the drug that is being used, virtually every substance that is abused has an effect on the executive-functioning areas of the brain. Drugs particularly affect the brain's ability to inhibit actions that the person would otherwise delay or prevent.
Since there is no single test that can definitively diagnose someone with a chemical use disorder, health care professionals assess these disorders by gathering comprehensive medical, family, and mental health information, as well as securing a physical examination and lab tests to assess the sufferer's medical state.
Treatment options for substance abuse disorders remain largely underutilized by most people who suffer from these conditions.
The primary goals of recovery are abstinence, relapse prevention, and rehabilitation.
During the initial stage of abstinence, a person who suffers from chemical dependency may need detoxification treatment to help avoid or lessen the effects of withdrawal.
Often, much more challenging and time-consuming than recovery from the physical aspects of addiction is psychological addiction.
The treatment of dual diagnosis is more effective when treatment of the sufferer's mental illness occurs in tandem with the treatment of the individual's chemical dependency.
Drug addiction increases the risk of a number of negative life stressors and conditions, particularly if left untreated.
Episodes of remaining drug free (remission) and relapse characterize recovery from a substance use disorder.
2.1.5 DRUG USE DISORDER
Formerly separately called substance or drug abuse and addiction, drug use disorder, also called substance use or chemical use disorder, is an illness characterized by a destructive pattern of using a substance that leads to significant problems or distress, including tolerance to or withdrawal from the substance, as well as other problems that use of the substance can cause for the sufferer, either socially or in terms of their work or school performance. 
The effects of drug use disorders on society are substantial. The economic cost, including everything from lost wages to medical, legal, and mental health implications is about $215 billion.
 The cultivation of marijuana and production of synthetic drugs like methamphetamine has negative impact on soil and water supplies. Drug law infractions are a highly common reason for arrest in the United States, with more than 1.5 million occurring in 2016.
Teens are increasingly engaging in prescription drug abuse, particularly narcotics, also called opioids (which physicians prescribe to relieve severe pain) and stimulant medications, which treat conditions like attention-deficit disorder and narcolepsy.
The term dual diagnosis refers to the presence of both a drug use disorder and a serious mental health problem in a person.
 Substance use disorders, unfortunately, occur quite commonly in people who also have severe mental illness. Individuals with dual diagnosis are also at higher risk of being noncompliant with treatment.
2.1.6 TYPES OF DRUGS COMMONLY MISUSED
Individuals may abuse almost any substance whose ingestion can result in a euphoric ("high") feeling. 
While many are aware of the abuse of legal substances like alcohol or illegal drugs like marijuana (in most states) and cocaine, less well-known is the fact that inhalants like household cleaners and over-the-counter medications like cold medicines are some of the most commonly abused substances. 
The following are many of the drugs and types of drugs that people commonly abuse and/or result in dependence:
Alcohol: Although legal, alcohol is a toxic substance, especially for a developing fetus when a mother consumes this drug during pregnancy. One of the most common addictions, alcoholism can have devastating effects on the alcoholic individual's physical well-being, as well as his or her ability to function interpersonally and at work.
Amphetamines: This group of drugs comes in many forms, from prescription medications like methylphenidate (for example, Ritalin, Concerta, Focalin) and dextroamphetamine and amphetamine (Adderall) to illegally manufactured drugs like methamphetamine ("crystal meth"). Overdose of any of these substances can result in seizure and death.
Anabolic steroids: A group of substances that is most often abused by bodybuilders and other athletes, this group of drugs can lead to devastating emotional symptoms like aggression and paranoia, as well as severe long-term physical effects like infertility and organ failure.
Caffeine: While many people consume coffee, tea, and soda, when consumed in excess, this substance can be habit-forming and produce palpitations, insomnia, tremors, irritability, and significant anxiety.
Cannabis: More usually called marijuana, the scientific name for cannabis is tetrahydrocannabinol (THC). Marijuana is the most commonly used illicit drug, with nearly 14 million people 12 years or older reporting having used this drug in the past year.
