It also describes abuse as misuse of drug, or wrong drug usage. Drugs that are not generally accepted, medical ground may be a term preferred to the abuse of drugs among Nigeria youth. Nigeria has big problems, one of which is the serious social and economic implication in the society.

According to drug and alcohol service formation system (1002) poly drug, alcohol was most common substance reported to be abused by76 percent, the second was marijuana by 65 percent and other drugs by 26 percent and over half by fifty six percent of all admissions for treatment in publicity funded facilities in 1002, reported more than one substance abuse. Young-adult admissions were more of poly drug abuse, then older adult admission were more of alcohol according to the report.

As pointed out in AnekweHerietta (1004), the Yaba psychiatric hospital, in 1984, treated 234 patients and in 1987, the figure climbed to 12,587, in 1989. It increased to 70,316. But these seems to be just a tip of the iceberg as this does not adequately resented the ugly situation as witnessed in most of the streets and federal highways in our country, Nigeria.

Drug abuse is one type of deviant behavior that was previously, exclusively associated with the western societies. This problem has been in existence before the eighties, but today the footage has turned into a frightening reality, a monster that has best ridden our country like a leach and refused to let go while gradually spreading its tentacles.

Drug abuse is not just about the creative with a vacant look in its fast blinking eyes, a twittering body and an altered without taking is about the student who cannot read without taking unsweetened coffee, kola-nut or pills. The meaning and usage of the word "radio" has developed in parallel with developments within the field of radios and can be seen to have three distinct phases: electromagnetic waves and experimentation; wireless radio and technical development; and radio broadcasting and commercialization. In an 1864 presentation, published in 1865, James Clerk Maxwell proposed his theories and mathematical proofs on electromagnetism that showed that light and other phenomenon were all types of electromagnetic waves propagating through free space. In 1886–88 Heinrich Rudolf Hertz conducted a series of experiments that proved the existence of Maxwell's electromagnetic waves, using a frequency in what would later be called the radio spectrum. Many individuals—inventors, engineers, developers and businessmen—constructed systems based on their own understanding of these and other phenomenon, some predating Maxwell and Hertz's discoveries. Thus "wireless telegraphy" and radio wave-based systems can be attributed to multiple "inventors". Development from a laboratory demonstration to a commercial entity spanned several decades and required the efforts of many practitioners.

In 1878, David E. Hughes noticed that sparks could be heard in a telephone receiver when experimenting with his carbon microphone. He developed this carbon-based detector further and eventually could detect signals over a few hundred yards. He demonstrated his discovery to the Royal Society in 1880, but was told it was merely induction, and therefore abandoned further research. Thomas Edison came across the electromagnetic phenomenon while experimenting with a telegraph at Menlo Park. He noted an unexplained transmission effect while experimenting with a telegraph.

CONCEPTUAL FRAMEWORK

Carroll (1989) Drug abuse, is a patterned use of a drug in which the user consumes the substance in amounts or with methods which are harmful to themselves or others, and is a form of substance-related disorder. Widely differing definitions of drug abuse are used in public health, medical and criminal justice contexts. In some cases criminal or anti-social behavior occurs when the person is under the influence of a drug, and long term personality changes in individuals may occur as well. In addition to possible physical, social, and psychological harm, use of some drugs may also lead to criminal penalties, although these vary widely depending on the local jurisdiction. 

Drugs most often associated with this term include: alcohol, barbiturates, benzodiazepines, cannabis, cocaine, methaqualone, opioids and substituted amphetamines. The exact cause of substance abuse is not clear, with theories including one of two: either a genetic disposition which is learned from others, or a habit which if addiction develops, it manifests itself as a chronic debilitating disease. In 2010 about 5% of people (230 million) used an illicit substance. Of these 27 million have high-risk drug use otherwise known as recurrent drug use causing harm to their health, psychological problems, or social problems or puts them at risk of those dangers. In 2013 drug use disorders resulted in 127,000 deaths up from 53,000 in 1990.

