 		Ogun festival is annual festival observed by the Yoruba people of ondo state Nigeria in honour of ogun a warrior and powerful spirit of metal worked by the Yoruba to be the first god to arrive on earth. According to Yoruba mythology ogun, was a king and the father of Oramiyan and the first person to arrive on earth he used a cutlass and a dog to clear the road for the arrival of other deities. He also said to have given the finishing touches to the first set of human created by Obatala the Yoruba god at creation his festival is usually held around august or September in Ondo state. (Adeoye, 2013).

Ondo kingdom was established by princess one the twins of Alafin Oluase the mother was queen only who later died at ile oluju the princess gave birth to twins in the era where twins are abomination they called them ESE omo late corrupted to osemawer one of the twins died at epe near ondo there were wars in the town between 1965 to 1885 when people in the kingdom filed to oke opa. 3 ose maker installed and died there before then. The kingdom was ruled by the son of pupupu called Aro. Airo went to Benin under the pupilase of his uncle aba eiseghie 1516 to train in the art of governance. Airo came back with many traditional Benin culture  and religion of the chieftaincy by chaning chieflisa as 2nd in command as we saw in Benin and male chief jomo the 3rd in command osemawe airo bought some titles firm Benin to ondo like logbosesere ogbodu lisagbo (Fredrick, 2012).

The ceremony departure was to create a land mark in the history of the ondo people. This is because with the subsequent warfare’s ogun was able to save the problems of eternal in vain to a very long time and even afterwards. Moreover, ogun is process was so great and vivid in the minds of the people that until this day ondo have viewed never to be defeated ogun this bears some elements of truth because the people always strove to fight with some zeal as their forefather acquired from ogun (Samuel 2011)

This festival can be described as dramatic form of oral literacy activity organized to propitiate ogun cleanse the town and seek for blessing for the future above all this festival has a very strong impact on the society. A part from the fact that it is the most significant local festival among the ondo it also carries as much importance as any festival like charismas (Oladele, 2003).
According to Osayomi (2013) explained that during the festival ogun is worshiped as a national god this festival can be used as a yardstick for determining the extent to which ogun has influence the people because it is an tact day one discover the percentage of the people in the society that are involved in ogun worship through of people steam out gaily dressed carrying or wearing various forms of iron implement this signifies the spiritual presence of ogun and their acceptance of his power they all dance sing drum and perform acrobatic are frenziedly carried into the spiritual world to a great extent this is true because many at them can be in the mood for a very long period without showing any sign of tiredness as a result their action is not only physical but spiritual as well. This spiritual mood is further heightened by the presence of masquerades which represent ogun. These supernatural actors command a sacredness by their in conations and songs as they lead the precession. They also perform certain rituals by killing dogs and they dance around the town. Everything is geared towards the glory of ogun interest. Prayers are said for protection in form of incantations.
2.6 CULTURAL BENEFITS OF OGUN FESTIVAL 
     According to Abiodun (2003) said that the worship of ogun culminates in an annual festival which is called the ogun festival. The festival is of such importance that happens to be the most significant local festival in ondo town it is a festival held not only in commeration of the achievement and power of ogun but it is also used as a means of apprising ogun  for the short coming of the people over the past year. Above this festival serves as eh only opportunity of bringing all the worshippers together in the year through it they are all unified physically and spiritually under the common acknowledgement of oguns power. This is why everyone looks forward every year to the festival.
The worship of ogun is an oral tradition inherent in the culture of the people and handed from one generation to this is not easy to date back at its origin a child born into a house where ogun is of the cult rather he picks it up gradually from those around him. This is because ogun plays a very prominent role in the daily affairs of the life of the people. This is manifested in the celebration of ogun festival annually consequently it is obvious that the norms at the cult have become embedded in the culture over the years. This is why it was become essential by the fact that it promotes unity in the social religions and psychological sense several ondos identifying themselves with one another. By virtue of the fact that they all share common beliefs in ogun, as god of iron and war. Ogun warns his child of impending dangers by making him discern or foreseen a danger intuitively people believe that this is one mean through which ogun communicates with his people when danger or evil lurks around the corner the person starts feeling uneasy. This uneasiness can take the form of the person developing a set of heat inside his body. This is why oguns children are very sensitive so ogun guards his follower by giving them a fore sight into future events. It is also believed that ogun can also communicate through dreams and visions (Udu, 2010).
2.7 OGUN FESTIVAL IN VIEW
     According to noel (2010) suggested that ogun is one of the most prominent among the cult of eleven tires in Yoruba land there are three principles myths about ogun the first depicts ogun as a divinity of the heaven the second as a defied ancestor and third as a god of water those that myths will be considered in this chapter.
The oral traditions explained that the supreme being (olodumare) created heaven and earth as well as the inhabitant he brought into being the divinities but and when the divinities to serve his the critic world and each divinity was allocated different offices the version the divinities are of complex nature and some of them where with the supreme being before the creation of the earth indisputably ogun was believed to be one of the highly ranked divinities that were also a hunter. He usually descended from heaven by a spade thread for the purpose of hunting when the earth was founded ogun and a number of other offices when they were about to enter the earth they came to a place where there was no road. All the other divinities tried to make a way through but it was impossible it was that ogun volunteered to make a way for them if they promised him a reward this they didi in no time and not long ogun had made away for them to pass through when they arrived on the earth they rewarded him with the only crown they brought with them from heaven and gave him the title osinmale meaning chief among the divinities because of his meritorious and bold services to other divinities on their way coming to the earth.
2.                     8 OGUN FESTIVAL IN ONDO TOWN 
                     The ogun festival in ondo. The ogun festival is celebrated in ondo between the months of august and September every year.
A                         According to olupona the preparation for the festival commences seventeen days before the actual ogun day at appearance of the new moon at eh early morning ceremony in the house of ayadi the ritual specialist of ogun public worship the Upe ( a tradition triumphant mode from a long guard) is sounded to notify the people of the oncoming festival. The sound of use then becomes a common feature throughout the period of the festival which lasts seven days the sound of the Upe is very significant because it carries messages which are sometimes complimentary and at other times abusive from one youth to the other during the seventeen day interval the worshippers of ogun assembly in groups to praise the divinity and other past cultural heroes associated with him such as jomun ila. In a major market day which is nine days before the festival the kings emissary make the official announcement of the ceremony many activities are usually carried out in preparation for the festival among which is the communal cleaning of patas and the repairing of bridges and other footpaths five days to the festival a few households perform a ceremony called alcohol. There are usually parts to the ceremony aisun ogun (night vigil) ogun de (night ogun) and ogun owua (morning ogun celebration ) the processing involves all traditional and modern day professional and guilds every possible professional group in ondo such as blacksmiths medicine men and women, drivers, hunters, tailors, barbers to mention just a few participate in this celebration . These only expectations are probably civic servants and white collar workers most of them are usually dressed in rags palm friends with their faces and bodies mead with blue dye white powder and or charcoal some however use that period to show affluence and nobility by wearing usually beautiful multi-cultural outfit. 
T                   The osemawe is not left out of this festival he usually lead the early morning procession he wears a beaded crone that overs his whole face with write sheet tied on his left shoulder over his ogbada (flowing gown) others such the high chiefs medicine men and other trades men follow the kings procession every professional demonstrate his trade. The most esteemed group is the traditional medicine men referred to as ologun (medicine people) they are attired in medicine garments laced with all kinds of frightened herbal substances this groups usually engages young school children to write signpost which display the name of their pedigree and praise names some with warnings written in proverbs and the metaphorical magical medical expertise of the oloogun.
