The management of student hostel accommodation is a critical aspect of ensuring a conducive living environment for students. However, various challenges, such as inadequate infrastructure, inefficient allocation systems, and poor maintenance, can hinder effective management. This study examines the problems and prospects of managing student hostel accommodation projects, highlighting key issues, such as overcrowding, inadequate facilities, and security concerns. The study also explores potential solutions, including the adoption of technology, improved allocation systems, and enhanced maintenance protocols. The findings of this study can inform policymakers and administrators in developing effective strategies for managing student hostel accommodation projects.
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
1.1	Background of the Study
Generally shelter is considered to be the next necessity to man after food thus globally seen as in essential resources in the same vein education is known and accepted, the world over,
as the major means by which economic, social, political and technological development could be achieved, thus the need to provide accommodation to the “learners” as those who are to  acquire the knowledge and skills for the sustainability of these developments. 
Shelter, otherwise known as accommodation has to do with privacy, personal space and
territoriality. Thus, a hostel accommodation is a place of abode for. Students which in come might come in the form of a shared room accommodation where students can rent a bed space (usually for short term stay) within a bigger space that provide common areas and commercial facilities such as bathroom, lounge, kitchen etc. the motion of “hall accommodation’ is in line with ( Ezechukwu’s, in (1999) opinion that hostel in a place where student live and is usually situated within the school premises where student accommodated in halls. The reason for sitting hostel, with school premises might not be unconnected with the fact that it could enable student, to feel the impact of school environment on the learning activities.
Clark and Maeye (1992) see hostel as somewhere people, especially ( students) live away from home, can stay and eat fairly cheap in the same vein ( Horn by 2000) see hostel as building in which board and lodging are provided, with the support of authorities concerned, for student and workmen in training.
Hostel accommodation has been a major area of concern with increasing student population as a result of increasing interest in higher institution of learning over the year.
The rise of student in take in the recent year, most especially in the Kwara state polytechnic, has lead to various problematic problem condition of hostel accommodation which range from inadequate infrastructure facilities to overcrowding thus, that renewed interest in sourcing and researching the best practicable approach toward the enablement of an efficient and conducive academic drive environment.
The Federal Republic of Nigeria (2004) stated that the goals of higher education include acquisition development and inculcation of the proper value orientation for individual and societal survival and the development of intellectual capacities to enable the individual understand and appreciate the environment.
These goals as far as the higher institution is concern cannot be achieved unless student in the higher institution adequately accommodated and provided with safe drinking water, adequate sanitation, regular supply of electricity and access to affordable means of transportation. It is fairly common occurrence for facilities to either be available or found in a state of despair. Hostel accommodation is one of the physiological needs that are pre-requisite site to the quality of survival of the student in terms of health academic performance of leaning.
The notable problems facing hostel accommodation in Nigeria range from overcrowded rooms to congestion of sanitary facilities, which result in an increased pressure on the infrastructure and other social amenities, cutting short their expected useful life these in turn  rapidly affect the academic environment and in turn oppose serious danger to health of the student in terms of epidemics although various studies have been done in this. Perspective, majority of them driveled on the challenge encountered by student rather than looking at the challenges faced by those saddled with the responsibilities of managing those‘hostel unit.
Modehulu and Agommuoh (2014) in their study revealed that these were in adequate Student accommodation caused by inadequate number of hostel, inadequate environment management, and over crowdedness due to increased student enrolment. They also revealed that hostel environmental hazards affect student’s socially and academically to a great extent in Nigeria.
In many countries, especially in developing countries the government have been the main  provider of student accommodation for public higher institution as a result of limited government resource government in developing countries are unable to meet adequately, the demand on accommodation to all public higher institution over past two decadesgovernment in many developing countries have involved private hostel provide to participate in building hostels and hall of residence for student in order to meet the demand for more accommodation infrastructure
One of the most important services delivered by the student affairs department is arranging and providing not only acceptable but affordable accommodation these are duty of an outstanding importance especially to the first year student who is most case are complete strangers in the environment. However factors like high rent, cost of transportation and traffic have led to a review of the policy by polytechnic administration. The polytechnic administration can only accommodate about 45% of students’ population. The allocation into various students housing is a follow, first year students’, final year students, foreign students. These include virtually all foreign students who applied for accommodation in the polytechnic nevertheless, residential and non- residential student enjoy common on campus facilities of physical environment, distance to lecture.
According to Patmobano (2012) student hostel provide at many Nigeria institution are not given maintenance attention as a result, the hostel are in poor state that do not support the living the learning objective of providing accommodation facilities besides other academic building the deterioration state in the physical condition of student hostel on the campus of some institution in Nigeria maybe blamed for poor academic performance coupled with social problem such as student unrest, poor health poor academic and other negative behavior patterns that are found in disadvantage communities ( Adamu and Shakaitu (2016)
Thus, this study looks at the challenges associated with the management of hostel accommodation in Nigeria tertiary institution with particular reference to Kwara polytechnic Ilorin, through identification of the type of hostel unit provided, assessment of the availability and present condition of the hostel infrastructure, evaluation of the problem encountered by’ student residing in the hostels and identifying the hostel management until/ personnel can the management approach adopted by Kwara polytechnic
Finally, it is expected that the finding of this study will be useful to the management as the condition of the facilities will exposed cum the problem found by the student which ishope to at the long run lead to improved service.
