Childcare, also known as day care, is the care and supervision of one or more children, typically ranging from two weeks to 18 years old. Although most parents spend a significant amount of time caring for their child(ren), childcare typically refers to the care provided by caregivers who are not the child's parents. Childcare is a broad topic that covers a wide spectrum of professionals, institutions, contexts, activities, and social and cultural conventions. Early childcare is an important and often overlooked component of child development. 
Day-care centre, institution that provides supervision and care of infants and young children during the daytime, particularly so that their parents can hold jobs. Such institutions appeared in France about 1840, and the Société des Crèches was recognized by the French government in 1869. Day-care centres were established in most European cities and industrial centres during the second half of the 19th century; the first in Great Britain, for example, was established in 1860. In the United States, the terms day nursery,   day- or child-care centre, and nursery school are often used interchangeably to identify various types of day care for children and for preschool educational programs. 
Services to young children and their families have a longer history in European and Asian countries than in the United States, where day-care centres are generally private and of varying quality. In many countries, day-care facilities are associated with the mother’s place of work. Infant care and preschool programs are a normal provision in many developed countries, and in some countries, such as France and Italy, they are included in the regular public-school system. However, the United States has developed no societal consensus about the appropriateness of day care, and the resulting unevenness of standards of care is cause for concern. Both the importance and the availability of day care increased in the 20th century owing to the rising proportion of women in the workforce. 
A variety of people and organizations are able to care for children. The child's extended family may also take on this caregiving role. Another form of childcare is that of center-based childcare. In lieu of familial caregiving, these responsibilities may be given to paid caretakers, orphanages or foster homes to provide care, housing, and schooling. 
Professional caregivers work within the context of center-based care (including crèches, daycare, preschools and schools) or a home-based care (nannies or family daycare). The majority of child care institutions available require child care providers to have extensive training in first aid and be CPR certified. In addition, background checks, drug testing at all centers, and reference verifications are normally a requirement. Child care can consist of advanced learning environments that include early childhood education or elementary education. The objective of the program of daily activities at a child care facility should be to foster age appropriate learning and social development.  
In many cases the appropriate child care provider is a teacher or person with educational background in child development, which requires a more focused training aside from the common core skills typical of a child caregiver. 
As well as these licensed options, parents may also choose to find their own caregiver or arrange childcare exchanges/swaps with another family. 
Access to and quality of childcare have a variety of implications for children, parents and guardians, and families. Child care can have long-term impacts on educational attainment for children. Parents, particularly women and mothers, see increased labor force attachment when child care is more accessible and affordable. In particular, increased affordable child care opportunities have economic benefits for immigrant communities and communities of color.

 The first crèche was opened by Firmin Marbeau on 14 
November 1844 in Paris, The Société des Crèches was recognized by the French government in 1869. Originating in Europe in the late 
18th and early 19th century, day cares were established in the United States by private charities in the 1850s, such as the Charity Organization Society founded by Ansley Wilcox. The Fitch Creche in Buffalo, New York was known as the first day center for working mothers in the United States. Another at that time was the New York Day Nursery in 1854. 
 In English-speaking and other conservative countries, the vast majority of childcare is still performed by the parents, in-house nannies or through informal arrangements with relatives, neighbors or friends, but most children are in daycare centers for most of the day in Nordic Countries, for example. Child care in the child's own home is traditionally provided by a nanny or au pair, or by extended family members including grandparents, aunts and uncles. Child care is provided in nurseries or crèches or by a nanny or family child care provider caring for children in their own homes. It can also take on a more formal structure, with education, child development, discipline and even preschool 
education falling into the fold of services. 
 The day care industry is a continuum from personal parental care to large, regulated institutions. Some childminders care for children from several families at the same time, either in their own home (commonly known as "family day care" in Australia) or in a specialized child care facility. Some employers provide nursery provisions for their employees at or near the place of employment. 
 For-profit day care corporations often exist where the market is sufficiently large or there are government subsidies. Independent studies suggest that good daycare is not harmful. In some cases, good daycare can provide different experiences than parental care does, especially when children reach two and are ready to interact with other children. Children in higher quality childcare had somewhat better language and cognitive development during the first 4½ years of life than those in lower quality care. 
Daycare, also known as childcare, is the care and supervision of children, typically outside their home, during the day, often to enable parents to work. It encompasses a range of services, including supervision, educational activities, and social-emotional development opportunities for children. Daycares can be formal facilities or informal arrangements with relatives or caregivers.  
Key Concepts in Daycare: 
 Supervision and Safety: 
Daycares prioritize creating a safe environment for children, with trained staff ensuring their well-being throughout the day. This includes monitoring playtime, meals, naps, and daily routines.  
 Early Childhood Development:

