	King spoke more on Local Government that the main aim of the Local Government Reform 1946 was stated on development, participatory democracy stability and federal local relationship. Local Government was also made to be understood internationally when the united nation office for public administration defines local government as:
	A political subdivision of a nation or (in a Federal System) State, which is constituted by law and has substantial control of local affairs including the powers to impose taxes to exact labour are prescribed purposes. The governing body of such an entity is elected or otherwise selected.
	Local Government in any system is assumed to have some characteristics like a given territory and population, an institutional structure for legislative executive and administration purposes a separate legal entity. The principle of autonomy according to Ademole A. Popoola implies that no Government can impose duties on the functionaries at the other without the consult of the Local Government Reform for a government in the absence of constitution authorization to control function on another government without consulting the Chief Executive.
	According to Retired Major General Adeyinka Adebayo who posit that Local \Government is essentially on instrument of National or State Government for the performance of certain basic services which knowledge of the needs, condition and peculiarities of the areas concerned. Professor A.S. population occupying a defined area that has a legally authorized organization and governing body, a separated legal entity with the power to provide certain public service and a substantial degree of authority local government can be seen as a political and administration machinery for governing or provided government services at the sub-national level. Local Government is therefore seen as a government that performs obligatory rule, has powers to sue and be sued. Local government is a government that should or local government being a government that can sue and be sued. Olopade defined local government. As the government of the local level in which the inhabitants of the locality play a prominent and indirect role through their elected representative. Since it is an elected organ, it has the power and right directly from the people it is formed to see the needs of the people and equally their opinion.
	Local Government sources their finance from both internal and external sources.
1. Internal Sources: These are sources which  are within the statutory preview of local government finance. They include tax rates, license.
2. External Sources: These are financial sources of which local government don’t full control of the inflow, amount and some times issues of its time of arrival. They include, statutory allocation loans, grants, aids and so on.
	More so, are limitation of those type of conceptualization of development is belief that quantitative changes in economy “such as increased output” would automatically create quantitative changes such as eradication or poverty and destruction because visible tangible and compelling.
