There were twelve local government areas at that time in 1976 two more local government areas. Asa and Moro were however carried out of the former Ilorin West Local Government areas with the creation of additional state by Gen. Ibrahim Gbadamosi Babangida administration in 1991. Ilorin West Local Government area was far their divided into Ilorin west and east Ilorin west local government areas is vested with financial responsibilities to enable it provided the much needed local services
	Organization structure and staffing of local government strictly in line with the federal military government guide lines on the form, all our local government councils directly responsible to the council is the chief executive or secretary of the  local government who is appointed under section 84 of the edict in 1991 section 84 of the said edict was amended to allow the chairman appoint his own secretary who will equally go along with him/her on completing his term of office in addition to being the chief executive. The secretary is also the most senior member of the staff.
