Also, state governors have used the Joint Account to siphon local government allocations from the federation account. Akhabue (2011) pointed out that the last criminal fact was that state governors redistributed allocations to local government from the federation account and gave less than N20 millions to each council to pay salaries, and take care of their overhead cost. All these corruptive activities had added in no small measure to the problem of inadequate finance which has made effective services delivery at the rural areas to be impossible. This paper therefore tends to address this problem of inadequate finance which has posed serious challenge to the development at the rural areas. Thus, the burgoos allocations to local government do not get to the hand of local government practitioners for proper services delivery.

It is any autonomous or independent body created by law and dealing with matters of local government reforms (1976) defined local government as government at local level exercised through representative councils established by law to exercise specific powers within defined areas.

Rural Development has traditionally centered on the exploitation of land-intensive natural resources such as agriculture and forestry. However, changes in global production networks and increased urbanization have changed the character of rural areas. Increasingly tourism, niche manufacturers, and recreation have replaced resource extraction and agriculture as dominant economic drivers. The need for rural communities to approach development from a wider perspective has created more focus on a broad range of development goals rather than merely creating incentive for agricultural or resource based businesses. Education, entrepreneurship, physical infrastructure, and social infrastructure all play an important role in developing rural regions. Rural development is also characterized by its emphasis on locally produced economic development strategies. In contrast to urban regions, which have many similarities, rural areas are highly distinctive from one another. Rural development programmes are usually top-down from the local or regional authorities, regional development agencies, NGOS, National Government or international development organization. SOURCES OF LOCAL GOVERNMENT FINANCE

0.3 THEORETICAL FRAMEWORK

The first was that there are certain concerns or interests which only a section of the community has in common and it is convenient as well as advisable that only those who share this community of interests should administer them.
2.4	 CURRENT TREND IN THINKING
	There shall be paid by each state in the federation to the state joint local government account in ach quarter of the financial year a sum representing percent of the total revenue for the quarter of the state concerned.
a. The national assembly shall make provision for allocation of public revenue to local government in the federation and
b. The house of assembly of a state shall make provision for statutory of the public revenue to local government within the state.
Each state shall pay to the local government’s councils in its area of jurisdiction such proportion of it total revenue of such and in such manner as may prescribed by the National Assembly. Section 162 (8) want further to provide that the amount standing to the credit of local government councils of that state in such farms and in such manner as may be prescribed by the house of assembly of the state.
i. General Grants: Finance or revenue from these sources can be spent by the local government on any of its services or capital projects.
ii. Rate Equalization Grants: This is to make up for loss in income tax and rate revenue resulting from central government controls.
iii. Specific Grants: This required to money paid as a percentage of our approved expenditure in respect of any specific services re-ordered on behalf of the state government during the previous fiscal year by local authority.
PROBLEMS OF LOCAL GOVERNMENT
i. Inadequate Fund: Local governments do have enough with which they operate. Their responsibilities are for greater than the fund allocated to them.
ii. Embezzlement: Some countries officials embezzle funds grant to there to the council. This reduces the amount of funds available for public services.
iii. Briber and Corruption: Some council’s officials demand and take bribe before they perform their normal duties.
iv. Nepotism and Favorites: Some council officials used their authority to give under favor relation and friends, for instance, in the award of contracts.
v. Lack of Qualified Personnel: Some council’s officials clack the required qualification for their jobs this affect the efficiency of local government.
vi. Political Interference: The central of state government to interfere underly with the work of local government or council’s. This slows down progress in local government services.
vii. Inefficient Personnel’s: Some council’s personnel’s are very inefficient. This affects productivity.

Of time and are generally good materials used in building thatched roofing which is usually not durable. All that is need is better utilization of these materials to improve quality of housing durability. A research into local building and modes of traditional architecture is a scene to improving quality of house in rural areas.