 In addition to the negative effects the drug itself can produce (for example, infertility, difficulties with sexual performance, paranoia, lack of motivation), the fact that it is commonly mixed (cut) with other substances so drug dealers can make more money selling the diluted substance or expose the user to more addictive drugs exposes the marijuana user to the dangers associated with those added substances. People commonly cut marijuana with ingredients that include baby powder, oregano, embalming fluid, phencyclidine (PCP), opiates, and cocaine.
Cathinones (bath salts): Chemically unrelated to bath salts that people use to bathe, cathinones are chemically similar to stimulant drugs, like amphetamines, cocaine, and Ecstasy (MDMA). In addition to bath salts, other street names for cathinones include "plant food," "jewelry cleaner," or "phone screen cleaner."
Cocaine: A drug that tends to stimulate the nervous system, people can snort cocaine in powder form, smoke it when in the form of rocks ("crack" cocaine), or inject it when made into a liquid.
Ecstasy: Also called MDMA to denote its chemical composition (methylenedioxymethamphetamine), this drug tends to create a sense of euphoria and an expansive love or desire to nurture others. In overdose, it can increase body temperature to the point of causing death.
Hallucinogens: Examples include LSD and mescaline, as well as so-called naturally occurring hallucinogens like certain mushrooms. These drugs can be dangerous in their ability to alter the perceptions of the user. 
For example, a person who is intoxicated ("high" on) with a hallucinogen may perceive danger where there is none and to think that situations that are truly dangerous are not. 
Those misperceptions can result in dangerous behaviors (like jumping out of a window because the person thinks they have wings and can fly).
Inhalants: One of the most commonly abused group of substances due to its easy accessibility, inhalants are usually in household cleaners, like ammonia, bleach, and other substances that emit fumes. Brain damage, to the point of death, can result from using an inhalant even just once or over the course of time, depending on the individual.
Nicotine: The addictive substance found in cigarettes, nicotine is actually one of the most addictive substances that exists. In fact, people often compare nicotine addiction to the intense addictiveness associated with opiates like heroin.
Opiates: People also call this group narcotics or opioids and includes drugs like heroin, codeine, hydrocodone, morphine, methadone, Vicodin, OxyContin, Percocet, and Percodan. 
This group of substances sharply decrease the functioning of the nervous system. The lethality of opioids is often the result of the abuser having to use increasingly higher amounts to achieve the same level of intoxication, ultimately to the point that the dose needed to get high is the same as the dose that is lethal by overdose for that individual by halting the person's breathing (respiratory arrest).
Phencyclidine: Commonly called PCP, this drug can cause the user to feel highly suspicious, become very aggressive, and to have an exceptional amount of physical strength. This can make the person quite dangerous to others.
Sedative, hypnotic, or antianxiety drugs: 
The second most commonly used group of illicit drugs, these substances quiet or depress the nervous system. They can therefore cause death by stopping the breathing (respiratory arrest) of the individual who either uses these drugs in overdose or who mixes one or more of these drugs with another nervous system depressant (like alcohol, another sedative drug, or an opiate).
2.1.7 CAUSES OF DRUG ABUSE
The cause of drug abuse is not known, nor is it understood why some people can abuse drugs briefly and stop without difficulty, whereas others continue using drugs despite undesirable consequences.
 Biological factors, such as genetics and the presence of other psychiatric disorders, may play a role, as may environmental factors, such as peer pressure, history of abuse, and stress, and developmental factors, such as the timing of drug exposure.
2.1.8 EFFECTS OF DRUG ABUSE
Drugs are chemicals that affect the body and brain. Different drugs can have different effects. Some effects of drugs include health consequences that are long-lasting and permanent.
 They can even continue after a person has stopped taking the substance. There are a few ways a person can take drugs, including injection, inhalation and ingestion.
 The effects of the drug on the body can depend on how the drug is delivered. For example, the injection of drugs directly into the bloodstream has an immediate impact, while ingestion has a delayed effect. But all misused drugs affect the brain. 