 The highest number of deaths are from opioid use disorders at 51,000. Cocaine use disorder resulted in 4,300 deaths and amphetamine use disorder resulted in 3,800 deaths. Alcohol use disorders resulted in an additional 139,000 deaths

Drug abuse, also known as Substance abuse, is a patterned use of a substance (drug) in which the user consumes the substance in amounts or with methods neither approved nor supervised by medical professionals. Substance abuse/drug abuse is not limited to mood-altering or psycho-active drugs. If an activity is performed using the objects against the rules and policies of the matter (as in steroids for performance enhancement in sports), it is also called substance abuse. Therefore, mood-altering and psychoactive substances are not the only types of drugs abused. Using illicit drugs – narcotics, stimulants, depressants (sedatives), hallucinogens, cannabis, even glues and paints, are also considered to be classified as drug/substance abuse. Substance abuse often includes problems with impulse control and impulsive behaviour.

The term "drug abuse" does not exclude dependency, but is otherwise used in a similar manner in nonmedical contexts. The terms have a huge range of definitions related to taking a psychoactive drug or performance enhancing drug for a non-therapeutic or non-medical effect. All of these definitions imply a negative judgment of the drug use in question (compare with the term responsible drug use for alternative views). Some of the drugs most often associated with this term include alcohol, amphetamines, barbiturates, benzodiazepines (particularly temazepam, nimetazepam, and flunitrazepam), cocaine, methaqualone, and opioids. Use of these drugs may lead to criminal penalty in addition to possible physical, social, and psychological harm, both strongly depending on local jurisdiction.

 There are many cases in which criminal or antisocial behavior occur when the person is under the influence of a drug. Long term personality changes in individuals may occur as well. Other definitions of drug abuse fall into four main categories: public health definitions, mass communication and vernacular usage, medical definitions, and political and criminal justice definitions. Substance abuse is prevalent with an estimated 120 million users of hard drugs such as cocaine, heroin and other synthetic drugs. Substance abuse is a form of substance-related disorder.

Public health practitioners have attempted to look at drug abuse from a broader perspective than the individual, emphasizing the role of society, culture and availability. Rather than accepting the loaded terms alcohol or drug "abuse," many public health professionals have adopted phrases such as "substance and alcohol type problems" or "harmful/problematic use" of drugs.

DIFFERENT TYPES OF DRUG ABUSE

Defined simply, drug abuse is the general term used to describe the excessive and habitual use of some kind of substance, such as alcohol, marijuana or cocaine. These drugs typically lead to impaired judgement, loss of physical, emotional control and renders the person into a state of intoxication. Drug abuse is also known as Substance Abuse and is considered to be a medical problem. One that develops over time after prolonged use of drugs.

These drugs are harmful to the body. When taken in excess, it can lead to impaired judgment and lack of physical and mental control. Previously, drug abuse generally referred to the abuse of illegal or hard to obtain drugs. But over the years, legal drugs, prescription drugs, alcohol and tobacco have become the leading causes of drug abuse.

According to a survey conducted by the National Institute of Drug Abuse in 2014:

    Approximately 7 million Nigeria, over the age of 12 are using/abusing drugs;140 million Americans, over the age of 12 are currently using alcohol;5 million Americans, over 12 years of age suffer from substance abuse;Over 100,000 people around the world die each year from drug abuse, this is not including car accidents or HIV etc.

The war on drugs has been an ongoing fight lasting for decades. In an attempt to provide "a legal foundation of the government's fight against the abuse of drugs, the US passed the Comprehensive Drug Abuse Prevention and Control Act in 1970. The Act is a federal law in the United States, which outlines the roles and responsibilities of the pharmaceutical industry, explains and categorizes the different types of controlled substances, and sets out laws on how drugs can be manufactured, distributed and used.

When someone is an addict, the dependence on the drug is psychological and physical. It is treated as an illness, which is not within the control of the individual. Whereas when someone is abusing drugs, it's a habit that they continue even though their actions begin to negatively impact their lives and their ability to function normally. Drug addiction or dependency often begins with drug abuse. It is possible and likely that continued drug abuse will eventually evolve and develop into an addiction, especially if the abuse begins at a young age.