Accommodation has to do with privacy, personal space and territoriality. Student accommodation can be seen as a place of abode for students; it is also a place where students live it is usually situated within the Campus where students are accommodated in hostels or halls of residence Ezeukwu, (1999). This hall of residence, apart from protecting students from sun, rain, heat and cold, represent a learning  environment which has tremendous in act on the comfort, safety and performance of students. The essence is to enable students settle down and have a place of rest. According to Onyegiri (2004), the essence of hostels in campus is to accommodate students and to encourage effective teaching and learning.
Ozioko (1997) affirmed that adequate accommodation is one of the student’s personnel services that enhance the achievement of educational objectives or instruction in an educational institution.
The Federal Republic of Nigeria (2004) in her NPE stated that the goals of higher education include the acquisition, development and inculcation of the proper value orientation for individual and societal survival and the development of intellectual capacities to enable the individual understand and appreciate his environment. These goals, as far as Kwara State Polytechnic Ilorjn is concern cannot be achieved unless students in Kwara State Polytechnicilorin are adequately accommodated and provided with safe drinking water, adequate sanitation, regular supply of electricity and access to affordable means of transport.
Lack of or inadequate living space among students is one of the causes of psychological difficulty, and the likely hood of disposition to aggression is high among students when they are not properly accommodated or when they are crowded. This is because when an environment is not conducive, it leads or results in aggressive behaviors emanating from such environment. Ozioko,( 1997).
Hence, the quality of an environment goes a long way to influence the behavior of the individuals found in and around it. Credence has been lend to this assertion by Omu, (2003) who stated human behavior is fundamentally related to attributes of physical environment, that is, an environment determines the range of behavior or activities that can occur in it and most of the times determines in a more positive sense particular aspect or pattern of an individual’s behavior:. Therefore, the physical environment of the school including condition of hostels and the transport system, affect student behaviors either negatively or positively.
The problem of students accommodation started in 1973 when the Federal Government took over the existing tertiary institutions and even established new ones without giving serious consideration to the implications of such policy decision including the large students population it inherited from the take-over. For instance this increasing student enrolment also affected students enrolment in Kwara State Polytechnic Ilorin in Nigeria. For instance, Alumanah (2001) observed that between 1996/97 and 1999/2000 academic Sessions Alvanlkoku College of Education recorded about 100%increase in students enrolment. And this increasing students enrolment affected students accommodations ne’ative1y even to the extent many students opted to live out of the college campus.
This development forced many students to live off-campus where they are exposed to all kinds of danger and threats. For those who are lucky to secure private accommodation within the campus, they are charged exorbitant rents. And even at that, safe drinking water am! access to affordable means of transportation are not assured All of these constraints affect students academic achievement negatively. Alumanah (2001).
The problems arising from the above situation are enormous. For example, a room which  is meant and structurally designed for two persons now accommodates four to six students. The implication is that other household facilities pike water supply, electricity and toilets are over used because they are now serving more people than it was originally meant.
Though, Kwara State Polytechnic Ilorin are not expected to provide a hundred percent of the student’s hostel accommodation. Accommodation is hard to find in towns where most tertiary institutions are situated and the situation is worsened by inefficient transportation system thereby affecting students academic achievement negatively.
The importance of adequate hostel accommodation for students could imply that ac accommodation should not only be adequately provided but should also be well managed. The authorities of Kwara State Polytechnic Ilorin are not only concerned with the planning and  coordinating but also with the maintenance of student hostel accommodation. The management of student hostel accommodation therefore rests on the hand of Kwara State
Polytechnic Ilorin management which is in a position to appreciate as well as administer a school on a productive manner so as to achieve the goals and objectives of the educational system Omu, (2006). Writing on the social implications of students living together in hostels, Elechi, (2008) posited that school is a socializing agent that helps in moulding human character and the state of art in schools can determine anindividuals character. The institution of higher learning is also expected to give the student a wholesome education that will positively influence character and learning. Since his/her character is influenced by his/her interaction with fellow students in the classroom and in the hostels.
While lamenting on the ills associated with inadequate accommodation facilities in the Nigerian tertiary institution, Ezukwu (1999) observed that students frequently forfeit their academic work for a long period in search of accommodation. Most times, the students are reported to skip or miss lectures, examinations and laboratory practical as a result of problems emanating from inadequate accommodation. In addition, there are frequent cases offrustration, friction, conflict, antagonisms and open confrontation among roommates in overcrowded student hostels, on usage of wardrobes,  corner/spaces and other facilities in the room.