Daycares may follow various educational philosophies and curricula, such as Montessori, Reggio Emilia, or Waldorf, each with its own approach to learning and development.  
 Diversity and Inclusion: 
Daycares are increasingly focused on creating inclusive environments that celebrate diversity and expose children to different cultures and backgrounds.  
 Health and Wellness: 
Daycares often incorporate health and wellness practices, such as hygiene routines, healthy eating habits, and promoting physical activity.  
2.4 Concepts of Child Care Development  
Child development can be defined as the process by which a child changes over time. It covers the whole period from conception to an individual becoming a fully functioning adult. It’s a journey from total dependence to full independence. 
Child development incorporates, physical growth as well as intellectual, language, emotional and social development. Whilst these aspects are often considered separately, in reality each influences all of the others. For example, as the brain develops physically, so intellectual abilities increase. This in turn allows a child to explore their social world more fully, develop their emotional responses to it and the language needed to describe it, but in turn, this exploration directly impacts on further physical brain development. 
A number of factors affect the course and progression of child development within a given individual. These include the innate or the biological makeup of the child themself and external influences such as family, society, economics, health and culture. Thus, growth and development are directly related to the child’s nutrition, affluence, parenting styles, education and interaction with peers. 
Child development and care encompasses the processes and activities that support a child's physical, cognitive, social, and emotional growth from infancy to adulthood. It involves creating a nurturing and stimulating environment, addressing their developmental needs, and promoting their overall well-being through healthcare, education, play, and emotional support.  
Here's a more detailed breakdown: 
Child Development: 
· Definition: 
It refers to the biological, psychological, and emotional changes that occur in humans from birth to the end of adolescence.  
· Stages: 
It involves various stages of growth, including physical changes, cognitive development (thinking, learning, problem-solving), social and emotional development (relationships, behavior, feelings).  
· Importance:

2.6 Types of Daycare on Child Development 
Child care options can be broadly categorized into centerbased care, home-based care, and informal care, with various specific types within each category.  
Center-based care: 
· Child Care Centers: 
These are facilities that provide care for groups of children, often with a structured curriculum and a range of age-appropriate activities. They may be stand-alone facilities or associated with larger organizations.  
· Preschools: 
These programs focus on early childhood education for children typically aged 3-5, preparing them for kindergarten. 
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Head Start/Early Head Start: 
These programs offer comprehensive early childhood education, health, nutrition, and parent involvement services to low-income families.  
· Before/After School Programs: 
These programs provide care and supervision for school-aged children before and after school hours.  
· Day Nurseries: 
These are facilities providing care for children from birth to school age, often with a focus on play-based learning.  
· Pre-K Programs: 
These programs offer early education for children in the year or two before kindergarten.  
Home-based care: 
· Family Child Care Homes: 
These are smaller, licensed or unlicensed facilities operated by individuals in their homes.  
· Nannies: 
These are individuals hired to care for children in the child's home, often providing more personalized and flexible care.  
Au Pairs: 
These are individuals from foreign countries who live with a family and provide childcare and light household duties in exchange for room and board.  
· Babysitters: 
These are individuals who provide occasional or short-term care for children, usually in the child's home.  
· Relative Care: 
This involves care provided by a child's relative (grandparent, aunt/uncle, etc.) in either the relative's home or the child's home.  

· In-Home Care: 
This encompasses care provided by a nanny, babysitter, or other caregiver in the child's home.  
Informal care: 
· Friends and Neighbors: 
This involves care provided by friends or neighbors, often on an occasional or informal basis.  
 Informal Childcare: 
This refers to care arrangements that are not formally regulated or licensed, such as care provided by family members, friends, or neighbors.  
· Drop-in Centers: 
These centers offer occasional or short-term care for children, often for parents who need a few hours of care while they attend appointments or run errands.

MRI scans showed that several brain region and total brain volumes were substantially larger in participants of the child care program than in the control group.  
Several studies undertaken in the United States from 2000 to 2007, said that good daycare for non-infants is not harmful.[20] In some cases, good daycare can provide different experiences than parental care does, especially when children reach two years old and are ready to interact with other children. Bad daycare puts the child at physical, emotional and attachment risk. Higher quality care was associated with better outcomes. 5.2 SITE DESIGN CONCEPT: 
The site planning is guided by the idea of zoned accessibility, ensuring that vehicular and pedestrian access is safe and separate. The gatehouse controls entry, while parking zones are placed near the entrance to reduce walking stress for children and parents. The recreational garden is situated towards the entrance providing a peaceful view from waiting areas. 
5.3 BUILDING DESIGN CONCEPT 
The daycare layout is organized around zoning principle, public, semi-private and private laid out in a radial or modular arrangement. Circulation is intuitive with minimal cross-traffic between children and teachers.  
5.4 CONSTRUCTION METHODOLOGY: Reinforced concrete frame structure with blockwork partition walls for durability and resistance to work.  
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