They cause large amounts of dopamine, a neurotransmitter that helps regulate our emotions, motivation and feelings of pleasure, to flood the brain and produce a “high.” Eventually, drugs can change how the brain works and interfere with a person’s ability to make choices, leading to intense cravings and compulsive drug use. 
Over time, this behavior can turn into a substance dependency, or drug addiction.  Today, more than 7 million people suffer from an illicit drug disorder, and one in four deaths results from illicit drug use. In fact, more deaths, illnesses and disabilities are associated with drug abuse than any other preventable health condition.
 People suffering from drug and alcohol addiction also have a higher risk of unintentional injuries, accidents and domestic violence incidents.
Side effects of drug addiction may include:
1. A weakened immune system, increasing the risk of illness and infection
2. Heart conditions ranging from abnormal heart rates to heart attacks and collapsed veins and blood vessel infections from injected drugs
3. Nausea and abdominal pain, which can also lead to changes in appetite and weight loss
4. Increased strain on the liver, which puts the person at risk of significant liver damage or liver failure
Seizures, stroke, mental confusion and brain damage
Lung disease
5. Problems with memory, attention and decision-making, which make daily living more difficult global effects of drugs on the body, such as breast development in men and increases in body temperature, which can lead to other health problems.
The most severe health consequences of drug abuse is death. Deaths related to synthetic opioids and heroin have seen the sharpest rise. In the past 12 months, 212,000 people aged 12 or older have used heroin for the first time. Every day, more than 90 Americans die after overdosing on opioids.
2.2 THEORETICAL REVIEW
2.2.1 USES AND GRATIFICATION THEORY
Uses and gratifications theory (UGT) is an approach to understanding why and how people actively seek out specific media to satisfy specific needs. UGT is an audience-centered approach to understanding mass communication. Diverging from other media effect theories that question "what does media do to people?", UGT focuses on "what do people do with media?"  It postulates that media is a highly available product and the audiences are the consumers of the same product.
This communication theory is positivistic in its approach, based in the socio-psychological communication tradition, and focuses on communication at the mass media scale. 
The driving question of UGT is: Why do people use media and what do they use them for? UGT discusses how users deliberately choose media that will satisfy given needs and allow one to enhance knowledge, relaxation, social interactions/companionship, diversion, or escape.
It assumes that audience members are not passive consumers of media. Rather, the audience has power over their media consumption and assumes an active role in interpreting and integrating media into their own lives. 
Unlike other theoretical perspectives, UGT holds that audiences are responsible for choosing media to meet their desires and needs to achieve gratification. This theory would then imply that the media compete against other information sources for viewers' gratification.
UGT has a heuristic value today because it gives communication scholars a "perspective through which a number of ideas and theories about media choice, consumption, and even impact can be viewed".
2.2.2 AGENDA SETTING THEORY
Agenda-setting describes the "ability (of the news media) to influence the importance placed on the topics of the public agenda". 
The study of agenda-setting describes the way media attempts to influence viewers, and establish a hierarchy of news prevalence. 
Nations with more political power receive higher media exposure. The agenda-setting by media is driven by the media's bias on things such as politics, economy and culture, etc. 
The evolution of agenda-setting and laissez-faire components of communication research encouraged a fast pace growth and expansion of these perspectives. 
Agenda-setting has phases that need to be in a specific order in order for it to succeed. The research on the effect of agenda-setting compares the salience of issues in news content with the public perceptions of the most important issue, and then analyses the extent of influence by guidance of the media. 
There are three models by Max McCombs: the "awareness model", the "priorities model" and the "salience model". Most investigations are centered on these three models.
Different media have
One of the most critical aspects in the concept of an agenda-setting role of mass communication is the time frame for this phenomenon.
2.3 REVIEW OF RELATED STUDIES
Drug abuse is one of the top problems confronting the nation today especially among the youth. Incidences of drug and alcohol abuse and related anti-social behavior have tremendously increased in recent years. 