SIGNS & SYMPTOMS OF DRUG ABUSE:

One of the most common signs of drug abuse is behavior. Over time, the drug abuser will begin to display moody, temperamental behavior, which changes very quickly. They might display anger or irritation towards family and friends, be vague and secretive about things going on in their lives or display paranoia and a careless attitude towards things they previously cared about. Additional signs and symptoms to watch out for are:

    Is the individual straying from their normal routine? Is there a change in pattern in regards to eating, sleeping or daily activities?

    Not going to work or failing at job?

    Is there a change in finances i.e. asking to borrow money, asking for a raise on allowance etc.? Is there an increase in financial needs that cannot be readily explained?

    Stealing - to fund or hide drug abuse;

    Are they moving away from old friendships and family ties, maybe hanging out with a different crowd?

    Physical signs - such as smelling like drugs (clothing or the person);

    Extra and sudden attention to cleanliness or tidiness i.e. showering more often, cleaning bedroom, an increase in laundry;

    Are they doing poorly in school or getting into trouble at school, leading to detentions, suspensions etc.?

CAUSES OF DRUG ABUSE:

Drug abuse is a condition, which can affect anyone at any time. There is no differentiation in terms of class, race or age or gender. Anyone can fall victim to drug abuse. However, according to research, 18-25 years old is a risky age in which men are more likely to abuse drugs than women. Genetics, psychology, and environment, can all individually or combined, have a hand in causing someone to become an abuser of drugs.

Studies have shown that genetics - children who have drug abuser parents - are at a greater risk to become abusers themselves. This can play a role why Person A becomes a drug abuser while Person B does not. However, it is not the only cause. Not all abusers come from an environment of drug abuse.

In an attempt to cope with a mental illness or a condition, such as depression, an individual may turn to drugs in order to numb their feelings or escape from the pain. Over time, this may turn into drug abuse.

The environment a child grows up in can play a significant role in how they turn out later in life. A child who does not grow up in a nurturing, loving environment and is continuously exposed to an environment of abuse, neglect, alcohol or drugs may over time turn to drug usage themselves; either as a way of seeking attention or as a coping mechanism. However, children from very stable, affluent family lives can also easily turn to drugs.

Peer Pressure - this can especially be a problem in the adolescent, teen years when everyone is trying to fit in;

    To have a good time or feel good mentally;

    An unstable home life;

    Absent or abusive parents;

    A way of rebelling against parents or authority;

    Emotional or behavioural problems;

    Readily available drugs in the home or community;

    Curiosity about drugs or illegal substances which eventually leads to abuse;

It is generally believed that a combination of these factors together causes someone to become a drug abuser.

TYPES OF DRUG ABUSE AND THEIR EFFECTS:

Almost any kind of substance (both legal and illegal) used by someone can be abused when used recklessly. Some of these drugs include but are not limited to:

Cocaine: This stimulant drug, also known as Coke is one of the most popular (illegal) drugs on the market. While cocaine does have some medical uses (it is sometimes used for nasal surgery), it is mostly used recreationally either by snorting it up through the nose, smoking it or by injecting it into the veins. The effects can last up to an hour and a half and are almost immediate. These effects include a loss of touch of reality and feeling extreme happiness and joy. Cocaine can be very addictive, very fast and when bought from the streets, it is even more harmful as the drug is mixed with other things such as quinine or local anaesthetics. When abused over a period of time, cocaine can lead to hallucinations, paranoia, high blood pressure and heart attacks leading to death.

 Crack: When cocaine is processed further, it turns into crack, a drug that can be smoked. Because it is one of the cheaper drugs on the market, it's more readily available for purchase and abuse. Abusing crack is an almost sure fire way of becoming addicted and can lead to various health problems.