Today the student hostel accommodations are not only appears to be inadequate but some of the existing ones are dilapidated and constitute danger to the health of the students and the entire college communities. For instance, the hostel accommodations in Kwara State Polytechnic Ilorin are un conducive and deplorable and this affects the academic performance of students and their all-round development Akuchie, (1998). According to Mboto (2000), today cracked, decaying walls, sagging roofs, blown-off roofs, and bushysurroundings  are common phenomenon in schools. Oghonnaya and Ajaghonwu (1997) observed that this situation does not augur well for effective teaching and learning.
Many students miss lectures while looking for accommodation either in the Department or at the exams and records. Some of them repeat an academic year or miss their batch of National Youth Service due to the fact that records of result of exams they wrote and passed are missing (Nwagwu, 2006).
The colleges medical centers are always busy attending to students who are sick due to inadequate hostel accommodation. The picture suggests that student hostel accommodation appear not only inadequate in our campus, but that the existing ones are poorly managed and poorly supervised.
The present situation is apparently affecting the student’s in many ways, and all the strategies  adopted by Kwara State Polytechnic Ilorin so far to arrest the situation appear to be yielding no significant results. It could be that effective strategies have not been applied. This situation informs the researcher’s interest to investigate how best to handle the situation, that is management of student hostel accommodation problems in Kwara State Polytechnic Ilorin in North Central Nigeria.
1.2	 Statement of the Problem
Shelter is considered to be the next most important basic needs of man after food. It had been noted that as at 2003, there were 50,000 regular students in Kwara State Polytechnic Ilorin in the North Central Nigeria with not more than 20.000 bed spaces. This situation has not improved today as there are less bed spaces for students. This implies that about 4 students share one bed in these colleges. This poses a serious danger to the health of’ the students. If hostels are too crowded, poorly built and not adequately supplied with water, it can lead to epidemic or increased incidence of sickness and even death. Conversely good housing leads to good health and higher rate of academic participation. The consequence of this accommodation problem in the campuses is that many students who are not accommodated in the hostel are now being charged exorbitant fees for accommodations outside the campuses. The most sympathetic thing is that many of these houses are mud houses and many are in a very poor state of disrepairs. Hardly does one find water in such
houses, left alone decent toilet system.
This problem of hostel accommodation in our Kwara State Polytechnic Ilorin may have short and long term negative implications on students health, and even their academic achievement. ‘Therefore, the problem of this study is the need to investigate students accommodation problems in Kwara State Polytechnic Ilorin and identify various management strategies to curb the problems.
1.3 Historical Background of the area
Ilorin was found by the Yoruba, one of the three largest ethnic group in Nigeria, in the late 18thcentury. It’s became a provincial military headquarter within the Oyo empire until 1817,  when the local Kakanfo [field marshal] named Afonja rebelled, supported by the Hausa ShehuAlimi an itinerant Islamic practice and teacher.
Ilorin is the capital city of Kwara state located in the western region of Nigeria. Although  Ilorin is classified under the north- central geopolitical zone, one city is considereda Yoruba city by all historical and sociological standards. As of the 2006 census, it had apopulation  777,667 making it the 7th largest city by population in Nigeria.
Modern Ilorin is mainly inhabited by Muslim Yoruba people. although it’s traditional single- story red- mud house with matched straw roofs and numerous mosques, all protected by a mud wall, the modern city is an industrial, commercial and educational centre. It is a major-market for locally raised crops (yams, cassava, [manioc]. corn{ maize], sorghum t, rice, peppers, peanut [ground nut], Shea nut, kola nut, [conon] and for cattle, hides, and poultry,. Local handcraft includes pottery making, wood carving, leather working, cloth weaving, and mat and basket weaving. The growing industrial sector now includes sugar refining, food processing, soft drink bottling, matches and soap manufacturing, and iron working. These are several bank and insurance companies that serve the city and the state.
Ilorin is served by the railway and high way from Lagos (160 mile south- south west) via Ibadan which interest in the city and it has an international airport. Pop. (2016 est) urbanagglom, 960,000. “And the present governor” His Excellency Governor Abdulrahman who took office in 2019 till date.
The city is the site of the University of Ilorin [Unilorin]influencing intellectual and social fabric of the city, Kwara state polytechnic is another important tertiary institution, contribution to the development of skill man power in the region, Kwara state college of education Ilorin, plays a vital role in teacher training and education.
Kwara state polytechnic, Ilorin was established by the Excellency, the then military governor of Kwara- state, Col David Bamigboye In 1973.
The decision to ‘establish then polytechnic was announced during the launching of the four-year development plan in1971. The college eventually came into existence following the promulgation of Kwara state edict No. 4 of 1972 (now overtaken by the edict No. 21 of  1984 edict No. 13 of 1987 and edict No. 7 1994) as a body empowered by statute “to provide forstudies, training, research and development of techniques in art, and language, applied science, engineering, management and commerce, educational well as in other spheres of learning.
The Kwara state polytechnic formally commenced operation in January 1973 with a administrative machinery patterned closely after the existing university in the country.