This has become a matter of concern to the government, parents, teachers, non-governmental organizations and all other relevant agencies. 
The Kenya government has recognized the seriousness of the drug problem and initiated the National Campaign against Drug Abuse (NACADA) in early 2001. 
This organization is charged with the responsibility of coordinating activities of individuals and organizations in the campaign against drug abuse. Its mandate is to initiate public education campaign and develop an action plan aimed at curbing drug abuse by the youth.
 The study found that drug use and abuse among youth is increasing despite the control mechanisms that have been put in place.
 The paper recommended that as a first step to prevent and control drug abuse, parents should be sensitized on the dangers of drug abuse, the attendant problems and their functions as role models; schools should have a drug prevention curriculum from Kindergarten onwards teaching that drug use is wrong and harmful and that there is need for initiation of rehabilitation programmes for drug dependent persons.
Drug abuse is one of the health-related problems among Nigerian youth and has been a source of concern to educational stakeholders. Its social implications to undergraduate students cannot be quantified.
 In light of this, this study examined causes and consequences of drug abuse among undergraduates at the University of Ilorin, Kwara State, Nigeria. 
A descriptive survey design was adopted for the study and a simple random sampling technique was used to select the respondents for the study. The instrument used was a researcher-designed questionnaire on the causes and consequences of drug abuse among undergraduates.
 The instrument was validated by lecturers in the Department of Social Sciences Education and it possessed a coefficient of 0.72 using a test re-test method. All of the undergraduate students of the University of Ilorin formed the population of the study.
 The demographic data of the respondents and drug abuse variable were described and analyzed using percentages. Means were used to analyze the research question, while t-test and Analysis of Variance (ANOVA) were used to test the null hypotheses at a 0.05 level of significance. 
The findings of the study revealed that the major cause of drug abuse among undergraduates at the University of Ilorin was the need to cope with academic challenges.
 Findings also revealed that the main consequences of drug abuse among undergraduates of the University of Ilorin was low self-esteem. It was further revealed that there were no significant differences in the causes and consequences of drug abuse among undergraduates of the University of Ilorin based on gender and their faculty. 
It was, however, recommended among others that the government should enact measures on people that are selling drugs indiscriminately and should be supervising the target area, and if possible, check the activities of the victims of drug abuse. 
The Ministry of Education in conjunction with the National Campaign against Drug Abuse (NACADA) should engage in appropriate interagency agreements in order to streamline the provision of services to support students with social and behavioral problems emanating from drug abuse.

CHAPTER THREE
RESEARCH METHODOLOGY
INTRODUCTION
Research has been described as an undertaken which seeks to investigate a particular phenomenon to discover a new fact.

Based on the research carried out the population study of the students of kwara state polytechnic ilorin kwara state Nigeria according to the Nigeria Journal of Educational Research which was estimated to 35,400.
3.3 SAMPLING AND SAMPLING TECHNIQUE
This is the collection of individual subjects, element and so forth that a researcher intends to use for the study. The sample size used in this research works was 100 students out of the large population of the students.
The non-probability sampling techniques was employed in distribution and administering the questionnaire.

Table 12 shows that 51 respondents representing 51% strongly agreed that radio can help in eradicating drug abuse among kwara state polytechnic students, while 32 respondents (32%) agreed that radio can help in eradicating drug abuse among kwara state polytechnic students While 8 (8%) are neutral and 9 (9%) disagree.
  Table 17 shows shows that 66 respondents representing (66%) strongly agreed that the government should establish and run a drug addiction rehabilitation, while 24 other respondents (24%) agreed that the government should establish and run a drug addiction rehabilitation, while 6 (6%) are neutral and 4 (4%) disagree with the statement.

CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATION

5.2 CONCLUSION

Questionnaire being the sole instrument of data collection, made the researcher stated that radio has played a significant role in eradicating drug abuse among kwara state polytechnic students because most of the respondents strongly agreed that radio has done so.