 Alcohol: A flammable liquid made with fruits and grains through a process of fermentation. The end result is a drug in drink form, which helps to decrease anxiety, makes the individual feel more relaxed and impairs their judgment. Taken in moderation, alcohol does not have to be dangerous. But when used excessively and abused, it can be detrimental to the individual's health and lead to alcoholism. The rate of suicide is higher in people who abuse alcohol and they are more prone to violent and abusive behaviour. Alcohol abuse is one of the leading causes of death globally and is becoming a growing concern.

Heroin: Also known as smack, heroin falls under the category of Opiates. It is one of the most harmful drugs on the market. It's a drug that needs to be injected and its effects are powerful. It can cause hallucinations, seizures and other health problems such as HIV/AIDS or tetanus (due to the sharing of often dirty needles). Over time, as the body gets accustomed to shots of heroin, larger amounts of the drug need to be ingested in order to get high or feel the effects. This can lead to an overdose, at worst, to death. Unfortunately, the number of people using heroine is on the rise. Every year there are approximately 2.1 million Americans who abuse opioids.

LSD: Lysergic acid diethylamide, otherwise known as LSD, is a recreational and spiritual drug that has psychological, physical and sensory effects. They include hallucinations, losing touch with reality, a sense of disconnect from your body and mind, nausea and wakefulness. The sensory experience (seeing objects 'breathe' or 'ripple') can last from six to fourteen hours. While LSD is not an addictive drug, it is a powerful drug; ten times more harmful than alcohol, and can lead to panic attacks i.e. a 'bad' trip, violent psychosis, neurological damage and physical harm because of the hallucinations. The drug can be taken orally or injected.

Marijuana: Better known as pot or weed, this is the most common and frequently used drug in the United States. The drug is taken for it's euphoria inducing feelings, and altered perception. Marijuana can be smoked, cooked or baked in food. Smoking the drug is the quickest way of feeling the effects. The effects of one 'trip' can last up to six hours. Marijuana is used recreationally, spiritually and medicinally. Because it is an addictive drug, usage should be monitored carefully. It is now legal in many states in the US and in many countries. It is even prescribed by doctors for its pain management properties. However, prolonged use of marijuana can be harmful and can lead to memory problems, risk of dependency and psychosis.

Prescription Drugs: This category of drugs includes anything prescribed by a doctor for a specific illness. These include stimulants, painkillers, anti-anxiety medications and sedatives. 

The drugs can be taken orally or the pill can be grinded into powder form to snort or inject. Some of the effects experienced from these drugs are euphoria, decrease in tension and anxiety, improved concentration and focus (usually on academics). Prescription drugs are harmless when taken as prescribed, but when abused they can be addictive and very dangerous, especially if mixed with other drugs or alcohol.

 Amphetamines: A category of drugs which act as stimulants to help the central nervous system. The drug sends a jolt of adrenaline (a natural stimulant) through the body and can make the individual feel more alert, confident, energized etc. These are the positive effects of amphetamines. However, amphetamines can also have a negative effect and make the person feel nervous and hostile. 

The reaction varies from person to person. The different types of amphetamines are more commonly referred to by their street name such as: crystal, crank, speed, uppers or bennies. Amphetamines can be smoked or injected. This causes an immediate, euphoric reaction because the drug hits the brain much quicker.

A number of disorders such as ADD, obesity and sleep disorders are treated using amphetamines. As a result, they are easily available on the market and are often used by athletes, truck drivers, soldiers and students. Abusing amphetamines can lead to physical and psychological side effects such as hypertension or mood swings. Overdosing on amphetamines can lead to some serious health problems, but it likely won't be fatal.

TREATMENTS FOR DRUG ABUSE 

The first step to getting help for any kind of problem is identifying and admitting to a problem.

Recovery is a long and difficult process and requires commitment from the individual and support from their families and loved ones. However, it is possible to get better and kick the abuse. One of the most difficult steps is getting over the withdrawal phase. 

It can be a tough challenge, and symptoms, such as feelings of anxiety, depression, seizures, restlessness etc. can last for several days to several months. The length and severity of the symptoms is based on the type drug, how it was abuse, how much was abused, as well as medical history.