The polytechnic has its’ MOTTO: TECHNOLOGY. INNOVATION, AND SERVICE.
At it’ inception in 1973, the polytechnic had 110 student’s 11 member of academic staff’ and 3 senior administrative staff and the” vision” of the polytechnic is “ to be foremost provider of technological and entrepreneurial skill”. And the pol’ technic “mission”to teach, import and faster the highest level of intellectual development and provide service to humanity through the explorations of available scientific and the present rector of the polytechnic is engineer Abdul Jimoh Mohammed.

The main Purpose of the study is to investigate the management of students’ Hostel accommodation Problem in Kwara Polytechnic Ilorin with a view to providing possible solution

1.6 	Significance of the study

Since the findings of the study will help in developing strategies that would assist in designing administrative techniques that would go a long way in improving students accommodation in the campus.
Finally this study will be of immense benefit to the general public in that they have the right to be informed on the problems of students hostel accommodation of which the government is soliciting their participation in addressing the situation. This is cause when there is conducive  atmosphere in Kwara State Polytechnic Ilorin: the objectives of higher education which is the production of higher level manpower, will be greatly achieved.

1.8	 Scope of the study
This study will be carried out in North Central Nigeria involving all Kwara State Polytechnic Ilorin in that Geo-Political Zone. It will focus on the nature of student hostel accommodation problems, factors responsible for these problems implications of these problems in academic performance of students and finally, the management strategies on how to solve these problems, its impact on health, actions being taken by Students Affairs Department and Management Strategies that could he adopted by the Kwara State Polytechnic Ilorin.

CHAPTER TWO
2.0 				LITERATURE REVIEW
2.1 	Introduction
This chapter discusses the literature related to student and their problem of accommodation in their institution. This chapter is composed different section such as; theoretical review, empirical review, methodological review, and finally, the conceptual frame rock.
Access to adequate accommodation is a fundamental necessity for students pursuing higher education, significantly influencing their academic performance, mental well-being, and overall university experience. However, many institutions worldwide face persistent challenges in providing sufficient, affordable, and safe housing for their growing student populations. This chapter critically examines existing literature on the accommodation struggles students encounter, analyzing theoretical perspectives, empirical findings, methodological approaches, and conceptual models that frame this issue. The demand for student housing has surged due to increasing enrollment rates, urbanization, and the rising cost of living, yet supply remains inadequate in many regions. In developing countries, where infrastructure development lags behind educational expansion, the problem is particularly acute. Even in developed nations, skyrocketing rental prices near campuses force students into precarious living conditions, including overcrowded apartments, distant commutes, or unregulated private hostels. These challenges are not merely logistical but have profound implications for equity, retention rates, and academic success.
Therefore, This chapter is structured into four key sections to provide a comprehensive review. First, the theoretical review explores foundational models such as Maslow’s Hierarchy of Needs and Tinto’s Student Integration Theory, which link housing instability to diminished educational outcomes. Next, the empirical review synthesizes global and regional studies on housing shortages, cost burdens, safety risks, and their documented effects on students. The methodological review then evaluates the research designs employed in these studies, highlighting gaps such as the lack of longitudinal data. Finally, the conceptual framework integrates these insights into a visual model, identifying variables like affordability and institutional policies as determinants of student well-being.
2.2 	Theoretical Review
The purpose of the section is to examine the collection of theory and that help accumulated in regard to the problem recognized. The theoretical review helps to establish what theories already exist, the relationship between them, to what degree the existing theory have been investigated, and to develop new hypothesis to be tested.
Although previous studies related to this topic have recognized few theories, this will be given consideration in this section of the project.
The theoretical review serves as the foundation for understanding the problem of student accommodation challenges within higher education institutions. Its primary purpose is to examine existing theories related to the topic, analyze their interrelationships, assess the extent to which they have been explored, and identify gaps that may lead to new hypotheses for further research.
While previous studies on student housing problems have acknowledged a limited number of theories, this section critically evaluates those frameworks and explores their relevance to the current study. Theoretical perspectives provide a lens through which accommodation issues can be systematically analyzed whether in terms of student welfare, institutional policies, economic constraints, or socio-environmental factors. By synthesizing these theories, this review establishes a structured understanding of why accommodation remains a persistent challenge and how it impacts academic success, mental health, and overall student experience. The Theories are:
i. 	Happy productive student theories
This theory was developed by cotton, Dollard, and De Jonge (2002). According to them, student satisfaction while on campus is mediated by psycho- social factors (in this study are factors affecting student well-being) those including financial , coping, stress students while in campus has challenge and problem ranging from space, shared facilities, impeachment into one’s privacy.
Cotton further argue that high level of psychology distress at the polytechnics leads to low satisfaction to the extent to which consumer (in Kwara polytechnic) learning experience are affected in campus.
On the other hand, administration should not ignore access to these fabtors of student satisfaction because it increase the expectation of student about higher institution life when it produces positive confirmation of expectation leading to higher level of satisfaction (Churchill and superenant, 1982).