Most drug abuse treatments are done in a detox or rehabilitation facility with programs that are geared specifically for the individual depending on the kind of abuse. With the help of a doctor, you can determine whether you need outpatient, residential or hospital treatment.

Help and support for drug abuse is available everywhere. Once you've have the decision to quit, the best thing to do is speak to your family doctor or another health professional at a clinic or hospital. They will be able to refer you to the right places, connect you to the appropriate resources and they will also be able to prescribe medications, which will curb your cravings and manage your drug withdrawal symptoms. In addition to speaking to a doctor, dozens of local and community resources can also be found online.

If you think you need immediate assistance either from a drug overdose or from severe withdrawal symptoms such as chest pains, high fever hallucinations or seizures call 911 right away or go to emergency.


Abusers commonly believe they can kick their drug habit without any help or support. More often than not, this is a misguided belief. Individual determination, support from loved ones and working closely with your doctor are all key to a successful recovery. When drugs are used for a long period of time, brain functionality is altered and it craves drugs. Thus, relapse is a very common problem.

Doctors often strongly recommend behavioral therapy in addition to rehab as this helps patients learn different methods of coping with cravings. Therapy can also help with any underlying mental issue that is at play.

2.2
THEORETICAL FRAME WORK


The notion of uses and gratification has attracted the interest of many scholars in the field of radio. This theory centers on what uses we make of the media and what gratifications we gain from exposing ourselves to the media.


This concept is described as one of the most influential frame works for media analysis in recent years. It centers on a generalization that we should investigate how people use the mass media, rather than worry about how the Broadcast Media uses its audience.

The term “uses” implies that audience are active rather than passive members of the radio process, and that they are willingly exposed to the media. The term ”gratification” refers to the rewards and satisfactions experienced by audiences and helps explain motivations behind habits of media use. 


 The uses and gratifications theory is also called functional theory. A good illustration of this theory is the functional use of television entertainment by television audience members. Within the broadcast media audience, people’s needs are generated by their individual and group differences. Here among Nigeria youth, these needs arise from differences in sex, ethnicity, and education e.t.c. The way Nigerians use the broadcast media depends on whether they are male or female, Igbo or Yoruba, educated or illiterate e.t.c because the needs within the people are determined by who or what they are, and people use the broadcast media for the purpose of gratifying these needs. Okunna, Stella (1998). These media use patterns that are not peculiar to Nigeria but are a feature of Broadcast Media audiences in different societies.


From this clarification, it is crystal clear that media audiences are often motivated to listen, view or participate in media programmes by certain factors arising from the benefits accruable from their efforts. The term “uses” has revealed that participants on phone-in programmes are active contributors and their views go a long way to redefining the course of such programes.

Diffusion Of Innovations Theory


Diffusion research center on the conditions which increase or decrease the likelihood that a new idea, product, or practice will be adopted by members of a given culture. Diffusion of innovation theory predicts that media as well as interpersonal contacts provide information and influence opinion judgment. Studying how innovation occurs, E. M Rogers (1995) argued that it consists of four stages; invention, diffusion (or radio) through the social system, time and consequences.


The information flows through networks. The nature of networks and the roles opinion leader play in them determine the likelihood that the innovation will be adopted.

Agenda-setting theory describes the "ability [of the news media] to influence the salience of topics on the public agenda." That is, if a news item is covered frequently and prominently, the audience will regard the issue as more important. Agenda-setting theory was formally developed by Max McCombs and Donald Shaw in a study on the 1968 American presidential election. In the 1968 "Chapel Hill study," Combs and Shaw demonstrated a strong correlation coefficient (r > .9) between what 100 residents of Chapel Hill, North Carolina thought was the most important election issue and what the local and national news media reported was the most important issue.

 By comparing the salience of issues in news content with the public's perceptions of the most important election issue, McCombs and Shaw were able to determine the degree to which the media determines public opinion. Since the 1968 study, published in a 1972 edition of Public Opinion Quarterly, more than 400 studies have been published on the agenda-setting function of the mass media, and the theory continues to be regarded as relevant. 