A happy or satisfied student for this study is perceived to have a comfortable
Place to live in terms of accommodation (weather —on —or —off campus) which is an important component of being satisfied during their college stay. These show the presence of a positive effect on their accommodation and untimely improve polytechnic education.
The student will therefore lack the emotional exhaustion which will lead to satisfied student’s cohort. In this case a student stay in the polytechnic is conceptualized as a job. This could be linked to the productive attribute of a learning institution such as work environment, satisfaction, cognitive demand, responsibilities and social interaction, which is social interaction, may entail social contact with peer and accommodative facilities.
The concept of happy productive theory is that when student display positive effect and achieve, and interact freely with other they are deemed to be more engaged in their academics and have higher aspirations.



ii. 	Social learning theory
This theory has proposed by Albet Bandura in 1977, is based on the concept that, in a social context, we learn from interaction with others. It is widely known that, nature and nature greatly shape human behavior.
Nature here means the environment in which such a person live that that influence the growth of such an individual, by witnessing the conducts of others, people develop like behaviors. After observing the behaviors of others, people embrace and initiate the behavior especially if their observational experience are positive ones or includes incentive related to the observed behavior. Through this, human are view as social animals that gather large amount of data on social work/behavior and then translate itinto complex and skilled performance. It is also said that the observer consider the effect of the behavior observed on the actor.
This is known as vicarious reinforcement in psychology. Reinforcement means the reward of the actor action, either positive or negative. If the behavior observe cause positive reward on the mode, then in order to gain such reward, the observer will most likely perform the behavior later, this goes the other way for a negative reinforcement.
iii. 	The social climate theory
The theory was developed by Moos (1976). The theory state that the way an individual perceives, then environment influences their interaction with it. The theory helps to establish the connection between the performance of student and his or her environment.
2.3 	Empirical review
This section analyze previous studies on the association
A comparison between student living in dormitories and those living in private home was made by (Ludeman 1940).
Thompson, Sarniratu and Rafter (1993) examine the effect of non- campus residence on first time college student and found that freshman student. Who lived in the campus had higher retention, a greater degree of academic process, and higher academic performance.
Bowan and Partin (1993) conducted a study to be determined if there is no significant different between the academic achievement of student that live on campus and off- campus counter parts.
According to Mohit (2010) living of student in a campus accommodation provides positive impact on his residents. Among the positive effect are more engaged with the academic environment.
Nabaseruka (2010) also indicated that accommodation as a significant effect on the academic performance of student and in school where accommodation facilities were good the performance of student are also high compare to school where accommodation facilities are poor.
Ware and Miller cited (1995) reviewed research trends in student live ,and found that even though here were some different in the way how the student were conducted, studenthousing play an important role in the enrolment of student and the inadequate facilities can add to the desire them to remain on campus.
2.4	Definition of terms
Accommodation:- A room, group of room or building in which someone may live or stay. 
Hostel:- an establishment which provide in expensive food and lodging for a specific group of people such as student, workers
Student hostel:- is a type of residence, often found on universities , polytechnic or colleges campus that provide affordable and share accommodation for student.
Management:- the process of dealing with, or controlling things of people. It is also the process of coordinating and directing people and resources to achieve organizational goals.
a) 	Management of student accommodation
Student accommodation is viewed as a dwelling for student away from their domestic family life which represents a shelter and place of relaxation after academic exercise of the day. It is very essential means to complement academic learning in any clime.
Student hostel structure, facilities and service were one of the pre- requisite physiological and psychological needs for the survival of the student in terms of their health, academic performance and social behavior accommodation and its ancillary facilities were necessary for sound academic pursuit. If not well constructed and manage, it can affect the psychological frame work and have jeopardized the intention of which it was originally designed.
Student accommodation can therefore be provided for by the school or by individual or cooperate organization. It can also be sited in campus or off campus.
Hostel facility varies in meaning across different location and dines. A hostel can be described as a building that provides lodging for student. It categories as a temporary shelter for the student. (ezeigweneme and Egolum 2020). In the opinion of ezechukwu (1999) in Yakub and Zaid (2020) that student accommodation is a plan when student live and is usually situated within the school premise in order to enable the student feel impact of school environment in their learning and interactions.
Management of student; involve provision of accommodation and complementary facilities like a clean space to ensure and entience the students comfort (Ezeigweneme and Egolurn 2020).
And in the opinion of OhaeriOmorojo (2020). It in the duty of the student and the hostel administrators to ensure the good states of the hostel facilities in the hostel, student were to complement in the management of the facilities because they were the end users.
b)	 Strategies in managing student hostel accommodation
According to Davis (2022). The various types of management strategies were run —to- failure, preventive and corrective management strategies. The Run — to — failure is a management strategy which is also emergency Management approach (EMA) maintenance strategy.
This appropriate is a what for things to totally breakdown before they were fixed. Preventive management strategy anticipate problems by planning the necessary intervention before they occur.