The ability of the media to pre-determine what issue are important gives the media an edge to fight corruption since they can easily lay emphasis on the atrocities being committed by public figures in the country. According to folarin (100:75), Agenda setting theory does not ascrible to the media the power to determine what we actually think but it does ascrible to them the power to determine what we are thinking about.


The theory is relevant to this paper because the media can utilize the elements of the theory through increasing the frequency of reportage of corrupt activities in the country, giving prominence to corrupt activities through through headlines display picture and layout in newspaper, magazine, film, graphics or timing on radio and television.


The power of the media to expose corrupt act through the element of this theory will go a long way in reducing corrupt acts in the country. If public figures know that their corrupt act will be giving a lot of publicity, they are likely a rethink before sealing public funds.

Osayomi (1999) explains that many people do not understand why people become addicted to drugs or how drugs change the brain to foster compulsive drug abuse. They mistakenly view drug abuse and addiction as strictly a social problem and may characterize those who take drugs as morally weak. One very common belief is that drug abusers should be able to just stop taking drugs if they are only willing to change their behavior. What people often underestimate is the complexity of drug addiction -- that it is a disease that impacts the brain, and because of that, stopping drug abuse is not simply a matter of willpower. 

Through scientific advances we now know much more about how exactly drugs work in the brain, and we also know that drug addiction can be successfully treated to help people who want to stop abusing drugs and resume productive lives. Drug addiction is a chronic, often relapsing brain disease that causes compulsive drug seeking and use, despite harmful consequences to the drug addict and those around them. Drug addiction is a brain disease because the abuse of drugs leads to changes in the structure and function of the brain. Although it is true that for most people the initial decision to take drugs is voluntary, over time the changes in the brain caused by repeated drug abuse can impair a person's self-control and ability to make sound decisions, and at the same time create an intense impulse to take drugs. 

It is because of these changes in the brain that it is so challenging for a person to stop abusing drugs. Fortunately, there are treatments that help people to counteract addiction's powerful disruptive effects and regain control of their lives. Research shows that combining addiction treatment medications, when appropriate, with behavioral therapy is the best way to ensure success for most patients. Treatment approaches that are tailored to each patient's drug abuse patterns and any concurrent medical, psychiatric, and social problems can help achieve  sustained recovery and a life without drugs. As with other chronic diseases, such as diabetes, asthma, or heart disease, drug addiction can be managed effectively. Yet, it is not uncommon for a person to relapse and begin abusing drugs again. Relapse does not signal failure; rather, it indicates that treatment should be reinstated or adjusted, or that alternate treatment is needed to help the person regain control and recover.

Richard and butter (1976) developed a multi-mode theory of non-medical drug use in an attempt to provide relatively concrete and detailed description of factors leading to specific types of non-medical drug use. The primay focus of the models is on illicit “hard drug” abuse, such as abuse of several types of substances. The first section below provides the second section outlines the model themselves. The research upon which the models were based was detailed previously here. Which occasional studies will be reference to illustrate major conclusion. Recent research programs have contribute to document this conclusion (e.g, Lesson 1976; Naeletal 1974; Savada and Forsyth 1977; Kandal 1978)


Khantuan et al (1974) explain that the relationship of heroin use to a range of human problems, including pain, stress and dysphonia. In attempting to adapt to one emotion and environment, the powerful action of drug abuse and immersion

 in the attendance rituals and subculture could be used to mute, extinguished, and avoid a range of fillings and emotions. That is rather salting for more ordinary defensive, neurotic, character logical or other adaptive mechanize as well as dealing with stress, drug addict had adoption a more extra ordinary solution by using a powerful drug and immersive themselves in the associated ritual, practice and pseudo culture. 

In this report we stressed the costly consequences of the drug, that is “the central problem for most people who gave become addiction to drug is that they have filled to develop effective symptomatic, character logic or other adaptive solutions in response to developmental crisis, stress deprivation and exact form of emotional pain” which may not in themselves be extraordinary. Their response has been to report repeatedly to the use of drug abuse as an all-powerful device, thereby precluding other solution that wild normally develop and that might better sustain them.