Corrective management strategy on the other hand amend and improve deterioration and manufacture of facilities when occur Davis (2022) further opined that preventive management strategies save costs, time and efforts as corrective and emergency strategies can that the operation of the facility, a system or a company.
British standard 3811, defines maintenance as work under take in order to keep, restore every facility or a combination of actions associated with initiation, organization management and implementation carried out to retain or restore an item to an acceptable standard which it can perform its require function.
Akinsola (2012), stated that the performance of tertiary institution building and their component to their optinurn, depends to a large extent on continues and planned periodical management strategy. Whereas Emoh and Nduke (2021) opined that the building of higher education institution in Nigeria only receive top management attention when there is a problem or an emergence it further stated that rather than management and maintenance strategy to be planned, preventive, prediction and scheduled in Kwara polytechnic, it iscorrective emergency management and maintenance strategies that is usually embarked upon.
Preventive maintenance is seen as a waste money and not necessary (Emoh and Nduke, 2021), under — funding, nonchalant attitude and huge capital out leg were some of the factors affecting management strategies of student; hostel accommodation.
It further explained that since there was multiple form and types of hostel provide, the opined priority of each , differ on management priority private developers will not compromise profit irrespective of the best strategies there might be.
c) 	Challenges in the management of student; hostel accommodation
According to Lateef Khimidi and Idris (2020) cited in Ezeigwenerne and Egolurn(2020) a well managed student hostel is that in where the facilities were functional with regular updating of obsolete accessories and regular periodic maintenance, as this has a their social life and academic achievements.
Adenuga, olufowobi and Raheern (2010) cited in Ezeigwenerne, and Egolurn (2020) further stated that management of student hostel in Nigeria continue to be problem as some of the factors responsible were poor maintenance culture, lack of maintenance knowledge, and indiscipline on the part of the user, of quacks, inadequate and bureaucratic process of releasing funds.
According to Okon (2004), cited in Ezeigweneme, and Egolum (2020) the reason for charges or hostel fees from the student is to enable the institution maintain the hostel and put the reason for charges or hostel facilities into modern style, yet the reverse is the case. The further stated this may be as a result of poor management system which will also result to poor management of the student hostel.
Ezeigweneme, and Egolum (2020) opined that the student hostel in Nigeria institution, is not a direct reflection of the British system of education where it originated from. It stated that the British system hostel fbr student with all necessary facilities and were mentioned adequately. It deduce that hostel managers in Nigeria institution were forced with tremendous challenge that make management of student hostel very problematic. It further stated that challenges of student hostel management have not be properly documented in academic literature hence, it has influence policy formulation.
YakubZard (2017) asserted that the management of student hostel in higher institution were bedeviled with challenges such as; poor composition of staff that constitute the maintenance department or physical planning unit of the institution, such unit were made up of engineers, architects, builder and quantity surveyor, rather than estate surveyor and value as facilities and property managers.
DatMbano (2012) observed that student hostel accommodation were not given the desired maintenance attention which result in the poor state of the hostel that do not support living and learning objectives, while Adumu and Shakantu(2016) is of the opinion that the deteriorated state in the physical condition of student hostel on campus of some institution in Nigeria especially Kwara polytechnic may be blamed for poor academic performance, social and negative behavior pattern and poor health on the campuses.
Meanwhile Ezeukwu (1999) concluded in his study on the management of student hostel in Kwara polytechnic, that lack of proper management skill on the part of all supervision, wardens and porters were the basic cause of the problem in student accommodation.
Gilbat (2011) on the other hand concluded a research on hostel accommodation in Kwara polytechnic with the aim of investigating the management of student hostel accommodation problem in schools, and concluded that hostel facilities were obsolete, by functioning due to lack of maintenance culture on the part of the official in charge of managing the hostel, poor funding, lack of partnership in ownership and manage of student hostel.
d) Student satisfaction in hostel management
Student satisfaction in the provision and management of hostel facilities reveled the perception of student about the running of the facilities. Since the student were the direct user of the hostel facility, it behave a comprehensive research on the perception. The satisfaction will definitely increase or reduce patronage and marketability of such accommodation and by extension, the polytechnic. It will also affect the healthiness and social behavior as well as the academic prowess of the students.
Ajayi, Nwosu and Ajani (2015) stated that student satisfaction with water and power supply in Kwara state polytechnic, Ilorin Kwarastate , was high while they were dissatisfied with toilet, laundry and birth room facilities. It conclude that the student were dissatisfy with inadequacy in number and quality of the facilities. Where as in the work of Nwankezie and mendie (2019), the student of Kwara polytechnic, Kwara state were averagely satisfy with available facilities which were fairly maintained when compared to the high cost of securing private hostel accommodation outside the campus.
Ubong (2007) conclude that high qualities facilities, positive roommate relationship, cleanliness of the environment, safety, opportunity to provide input in decision making in the hall management were predictors of student level of satisfaction with their hostel accommodation.


CHAPTER THREE
3.0 				RESEARCH METHODOLOGY
3.1 Introduction
This chapter presents the methodology applied in study. It describes design of the study,
target population and area of study, target population, sample and sampling technique,research instrument and methods of data collection.
3.2 	Research Design
The study adopts a descriptive survey design to examine the variables without influencing any of them, since they have already been manifested in the respondent.
Descriptive research helps to obtain data about the current status of the phenomena and to describe what exists with regard to the variables of the subject matter. The descriptive survey allows collection of huge extent of data from the target population.
3.3 	Area of the Study
The study will be carried out in Kwara state polytechnic Ilorin, Kwara state located in the western region of Nigeria.
3.4	 Targeted population
The targeted population refers to the total number of respondents to questionnaires used for the collection of data.
Students those involved in the study because they are the ones directly by the housing status and it is their educational performance that is being focused on, therefore they are vital informants.
The target population is the students of Kwara state polytechnic Ilorin, Kwara state, which is mixture of students residing in the school hall of residence, near campus, and those living in farther places, away from the Kwara polytechnic environment.
Students of ND2, HND 1 and HND2 level took part in the study. Students in NDI level were exempted from the study because they are made to stay in hostels provided by the institution and most likely do not have a choice as regards their place is residence. Also the post graduate was not targeted for the study since most of them are independent students.
3.5 	Sample and Sampling Technique
A sample refers to a fraction of a study population used to make conclusion about the populations.
The target population was stratified based on accommodation. This implied that the students were stratified as those who were on campus, and those who were off campus accommodation.
Stratification was used to increase precision and presentation (Kothari, 2009). Stratified sampling was utilized since it would aid the research to that certain subclass in the population was represented to in the sample.
The sample for the study is taken from 11,617. An idea sample is that which is large enough to serve as an adequate representative of population on which this research want to make conclusion about and small enough to be selected economically mainly in terms of money and time.
The sample of 9500 students has been selected for this study from the institution. The study adopted a single random sampling technique in identifying the student to participate in the study. This enables members of the population to have an equal chance of being selected without bias.
3.6 	Instruments and Method of Data Collection
This study, questionnaire was used to collect data. Questionnaire is a set of questions organized in order to assemble responses from respondents relating to the research topic.
The instruments were suitable for the study since the population targeted was diverse in social and economic cases. The questionnaires were used for sensitive topics and questions which users could find it convenient to diverge through other means.
A questionnaire is ideal for survey study, questionnaire have been widely used to educate to obtain information about current situations. It is therefore effective in terms of time and anonymous nature allows respondents to give information easily.
The questions were in printed form and were to be answered by the respondents (students). One procedure for data collection goes thus: permission was requested from the institution showing that the study is for academic purposes. The target questionnaires were

4.2	Summary of the Findings 
The followings constitute the summary of the findings of this study 
1. 	Poor hostel accommodations have a negative implications on the academic performance of the students 
2.	Some management strategies could be adopted to ameliorate students hostel accommodation problem such as involving government in the provisions funds, admission of students based on available bed Spence’s and having a good hostel maintenance culture 
3. 	The Survey revealed that over crowding, poor Maintenance and inadequate amenities are major problems affecting hostel accommodation management 
4. 	Respondents believe that modernization of facilities increased funding and Better maintenance are potential solutions to improve hotel accommodation management



CHAPTER FIVE
DISCUSSION, IMPLICATIONS, RECOMMENDATION, LIMITATIONS, SUGGESTIONS, CONCLUSION AND SUMMARY
This chapter presents the findings of the study based on the research questions and null hypotheses that guided the study. The implications were examined with relevant recommendations and conclusion.
Based on the general findings of the study, the staff do not consider inadequate hostel accommodation, overcrowding, location of hostels very far from classroom area, inadequate supply of social amenities such as water, and electricity, inadequate toilet facilities, poor sanitation, poor communication network, insufficient water and dilapidated hostel building as constituting the nature of students’ hostel accommodation problems in Kwara State Polytechnic Ilorin, the students saw these as the problems. In other words, the students agree that all the items under investigation in nature of accommodation problem constitute problems. This is in agreement with the stipulations of Onyejiri (2004) who found out that students indicated inadequate hostel accommodation, overcrowding, inadequate supply of social amenities and poor sanitation constitute problems in hostel accommodation for students in state Kwara State Polytechnic Ilorin in North West Nigeria.
The findings also indicated that students are of the opinion that increase in student enrolment, poor funding by the government, lack of maintenance culture, inadequate trained personnel, lack of partnership between government and private individuals and organizations in the ownership and management of students' hostels and lack of space for construction of new halls of residence, all constitute factors responsible for students' hostel accommodation problem. Staff on the contrary disagreed with these factors as constituting accommodation problem among students of Kwara State Polytechnic Ilorin. Generally, the students revealed that all the above listed factors constitute problems in students hostel accommodation in Kwara State Polytechnic Ilorin. Going by this result, it is obvious that these factors need to be addressed by the school authorities so as to help students achieve their aims and objectives in school. This is in agreement with the postulation of Ozioko (1997), who affirmed that adequate accommodation constitute one of the students' personnel services that enhances the achievement of educational objectives or instruction in an educational institution.
It was found by this study, that generally, poor hostel accommodation has a negative implication on academic performance of students in Kwara State Polytechnic Ilorin. This is revealed in the responses of staff and students who agreed that lack of conducive hostel accommodation encourage truancy and consequently poor concentration on academic work performance. Poor hostels accommodation was agreed by both staff and students to be one of the major factors responsible for poor performance among students. Poor hostel accommodation with its attendant characters such as lack of water, electricity supply were agreed to affect academic activities among students negatively also. It was generally agreed that students' accommodation has no link with their academic pursuit more so, it was also agreed by respondents that poor students' accommodation is one of the root causes of mass failure of students.
From the findings of this study, it was revealed that the suggested strategies could be adopted to ameliorate students’ hostel accommodation problem. Respondents strongly agree that private agencies and individuals should be allowed to build and manage hostels for students. Respondents also strongly agreed that government should provide funds to college management to build more hostels for students. This should be based on the number of bed spaces in the hostel, students agreed with it. Also, it was agreed by respondents that there should be maintenance culture in institutions.
It was also found by the study that there is statistically a significant difference between the mean ratings of staff and students on nature of hostel accommodation problems. There was also a significant difference in the means responses of staff and students with regard to the factors responsible for students accommodation problems. Finally, it was revealed by the study that there is a significant difference on the mean ratings of respondents with regard to the implication of accommodation problem on academic performance of students of Kwara State Polytechnic Ilorin.
5.1 	Implication of Study
The findings of this study has provided some educational implications for students of Kwara StatePolytechnic Ilorin, staff and student affairs department of Kwara State Polytechnic Ilorin and thegeneral public. The management of students' hostel accommodation problems in Kwara State Polytechnic Ilorin in the North Western Nigeria is very important in understanding the impact of poor accommodation on students' academic activities.
From the findings of this study, it becomes pertinent for school authorities to make room for students comfort, so that the students can perform well in their academic activities. This is because both the school and hostel environments must be conducive, if students will perform well in school environment.
Also, although staff do not consider the factors that constitute students' hostels
accommodation problem as constituting any challenge, students saw them as challenges. There is therefore the implication that school management should Endeavour to tackle these factors, so that students can concentrate in their studies and also achieve their educational objectives. Also, school management should try to put students' enrolments in check and also, Endeavour to maintain the good state of the already existing hostel buildings, so that accommodation can be made available for those admitted in a particular academic session.
The findings of the study also imply that on the perceived impact of accommodation problem on students' academic performance to be properly tackled, factors such as lack of water and electricity, and other poor hostel facilities should be fixed by the school authority, government, private individual and all the members of the public who are responsible for students welfare.
The study also revealed that both staff and students agreed on the suggested management strategies that could be adopted to address these accommodation problems. This implies that privateagencies should be allowed to build and manage hostels. government on her part should providefunds for building of more hostels, admission of students should be based on available bed spaces,andcultivation of good maintenance culture.
5.2 	Recommendations
From the findings of the study, the following recommendations are made:
1.	School authority in collaboration with the government should Endeavour to build more hostels for students in order to avoid the problem of inadequate of hostel buildings and overcrowding. Also, hostels should be located close to the lecture rooms for easy accessibility by students.
1. School management and the government should endeavor to repair dilapidated hostel buildings, toilet facilities, and also ensure the constant supply of water and electricity as well as other necessary facilities, so as to enable the students settle down and undertake their studies.
2. Students also have the responsibility of keeping the hostels clean.
They would achieve this by cleaning their rooms, toilets and bathrooms, sweeping their corridors and also dumping refuse where appropriate.
3. Factors responsible for students’ hostel accommodation problems such as increase in students’ enrolment should be tackled by the school authority, so as to avoid over population of the hostel buildings.
4. The management strategies suggested for the amelioration of students’ hostel
accommodation problems, such as government and individuals being allowed to build and manage hostels for students, provision of funds by the government for building of more hostels, admission of students based on available bed spaces and good maintenance culture among all those concerned with the management of the hostels should be implemented, in order to provide good hostel environment for students.
5.3	Conclusion
This research study examined management of student’s hostel accommodation problems in Kwara State Polytechnic Ilorin in North Western Nigeria. Based on the findings of the study, the following conclusions were drawn:
Students have accommodation problems in Kwara State Polytechnic Ilorin and these range from inadequate hostel accommodation, overcrowding and inadequate supply of social amenities.
Many are responsible for students hostel accommodation problems in Kwara State. Proffer solution to these includes increase in students enrollment, poor funding from government, lack of maintenance culture, inadequate trained personnel, lack of space for construction of new hostel and lack of partnership between government, private individuals and organization in the provision and management of students hostels.
